PROVISION OF PEDESTRIAN ACCESS FROM ALPINE/ASHWOOD TO THE FONTHILL ROAD

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The provision of pedestrian access from Alpine and Ashwood estates to the Fonthill Road is dependent on the construction of a connecting path system that is safe and fit for purpose.  It is a good proposal that requires serious consideration.  This path system would be constructed in the existing open spaces in both Alpine Heights and Ashwood and without interfering with their use for existing recreation opportunities.  Such a path system would achieve the objectives of permeability and connectivity and facilitate opportunities for walking and cycling for adults and children - both able bodied and disabled.  It would also help to progress the objectives outlined in the Government's Healthy Ireland document published earlier in 2013. 

There has been some discussion on this proposal recently with the Elected Members and with local residents.  It is planned to present proposals to the Elected Members in 2014 to achieve this objective and in a manner that can gain local community acceptance.”

Aside from these categories, works will be carried out to trees only where they are considered to be consistent with good arboricultural practice. Examples of this would be crown lifting (removal of lower branches), crown thinning (reducing the weight of large trees), pruning to deal with weak branch junctions, pruning to improve the shape of the tree and removal of suckers. The aims contained within the Strategy for the Provision of Local Community Based Recycling facilities in the County are to

· Locate a recycling facility within 1 kilometre of every house in the County. 

· Provide recycling facilities in local communities according to the Waste Management Plan for the Dublin Region. 

· Encourage greater use of recycling facilities and reduce the amount of waste to landfill. 

· Reduce the misuse of existing facilities i.e. dumping, littering and antisocial behaviour

The department will identify areas in the North Clondalkin area as possible locations for the installation of recycling units and will assess the areas identified under the following criteria:

· Access
The site should be accessible for servicing the banks. No overhead wires, trees nearby and sufficient space for turning and parking. It is preferential that access is not limited by the existence of barriers or gates which restrict operating times.

· Proximity to Housing
Bring banks should be a minimum of 50 metres away from the nearest houses unless special noise reducing facilities are used.

· Supervision
Supervision is desirable but not necessary. This can take the form of direct supervision– personnel on site e.g. in a Council facility such as a park, depot or beside a Community Centre or school. Indirect supervision would consist of placing the bring banks in a public place – alongside a main street or area that there is a lot of passing traffic.

· Off road car parking
Car parking for a minimum of three cars is required.

· Presentation of area
The area will be prepared with proper signage and a plinth. 

It is important that any site chosen for the recycling facility unit is properly utilised and maintained and that no illegal dumping of waste takes place in the vicinity of the unit which can lead to problems for users and demands to the Council for the removal of the facility.

“That the Manager present a report on the plans that the Council has in relation to improving the presentation of Clondalkin Sports and Leisure Centre.  Given that this centre's grounds, and it's car park in particular, were given such singularly unfavourable comment in this year's Tidy Towns adjudication report, and that undertakings were given at the time by various Managers in the Council to address the issues raised, this Committee calls on the Manager to present a report on what specific works are planned for this site in the New Year and what time frame is attached to these works.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Clondalkin Leisure Centre is bounded at the front by two car parks. The one nearest to the Leisure Centre belongs to, and is the responsibility of the Leisure Centre, while the outer car park is the responsibility of the Public Realm Department. 

Following on from the negative report from the Tidy Towns adjudicators, the Public Realm has carried out a considerable clean-up of the front car park and has undertaken to monitor the condition of the car park and its immediate environs to maintain a neat clean and tidy appearance from now on.

The staff of the CLC will continue to clean and maintain the inner car park as they always have done.

While both the CLC and the Public Realm Department will do all they can to maintain the area in a clean and tidy condition, they are also dependent on the public who use the park and the car parks to behave responsibly and not to litter the area.”

The total allocation for the window programme in 2013 was €961,000.  

While the funding is not specifically split between each area 38% of the available funding went to replacements in Clondalkin.  The funding has either been spent or committed as the remaining replacements are either being fitted or being manufactured.  

53 houses had replacements in Clondalkin and another 11 are in progress.  

The number on the list for replacement at 1st January 2013 was 309 and the number on list at 1st December 2013 after deducting the 64 is 318 (it is a live list and is being added to on an ongoing basis).  The grading is also done on a continuous basis. 

It is impossible to provide information relating to waiting times as replacement is dependent on time on list, priority given to people with medical condition or very senior OAP and state of rent account and anti-social activity.”

“That the Manager would present for discussion at the meeting a report including maps on all potential infill housing sites in North Clondalkin ranging from single unit infill sites to 20 unit infill sites and indicative time scales and costs for securing Part 8 permissions for each of the sites identified.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The Council is currently carrying out an assessment of short to medium land bank requirements to facilitate potential future building programmes and members of the Area Committees will be kept up to date on progress at the appropriate time.  It is not therefore intended to present maps or to outline indicative time frames and costs for potential sites at this point in time.

The Committee will be aware that the Council recently identified a site for a proposed infill development in St Marks Green, Clondalkin, and this proposal was submitted as part of the Council's response to the Government's call for proposals for inclusion on a local authority housing construction led job stimulus programme.

The proposed infill housing development at St. Mark's Green was among three Part 8 (public consultation planning process) manager's reports which were presented to and approved by the Council on the 9th of September 2013.   In line with the prescribed procedure associated with all capital works, a formal submission has now been submitted to the DoECLG for approval to proceed to tender stage on this scheme. We await the outcome of this submission.

We have also identified a potential site in Mayfield Park, Clondalkin and an outline of proposals for this site was presented to the Clondalkin Area Committee in September 2013.  The Council is now ready to commence the formal Part 8 Public Consultation (Planning) Process for this proposal.   Details of the proposed scheme will be published in newspapers circulating in the area next week.

In general, the costs associated with bringing a proposal to Part 8 stage are nominal.  There is a small cost for publication of the Part 8 public consultation notice but all design works are undertaken in-house, and no other costs are incurred in the procurement of any other services until such time as the Part 8 is successfully concluded and approval has been sought and received from the DoECLG to go to tender.

It should be borne in mind that while concluding a successful Part 8 process does not guarantee development, it does however facilitate 'shovel readiness' i.e. the immediate commencement of projects once funding has been made available.

We are conscious that Budget 2014 contained stimulus measures in the housing area, and it is anticipated an announcement regarding funding will be made early in the New Year on projects submitted for approval.”
