	That the Manager's proposed amendments be modified as follows:
- the proposed deferred requirement of a "leisure centre with swimming pool" at the new phase 7 be deleted; and

- a requirement be included at the new phase 4 (which is generally equivalent in residential quantum terms to the existing phase 3) for a "leisure centre with swimming pool"; to further state that "this requirement may be met by the provision of  a similar public facility in the Lucan area i.e. St. Helens, Lucan Heights and Esker DED's".

	Response

The purpose of the Planning Scheme is to ensure the delivery of necessary infrastructure and community services in a timely manner alongside the delivery of homes for South Dublin and the Region as a whole.
The 2003 phasing and implementation strategy has served Adamstown well to date. There is a good level of infrastructure, services, facilities and amenities in place to serve the existing community. The slower pace of housing output since 2009 has had an effect on the delivery of homes, infrastructure, services, facilities and amenities in Adamstown e.g. development has been in Phase 2 (1,001-1,800 dwellings) since the second quarter of 2009. 1,249 units have been completed and occupied to date. 
Regardless of market conditions, the phased provision of infrastructure, services, facilities and amenities in tandem with housing is considered to be an essential component of the Adamstown development and is considered to be fundamental to the achievement of a sustainable urban district.

The current challenge is to maintain the delivery of needed facilities and amenities, through a phasing and implementation strategy that is reasonable and deliverable.

The proposed amendments aim to facilitate the delivery of appropriate facilities, where most viable, in a timely manner. Facilities prioritised are those identified by the pre-plan consultation process and include the community centre, sports hall and football pitches.
The leisure centre and swimming pool are desirable, and are  retained within the proposed amendments to be provided by Phase 7 (4,600 units), It is important to note that the Scheme allows for any facilities and infrastructure to be provided in phases earlier than those set out in the phasing should funding become available.
