“There are various phases of traffic layout for the construction of Newlands interchange. The current phase requires construction space in the central median at the Boot Road Junction. The bus lane is now utilised to maintain three lanes approaching Newlands Cross and in so far as is possible, the capacity of the junction. Use of the bus lane was never permissible for general traffic however, traffic had been able to move forward from the slope at the stop line to make a quicker merge.  This issue will be brought to the attention of the contractor and additional advanced signage will be requested on the N7.”
