“As the Councillor will be aware, the Council had encountered difficulties in the sale or letting of the above dwelling due to a disputed strip of land which forms part of the side garden to the property. The strip of land in question which was a former public pathway over which the public right of way had been extinguished, remained registered in the ownership of the original developers of the estate. 

A number of attempts were made to negotiate the acquisition of the strip of land from the registered owners by agreement but these were not successful. Accordingly the Council initiated the procedure to acquire the lands compulsorily in March 2013 and the Compulsory Purchase Order was subsequently confirmed by An Bord Pleanála on 29th August 2013. The relevant notices were issued on the owners and possession was formally taken of the strip of land recently pursuant to the confirmed Compulsory Purchase Order.

The owners have nominated an Agent to enter into negotiations with the Council on their behalf and preliminary discussions have taken place with the Council's Valuer. The Council can now look at future proposals for the use of the property but will need to be registered owners of the strip of land prior to a sale of the property.”

DERELICT SITES
REPORT:
“In accordance with Section 3 of the Derelict Sites Act, l990 a derelict site is defined as

'Any land which detracts, or is likely to detract, to a material degree from the amenity, character or appearance of land in the neighbourhood of the land in question because of –

(a)    the existence on the land in question of structures which are in a ruinous, derelict or dangerous condition, or

(b)   the neglected, unsightly or objectionable condition of the land or any structures on the land in question or,

(c)    the presence, deposit or collection on the land in question of any litter, rubbish, debris or waste, except where the presence, deposit or collection of such litter, rubbish, debris or waste results from the exercise of a right conferred by statute or by common law'.

As summarised in the foregoing report a number of sites and properties within the area of this Committee have been deemed to be derelict in accordance with Section 3 of the Act of 1990 and the Council has and continues to rely on the provisions of Section 11, Section 8 (2) and Section 8 (7) of the Act to eliminate/abate dereliction.

In accordance with the provisions of the Act of l990 a Section 11 Notice is served 

'(1) Where

(a)    in the opinion of the local authority it is necessary to do so, in  order to prevent land situate in their functional area from becoming or continuing to be a derelict site,

 or

(b)   a local authority have been directed to do so by the Minister under Section l2, 

they shall serve a notice in writing on any person who appears to them to be the owner or occupier of the said land.

2.         A notice under this section shall –

(a)    specify the measures which the local authority or the Minister, as the  case may be, consider to be necessary in order to prevent the land from becoming or continuing to be a derelict site,

(b)    direct the person on whom the notice is being served to take such measures as may be specified in the notice, and

(c)    specify a period (being not less than one month) within which such measures are  to be taken; provided, however, the notice shall not have effect until –

(i) the expiration of fourteen days from the date of service of the notice, or

(ii)if any representations are made under subsection (3), the date on which the local authority notifies the person making such representations that they have considered the said representations.'

A Section 8(2) Notice provides –

'Before making any entry on the register in relation to any land, the local authority shall give to any owner and occupier, where they can be ascertained by reasonable enquiry, notice of their intention to make such entry and shall consider any representations any owner or occupier may make in writing within such period as may be specified in the notice and may either make the entry or not as they think proper having regard to such representations.'

A Section 8 (7) Notice provides –

'Notice of an entry in the register shall be served by the local authority on the owner and occupier of a site in respect of which an entry has been made in the register where such persons can be ascertained by reasonable enquiry.'

A Section 8 (7) notice is served where an owner and occupier has failed to respond to a Section 8 (2) Notice and where the owner and occupier has failed to take steps to render the site non derelict.

The Council's Enforcement and Licensing Division undertakes a number of standard checks when investigating derelict sites.  These include a folio check to establish ownership and a planning check to establish the planning history on the property/site in question.   Experience has shown that a number of sites countywide under investigation have gone into Liquidation or been taken over by a Receiver and this can sometimes delay the initiation of appropriate legal action. Where a site subject to investigation under the Derelict Sites Act l990 has the benefit of a planning permission, contact is made with the owner to establish his/her intentions in relation to the development of the site prior to taking legal action. This approach has generated positive response where action has been taken by the owner to commence development of the site so as to abate the dereliction.  Where a site under investigation is the subject of a current planning application, the site will be monitored pending the decision of the Planning Authority and if and where a grant of planning permission issues, the owner of the site will be asked to confirm his intentions for the development of the site and to provide a timeframe for commencement of development.   Where a site under investigation is up for sale, close contact is maintained by the Council's Enforcement and Licensing staff with the Auctioneer/Agent so as to ensure accuracy/currency of information and to ensure no delays are taken in initiation of appropriate legal action under the Derelict Sites Act l990.

All derelict sites entered on the Derelict Sites Register in accordance with Section 8 (7) of the Act are being digitally mapped.  

In addition to the properties/sites identified in the attached  summary report,  the Council, through consorted efforts of Environmental Services Department under the Derelict Sites Act l990 and Local Government Sanitary Services Act l964, the office of the Environmental Health Officers under the Public Health (Ireland) Act l878 and the Housing Department, a number of abandoned privately owned properties throughout the County are being investigated, some of which  are located within the area of this Committee.

The attached summary report outlines the position in relation to Derelict Sites within the area of this Committee; activity to date reflects the Council's commitment to actively pursuing all powers available to the local authority under the Derelict Sites Act l990. www.irishstatute.ie  “

“That the Manager bring a report to the Committee on the problem of illegal dumping and related anti social behaviour at junction of Deansrath Park (*address supplied) and St Cuthbert's Park outlining the scale of the problem at this location and options for addressing these problems.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Council received three (3) complaints in 2013 in relation to illegal dumping at St. Cuthbert's Park with no complaints received to date in 2014, while three (3) complaints were received in relation to illegal dumping at Deansrath Park in 2013 and none to date in 2014.

These areas are patrolled on a regular basis by the Council's Litter Warden Team. All reports of dumping are investigated and dumped material is interrogated for evidence. Where evidence is found, fixed penalty notices are issued to the alleged offenders in accordance with the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended. Three (3) fixed penalty notices were issued in 2013 as a result of evidence found in dumped material at St. Cuthbert's Park with none issued in relation to Deansrath Park. The Council has deployed a mobile CCTV camera at St. Cuthbert's Park but unfortunately, no evidence that would support a prosecution under the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended, has resulted.

Where there is an ongoing problem of illegal dumping and littering in any area, local residents are urged and encouraged to support the Council in taking the appropriate enforcement action by making reports to the Litter Warden for investigation and by providing evidence where possible that would support a prosecution.  Additionally, residents are encouraged through the medium of the Council's Social Credit Scheme to seek rewards for community based initiatives, such as community clean ups.

The Housing Department has reported that there have been no reports of anti-social behaviour in relation to the areas identified in the past twelve months. The public are invited to report incidents of anti social behaviour through the following means:

· The Council's Customer Care Contact System 

· By visiting County Hall or Clondalkin Civic Centre, to speak with a member of staff

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Council is statutorily obliged to enforce the provisions of the Derelict Sites Act l990 .  

The following is the position in relation to:

1. Former Esso Garage, Monastery Road:

This site was last inspected by the Assistant Engineer, Roads Department on the  29th January 20l3 when he reported that the site was considered to be non-derelict  within the definition contained in Section 3 of the Derelict Sites Act l990.  Following  that report, contact was made with agents acting for ESSO, MSI  Limited, who undertook a number of remedial works to the site, including repairs to the damaged chainlink fence, secured  the  shutter to the front of the building, filled in/made good opening in the wall of the building, boarded up front door, elimination of graffiti and general tidying up of the site.    Additional improvements to the site were carried out in May 20l3 following which , agents acting on behalf of ESSO were advised SDCC had no further issues with the site.

2. Lexington, Monastery Road:

The site at Lexington House and lands, at the junction of Monastery Road and Monastery Park, Clondalkin was inspected by the Assistant Engineer, Roads Department on the 20th November 20l3 when he reported that the site is considered to be in a derelict condition within the definition contained in Section 3 of the Derelict Sites Act l990. A Notice pursuant to Section 8 (2) of the Derelict Sites Act l990 has now been served on the Examiner appointed to SIAC Construction Limited.

3. 'Nolans' House, Old Nangor Road: 

Raheen House (Nolan's) Old Nangor Road Clondalkin  has the benefit of a Grant of Planning Permission which issued in August 2011 , Register Reference  refers.   The property was subject to fire damage on two separate occasions in 20l3,  following which the owner was requested to carry out specified works at the request of the Council's Dangerous Buildings  Inspector . An early on-site meeting is to be convened with the owner of the property for purpose of agreeing scope of works to be carried out and timeframe within which they are required to be executed.”

The number of locations across the Clondalkin LEA in which CCTV has been installed for the purposes of combating illegal dumping, the cost of installing and operating each of these systems, the impact on illegal dumping measured by prosecutions or reductions in level of dumping, any other information that may be appropriate.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Council's Public Realm staff are assigned on the basis of crews working North and South of the Naas Road.  It is not possible to provide a break down of staff costs, information on the tonnages collected or disposal costs by electoral area.

In 2013, Environmental Services received 1876 complaints in relation to illegal dumping/litter in South Dublin County Council's administrative area.  437 fines were issued in accordance with the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended. 205 cases were referred to the Law Department for prosecution, of which 116 were listed for hearing in 2013.  To date, 25 successful prosecutions have been secured in relation to these cases. In January 2014 a total of 230 complaints were received relating to illegal dumping/litter.  34 fines were issued and 16 cases have been referred for prosecution.  It is not possible to provide a breakdown of these figures by electoral area.

South Dublin County Council currently have 2 Rapid Deployment CCTV cameras available, one of which is currently located in the Clondalkin electoral area.  However, no evidence has been obtained to date to support enforcement action under the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended.  The Council is working with the CCTV contractor in identifying locations that are most suitable for these cameras and are most likely to yield results from an enforcement perspective.

These cameras were purchased by the Council at a cost of €15,000 each.”
