"To ask the Manager to outline the most up to date prospects for the delivery of the Adamstown Sports Hall without further delay?"
REPLY:
Whilst there is a previous agreement between the Department of Education and Science and Chartridge Development Limited regarding the delivery of a school sports hall facility, it is our understanding that Chartridge has not been in a position to deliver this to date.  The issue of the School Sports Hall has been raised regularly at Adamstown Developer Interface Meetings and more recently during discussions with the landowners as part of the review process. 

The Adamstown SDZ Planning Scheme 2003 does not explicitly require the provision of a school sports hall. Following extensive public consultation during the Adamstown review process, the issue of the provision of a Sports Hall for Adamstown Community College and the need for a Community Centre for the whole of Adamstown emerged as core Community requirements.  The amendments to the Planning scheme approved by the Council on 10 February 2014 require the provision of 1,200m² of community centre space that incorporates a community sports hall or alternatively the provision of 1 no. 600m² community centre together with an additional school sports hall, in amended phase 2 i.e. no later than 1,600 dwellings, which is the current phase of development.  The recently adopted amendments to the Scheme are currently subject to appeal to An Bord Pleanala and in the case of an appeal, the current Planning Scheme will remain in place until An Bord Pleanala determination of the appeal(s).

Notwithstanding the above, a number of options for the delivery of a school/community sports hall at the earliest possible opportunity are currently under consideration.

REPLY:
A meeting was held with representatives of the National Transport Authority (NTA) and South Dublin County Council Lucan Area Committee members on the 9th of July 2013, with regard to the Esker permeability project. At this meeting, it was agreed that South Dublin County Council would carry out an appraisal of the scheme in accordance with NTA Project Management Guidelines and submit this appraisal to the NTA. It was also agreed that the appraisal would include a number of different scenarios; including 'Existing Condition', 'The Scheme as initially proposed prior to the Part 8 process' and ' The Scheme as proposed after the Part 8 process'. The Planning Authority prepared the appraisal as agreed and submitted it to the NTA on the 31st of October 2013. At the end of last year, the Project did not receive an allocation for work to be undertaken in 2014. The Council have not had a specific response in relation to the Esker Project from the NTA. It is expected that this matter will be further considered in the context of an NTA supported Lucan 'Movement Framework' study being undertaken in 2014, intended to identify local transport measures that may be subject to future investment.

REPLY:
From a road maintenance, public lighting and drainage point of view the respective departments have reported significant increase in maintenance activities on this site above other schemes of a similar age throughout the County.

As you are aware Taking In Charge only applies to publicly accessible infrastructure and unfortunately does not extend to the assessment of private drains and related issues within the curtilage of a dwelling. We also spoke to the HSE and their report follows. If the problems with Rats are persisting, the residents are advised to contact their local HSE branch.

We attach a summary of a rat infestation linked to poorly laid private drainage runs at Colthurst Close Summer 2013 received from our colleagues in the Environment section of the HSE.
Our experience of the private drainage runs servicing Colthurst Court was that there were numerous faulty junctions, where the pipes did not run into the junction smoothly but stopped short of the junction, many of the drainage pipes were damaged and it was the exception to find a fully intact drainage inspection chamber.
We presume 'rat blockers' mean rodding eyes? We have no experience re the presence or absence of rodding eyes. This estate is built for some considerable time and in my experience, it is rare for rodding eyes to be replaced by residents once they have rodded the drain. Even if provided by the developer, they could be missing now.
The HSE treated Colthurst Close for multiple properties last Summer but I have no record of rodent complaints from Colthurst Rise but we are investigating a complaint of refuse dumping at 18 Colthurst Rise.

· Provision of a new 2m wide footpath/ walkway from Mount Bellew Way to Bewley Grove 

· Provision of a new 2m wide footpath/ walkway from Mount Bellew Way to St. Andrew's Fairway 

· New landscape design, public lighting in association with the new footpaths 

· Provision of vehicular set down area along Mount Bellew Way (opposite the school), including realignment of existing footpath and provision of a raised pedestrian crossing  

· Provision of new public car park at Willsbrook Park with new vehicular entrance from Willsbrook Road with associated works 

· Provision of a  vehicular set down area on the R136 (Outer Ring Road) 

· All ancillary works

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“In relation to the houses already constructed in the Paddocks that front onto Dodsboro Road/Tandys Lane., these dwellings were permitted under SDZ07A/0001. This permission expires on the 21st August 2017 and all boundary treatment and landscaping must be completed before the permission expires. 

The lands located to the south of the Paddocks that front onto Dodsboro Road/Tandys Lane and which remain undeveloped at present were subject to planning permission under SDZ08A/0005. This permission expired on the 4th September 2013 and no active permission remains for this section of the lands at present.  Given that there is no planning permission pertaining to these lands and no development has occurred to date on these lands, there is no planning requirement for boundary treatment. When planning applications are lodged, the treatment of these boundaries will be addressed as part of any grant of permission at this time the developer is not obliged to carry out improvement works to these boundaries.

Should there be specific matters of concern with regard to the site boundary in question, e.g. safety or security, it is requested that the Committee would provide further details to enable them to be raised with the Receiver.”

Following extensive public consultation during the Adamstown review process, the issue of the provision of a Sports Hall for Adamstown Community College and the need for a Community Centre for the whole of Adamstown emerged as core Community requirements.  The amendments to the Planning scheme approved by the Council on 10 February 2014 require the provision of 1,200m² of community centre space that incorporates a community sports hall or alternatively the provision of 1 no. 600m² community centre together with an additional school sports hall, in amended phase 2 i.e. no later than 1,600 dwellings, which is the current phase of development.  The recently adopted amendments to the Scheme are currently subject to appeal to An Bord Pleanala and in the case of an appeal, the current Planning Scheme will remain in place until An Bord Pleanala determination of the appeal(s).

Notwithstanding the above, a number of options for the delivery of a school/community sports hall at the earliest possible opportunity are currently under consideration.”

"Given that it is a long held policy of this Council to provide a Digital Hub for the Palmerstown Community, this committee requests that they bring forward for discussion at the earliest possible opportunity details of what a Digital Hub should consist of, the approximate space required for a Digital Hub and the approximate cost of providing such a space, and finally the cost of fitting it out."
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Once a suitable site for a digital hub has been acquired the concept that is envisaged is that the facility will provide a range of electronic services along with a selected range of our other library services. There will be a limited selection of popular books as well as CD's and DVD's. The exact balance will be decided when the size of any acquired location has been finalized. The digital hub will be a place that people will go to for information and to gain new skills. The facility will offer library and lifelong learning facilities. It will become a focus for the local community. The digital hub will enable access to e-government services, a wide range of reference materials and on-line sites. There will be a facility to download e-books and e-audio, self service will be installed, WiFi, on-line magazines and newspapers. The space will be flexible to adapt to evolving needs. Because of the changing pace in ICT and library services it is difficult to give a definitive list at this stage.

Libraries and adult education often provide the only realistic route back into formal education for many people. In addition to supporting the learning that goes on in schools and colleges, such facilities play a vital social role in providing places where people can come together and enjoy themselves. There will be areas for language learning and IT training as well as for holding small events.

It is important that this facility serves not just as a provider of services but that it involves the community in its activities. The vision would be that users could take part in courses, use the ICT facilities, come in and browse through the books or take out a DVD. There will be many ways to engage with the digital hub.

The size and cost of such a hub can only be estimated at this stage as any opportunity will need to be looked at. However it should be in the area of around 150sq meters.

Cost would also be difficult to put a figure on without knowing the size of any potential area for the digital hub and whether it was an existing building or a new building.”

2. Convene a meeting with the local media (Newsletter, Gazette, Library, Village Initiative and Liffey Sound) to examine how information can be captured updated and made available to the Community of Lucan

3. Continue to foster our relationship with schools and examine community involvement and integration;

4. Develop new ways of engaging parents and adults in becoming involved in community activities through sports clubs and other organisations;

5. Meet with the Economic Development Department, the Public Realm Department and the Architectural Services Department and examine land availability and what options (both short-term and long-term) are open to address the deficit in facilities in consultation with the community and the Elected Members in the greater Lucan area.

6. Draft a realistic plan, costed and timetabled, to meet the community recreation space needs of the people of Lucan and surrounds. 

Items 1, 3 and 4 are already underway. Such a level of funding is not available at present, but the Council through the Community Team will see if it can identify a more suitable premises for the boxing club.”

There are currently 7,696 applications on South Dublin County Council's Housing List.  Of these 4,371 have expressed interest in the housing area of 'North of the Naas Road' which includes the Lucan area.  At present the Council has one vacant dwelling in the Lucan Area, this is designated for Older Persons.  For 2010 to 2013 - 27 vacancies of Council stock in the Lucan Electoral area have occurred which were let to housing applicants, for the same period 60 applicants were housed in Lucan addresses through the ASH/Procurement programme.  On average for 2014, it is expected to have approximately 9 vacancies of Council Stock and 20 ASH/Procured properties for the area.

South Dublin County Council has for numerous years engaged the services of the Mediation Bureau based within the county to deal with neighbour disputes. This service is run by voluntary mediators and volunteer groups.

The Mediation Bureau is used by the Anti Social Unit, Housing Department as a tool, where appropriate, to prevent the escalation of neighbour disputes within the Local Authority Housing Estates.  Mediation is a way of dealing with conflict where neighbour disputes may start off small but can escalate.   Early intervention can be crucial in preventing such escalation.  Mediation and training have positive outcomes for individuals involved and there is a ripple effect into our local communities.

The Anti Social Unit referred 2 cases, in 2013 and 18 cases, in 2012 for the Lucan area to the service for mediation. Feedback back from the service has confirmed that all cases except one case referred to mediation service have been resolved through this process.  In relation to the case that was not resolved, the appropriate enforcement action was taken by the anti social unit.

The majority of tenants who were involved in the neighbour disputes engaged with the process and in turn prevented an escalation of the dispute within the community. The positive outcome from this process is the result of tenants remaining in their homes.  Failure to engage in the service may have resulted in enforcement proceedings being taken by the Anti Social Unit and ultimately resulting in a Notice to quit being served on the individuals concerned.

Therefore the developer has failed to secure the open space conditioned through S99A/0019 in particular.
The developer also previously made applications to construct a house on this area of land as well as on a similar area at 5 Ash Park. The application for houses on both sites were refused by the Council.
A further meeting will be arranged with the developer.
As outlined at the meeting the developer has allowed a section of open space shown on the original planning application as open space to be disposed of to a private individual.  A further meeting is being arranged with the developer of Ash Park to resolve the issues outlined above and that may allow for the taking in charge of the estate by the Council.”

“DERELICT SITES  
In accordance with Section 3 of the Derelict Sites Act, l990 a derelict site is defined as

'Any land which detracts, or is likely to detract, to a material degree from the amenity, character or appearance of land in the neighbourhood of the land in question because of –

(a)    the existence on the land in question of structures which are in a ruinous, derelict or dangerous condition, or

(b)    the neglected, unsightly or objectionable condition of the land or any structures on the land in question or,

(c)    the presence, deposit or collection on the land in question of any litter, rubbish, debris or waste, except where the presence, deposit or collection of such litter, rubbish, debris or waste results from the exercise of a right conferred by statute or by common law'.

As summarised in the foregoing report a number of sites and properties within the area of this Committee have been deemed to be derelict in accordance with Section 3 of the Act of 1990 and the Council has and continues to rely on the provisions of Section 11, Section 8 (2) and Section 8 (7) of the Act to eliminate/abate dereliction.

In accordance with the provisions of the Act of l990 a Section 11 Notice is served 

(1) Where

(a)    in the opinion of the local authority it is necessary to do so, in  order to prevent land situate in their functional area from becoming or continuing to be a derelict site,

 or

(b)    a local authority have been directed to do so by the Minister under Section l2, 

they shall serve a notice in writing on any person who appears to them to be the owner or occupier of the said land.

2.      A notice under this section shall –

(a)    specify the measures which the local authority or the Minister, as the case may be, consider to be necessary in order to prevent the land from becoming or continuing to be a derelict site,

(b)    direct the person on whom the notice is being served to take such measures as may be specified in the notice, and

(c)    specify a period (being not less than one month) within which such measures are to be taken; provided, however, the notice shall not have effect until –

(i) the expiration of fourteen days from the date of service of the notice, or

(ii) if any representations are made under subsection (3), the date on which the local authority notify the person making such representations that they have considered the said representations.'

A Section 8(2) Notice provides –

'Before making any entry on the register in relation to any land, the local authority shall give to any owner and occupier, where they can be ascertained by reasonable enquiry, notice of their intention to make such entry and shall consider any representations any owner or occupier may make in writing within such period as may be specified in the notice and may either make the entry or not as they think proper having regard to such representations.'

A Section 8 (7) Notice provides –

'Notice of an entry in the register shall be served by the local authority on the owner and occupier of a site in respect of which an entry has been made in the register where such persons can be ascertained by reasonable enquiry.'

A Section 8 (7) notice is served where an owner and occupier has failed to respond to a Section 8 (2) Notice and where the owner and occupier has failed to take steps to render the site non derelict.

The Council's Enforcement and Licensing Division undertakes a number of standard checks when investigating derelict sites.  These include a folio check to establish ownership and a planning check to establish the planning history on the property/site in question.   Experience has shown that a number of sites countywide under investigation have gone into Liquidation or been taken over by a Receiver and this can sometimes delay the initiation of appropriate legal action. Where a site subject to investigation under the Derelict Sites Act l990 has the benefit of a planning permission, contact is made with the owner to establish his/her intentions in relation to the development of the site prior to taking legal action. This approach has generated positive response where action has been taken by the owner to commence development of the site so as to abate the dereliction.  Where a site under investigation is the subject of a current planning application, the site will be monitored pending the decision of the Planning Authority and if and where a grant of planning permission issues, the owner of the site will be asked to confirm his intentions for the development of the site and to provide a timeframe for commencement of development.   Where a site under investigation is up for sale, close contact is maintained by the Council's Enforcement and Licensing staff with the Auctioneer/Agent so as to ensure accuracy/currency of information and to ensure no delays are taken in initiation of appropriate legal action under the Derelict Sites Act l990.

All derelict sites entered on the Derelict Sites Register in accordance with Section 8 (7) of the Act are being digitally mapped.  

In addition to the properties/sites identified in the attached  summary report,  the Council, through consorted efforts of Environmental Services Department under the Derelict Sites Act l990 and Local Government Sanitary Services Act l964, the office of the Environmental Health Officers under the Public Health (Ireland) Act l878 and the Housing Department, a number of abandoned privately owned properties throughout the County are being investigated, one of which  is located within the area of this Committee (86 Rosewood Grove).

The attached summary report outlines the position in relation to Derelict Sites within the area of this Committee; activity to date reflects the Council's commitment to actively pursuing all powers available to the local authority under the Derelict Sites Act l990.

“Laneway clean ups are in general organised in response to requests from elected members, members of the public and the Council Litter Wardens.   The resources of the Environmental Services Department are primarily deployed to cleaning tasks in more visible, higher profile areas such as in housing estates, on public roads and in public parks.  

Works carried out in laneways normally include the removal of dumped waste, picking of litter as well as pruning or removal of vegetation as required.  Unfortunately, the Council is seeing a countywide increase in the number of areas where illegal dumping is taking place and laneways are one area that is suffering as a result.  The Council is reliant on the support of members of the public to report incidents and provide the necessary information, e.g. car registration details, to enable the Council's Licensing and Enforcement staff to pursue the perpetrators.

At the time of inspection the laneway was littered with significant amounts of fly tipping in the form of builders rubble, bags of bottles & cans, mattresses and domestic.  Two small trees had also fallen from private lands and two different locations and were blocking the lane to vehicular traffic.  Arrangements are currently in hand to have the trees removed and the laneway cleaned.

While there is no schedule currently in place for the cleaning of laneways in the Palmerston area it is proposed that the details of a pilot programme be presented to the March meeting of this area committee.  The submission will include details of the laneways to be included in the pilot, the extent of the work to be done and the frequency of the cleaning to be carried out.”

The tender specific to the Fishery operation in Corkagh Park was published in November 2013.  No tender applications were received in respect of the competition.  Accordingly, BK Golf Management Ltd, continue to provide operational cover for the Fishery.

However, the tender for the operation of the Fishery will be reviewed and advertised again in Mach 2014.

The level of stocks in the lakes was estimated to be in the region of 21,000 in 2010, the type and size of fish varies considerably.  The Council is not in receipt of fees paid for the use of the fishery.”

"That this Area Committee calls on the Manager to carry out works to improve traffic flow along the stretch of Griffeen Avenue, between the Griffeen Road roundabout and Grange Castle Road junction, including widening of the road, provision of additional lanes approaching the traffic lights and recessing of the bus stops." 
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Griffeen Ave is a local distributor road leading onto the Grange Castle Road via a signal controlled junction.

Griffeen Road joins Griffeen Ave via a roundabout approx 180m from the Grange Castle Road.

Griffeen Educate Together school is adjacent to this roundabout.

Griffeen Ave suffers from congestion especially associated with school opening/closing timings as large numbers of parents drive children to and from schools. 

In addition the location of a bus stop close to the Griffeen Ave/ Griffeen Road roundabout can add to delays in the area as vehicles accessing the ORR can have difficulty passing stationary buses at the stop.

The layout of the roundabout also forces traffic on Griffeen Road to yield to traffic from Griffeen Ave so that during the peak hours any capacity between the signals and the roundabout tends to be taken by traffic from Griffeen Ave with little benefit to Griffeen Road. 

The traffic signals at the Grange Castle Road Junction typically in the morning peak give in the region of 25- 30% of total green time to Griffeen Ave. This is in line with the demands on the junction which is vehicle activated and corresponds to the traffic volume movement through the junction.

A scheme was previously proposed which sought to increase permeability in the area thereby alleviating congestion the area by encouraging more foot and cycle journeys and also to replace the roundabout with traffic signals incorporating pedestrian and cycle facilities. This would have enabled the signals to be co-ordinated with the signals at the main junction ensuring a more even efficient use of capacity and also removing obstacles to walking and cycling. This scheme was to be funded by way of grant from the NTA.

The scheme failed to find support at Part 8 and funding is no longer available.

The provision of a lay-by at the bus stop may make some improvement to congestion as it would improve access to the existing signalised junction. This would involve the removal of a length of grass verge and or cycle track and a possible portion of the open space in Moy Glas. Should such a scheme be proposed a source of funding would need to be identified.”

Following contributions from Councillors W. Lavelle and E. Tuffy, Mr. J. McLoughlin, Senior Engineer, responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

This scheme will consider junction access from both sides of the N4 corridor on existing infrastructure. A Consultants brief is at an advanced stage of preparation for this scheme and it is expected to go to Tender very soon for preliminary design and statutory process, subject to NTA approval.  Members will be kept informed of progress.”
