“To ask the Manager for an update on the problems with the heating systems in the houses in the Cherryville Estate, Newlands Road.”
REPLY:
“The scheme at Cherryville was procured as a Part V scheme for South Dublin Council. The scheme was certified as in compliance with the Building Regulations by its architects Fenton Simons. On site inspections confirm that the houses are properly insulated in line with Building Control requirements in force when constructed. The scheme was designed and constructed to be heated electrically in line with many private houses and apartments of this period and outside the control of the Council.

Following complaints by the tenants a study was carried out by the Council on alternatives to the heating system provided. The scheme is at a remove from the gas network and Bord Gais have previously quoted €50,000.00 for a new network connection. New boiler and radiators to each unit were costed at an additional €5,000 /€6,000.00 per dwelling. This total figure of over €100,000.00 is still not available to the Council in view of the current downturn. Oil-based systems also evaluated will prove increasingly expensive to run as oil prices continue to grow and storage can prove an ongoing problem for tenants.

The solution arrived at in 2011 was to add a SUKA heater, electrically-powered, to the living room of each of the 5 x 1-bed houses. A SUKA heater was also added to both the living-room and the hallway of the 2 x 2-bed houses.  An additional Suka heater was added later to the bedroom of these two houses.  A SUKA was also installed in the living room of the two x 1-bed flats in the old house. An additional Suka was also added to the bedroom of one of these dwellings. The total cost to date of these additional heaters was €11,244.50 inc. VAT.  

The SUKA is a heater made in Germany which is considerably more efficient than other electric equivalents. It costs approx. 30% less to run than convector or equivalent Goldshield radiators. The heating system complies with current regulations.

The BER ratings are as follows:

Unit 2              -  Rating D2

Units 4, 5, 6    -  Rating E1

Units 7, 8, 9    -  Rating E2

These BER ratings are low because of the electrical heating system.  They do not reflect in any way on comfort conditions  in these homes which are properly insulated to standards then required.  The Council can request that these homes be included for insulation upgrade from the DoECLG Retro-fit Programme, but if approved it will still not include gas-central heating and will be limited to improvements in insulation.”

“The Balgaddy Estate was developed subject to a Masterplan which envisaged 6 separate phases (Balgaddy A, B, C, D, E and F).  Phases D, social housing, and F, affordable housing, were not proceeded with following the economic downturn. 

Balgaddy A constitutes Tor an Rí and Buirg an Ri, Balgaddy B and C constitute Méile an Rí Estate.

All houses constructed in these phases were contracted with only one company Gama Construction Ltd., following a series of public tenders.  There is no legal action underway against Gama Construction.  Contract disputes post-construction were addressed in a series of conciliations carried out under the terms of the GDLA 82 Contract used on all 4 phases.  None of these conciliations advanced into arbitration or legal cases. As a result of these conciliations, extensive remedial works undertaken initially by Gama Construction themselves (mainly Phase A) and later by South Dublin County Council were credited by Gama Construction against monies owing to them.  These works were counter charged by South Dublin against Final Account figures. 

The works carried out over the period had no additional cost to the public purse as a result of these offsets.  All Final Accounts and final payments to Gama Construction were completed in 2013 and agreed with the Department of Environment, Community & Local Government. 

The construction company involved no longer has an active presence in Ireland.”

“The Village Initiative was launched in early 2013. The works were to be carried out by local community groups including Tidy Towns Committees based on a fixed series of grants from South Dublin County Council. In 2013 Clondalkin Tidy Towns was paid a grant of €2,903.00.  A further €24,000.00 was expended on tree-planting in various locations across the village.  De-cluttering, removal of telephone boxes and unused signage was carried out by Council staff directly.  The current Village Initiatives was reformatted by the County Mayor in late 2013.  A large financial provision was included in the budget approved for 2014 to include for –

· Showcase project for each village centring on unique selling-points.  In Clondalkin this will feature the Round Tower Visitor Centre at Millview Cottages and a public monastic-style garden.  The cost will be in the region of €1.5m.  Part 8 Consultation on the project will commence in early April 2014. 

· Way-finding strategy and signage tenders have been successfully received and work on this will commence in early April 2014.  

· Public realm strategy / landscaping strategy is currently under preparation and will be consulted with local groups.  

· Shopfront improvement grand-scheme is already launched and will operate throughout 2014. (€100,000,00 available across the county in 2014)

“The terms for a Part V Agreement in respect of an overall development by Maplewood Homes concluded in July 2007. The agreement provided for the delivery of social, affordable and traveller housing as well a community centre.  To date the social and affordable units have been delivered and are occupied. 

The Council was notified in early 2012 of appointment of a receiver to Maplewood Homes.  The Council met with the receivers with a view to negotiating a conclusion of the Part V agreement.  

An on-site visit to the development indicates that the 10 Traveller specific units are approximately 30 -40% complete and will require significant investment to bring to full completion.   

The 10 Traveller specific units are group houses and are not caravan bays.  They have been included in the previous (2009 – 2013) and current (2014 – 2018) Traveller Accommodation Programmes. 

Negotiations with the receiver are ongoing to finalise this matter.

The Council does not have any suitable landholdings in or around Newcastle Village that would provide an alternative site for these units.”

All reports of illegal dumping are investigated by the Council's Litter Warden Service and dumped material is interrogated for evidence.  Where evidence is found, the appropriate enforcement action is taken under the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended. Where there is an on going problem of illegal dumping and littering in any area, local residents are encouraged to support the Council in taking the appropriate enforcement action by making reports to the Litter Warden for investigation and by providing evidence where possible and testifying in court.

Additionally, residents are encouraged through the medium of the Council's Social Credit Scheme to seek rewards for community based initiatives, such as community clean ups.”

The aims contained within the Strategy for the Provision of Local Community Based Recycling facilities in the County are to

· Locate a recycling facility within 1 kilometre of every house in the County. 

· Provide recycling facilities in local communities according to the Waste Management Plan for the Dublin Region. 

· Encourage greater use of recycling facilities and reduce the amount of waste to landfill. 

· Reduce the misuse of existing facilities i.e. dumping, littering and antisocial behaviour

The department will identify areas in the North Clondalkin area as possible locations for the installation of recycling units and will assess the areas identified under the following criteria:

· Access
The site should be accessible for servicing the banks. No overhead wires, trees nearby and sufficient space for turning and parking. It is preferential that access is not limited by the existence of barriers or gates which restrict operating times.

· Proximity to Housing
Bring banks should be a minimum of 50 metres away from the nearest houses unless special noise reducing facilities are used.

· Supervision
Supervision is desirable but not necessary. This can take the form of direct supervision– personnel on site e.g. in a Council facility such as a park, depot or beside a Community Centre or school. Indirect supervision would consist of placing the bring banks in a public place – alongside a main street or area that there is a lot of passing traffic.

· Off road car parking
Car parking for a minimum of three cars is required.

· Presentation of area
The area will be prepared with proper signage and a plinth. 

It is important that any site chosen for the recycling facility unit is properly utilised and maintained and that no illegal dumping of waste takes place in the vicinity of the unit which can lead to problems for users and demands to the Council for the removal of the facility. 

The following sites have been examined to date and deemed unsuitable for the reasons given below.  The Council still fully supports the proposal to provide an additional bring bank site in the North Clondalkin area and will do so as soon as a suitable site can be identified.”

There was evidence that wheelie bins had been burnt at 7 of the sites, the 8th site being too old to determine what was burnt.  The majority of bonfires occur late in the evenings or at weekends when staff have finished work for the day.   Given the small size of the damaged areas and the presence of wheelie bin, the signs would indicate that bins are being stolen from properties in the area and brought onto the open space to be burnt.  

The most effective way of addressing this issue is for residents to leave bins out on the morning of collection only and to store them in a secure location to prevent theft.  In addition, residents who experience anti-social problems are encouraged to report incidents to the Gardaí who have the powers to enforce the law under the Criminal Justice Act.”

“To ask the Manager to provide a report detailing the transfer of land at the side and rear of houses in Maple Grove, Rathcoole Co Dublin detailing what land was transferred, when the land was transferred and what consultations were undertaken with all affected residents when this transfer was taking place?”
REPLY:

“The lands in question are at the rear of Nos 10-20 Maple Grove and are part of lands acquired by the Council by way of the South Dublin County Council Compulsory Purchase (Saggart/Rathcoole Interchange) Order, 1993 which was confirmed on 23rd February, 1994. The Council took possession of the land on 1st August, 1996. However the legal title only transferred to the Council in 2011.

Following the completion of the road works, a portion of the land remained surplus to the road requirements and undevelopable because of its location, size, shape and the presence of underground services. In 2006, a number of residents applied to the Council to acquire the surplus lands and to incorporate them into their properties. At the time the legal documents to enable the Council to become the registered owner of the lands had not been completed and accordingly the request was deferred pending title transferring to the Council.

 The Council subsequently approved a disposal of a portion of the land  at the rear of 18-20 Maple Grove to the adjoining houseowners at its meeting held on 14th March 2011,( Minute No. H12c/0311 refers) and disposal of portion of the lands which runs to the side of the property at No 10 Maple Grove at its meeting held on 16th January 2012, (Minute No. H7c/0112 refers).  

 The plots of land disposed of immediately adjoin the properties in question and this was considered the most logical option for the use of the lands. As set out above, there is no other practical development use for the land and leaving it as was could provide a location for anti social behaviour and a potential security problem for the house holders. Its privatisation also eliminated the responsibility for maintenance.

 There remains a further plot of land which is bounded on two sides by four houses i.e. No's 10 and 11 on one side and 16 & 17 Maple Grove on the other side which are located at right angles to each other. The sub-division of this plot of land will require agreement between the parties due to its lay –out, in particular the houseowners of Nos 11 and 16 and accordingly the Council had written to the four houseowners involved some time ago, suggesting various options. 

 The owner of No 17 indicated no interest in acquiring any portion of the plot whilst the remaining parties are interested but have not agreed a sub-division of the plot. The matter is being reviewed by the Council to establish a suitable sub-division of the remaining plot.”
