H03 Administration of Rates
· This additional expenditure relates to increased costs as follows: 

· €0.9M for refunds of commercial rates arising from the vacancy refund scheme, 
· €3.2M increased requirement for the write off of bad debt in 2013, 
· €0.14M in additional legal charges from the Law Department (matched by a reduction of costs to budgets in other Divisions) 
· €0.24M rates receipts qualifying for transfer to IAP funds were greater than anticipated
