To ask the Chief Executive for a report on the number and type of grants approved by this Council year to date, per electoral area?

REPLY:
Environmental Services - 
Environmental Services Department operates two grant funds which are supported by the Department of Environment, Community & Local Government as follows:

Local Agenda 21 (LA21) Environmental Partnership Fund
This fund promotes sustainable development by assisting small scale, non-profit environmental projects at local level. Projects which focus on environmental awareness and actions which complement national environmental policies such as those on waste, biodiversity, water conservation and climate change.

It is a condition of the scheme that Departmental funds allocated to a project must be matched by a similar amount from the local authority. South Dublin County Council was allocated €17,500 in 2014.

The scheme is advertised locally and applications are invited from community and environmental groups for projects should support and complement national environmental policies such as those on Waste, Biodiversity, Climate Change, Air, Water, Sustainable Development, etc.

Applications are assessed on the following criteria

1. Partnership Arrangements (20 Marks) 

2. Awareness raising potential (10 Marks) 

3. Practical promotion of Local Agenda 21 (20 Marks) 

4. Value for money (20 Marks) 

5. Widely replicable (10 Marks) 

6. Feasibility of project targets (10 Marks) 

7. Structure and layout of proposal (10 Marks) 

In 2013 a total of €42,080 was awarded which included an additional €3,540 from the Department of Environment, Community & Local Government. 38 initiatives were funded by this initiative, 22 of which were environmental organisations which are used to provide workshops and environmental education to schools and community groups during Eco Week and throughout the year.

The closing date for receipt of 2014 applications was 7th July 2014 so it is not possible to provide information on awards by electoral area at this point in time.

Anti-Litter and Anti-Graffiti-Awareness Grant
This Grant Scheme has a particular focus on voluntary initiatives by community and environmental groups, and on involving schools and young people in anti-litter and anti-graffiti awareness actions.

 The maximum grant allocated per project may be up to 70% of the overall cost, with the balance being met by way of local contribution. In 2014 South Dublin County Council was awarded €33,050. 

Criteria for selection of suitable anti-litter and graffiti awareness projects is as follows:

Projects/activities should seek to promote greater public awareness and education in relation to litter and/or graffiti, and should, as far as possible, have a particular focus on involving schools and young people and on voluntary initiatives by community and environmental groups.

1. Projects/activities should seek to promote greater public awareness and education in relation to litter and/or graffiti, and should, as far as possible, have a particular focus on involving schools and young people and on voluntary initiatives by community and environmental groups. 

2. Grants should be used, where possible, to leverage local business co-funding of anti-litter and/or anti-graffiti education/awareness measures. 

3.  The maximum grant available in any individual case may be up to 70% of the overall cost of the project, with the balance being met by way of local contribution. 

4.  Where a local authority is not directly involved in a project, it must be fully satisfied that the project will be satisfactorily implemented. 

5.  Projects should be to a high standard and should aim at establishing or replicating best practice in relation to litter and/or graffiti education/awareness measures. 

6.  Projects in receipt of monies under the Local Agenda 21 Environment Partnership Fund are excluded for grant purposes. 

7.  Local authority staff/plant costs and projects that involve substitute financing of existing programmes are excluded for grant purposes. 

8.  County Managers should consult with town councils/borough councils in their functional area with a view to considering suitable proposals for implementation in these areas. 

In 2014, 35 projects have been preliminary approved by the Environmental Services and submitted to the Department of Environment, Community & Local Government. These include projects from local community groups, environmental groups and the Council’s own anti litter campaign.

In the absence of DoECLG approval it is not possible to provide information on awards by electoral area at this point in time.
