As there is no budget for replanting of removed trees can the Manager advise as to whether residents can organise this themselves(with suitable replacements  if so desired, and provide a list of trees deemed appropriate for planting?

REPLY:
The Council frequently works with Tidy Towns Groups, Residents Associations and other groups in providing assistance and advice on species, planting works and plans for Tree Planting and Landscaping proposals. Different locations require different assessments and any groups that wish to improve their areas should contact the Social Credits staff of the Council to access advice and assistance.

The Adopted Budget for 2014 contains a provision €1.6million for the Tree Management & Maintenance Programme which includes funding that will be directed towards tree planting and replacement where removals have taken place. Can the Manager provide a completion date for removal of stumps from trees taken down?
REPLY:

In 2013 the Litter Warden Service issued a total of 756 litter fines amounting o €113,400.

A total of 296 litter fines were paid in full to the value of €44,400 and a further €3,545 was received in relation to part payments of litter fines issued.  The overall amount collected for litter fines issued in 2013 was €47,945, which represents a 42.2% collection rate.

205 cases were referred for prosecution in the courts.

ELECTORAL REGISTER 
QUESTION: Councillor C. King 

To ask the Manager to ensure that any eligible voter that has been housed or re-housed through our scheme of letting priorities over the past three years is on the electoral register in an effort to ensure as many people as possible have the capacity to utilize their franchise?
REPLY:
The Register of Electors 2014/15 was published on 1st February 2014, comes into force on 15th February and is available for checking online at www.checktheregister.ie. and will be distributed to local Post Offices, Libraries and Garda stations in South Dublin's administrative area. The fieldwork for the annual update commenced in June 2013 and door-to-door enquiries were carried out. Information received at the door was used to compile the Draft Register 2014/15. If there was no reply at the door an application form for registration was left at the house for completion by householder.

The Draft Register of Electors was then published on 1st November and was available for checking online at www.checktheregister.ie.  It was also circulated to local Post Offices, Libraries and Garda stations in South Dublin's administrative area. Advertisements were placed in the local papers. During the period of 1st November to 25th November members of the public were afforded the opportunity to 

a) check whether or not they were on the draft Register 

b) amend their information 

c) add their details.

Anyone who found that their details were not listed or were incorrectly listed could make a claim to correct the Draft Register by completing an RFA1. The closing date for receipt of claims was 25th November, however late claims were accepted up to 20th December. Claims were considered by the County Register on 23rd December.

The newly published Register of Electors will be used for any elections/ referendums held during the period 15th February 2014 to 14th February 2015.

At this point if a person finds that they are not on the register they may apply for entry to the Supplement to the Register of Electors. To be included in the supplement, you must be:

(a)  18 years of age (up to and including polling day)

(b)  ordinarily resident at the address at which you wish to be registered; and

(c) not already registered as an elector (except in the case of a change of address).

Application for entry onto the supplement is made by completing supplement application RFA2 or RFA3 (change of address) as appropriate.  A separate form must be completed and signed by each person applying for inclusion in the supplement. The form must be witnessed, signed and stamped by a member of the Garda Síochána. Supplement application forms are available on our website www.sdcc.ie and online at www.checktheregister.ie.  They will also be available in post offices, Garda stations, libraries and council offices. 

To ensure inclusion in the supplement that will be prepared for the European and Local Elections to be held on 23rd May 2014 the closing date for receipt of completed supplement application forms is 6th May 2014.  Applications for inclusion on the supplement to the Postal and Special Voters' list is 26th April 2014. 

The objective in compiling the Register of Electors is to ensure that all eligible voters are given an opportunity to participate in the democratic process and a high quality Register of Electors is essential to the successful operations of the electoral system. It must be noted that the responsibility for ensuring the right to vote rests with the individual citizen but every opportunity is given during the compilation of the draft Register and the Supplement before a poll to ensure that potential voters have an opportunity to check that they are on the Register. Data Protection legislation restricts the Council in it's use of personal data obtained from any individual to the specific purpose for which that data was obtained and there is no provision which would allow the Council to use information obtained in its role as a housing authority for electoral registration purposes.

The Register of Electors 2014/15 was published on 1st February 2014, comes into force on 15th February and is available for checking online at www.checktheregister.ie. It will also be distributed to local Post Offices, Libraries and Garda stations in South Dublin's administrative area together with an information poster regarding the supplement to the register which will be prepared for the European and Local Elections. Application for entry onto the supplement is made by completing supplement application RFA2 or RFA3 (change of address) as appropriate.  A separate form must be completed and signed by each person applying for inclusion in the supplement. The form must be witnessed, signed and stamped by a member of the Garda Síochána. Supplement application forms are available on our website www.sdcc.ie and online at www.checktheregister.ie.  They will also be available in post offices, garda stations, libraries and council offices. 

To ensure inclusion in the supplement that will be prepared for the European and Local Elections to be held on 23rd May 2014 the closing date for receipt of completed supplement application forms is 6th May 2014.  Applications for inclusion on the supplement to the Postal and Special Voters' list is 26th April 2014. 

Comprehensive information is at present available on the Council's website regarding the registration process in a total of 17 languages including the following: – Arabic, Chinese, Czech, English, French, German, Hungarian, Irish, Italian, Latvian, Lithuanian, Polish, Portuguese, Romanian, Russian, Slovak and Spanish. A link to the search facility for the newly published Register of Electors is also available.

The four Dublin Local Authorities are at present planning a Voter Registration Poster  campaign entitled 'Your Dublin, Your Vote' targeting the new communities.  The Council's Social Inclusion Unit in partnership with the Corporate Services Department is also organising two events to take place in Clondalkin and Tallaght during March (dates to be confirmed).  Information regarding this initiative will be posted on the Council website.

REPLY:
The Environmental Services Dept is currently finalising it's work programme for 2014. The programme will include for the provision of an enhanced Village Cleaning and Maintenance Service in the County's towns and villages in line with the budget for the current year.  As part of the plan, collection of litter bins in the villages will be reorganised in such a way that they will be serviced on an as required basis each day, Monday to Friday, with certain bins in high usage areas being serviced more than once in each day where this is deemed necessary. 

Extension of the Village Cleaning Service to provide a weekend service is being considered as part of the Work Programme.

HYDRO STUDY
QUESTION: Councillor W. Lavelle
To ask the Manager for a detailed update on the ongoing studies of potential hydro-electric schemes in the County?
REPLY:
The South Dublin Sustainable Energy Action Plan approved by the Council in May 2013 includes Replace Action No. 3 (Action REP3)

Action REP3: Feasibility Projects to assess large scale renewable and low carbon technologies/strategies
South Dublin County Council will continue to investigate the feasibility of using renewable and low carbon technologies on a large scale through the following:
· Desk top studies on the use of hydro based energy production on the River Dodder and River Liffey. 
In response to SEAP Replace Action No. 3, the Council has prepared a draft brief for the carrying out of a feasibility study into the potential for hydro based electricity generation in South Dublin County. The draft brief is currently under consideration in advance of being issued for tender invitation.

It is envisaged that the feasibility study will identify potential sites for the development of hydro schemes in the county including on the Rivers Liffey and Dodder. It will also address potential for electricity generation, detailed costings and an assessment of economic potential. It will explore planning, environmental and fisheries issues. The Council will seek the support of the Sustainable Energy Authority of Ireland (SEAI) under the provisions of the Sustainable Energy Community Project, the City of Dublin Energy Management Agency (CODEMA) in carrying out this study.

South Dublin County Council is also currently engaged in another EU Intelligent Energy Europe (IEE) funded project, in partnership with the Irish Planning Institute (IPI) called 'Spatial Planning and Energy for Communities in all Landscapes' (SPECIAL). This project aims to foster greater integration between energy and spatial planning, by up-skilling practicing town planners across Ireland, based on best practice EU experience. The developing knowledge base regarding planning for renewable forms of energy, including hydro, will be brought to bear on the development of renewable energy alternatives across South Dublin County.

2014 AND BEYOND
Housing Construction Programme: 
During 2013 the Council identified a number of sites throughout the county with potential for proposed infill development.   

Details of these sites and proposals were submitted to the Department of Environment, Community and Local Government as part of the Council's response to the Government's Summer 2013 call for proposals for inclusion on a local authority housing construction led job stimulus programme.  The locations included:

1. St Marks' Clondalkin  (11 units) 

2. St Finian's, Lucan  (2 units) 

3. Suncroft, Tallaght (10 units) 

4. MacUilliam, Tallaght (28 units) 

5. Mayfield, Clondalkin (18 units)

Sites 1 - 3 listed above were among three Part 8 Public Consultation Planning Processes successfully concluded with the Manager's reports presented to and approved by the Council on 9th of September 2013.   In line with the prescribed procedure associated with all capital works, a formal submission has now been forwarded to the DoECLG for approval to proceed to tender stage on these three (3) schemes.  We await the outcome of this submission.

Sites 4 - 5 listed above are currently going through a formal Part 8 Public Consultation Planning Process. Details of these proposed schemes are available here. This process is expected to conclude with presentation of the Manager's Report to the Council at the March 2014 meeting.

The viability of various potential sites already identified by Elected Members at various meetings and in correspondence is also being examined. It is anticipated that maps of the areas identified by Councillors will be circulated shortly asking that the specific area(s) which they consider suitable for development be identified.  Following from this exercise these sites will be scoped to ensure that the sites are viable.   Feasibility of the sites will depend on site services, conditions and constraints.

Similarly we are establishing details of the Council's landbank for other plots which may be deemed suitable to facilitate potential future building programmes, following from which a similar exercise to the above will be required.

Capital Assistance Scheme (CAS): 
Following recent notification from the Department of Environment Community and Local Government Local Government of funding for a Capital Assistance Scheme (CAS) Programme 2014-2016 South Dublin County Council  has  invited  Approved Housing Bodies to put forward cost effective and sustainable proposals to meet the housing needs for people with specific categories of needs as identified in the latest Housing Needs Assessment. The following are the three priority needs suitable for CAS funding as identified in the latest South Dublin County Council Housing Needs Assessment:

1. Accommodation for People with a Disability

2. Accommodation for Homeless

3. Accommodation for Travellers

The available funding will facilitate the advancement of a modest construction programmer and /or the acquisition of built properties where suitable and value for money alternatives exist. Priority will be afforded to small infill type developments of up to 10 units and to projects which will be ready to commence in 2014.

Leasing / RAS :  
During 2014 and beyond the Council will continue to be proactive in the procurement of units for the provision of social housing support under the Social Housing Leasing and RAS schemes (whereby we enter into lease arrangements with private property owners and Voluntary Housing Bodies to procure homes to provide for the housing needs of persons on social housing waiting lists).  In 2013 circa 345  units were procured with a significant number contracted in late December through multi-unit leases and we expect to exceed this figure during 2014 with a number of proposals for multi-unit leasing at various locations throughout the county currently being considered. 

Part V:  
Over the past couple of years the Council succesfully negotiated a number of financial compensations as a result of agreements in accordance with Part V.   In accordance with the Part V conditions this fund can be used to finance the purchase of completed units.   During 2014, it is intended subject to Department of Environment Community and Local Government approval, to purchase a number of suitable units throughout the county in areas of housing demand with some proceeds from this fund. 

"First Wave" Housing Assistance Payment (HAP): 

South Dublin County Council is one of 7 "First Wave" local authorities where HAP will be implemented in 2014. 

The introduction of HAP will represent a fundamental reform to the way in which social housing supports are to be provided, including that those in receipt of HAP are considered to have their housing need met.   HAP recipients will source their own accommodation in the private rented sector.  However, unlike rent supplement generally, the Council will  make a full rental payment directly to the landlord with the HAP recipient making a differential rent contribution to the Council. 

Traveller Accommodation:
With regard to planned developments for 2014 and 2015 – As outlined in the Traveller Accommodation Programme 2014 – 2018 (adopted at the Council Meeting in January 2014), the Council plans to deliver new units as per the Programme and redevelop Belgard Road & St. Aidans in 2014.  It is further intended to redevelop Oldcastle Park and the 3 Bay Emergency site in Lynch's Lane in 2015.

To ask the Manager to provide a list of sites licenced to store, process or otherwise deal with waste in the County; to give details of the particular licences applied to each site; to provide a breakdown of the role of the Council, the EPA and other agencies in the licencing, planning and operation of these sites; and to make a statement on the matter?

REPLY:
Planning for Waste Facilities
South Dublin County Council as Planning Authority has the responsibility for the assessment of applications for Planning Permission for facilities that come within the provisions of the Planning and Development Acts and are not considered to be developments that come within the definition of Strategic Infrastructure. Approval for such developments is considered by An Bord Pleanala.

Waste Management Facility Permits & Certificates of Registration
South Dublin County Council issues waste permits and certificates of registration in respect of specified waste activities which, because of their scale or nature, do not require licensing by the EPA. The revised Waste Management (Facility Permit and Registration) Regulations 2007 (S.I. 821 of 2007 & S.I. 86 of 2008) that govern this practice came into force on the 1st of June 2008.

A Register of all Waste Facility Permitted/Certificated Facilities in the County is available on the Council's website.

Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Waste Licensing
Waste activities that are beyond the scope of the Waste Management (Facility Permit and Registration) Regulations 2007 are licensed by the EPA in accordance with Part V of the Waste Management Act 1996 (as amended). To determine if an activity requires a certificate of registration; a permit or a license please refer to the 'Licensing and Permitting' section on the EPA website www.epa.ie

CLIMATE CHANGE 

QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
To ask the Manager to state the approach of the Council to dealing with issues related to climate change, across the areas of planning, drainage, environmental services and other related fields; to ask for details of the climate change element of the new directorate; and to make a statement on the matter?
REPLY:
South Dublin County Climate Change strategy promotes best practice in relation to Climate Change issues and focuses on five key strategic focus areas - Energy, Planning, Transport, Waste Management and Biodiversity. Annual updates are provided to the Environment SPC.

EU policy on climate change adaptation guides Irish policy, and the Department of Environment, Community and Local Government has now published the National Climate Change Adaptation Framework (Dec 2012). This is intended to provide the policy context for a strategic national response to the challenge of climate change. The Framework requires the preparation of draft local and sectoral plans in consultation with stakeholders. The over-arching objective of these plans is to identify and implement changes necessary to address the many impacts of climate change in order to protect people and jobs, increase resilience and ensure transition to a competitive, low-carbon future.

The first phase of this strategy is already focused on identifying national vulnerability to climate change evaluating likely impacts against current adaptive capacity. The Environmental Protection Agency is the focus of the preparation of data and evidence bases necessary to enable this work. 

In the second phase, sectoral plans will be consulted and prepared by the relevant Government Departments and Agencies and these will be published in draft by mid-2014 at the latest. Spatial planning processes will be the arena for integrating and implementing climate change objectives. Local development planning will become the mechanism for delivering local climate-adaptation actions. This will involve adaptation reviews of existing Development Plans being underway by mid-2014. The Department of Environment and the EPA have committed to the preparation of guidelines for integrating adaptation strategies into Development Plans and Strategic Environmental Assessment to facilitate these reviews. Adaptation plans will identify criteria for review, as well as timescales, mechanisms and staff available.

Adaptation and mitigation strategies affect a whole range of subjects. These include -

· Riverine flooding / flood forecasting 

· Coastal erosion and protection strategies 

· Food security and changing crop patterns 

· Fishing and changing fish stock patterns 

· Forestry and species selection into the future

The process is complex requiring baseline research, capacity building, mainstreaming of adaptation strategies, risk assessment and planned responses.

Oversight of the implementation of the National Climate Change Adaptation Framework, in a manner which secures the necessary integrated cross-Government approach to adaptation planning, will be delivered through the Cabinet Committee on Climate Change and the Green Economy supported by the related Senior Officials Group. Each Minister will also be responsible for ensuring that a Programme of policies for their sector is considered and adopted. The governance structure in climate adaptation planning will be underpinned by primary legislation and the guidelines to be issued by the Department and the EPA.

Review of the Council's Climate Change Strategy and development of an Adaptation Strategy is included in the work programme for the Environment, Climate Change and Waters Services Directorate for 2014 and will be presented to the Environment SPC later this year.

HOUSING GRANT SCHEME

QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney
To ask the Manager to clarify the position for both existing and future applicants to the four schemes which deal with housing adaptation supports, and to make a statement on the matter?
REPLY:
The Department of Environment Community and Local Government recently announced changes to the Housing Grant Schemes which are applicable to privately owned homes.  These changes will be applied to applications received on / after 1st January 2014. Applications received prior to the 31st December 2013 will be processed in accordance with the old schemes and guidelines.

New application forms and Guidelines are currently being compiled by the Department and it is expected that these will be received in the very near future.   This Council has already recorded requests for approximately 100 new application forms.  


The following three Schemes are applicable to privately owned homes:

· Housing Adaptation Grant for People with a Disability (HAGs) 

· Housing Aid for Older People (HOPs) 

· Mobility Aids Grant (MAGs)

 The following shall now apply to these schemes: 

1)      All household members' income should be included in the assessment. Spouse's income is already included, but this will be extended to include other adults living in the house i.e. those over 18 (or over 23 if in full-time education) bringing the criteria in line with the assessment of need for social housing.  There should be a disregard for Carers' Allowance in calculating the household income.   

2)      All applicants will be required to include with their grant application, proof that they are compliant with the Local Property Tax.  

Below are changes specific to the respective schemes

Mobility Aids Grant Scheme (MAGS)
Other than the above there are no specific changes to the Mobility Aids Grant Scheme (MAGs). 

Housing Adaptation Grant for People with a Disability (HAGS) 

1.      The number of income bands has been reduced from 9 to 6 and the percentage of available costs scaled back in line with the following table:

2.      The maximum gross income threshold is reduced by €5,000 to €60,000.

3.      No extension works will be approved unless all less costly, and "fit for purpose" alternatives have been considered and eliminated e.g. use of technology, reassignment of existing rooms, etc.

4.      An Occupational Therapist should confirm that the works recommended are "fit for purpose" and represent the most economic means of meeting the needs of the applicant.

Housing Aid for Older People (HOPS)
1.      The number of income bands should be reduced from 9 to 6 and the percentage of available costs scaled back in line with the following table:

(a)           Up to 30,000         95%

(b)         30,001-35,000         85%

(c)         35,001-40,000          75%

(d)         40,001-50,000          50%

(e)         50,001-60,000          30%

(f)             Over 60,000          no grant payable (Max reduced from €65k)

2.      The maximum gross income threshold is reduced by €5,000 to €60,000.

3.      The maximum grant is reduced by €2,500 from €10,500 to €8,000.

4.      Increase in the age limit for eligibility to 66 years.

5.      Only essential repairs will be undertaken to make the property habitable for the person, each application to be considered on a case by case basis.

By letter dated 16th January 2014, the Council was notified of an allocation of €1,667,043 to cover the three grant schemes in the current year.  The Council will be required to finance €333,409 (20%) with the balance coming from the exchequer.  The letter reiterated the need to prioritise applications as follows having regard to the very high level of demand and the finite resources currently available to ensure that funds are targeted at essential works only: 

'Priority 1: Terminally ill or mainly dependent on family or a carer, or where alterations/ adaptations would facilitate the discharge from hospital or alleviate hospitalisation in the future'. 

'Priority 2: Mobile but needs assistance in accessing washing, toilet facilities, bedroom etc; or where without the alterations/adaptations the disabled person's ability to function independently would be hindered'. 

'Priority 3: Independent but requires special facilities to improve the quality of life, e.g. separate bedroom/living space'. 

The Department of Environment Community and Local Government has also indicated that consideration is currently being given to the introduction of a claw-back option, whereby those receiving a grant of over €15,000 would be required to pay back the grant (or a proportion on a sliding scale over 5 years) if the property is sold within a period of 5 years from the grant being paid.   It is also envisaged that national standard rates for works and fittings will be introduced to achieve consistency across regions.   However, no formal notification has, as yet, been issued in relation to these considerations.

It is assumed that the fourth grant referred in the question is that relating to small works / adaptations and extension works to Council stock for people with a disability / medical priority which are currently funded via funding assistance from DoECLG and a contribution from Internal Capital Receipts.    We are not aware of any changes to this scheme.

LOCAL PROPERTY TAX

QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney

To ask the Manager what proportion of the Local Property Tax collected in SDCC has been allocated through the Local Government Fund or any other means to the Council this year; what is the status of the proposed distribution of the LPT for 2015; what is the status of the proposals to allow Councillors to vary the LPT in a particular local authority area; and to make a statement on the matter?
REPLY:
(a) What proportion of the Local Property Tax collected in SDCC has been allocated through the Local Government Fund or any other means to the Council this year; 
The most recent available data from the Revenue Commissioners about the collection of Local Property Tax (LPT) is 6 November 2013 and the total collected for LPT in the South Dublin County Council administrative area was €13,500,000 at this date.   This equates to €27,000,000 for a full year.  The total declared for LPT in the South Dublin County Council administrative area at 6 November 2013 was €15,900,000 which equates to €31,800,000 for a full year. The Local Government allocation to South Dublin County Council for 2014 is €923,906 and this represents 2.9% of the LPT which was declared for 2014.

(b) What is the status of the proposed distribution of the LPT for 2015; 
The following extract from circular fin 6/2013 relates to the proposed distribution of LPT in 2015:

'The Government has indicated an intention to move to 80% retention of all Local Property Tax receipts within the local authority area where the Tax is raised. The establishment of Irish Water presents local government with significant organisational and financial challenges in 2014. Service provision responsibilities will shift from the local authorities to Irish Water, infrastructure will be transferred, financing arrangements will alter and local authorities will operate on behalf of Irish Water under Service Level Agreements. In this context, it was decided as part of Budget 2014 to defer defining a certain proportion of the proceeds of the Local Property Tax to be retained in each local authority until 2015.'

(c) What is the status of the proposals to allow Councillors to vary the LPT in a particular local authority area; 
The Finance (Local Property Tax) Act 2012 www.irishstatutebook.ie/2012/en/act/pub/0052/index.html was enacted on the 26th December 2012 and provides for an annual tax payable by owners of residential properties.  The Minister for Finance committed in a financial statement on Budget Day 2013 (5/12/2012) that the national central rate (0.18% up to €1 million and 0.25% on excess value over €1 million) will not be increased for the lifetime of the Government Tax i.e.  the property valuation date of 1 May 2013 will be used from 2013 to 2016.  However while the national central rates of 0.18% and 0.25% will not change during the term of the current government, Sections 19/21 of the Finance (Local Property Tax) Act 2012 allows members of certain local authorities to pass a resolution to vary the local property tax rate by +/- 15% from 1 January 2015.  

In accordance with Section 20 (6) of the 2012 Act the Minister may make regulations with respect to the setting of the local adjustment factor to include: 

· specifying the matters to which an LA must have regard when setting the local adjustment factor, 

· the public consultation process that must be followed by a local authority before a local adjustment factor is set, 

· the nature and extent of consultations with other person, 

· the persons who must be informed when a local adjustment factor is set 

· any other procedural matters as deemed necessary by the Minister.  

The Minister has not yet published these regulations.

COUNCILLOR REPRESENTATION 

QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney

To ask the Manager to provide a report based on the proposals in the Local Government Bill as to changes to Councillor representation on all existing and new statutory bodies and other groups (e.g. Local Education and Training Boards, Drugs Task Forces, Local Community Development Companies, etc), and to make a statement on the matter?
REPLY:
The Local Government Bill has now been passed by both Houses of the Oireachtas and has been titled as the Local Government Reform Bill 2013.

Section 36 of the Bill provides for the establishment of Local Community Development Committees (LCDC) and subsection (2) inserts a provision in the Principal Act which provides that membership of an LCDC shall include members of the local authority. It is also noted that section 61 of the bill establishes the National Oversight and Audit commission (NOAC) and provides that its membership "may include one but not more than one person who is a member of a local authority but shall not include a member who is a member of a regional authority".

Education and Training Boards (ETB) were established under the provisions of the Education and Training Boards Act 2013. Section 9(5) provides a saver for all existing members to remain in place until replaced under the new arrangements. Section 30 provides for the appointment of members to the ETB's and in conjunction with Schedule 4 specifies that a minimum of 3 members of this Council will be appointed, subject to regulations made by the Minister.

The Council has not yet been advised of any changes to the representation on Local Drug Task Forces.

REPORT ON COUNCIL LOAN ARREARS


QUESTION: Councillor E. Ó Broin
To ask the Manager to provide a detailed report on arrears with respect to households in local authority tenant purchase properties (social and affordable), broken down into full mortgage and joint tenancy including: (a) The number of legal repossession proceedings initiated in each year since 1st Jan 2008 to date. (b) The number of repossession order obtained in each year since 1st Jan 2008 to date. (c) The number of repossessions obtained in each year since 1st of January 2008 to date (d) The number of households currently in mortgage arrears of ninety days or more; the family composition of these households (e) A breakdown of the accounts by length of time in arrears in excess of one month?

REPLY:
South Dublin County Council has long had a policy of early intervention for mortgage accounts that fall into arrears and borrowers have been dealt with in a timely efficient and flexible way.  On average 15% (171 accounts) of South Dublin County Council mortgages are in arrears of more than 90 days compared to a national Local Authority average of 30%. 

Since 1st October 2012 the Council has implemented the Mortgage Arrears Resolution Process (MARP) guidelines issued by the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government and the City and County Managers' Association.  

MARP is a framework for dealing with borrowers in arrears in a timely, efficient and flexible way, which provides mechanisms and structures for dealing with instances of arrears and is a process designed to be fair to both the lending authority and borrower

The MARP process includes the following steps

Step 1 - Communication

Step 2- Financial Information

Step 3- Assessment

Step 4 - Resolution

Step 5 – Appeal

In compliance with the MARP requirements, South Dublin County Council has a Dedicated Mortgage Arrears Management Team, as follows, in place

· Arrears Support Officers: experienced and dedicated loan staff 

· Appeals Panel: Senior Housing personnel including staff member independent of any previous dealings with the borrower 

· Appeals Officer : Named individual as Point of Contact for borrower in appeals process

In respect of the measures/processes involved in collection activities pertaining to the overall debt ,please see link to previous report to the Economic Development SPC that outlines how debt collection activities are prioritised and carried out. 

The debt of €20.4m at end 2013 is c30% less than the debt at end 2012 (€28.7m).

· Approximately 25% or €5m of the debt relates to cases where the developments were only part commenced or where units are vacant. These are actively

· Monitored for recommencement or occupation which will result in normal collection procedures being applied. The Councils focus in these vacant developments is to secure the debt by acknowledgment of same or other agreements. These developments, as they are part complete or vacant do not have an impact on SDCC infrastructure.

· 50% of the debt relates to cases where the Council is operating agreed installment or phased payment plans, which if breached are referred for legal action. The Council is negotiating installment plans for a further 7% of the debt.

· There is some 14% of the debt which are active cases with either the Councils Law Agent or Enforcement Section or under preparation for legal proceedings. These actions relate to occupied development which is of greatest priority because such developments generate an impact or demand upon infrastructure.  

· The remaining 4% are only recently commenced developments in the early stages of the collection process.

In addition to the use of contract debt or enforcement actions, there are various other measures such as powers of set-off, approval of water connections and withholding of compliance letters for sale of properties that together act as levers to obtain payment.

The status of cases are monitored using desk top data and on the ground inspection and the significant decrease in debt is attributable not only to an improved level of income as the economy has recovered but also to the level of monitoring and interaction with debtors.

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was presented by Mr. J. Quinlivan, Director of Environmental Services, and was CONSIDERED:
“Part 8 of the Local Government (Planning and Development) Regulations 2001-2012 outlines the requirements with respect to certain classes of developments for, on behalf of, or in partnership with Local Authorities. 

The proposed development involves the construction of a cycle and pedestrian path system at Alpine Heights and Ashwood estates at Bawnogue, Clondalkin and is illustrated in the accompanying map (Original Proposal Drawing). The development is considered to be in accordance with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.

	Concern from residents in Ashwood estate re increased movements and risk of anti-social behaviour.  Ashwood Road will become a throughway for most of adjoining estates, thus increasing anti-social behaviour e.g. noise, vandalism and motorbikes.
	The paths linking Ashwood estate with the Grand Canal will be omitted and replaced by a path linking the Lockview Road junction with the Grand Canal.  

	A cycle lane and entrance to canal pathways already exist by way of the Fonthill Road.
	This entrance does not provide access from the Bawnogue area as proposed by the project.

	Issue of motorbike and horse traffic gaining access to Ashwood estate.
	The paths linking Ashwood estate with the Grand Canal will be omitted and replaced by a path linking the Lockview Road junction with the Grand Canal.  The revised path will have no impact on Ashwood estate. 

	Would allow too much pedestrian & cyclist traffic through Alpine Heights & Ashwood Estate.  
	The paths linking Ashwood estate with the Grand Canal will be omitted and replaced by a path linking the Lockview Road junction with the Grand Canal.  The routes chosen for the paths in Alpine Heights are based on existing desire lines and the need to connect facilities such as shops, church, schools, bus routes, train station etc.  The paths are designed to provide safe lit routes for residents to travel and commute on.  Given the number of connecting links proposed it is not expected that there will be a significant increase in pedestrian and cyclist traffic on any one individual road.

	Cycle path exit/entrance at Ashwood Drive/Road would be on a bend in the road and would be dangerous.

	Provision of paths in canal bank field will increase anti social problem with scramblers/quads
	Kissing gates will be provided at both ends of the path in the canal bank field to restrict the movement of unauthorised vehicles.

	Propose that the Fonthill Road cycle path should continue on the Bawnogue Road around the periphery of Alpine/Ashwood estate to the Lock Road.  From there it should run across the canal field to link with the Grand Canal paths.
	This alternative route would represent a significant variation to the original proposal and is outside the scope of this project.

	Paths will exasperate anti social problems and provide easy access and escape routes for those participating in anti-social behaviour.  
	The paths are designed to provide safe lit routes for residents to travel and commute on.  There is currently open and unencumbered access from the estates to the open space in which the paths are proposed.  This unrestricted access will not be altered as part of the proposal except for the installation of a kissing gate at the Fonthill Road entrance.  The increased bona fide use is likely to reduce the opportunity for anti-social behaviour.

	Loss of football and training area where the paths are to be located.
	The paths will be located so as to reduce the impact on football and training areas.  It is not envisaged that there will be a significant loss to this amenity.

	The paths are designed to cater for pedestrians and cyclists.  A 3 meter wide path is necessary to enable safe use by both pedestrians and cyclists.  This is based on National Cycle Manual guidelines produced by the NRA.

	There is already a strong desire line from the Bawnogue area to the Fonthill Road.  A safety issue exists here whereby residents are currently climbing over the existing wall and railing to access schools, busses etc.  As this location is already in use, the provision of a formal lit entrance with a kissing gate and paths will provide a universally accessible link.  

	Concern over threat to biodiversity at northern end of Ashwood Road where paths meet Ashwood estate.
	The paths linking Ashwood estate with the Grand Canal will be omitted and replaced by a path linking the Lockview Road junction with the Grand Canal.  There will be no impact on this area as a result of the revised route.

	The paths linking Ashwood estate with the Grand Canal will be omitted and replaced by a path linking the Lockview Road junction with the Grand Canal.  There will be no impact on this area as a result of the revised route.

	Long stretch of grass between Alpine Heights & Ashwood should be broken in some way, e.g. trees or fence, to prevent use of green by motorcyclists & sulkies
	The design of the open space to prevent unauthorised vehicles is outside the scope of the project.  Nevertheless the provision of tree planting will be included in the final plans subject to the availability of funding.

	Stretch of grass between the Grand Canal and Alpine Heights/Ashwood open space should be broken in some way to discourage motorcyclists.
	This area is already divided by a stub wall between the Fonthill Road and 15 Ashwood Lawn.  Any further works in this area is outside the scope of the project and cannot be considered as part of the proposal.

	Link to the Grand canal should be at the Lockview Road Junction towards the 11th Lock and not through Ashwood estate
	Subject to the Members approval the provision of a link path from the Lockview Road junction towards the 11th Lock will be included in the proposal.  The paths linking Ashwood estate with the Grand Canal will be omitted.

	There is an existing path in the Ashwood/Alpine open space.  The proposal is a duplication of this path.
	This existing path runs between the cul de sacs of Ashwood Lawns/Park towards the Ashwood Road.  This path is pedestrian only and does not cater for cyclists.  The path only serves the Ashwood estate.  The proposed route would provide connectivity between the Fonthill Road and the Bawnogue area and serve a wider range of communities i.e. Alpine, Ashwood, Oakwood, Dunawley etc.

UPDATE ON LOCAL PLAY SPACE 5 YEAR PROGRAMME
The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was presented by Mr. J. Quinlivan, Director of Environmental Services, and was CONSIDERED:
“In the 3 Year Capital Programme and the 2014 Annual Budget Council Members agreed to undertake a Five Year Playground Programme commencing in 2014. In January 2014, proposals for development of spaces over the next 5 years were presented to the Area Committees and locations and timelines for implementation were agreed.

The Play Space Programme is aimed in particular at local open spaces that can cater for the 0 to 8 age group and that will allow for access by walking from local residential areas.  The proposals will be developed around a combination of formal and natural layouts and initial image boards that outlined possible layouts were presented to each Area Committee to inform the discussion.

The next phase of the process will be consultation with local organisations, including with local residents groups, Comhairle na nÓg, adjacent community centres and schools and is expected to be nearing conclusion by the end of February. Along side this, tendering and implementation plans for each site will continue with the intention of having construction started in early summer 2014. 

The list of locations in the Five Year Programme and the timeline for the achievement of them in each Electoral Area is detailed below.

GATEWAY LABOUR ACTIVITATION 
The following motion in the name of Councillor W. Lavelle was MOVED without debate:

“That this Council calls on the Manager to outline how this local authority intends to engage with the 'Gateway' work placement scheme.”

REPORT:
“The Action Plan for Jobs sets out the Governments enhanced labour market activation strategy which sets out to maximise the number of positions than can be filled by those who are currently unemployed.  The scheme recognises the limited public resources at our disposal but notes that activation measures are targeted at those groups who are most at risk of long term unemployment as well as those who would benefit most from interventions.

As part of this Initiative  The Minister for Social Protection confirmed that these include 2,500 Jobbridge places, 2,500 places on the Tús scheme, an additional 2,000 community employment scheme places as well as 3,000 places in local authority social employment schemes.  Work placements are a valuable route for participants to gain or update experience of the workplace, to learn new skills and to return to the routine of work. The scheme will assist the personal and social development of participants by providing short term work opportunities with the objective of bridging the gap between unemployment and re-entering the workforce.  

Participants must have been in receipt of jobseekers allowance for a minimum of 24 months.

Participants will be provided with a Fixed Term Contract (22 Months maximum duration and not renewable) between the individual and this Council. Participants will work 19.5 hours per week or 39 hours per fortnight, although the latter will be favoured in South Dublin. They will receive a payment equivalent to their rate of Jobseekers Allowance plus €20.00 per week with a minimum payment of €208.00 per week. South Dublin County Council's initial allocation under this scheme was 215 places. Negotiations have been ongoing with relevant Trade Unions and with local Department of Social Protection representatives to identify a broad range of works and activities that could be undertaken by participants while it is acknowledged that participants will require levels of training and development to enable them to tackle the more demanding roles envisaged. 

The Council recently received details for the first batch of nominees from the Department of Social Protection, comprising both male and female candidates. These nominees are now being contacted and corresponded with, to enable interviews to be held to identify their skills, abilities and suitability for the programme. Successful candidates will have to undertake the full recruitment process including Garda Vetting before commencing. On commencement a full programme of Induction training, relevant Health and Safety Training and related matters will have to be completed before the participants are assigned any work. 

As the process is underway it is anticipated that the first participants will be take up duty by March of this year. Recruitment will continue thereafter on a rolling basis until the target employment numbers have been achieved.  Initially participants will be located in the Council's Ballymount Depot although other locations have been earmarked as the programme expands.
