Countywide there are 760 houses with windows graded 5 and in need of 
replacement.


It should be noted that the list is live and added to each year through tenant contact.  
The programme is operated by date of application, the rent account being in order 
i.e. either clear or tenant adhering to an official arrangement for 
a minimum period of 6 
months and having no anti social issues.  Priority is also given to applicants with 
serious 
medical conditions.

The selected 
sites are otherwise generally unused and thereby available for use by electric vehicles 
requiring a power supply. The issue of charging point blocking is effectively mitigated 
without requiring supervision. Enforcement, as is the case in sister authorities, of 
reserved spaces is not provided for in existing parking regulations.

Appendix 1: Update on proposed library for North Clondalkin to Area 
Committee on 16th April

“Members will be aware that the statutory Part 8 process in respect of a proposed 
library for North Clondalkin located at Rowlagh is currently under way. The public 
consultation submission part of the process closed on 3rd April and the submissions 
received are currently being assessed. As required under the procedure a full report 
and recommendation will be brought to the elected members following completion of 
this assessment.


From initial perusal of the submissions, it is evident that there is considerable 
opposition to the current proposal and an issue regularly raised is the perceived lack of 
analysis of alternative options. This appears to be an issue even for some of those 
submissions broadly in favour of the proposal.


Contrary to this emerging perception, a comprehensive analysis of site options was 
carried out previously. A brief summary of this analysis is outlined below together 
with 3 additional sites that may require further analysis.

On 27 August 2013 Part 8 public consultation commenced on the following 2 options: 


Option A – Extinguishment of the public right of way and 


Option B – measures to enhance the right of way together with the provision of car parking 
and set downs.


The attached Part 8 report was presented to the Lucan Area Committee for consideration at 
its meeting on 22 April 2014. 
Part 8 Bewley Grove, St. Andrews, Fairways & Willsbrook

With regard to the proposed works for the open space at Bewley Grove, Mount Bellew 
Way & St. Andrew's Fairway and the provision of car parking at Willsbrook Park, Mount 
Bellew Way and the R136 (Outer Ring Road) and following consideration of the 
received 
submissions, it is apparent that the local community is divided geographically in relation 
to 
Option A, albeit with more submissions in support of closing the route, overwhelmingly 
from residents to the north of the gap.  In relation to Option B, those that made 
submissions were primarily opposed to the proposed car park in Willsbrook Park.


Option A will close an existing right of way across an area of public open space.  
Whilst 
this will divert school-going traffic out of the estates to the north, it will 
displace peak 
time traffic onto Willsbrook Road and Mount Bellew Way.  It is noted that there are two 
conflicting Specific Local Objectives (24 and 25) of the County Development Plan in this 
regard.


Option B proposes to formalise and improve the existing right of way across an area of 
public open space together with measures to achieve the objective of diverting 
school 
going traffic from residential estates i.e. by encouraging walking and cycling in 
combination and supporting works together with significant monitoring and 
management initiatives.  It is noted that this aligns with County Development Plan 
policy in relation to sustainable travel, mobility, permeability and healthy communities 
and is in accordance with the proper planning and sustainable development of the 
area. 


In accordance with Section 179(4) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 as 
amended, the members of a local authority shall, as soon as may be, consider the 
proposed development (Option a & Option B in this instance) and the report of the 
manager.  Following the consideration of the manager's report, the members may, by 
resolution, decide to vary or modify the development or decide not to proceed with 
the development.


During a discussion on the matter Councillor Lavelle put forward the following 
recommendation;

MUTUAL TRANSFERS

It was proposed by Councillor T. Gilligan, seconded by Councillor D. Looney and MOVED without debate:
“That the Manager agrees to set up a mutual transfer database within the county where tenants can state where they would like to be moved which could then be matched with a tenant who is 
also willing to move.”

REPORT:

A manual register of those interested in mutual exchange is already maintained and 
circulated on request or at the time an interest is expressed.  This register is updated when 
there are additions or deletions and on being informed of change in circumstances.


The Housing Department is working on reinvigorating the Mutual transfer system as there 
is a reduced possibility of accommodating normal transfer applicants.  The statistics below 
clearly outline the declining number of vacancies in tenancies since 2011.  This is 
significant when you consider that there is 7674 on the housing list and 775 on the transfer 
list competing for this small number of vacancies.   While the transfer list itself accounts for 
approximately 25% of allocations over half of this number are priority cases.

The Council is currently examining the possibility of generating an on-line register for those 
seeking a transfer. While demand continues to grow, the supply is falling further so this 
initiative has the potential to provide a greater service to the transfer applicant while also 
allowing greater utilization of the limited housing stock. 


A business case for this website is currently being prepared and will be tested to safeguard 
the customer and the Council. The integrity of such a system is vital to guard against its 
misuse. 


 It is proposed that this register will  enable greater choice and empowerment of customer 
to view possible accommodation which meets their assessed needs. Overall the aim is to:

· Encourage a greater supply of properties which otherwise may not have been considered under the terms of the Transfer List.  

· Incorporate a content management process and tools to manage the list of properties advertised and assurance that the website is up-to-date.  For instance an inactive account will be downloaded if advert is not renewed by the tenant. 

· Permit the council to monitor those seeking transfers and mitigate against any risk of illegal transfers.  

· Provide a greater incentive for tenants to comply with terms of tenancy and clear arrears. 

· As applicant will directly be registering on line, decide on the detail they wish to display on the public website and edit at anytime, therefore less likelihood of breach of data protection than the manual register. 

· Possible economies as tenants are encouraged to maintain property at a good standard to encourage any interest from prospective transferee.  Also the tenants party to the mutual transfer must accept property in the current condition 

· Administratively it may allow applicant a viable alternative to the priority transfer which absorbs consider administrative resources in terms of approvals on Priority Committee and subsequent appeals arising from same. 

· There is the opportunity that this facility could be expanded to accommodate tenants of different tenures such as council leased properties and be a prototype that could be replicated nationally across other local authorities.

REPORT:

South Dublin County Council operates controlled parking on public roads under Section 36 
of the Road Traffic Act, 1994. 


The core issue for the management of parking is to improve access for commercial activity 
where difficulty arising from unavailability of on-street and public off-street car parking was 
being experienced. Residents who live on or adjacent to these streets are directly affected 
by any imposition of parking charges. In order that such residents may park at their home 
a permit system is included in the bye laws. They are available as follows:

The applicable fees are set at a nominal level to cover administration and give credibility to 
the permit system. There is a small bias in the fee to reflect the additional effort born by 
residents in applying for the Resident's parking permit.


It is important to be aware that these permits have a high latent value exceeding €2,000 
and misuse will ultimately remove space availability for other residents and traders in the 
pay and display areas.


To meet the needs of employees in the Pay and Display areas permits are available In 
addition to the resident's permits.

ROAD TRAFFIC ACT, 1994

36.—(1) A road authority may make bye-laws for the control and regulation of the 
parking of vehicles in places specified in the bye-laws (in this section referred to as parking 
places) on public roads within their functional area and shall in the bye-laws provide for the 
payment of fees in respect of such parking.

(2) Bye-laws under this section may, in particular and without prejudice to the generality of 
subsection (1), provide for all or any of the following matters:

(a) the specification of parking places;
 

(b) the payment of fees, including the manner and proof of payment (whether by means of 
a parking meter, the purchase and exhibition of a document, or otherwise) in respect of 
the parking of vehicles;
 

(c) the specification of the amount of any fees payable pursuant to bye-laws under 
paragraph (b);
 

(d) the specification of the maximum periods for which vehicles may be parked in specified 
parking places;
 

(e) the prohibition of the parking of vehicles in a parking place for a period for which a fee 
is chargeable without the appropriate fee having been paid in the manner specified;
 

(f) the prohibition of the parking of vehicles in a parking place for a longer period than that 
in respect of which a fee was paid;
 

(g) the specification of the classes of vehicles which may use a parking place in respect of 
which a fee is payable;
 

(h) the exemption of specified classes of vehicles from the payment of fees in respect of 
parking, the conditions under which specified classes of vehicles may be so exempted and 
the identification of exempted vehicles;
 

(i) that indications given by parking meters shall be treated as evidence until the contrary 
is shown of such facts and for such purposes as may be specified in the bye-laws.
 

(3) Before making bye-laws under this section (other than bye-laws relating to the fees to 
be paid in respect of the parking of vehicles), a road authority shall—
 

(a) consult with the Commissioner;
 

(b) publish a notice in one or more newspapers circulating in the area to which the bye-
laws relate—
 

(i) indicating that it is proposed to make bye-laws under this section,
 

(ii) indicating the times at which, the period (being not less than one month) during which 
and the place (being a place within their functional area) where a copy of the draft bye-
laws may be inspected,
 

(iii) stating that representations may be made in writing to the road authority in relation to 
the draft bye-laws before a specified date (which shall be not less than 2 weeks after the 
end of the period for inspection), and
 

(iv) stating that a copy of the draft bye-laws may be purchased on payment of a fee not 
exceeding the reasonable cost of making such copies; and
 

(c) before deciding whether to make the bye-laws and determining their content, consider 
any observations made to them by the Commissioner or any representations made to them 
pursuant to paragraph (b)(iii).
 

(4) Different bye-laws may be made under this section—
 

(a) in respect of different areas within the functional area of a road authority,
 

(b) in respect of different classes of vehicles,
 

(c) for different circumstances, and
 

(d) in respect of different periods of time.
 

(5) The making of bye-laws under this section and the consideration of observations or 
representations under subsection (3)(c) shall be reserved functions.
 

(6) As soon as may be after the making of bye-laws under this section notice of their 
making and of the place where copies thereof may be purchased or inspected shall be 
published in Iris Oifigiúil and in one or more newspapers circulating in the area to which 
the bye-laws relate.
 

(7) The Minister may issue general guidelines to road authorities relating to the content of 
bye-laws under this section and may amend or cancel any guidelines under this subsection 
and, where any such guidelines are in force for the time being, bye-laws under this section 
shall be made by road authorities in accordance with the guidelines.
 

(8) (a) A person who contravenes a bye-law under this section shall be guilty of an 
offence.
 

(b) Where, in relation to a mechanically propelled vehicle, there is a contravention of a 
bye-law under this section, each of the following persons shall be guilty of an offence—
 

(i) the registered owner of the vehicle,
 

(ii) if the vehicle is the subject of a hire-drive agreement on the occasion in question, the 
person to whom the vehicle is hired under the agreement, and
 

(iii) if the person who parked the vehicle is not its registered owner or the person to whom 
it is hired under a hire-drive agreement, the first-mentioned person.
 

(9) (a) Where a person charged with an offence under subsection (8) of this section is the 
registered owner of the vehicle concerned, it shall be a defence for him to show that the 
vehicle was being used on the occasion in question by another person and that—
 

(i) such use was unauthorised, or
 

(ii) the vehicle was on that occasion the subject of a hire-drive agreement.
 

(b) Where a person charged with an offence under subsection (8) of this section is a 
person to whom the vehicle concerned stood hired at the time of the commission of the 
offence, it shall be a defence for him to show that the vehicle was being used on the 
occasion in question by another person and that such use was unauthorised.
 

(10) In this section 'parking meter' means an apparatus for collecting fees at a parking 
place and for indicating payment of such fees and the periods that have elapsed since they 
were paid.
 

(11) (a) Subject to paragraph (b), any fees under this section shall be disposed of in such 
manner as the road authority concerned may by resolution determine.
 

(b) The Minister may issue general guidelines to road authorities relating to the disposal of 
fees under this section and may amend or cancel any such guidelines and, where any such 
guidelines are in force for the time being, fees under this section shall be disposed of by 
road authorities in accordance with the guidelines.
 

(c) The making of a resolution pursuant to paragraph (a) shall be a reserved function.
 

(12) In any prosecution for an offence under this section, a parking meter at a parking 
place shall be presumed, until the contrary is shown by the defendant, to have been duly 
placed there under this section and to have been accurate and in good working order.
 

(13) The performance by a road authority of their functions under this section or under any 
bye-law thereunder shall not render the authority subject to any liability in respect of loss 
of or damage to any vehicle in a parking place or the contents of such vehicle.
A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors C. King, C. Jones and E. Tuffy.

Mr. E. Taaffe, Director of Land Use, Planning and Transportation responded to the Members queries, stating that his department will undertake a review in conjunction with the incoming Council and the SPC.
The motion was AGREED.

HOMELESS SUMMIT


It was proposed by Councillor C. King, seconded by Councillor E. Ó Broin:
“That this Council calls on the Minister for Housing to convene an emergency summit to deal with the ever growing problem with housing within Dublin as a result of years of over reliance on private rented sector, the severe lack of private rented accommodation available at present, the lack of investment in building Social Housing and the more than €1Billion cut in the National Housing budget in the past five years. That this summit's membership includes the Minister for Finance, the Minister of the Environment, the Housing agency, Dublin Directors of Housing and the four County Managers in the Dublin region, an elected representative from each Party & none as well as representatives from the main Homeless agencies such as Peter McVerry Trust, Focus etc.”

REPORT:

If this motion is passed the terms will be sent to the Minister for the Environment.

A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors C. King, E. Ó Broin, M. Duff, C. Jones, J. Lahart, P. Kearns, T. Ridge and G. Kenny.

Mr. B. Coman, Director of Housing, Social and Community Development, responded to the Members queries.

The motion was AGREED.

SANITATION IN PUBLIC PARKS
It was proposed by Councillor C. Bond, seconded by Councillor P. Kearns:
“That this Council recognises the need to provide adequate sanitation in Public Parks.
That this council will draw on best practice from other local authorities either in Ireland or Abroad in providing suitable bins for members of the public to dispose of litter and dog waste.
That this council will introduce such facilities on a trial basis in select parks in each area committee district.”

REPORT:

The Council has provided 67 litter bins in the principal public parks in the county. in 
addition there are a further 600 litter bins located on public streets throughout the county, 
all of which are available on a daily basis for the disposal of litter and dog waste. Litter bins 
are provided close to generators of litter and waste. As a result, the majority of the 
Council's litter bins are located on street in the vicinity of litter generators such as shops, 
pubs, bus stops and schools. Public parks are not litter generators. The litter that arises in 
public parks is generated by park visitors bringing in items which generate waste. 
The Council acknowledges this issue by providing litter bins in destination parks. 


While litter bins have also been provided in the past in some Neighbourhood and 
Local parks, it has been the experience of the Council that such litter bins, located 
in proximity to housing areas, are subject to illegal dumping and disposal of domestic 
waste. It is also the experience of the Council that even where litter bins have been 
provided, litter problems continue to arise in the immediate vicinity as the certain elements 
of the public choose not to use them. 


Litter bins are provided in the following public parks:


Corkagh Regional Park


Griffeen Valley Regional Park


Tymon Regional Park


Liffey Valley (Lucan Demesne)


Liffey Valley (Waterstown Park)


Lucan Village Park


The litter bin provision by the Council in the main public parks in the County is not 
dissimilar to the arrangements in place in surrounding authorities such as Fingal, Dun 
Laoghaire and Dublin City. The City Council has a practice of providing litter bins on 
street at the entrances to public parks rather than in the parks themselves. This means 
that the litter bins are available for use outside of park opening hours, thereby maximising 
the availability of the bin.   In view of the above, it is the view of the Council that there are 
adequate arrangements in place in relation to sanitation for the public parks in the county. 


It is acknowledged that in relation to dog waste, some of the neighbouring authorities have 
provided dedicated bins which are exclusively for the disposal of dog waste. The Council 
has considered this and as a matter of policy, it was determined that there is no necessity 
to segregate dog waste from general waste. All litter bins in the county, regardless of 
where they are provided area available for the disposal of dog waste and there are no 
plans or proposals to introduce a segregated waste management system for such waste.  

A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors C. Bond, P. Kearns, D. Looney, C. Brophy, E. Tuffy, G. O’Connell and J. Lahart.

Ms T. Walsh, Director of Environment, Water and Climate Change responded to the Members queries, and informed the Members that she is currently conducting a review of waste facilities in parks and will take on board Councillor Bond’s comments.

The motion was AGREED.

DOMESTIC WATER CHARGES


It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy, seconded by Councillor G. O’Connell:
“That it is not acceptable to this Council that the Government should introduce regulations for the payment by householders for domestic water, which do not take into account the following factors: (i) Ability of the household to pay, (ii) The allocation to all households of an amount of free water, (iii) The number of adults and children under 18 in a household, (iv) Special needs relating to requirement for water, including health needs, health related equipment of any members of the household, (v) provision for the remission of charges where the public water supply to a household fails to meet specified quality standards.”

REPORT:

If the Motion is passed the content will be conveyed to the Minister for the Environment, 
Community and Local Government.

A discussion followed with a contribution from Councillor E. Tuffy.

The motion was AGREED.

“That this Council, whilst acknowledging the excellent services provided by the Customer Services Department believe that the term customer to describe 
residents and other persons who enquire of or use the Council's services and 
facilities is not the most appropriate, and requests the Manager to examine the concept behind and the role of the Citizens Service Division of Fingal County Council.”
REPORT:
“South Dublin County Council's Customer Service Action Plan and Citizens Charter (http://www.sdcc.ie/sites/default/files/publications/customer-service-action-plan-30th-april-2013.pdf) sets standards of excellence that our citizens and customers can expect in all interactions with the organisation. The inclusion of references to both citizen and customer in the policy is in recognition of the fact that not all our customers are citizens of SDCC, for example businesses, voluntary groups, national bodies and government departments. South Dublin County Council will review the Customer Service Action Plan and Citizens Charter as part of its preparation of the new Corporate Plan 2015 - 2018 to ensure that the organisation continues to deliver excellence in all its interactions with the public. 


Contact was made with Fingal County Council in preparing this report to research the 
Citizens Service Division referred to in the motion, but further information was not 
available. The Councillor may wish to contact the Director of Corporate Performance and 
Change Management directly to discuss further.”
A discussion followed with a contribution from Councillor E. Tuffy, who stated that he was happy with the reply.
Ms L. Maxwell, Director of Corporate Performance and Change Management responded, stating that the terms of the motion will be taken into consideration in the current review of the Corporate Plan.

SUSPENSORY MOTION - IRISH WATER

The following Suspensory Motion was submitted in the names of Councillors W. Lavelle, T. Delaney, B. Lawlor, M. Duff, P. Cosgrave, J. Hannon, J. Lahart, M. Devine, M. Corr, E. Ó Broin, C. King, D. Looney, E. Tuffy, B. Bonner, C. Jones, C. Bond, P. Kearns, T. Ridge and E. Coburn and was CONSIDERED:
“That this Council requests an urgent report from Irish Water on the rationale for the change in source of water supply from Ballymore Eustace to Leixlip which has affected many parts of the County in terms of water type and water pressure; and further requests that Irish Water officials would meet with interested members of this Council to discuss this matter further.”

Ms T. Walsh, Director of Environment, Water and Climate Change informed the Members that this was a temporary situation due to production difficulties at Roundwood which necessitated an increase in South Dublin’s Water Supply from the Leixlip Water Treatment Plant, the water supply to South Dublin County 
Council (SDCC) is predominantly (94%) from Ballymore Eustace with the balance from Leixlip.  Leixlip water is hard when compared to Ballymore Eustace water due to its higher mineral content. Leixlip water is blended with BME water at the Peamount Reservoir, before being distributed to the West Lucan Area.  Pressure complaints were largely resolved by 19th April, but there have been complaints regarding hardness of Leixlip water. South Dublin is attempting to lessen the hardness of the Leixlip water by blending it with the BME water. 

Councillor W. Lavelle thanked the manager for her comprehensive reply and requested that the report be circulated to the Members following the Council meeting.  Ms Walsh committed to doing so.
Councillor Looney then proposed and the Members agreed to WITHDRAW the motion.
