REPLY:
The County Signage Strategy arises from the Council's commitment to support local businesses through increasing footfall and resulting economic activity in the county's villages and towns. The project has been successfully tendered and design consultant FWD Ltd have been appointed and are now commencing work. The project will include –

· The design of welcome signage to each of the 9 villages 

· A way finding strategy for each village 

· The design of fingerpost signs and map panels for walking, cycling and heritage routes 

· The design of heritage plaques

The design and strategy phase of the project is scheduled for completion in September 2014. A pilot project will then be implemented in the centre of Tallaght to evaluate and if necessary modify the design. The signage programme overall will be rolled out across the 9 villages in the coming years to a programme to be agreed and funded as part of budgetary decision from 2015 onwards.

REPLY:
The re-construction of the stone wall at the entrance to Willbrook Lawn is included in the list of construction works planned to be completed in the coming 4/5 weeks. However there is an ESB pole at this location which should be re-located before this work is commenced and the ESB will be contacted in this regard. With regard to replacement walls in the Willbrook, Whitechurch, and Ballyboden road areas it is the intention of the Council that these walls would be of random rubble stone construction using granite, which is generally the type of boundary wall historically found in this area.

Mr. B. Kearney, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent presented the following report:
“Arboricultural Programme 2014
Good progress has been made on the completion of the current Winter/Spring tree works programme for the Rathfarnham Area. There are however, some outstanding works to be completed in some locations where trees are affected by overhead power lines etc. Additional works were carried out during the current programme period mainly as a result of severe storm damage after Christmas. Some of the larger trees were also dealt with in recent weeks using contractors, who are trained in climbing tree surgery techniques. 

As the Council has mainly been focussed on tree removals and pruning in recent years there is a need to consider some limited replacement planting in the Autumn 2014, subject to funds being available.

An update in relation to the completion of the Arboricultural Works Programme in the Rathfarnham Area is set out below;

“Anti Litter & Graffiti awareness grant
The criteria for selection of suitable anti-litter and graffiti awareness projects are set out by the Department of Environment, Community and Local Government. Projects/activities should seek to promote greater public awareness and education in relation to litter and/or graffiti, and should, as far as possible, have a particular focus on involving schools and young people and on voluntary initiatives by community and environmental groups. The maximum grant available in any individual case may be up to 70% of the overall cost of the project, with the balance being met by way of local contribution. The scheme will be advertised shortly. The Council's litter and cleaning schedules for Stocking Avenue provide for inspection and clean ups on a fortnightly basis. Additional clean ups may be carried out following receipt of notifications of dumping incidents through the Customer Care System and these are normally carried out as unscheduled works, as they arise. In view of the issues which have been highlighted in the motion, the general frequency of clean ups in this area will be reviewed and particular attention will be given to maintaining this section of road to a high standard of cleanliness in the future.”

To date Enforcement Officers have not been in a position to issue any fines, or initiate prosecution proceedings because of the difficulty in identifying the persons behind this illegal signage. The Council has been working with an Garda Siochana and other Local Authorities in attempting to identify those involved in this activity involving illegal signage and illegal depollution/transfer/shipment of end of life vehicles across a number of Counties.

All opportunities to progress investigations are being taken with some useful information having been recently submitted by members of the public which is hoped will lead to the identification of those involved. Regional co-ordination and multi-agency enforcement aimed at targeting this activity will continue and any information that might be submitted will be welcomed and dealt with in the strictest confidence.

While all enforcement powers available to the Council will be deployed if possible/necessary, enforcement powers under the Litter Pollution and Waste Management Acts are likely to be the most appropriate in relation to the illegal signage and the illegal activity itself if investigations come to fruition.

Where Council tenants are under investigation for any illegal activity, the Council's Housing Department become involved and investigate whether a breach of tenancy has occurred.”

Despite this, we got all parties to attend a constructive meeting on-site on 18th December last. 

The complainant stated that he wanted the deliveries to be stopped at the front of the store. Environmental Health requested a full noise assessment to be undertaken by AWN Noise Consultants at multiple locations around the shopping centre while such deliveries were occurring. This included noise readings from the footpath outside the complainant's house. The noise readings were low and not such that would be normally considered likely to cause annoyance to a community.

Despite this, Environmental Health succeeded in getting an agreement from TESCO to relocate their early morning deliveries to the rear of their store. This commenced on Tuesday 18th March and we are happy that these measures are currently, the best practical means to minimise the noise at or in the complainant's house.”
