“This Committee commends the idea of all weather / AstroTurf pitches being installed adjacent to the Knockmitten Community Centre and asks the manager to suggest possible funding sources.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“There is a basketball court and surrounding land in poor condition immediately adjacent to  Knockmitten Community Centre. The area is sometimes subject to anti-social behaviour.  The local football club uses a pitch also adjacent to the Community Centre and would like to see an all-weather facility installed on the current site of the disused basketball court.

Council officials have met with the football club and with the management of the community centre to discuss the issue. The idea was floated that if it were possible to construct an all-weather facility that it would be obviously be of great benefit to the football club which caters for a large number of teams at different age levels, and if it was managed by the Community Centre, it could provide a very useful income stream for the Centre.  As well as providing an income stream for the Centre and an invaluable facility for the football club, it would also eliminate a derelict area, which would improve the general environment and would also mean that there would be a cluster of facilities adjacent to and including the Community Centre itself. 

Probably the best funding option is to prepare a joint proposal for submission to the next round of Sports Capital Grants. The Community Centre was unable to apply for any such funding under the 2014 Sports Capital Grant Scheme because it was not in a position to provide the matching funding required under the terms and conditions of the scheme. In the meanwhile, if a fundraising campaign is initiated as was suggested, the Council will do whatever it can to help and support the proposal.”

REPLY:
March 2014 Report
The Allocation and Procurement report presented to the March 2014 ACM inadvertently omitted the RAS allocations data for the period Jan - Feb 2014 inclusive.     This omission also led to an overall under representation of the cumulative 2013 RAS (County wide and Clondalkin specific) figures. 

The Allocations report as presented to the March 2014 ACM is amended as per tables below**. 

2013
In 2013 a total of 237 properties were secured county wide under RAS lease arrangements of which 156 were in respect of new properties and 81 for renewal cases.  This resulted in 92 persons from the Housing Waiting List (See Table 2 hereunder), of which 26 from the Clondalkin electoral area ( See table 1 hereunder)  being provided with social housing support and the removal of their names from the North of the Naas Road housing list.  By way of explanation the balance of 64 properties (156-92) were used in a number of scenarios i.e. to provide alternative accommodation for displaced existing RAS tenants due to contract terminations, general transfers based on changes in assessed housing need etc.

2014
In the period 1/1/14 to 28/2/14, a total of 59 properties were secured county wide under RAS lease arrangements of which 27 were in respect of new properties and 32 for renewal cases.   This resulted in 26 persons from the Housing Waiting List (See Table 2 hereunder) of which 7 from the Clondalkin electoral area ( See table 1 hereunder)  being provided with social housing support and the removal of their names from the North of the Naas Road housing list

C/226/14 LANEWAY BETWEEN ST. MARK’S GREEN AND CRESCENT

Question (3):

Councillor E. Ò Broin
“To ask the Manager why Question No 5 at the March 2014 Area Committee (which referred back to Motion 23 at the December 2013 area committee) was not answered correctly.”
REPLY:
“The reply to the last Clondalkin ACM indicated behind the scenes work had been undertaken to establish exactly who the stakeholders in the area were and to give an overview of the situation.  It should also have stated that it had proven impossible to contact the adjoining landowner who is one of the major stakeholders.  

The most pertinent aspect of this site is that the lane way is partially owned by the adjoining landowner and a Right of Way exists over it.  The lane way is not in charge of the Council and we are only empowered to extinguish a ROW over lands we have in charge.

However to date extensive efforts have been made to contact the private landowner in question here to no avail.  A letter has issued and a response is awaited.   Most recently staff members called out to this house but no reply was obtained.  It should be noted that previous attempts to engage with him proved unsuccessful, particularly during the course of the Part 8 proposal for the nearby site. 

It should also be noted that the Councils Anti Social Team are not in receipt of any complaints from residents in regard to this location.  Recent inspections have shown the area to be in good order despite a couple of bags of rubbish dumped there. There is no evidence of bush drinking on the lane way with the consequent disposal of bottles and cans.   In addition, it was noted that the laneway is utilised by residents from St. Marks Green into St. Marks Crescent as a walk way between the 2 areas.

The Councils Litter Warden visited the area on 15th April and observed approximately four black bags of rubbish on the grounds of the private property which is accessed via the laneway.  The site in question is also overgrown.  The Litter Warden tried to enter the site to speak with the owner but the gate was locked.  A card has been left for the owner to contact the Litter Warden

If the owner of the private site contacts the Council a meeting with all departments who have a responsibility here will be called.”

INSTALLATION OF A NEW HEATING SYSTEM IN THE CHERRYVILLE, CLONDALKIN

“This Committee calls on the Manager to investigate the installation of a new heating system in the Cherryville, Clondalkin and to outline the possibilities of funding that installation.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The houses in Cherryville were neither designed nor supervised by South Dublin County Council, but were received into Council ownership as part of Part V Affordable Housing.  The heating systems in the houses are Gold Shield electric storage heaters.  An earlier study by South Dublin County Council some years ago identified that some of the heaters had been undersized for the rooms involved, and new more efficient and more economical Suka electric heaters were installed in all the houses, and appeared to be working properly.  The cost of replacing the electrical heating system with gas based boiler system was estimated at €100,000. This money is not available.  The houses have been examined in terms of insulation in walls and attics and they conform to the standards then in position under the Building Regulations.  The BERs of these units are in the area of D/E but this lower BER results from the electric-based heating and does not reflect insulation or environmental quality in the homes.  Grants from SEAI or from DECLG will allow for increased insulation if accepted, but will not result 
in the substitution of gas fired for electricity in the heating systems.”

This Committee also agrees that the Council should now make arrangements to pay these outstanding fees as a matter of urgency in order to assist the management company raise the funds for the resurfacing of the carpark which is currently in a very dangerous condition.”

The Council repossessed flat no 2 Bawnogue Shopping Centre in 1989 on the basis of a Court Order against the former borrower at that time.  The Council subsequently registered its interest in the property.  No liability for management fees is included in the Councils title to the property

This unit was let on a nominal rent to the DBD Neighbourhood Unemployed Drop in Information Centre. They have been in occupation of the property for approximately 20 years.  At no stage during that period did the question of a management fee arise.  The Council has over the past number of years carried out extensive maintenance on the unit and its roof at considerable expense.   

Following inquires it appears that the Bawnogue Traders formed an Association and have endeavoured to have all units contribute €20 per week to the maintenance of the shopping centre.  The Council were not party to that decision and would have resisted it had we been informed at the time. The Council do not accept that there is any management fee payable in respect of this property.

The car park at the shopping centre is in private ownership and its resurfacing is a matter for the owners.

As well as providing an income stream for the Centre and an invaluable facility for the football club, it would also eliminate a derelict area, which would improve the general environment and would also mean that there would be a cluster of facilities adjacent to and including the Community Centre itself. 

Probably the best funding option is to prepare a joint proposal for submission to the next round of Sports Capital Grants. The Community Centre was unable to apply for any such funding under the 2014 Sports Capital Grant Scheme because it was not in a position to provide the matching funding required under the terms and conditions of the scheme. In the meanwhile, if a fundraising campaign is initiated as was suggested, the Council will do whatever it can to help and support the proposal.”

In the case of Corkagh Park, there are 27 separate access points, so in order to open and close all of them in sequence would take approximately one hour in the morning and the same again in reverse in the evening. 

This could mean, for example, that the pedestrian gate at Cherrywood Drive might not be open until nearly 11.00am in the morning and could be closed, at this time of the year, as early as 6.00pm. Clearly, this would restrict park access for residents of Cherrywood Drive and surrounding roads.  The Council is aware that many local residents use this gate from early morning through to late evening in summer to access, not just the park but also local facilities, amenities and transport links. 

When the issue of anti-social behaviour around the gate was raised a few years ago, arrangements were made to have the gate opened and closed in accordance with official park opening hours. This arrangement was discontinued after a short period following a number of complaints from the public. Following the complaints, the pedestrian gate was locked in the open position and has remained in this position to date. 

While the Council can arrange again to have the gate open and closed in accordance with park opening hours, is anticipated, based on previous experience, that this will again result in significant inconvenience and disruption to local residents.”
