I write on behalf of the President & Executive Committee of the
Association of Irish Local Government which came into being on 1st
June 2014 following a merger between the Association of County & City
Councils and the Association of Municipal Authorities of Ireland.

The statutory basis for such a merger resides in Section 225 (1) of the
Local Government Act, 2001. The same Act at Section 225 (6)(d)
requires the Association to consult the local authority regarding any
proposed changes to its procedural rules or constitution.

A proposal has been made by the Executive Committee of the
Association to amend Paragraph 3 of the AILG Constitution under the
heading of "Membership" by inserting the words "as far as is possible" as
shown in bold text in the extract from the Constitution below.

In accord with Section 225 (6)(d) of the LG Act 2014, I have been
mandated to obtain the views, if any, of your local authority regarding
this proposed amendment and to request the receipt of such observations
not later than 25 September 2014.

Extract from Association of Irish Local Government Constitution:

3 Each Member Authority shall, as far as is possible, nominate
a Delegate from each Municipal District to represent the interests of the
Member Authority at the Annual Conference. In the event a Member
Authority does not have a Municipal District, appointment shall be made
from an Electoral Area on the same basis. For avoidance of doubt,
irrespective of the number of Municipal Districts within a particular
Member Authority, each Member Authority shall nominate a minimum of
three Delegates. Such individuals shall be hereinafter known as the
