The Amended Planning Scheme is currently subject to Appeal to An Bord Pleanala. A decision is expected by late Summer 2014.  The decision of An Bord Pleanala will assist in providing clarity in respect of what will be required and at what stage and may inform any future funding decisions of the Council.

Notwithstanding the above, South Dublin County Council as the Development Agency for Adamstown continues to work with all parties, including the landowners, to facilitate the delivery of community facilities in the Adamstown area at the earliest opportunity.”

Each of the locations presents difficulties and it was clear that there is no immediately suitable alternative location. As a result, it was agreed to consider all of the options further. This includes the option of leaving the containers in the existing location and improving security. A further meeting will be held with the club in the coming weeks to agree the most suitable option and agree a plan of action to implement the preferred solution. 

The content of the letter from Lucan Garda Station dated 4th March 2014 has been noted. While the Council is agreeable to carrying out works which would improve supervision and policing of the area, it should be noted that the works suggested by the Gardaí are covered by the provisions of Section 40 of the Wildlife Act 1976 which restricts any such works between 1st March and 31st August. 

Griffeen Valley Park is included in the 2014 Tree Works programme and the area will be addressed when the second part of the programme is carried out later this year.”

It may be that a different but complementary focus on play provision will be provided in Lucan Demesne when the proposal comes to be examined in detail.”

After the issues relating to the proposed sites have been identified it is then possible to proceed to a full public consultation meeting and with the knowledge of what is possible in each area.   The Elected Members are also invited to the full public meetings.   In the Lucan Area Committee Area consultation has taken place in relation to the Woodfarm Acres location.  Consultation is currently being organised for Griffeen Avenue.

A Play Space is also planned for Hermitage Park and this has been partly funded through the Department of Children and Youth Affairs.  The consultation process is planned to start in the week beginning the 21st April 2014.  When the consultation exercise has been successfully completed a tender will be organised for the construction of the facility.  It is anticipated that consultation, tendering and completion of construction will lead to the opening of the play space in Hermitage Park in August 2014.”

“A pilot laneway cleaning programme for the Palmerston area was presented as a Headed Item to the Lucan Area Committee on 25th March 2014. Works recently commenced on cleaning of the laneways starting with the laneway between Wheatfield and Oak Court Estates. To date, over 5 tonnes of waste and dumped material has been removed from this laneway alone. Following the initial cleanup, each of the laneways will then be cleaned at six weekly intervals. The removal of graffiti from private property is normally a matter for the owners of the property concerned. 

In relation to securing the laneways, the Roads Department reported under Motion 19 to the March Meeting of the Lucan Area Committee as follows:

The power conferred on a Road Authority to declare a road to be a public road is contained under Section 11 of the Roads Act 1993, which states,  "A Road Authority may, by order, declare any road over which a Public Right of Way exists to be a Public Road, and every such road shall be deemed to be a Public Road and responsibility for its maintenance shall lie on the road authority."
The definition of Road in this Act includes "any street, lane, footpath, square, court, alley or passage."
The laneways in Palmerston which have been discussed at several recent meetings of this committee namely 
a) Laneway between Kennelsfort Road and The Coppice
b) Laneway between Wheatfield Road and Oak Court
are in charge of the Council and as such are Public Rights of Way for the benefit of local residents and the public at large.
Under Section 38 of the Road Traffic Act 1994, the Council is empowered to install measures to restrict or control access to a laneway by mechanically propelled vehicles such restriction is normally achieved by the installation of bollards as is the case with the laneway between Kennelsfort and The Coppice.
The Roads Department is examining the matter and will be report back to a future meeting of the Committee.”

“Currently, there are no SDCC Bye-laws in place pertaining to the Control of Dogs Act l986.   Draft bye-laws will be prepared by the Council's Licencing and Enforcement Staff in the current year.  

Section 22 of the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended, provides for the issue of a fixed penalty notice to anyone witnessed not cleaning up after their dog.  However, the Council experiences difficulty in enforcing the section of the act relating to dog fouling as it requires witnesses that are willing to come forward and provide evidence in court, if and when required.  Further, experience has shown that dog owners are often reluctant to provide personal details such as name and address in the absence of which the Council is prevented from issuing a Notice. 

In relation to anti dog fouling signage, the Council is continuing to roll out and review the anti-dog fouling stencilling programme throughout the regional local and neighbourhood parks . There has been a positive feedback to date on foot of this initiative.  The Council is also actively promoting responsible dog ownership through the Green Dog Walkers scheme, where individuals clean up after their dog and encourages others to do likewise.  Information in relation to this scheme is available on www.socialcredits.ie 

The Council's has a network of approx. 60 bins located throughout its parks, all of which are suitable for disposal of dog litter.”

"To ask the Manager to report on the signage and speed limits on the City Bound Carriageway of the N4 and R148 and to state if he is satisfied that it is acceptable and accurate. Despite requests (I have had motions and L//14 before this committee and the Traffic Committee since May 2009) the number of motorists who complain of missed lanes continues, there are reports of near misses due to drivers attempting to switch lanes at the last minute and the numbers doing a uturn at Kennelsfort Road shows no reduction. Additionally, the speed limit of 80 Kh at the slip road to Liffey Valley is still in place despite the fact that it reduces to 60 Kh after the slip road from Liffey Valley. There are no signs warning of weaving traffic either on this piece of road or between the intersection of the M50 (on the R148) and Kennelsfort Road. Both stretches of roadway are treacherous and especially the R148 is an accident waiting to happen, one is the responsibility of the NRA the other of this Council; both need to be addressed and rectifies urgently?" 
REPLY:
The Council is generally satisfied with the signage on the N4 and R148 and does not accept that both stretches of roadway are an accident waiting to happen. The signage is constantly under review by both South Dublin County Council and the NRA. 

The approaches to the M50 interchange in the N4 and R148 are signed with substantial gantry signs and supplementary road markings including necessary speed limits. These signs and markings indicate to drivers the correct lane to use approaching the interchange. Normal rules of the road apply to traffic changing lanes where they must give way to traffic in the lane they are moving into. Other traffic must be cognisant of traffic changing lanes as is generally the case approaching busy junction such as this. Drivers are advised of the correct lane to choose some 700m from the junction which is considered adequate and well within regulation provided traffic obeys the speed limit.  The enforcement of the speed limit is a matter for the Garda Authorities.

Traffic from Liffey Valley must cross the 2 lanes and get into the M50 Southbound approach. During congestion a gap may not be available for this maneuvre, such conditions generally occur when traffic is slow moving or stationary thus enabling traffic to do so safely. U turns are acceptable at the Kennelsfort Road junction which accommodates traffic which has missed its turn for M50 southbound on the western approach to the M50 and there is ample room for drivers to do so in a safe manner. 

The matter of weaving traffic signs will be examined.

In relation to the location of the speed limit signage it is necessary to signpost the higher speed limit prior to its reduction.

Any accident trends, should they occur, are studied by council officials in conjunction with the relevant traffic Garda.

It is impossible to guarantee that a surface will be safe in all weathers and it is our opinion that a concrete surface such as this would benefit from the installation of an anti-skid surface treatment.  
(b)     To verify that the structure is sound and serviceable: The overall structure was deemed to be in fair condition. There are concrete repairs required on some areas of the deck and the parapets require patch painting/repainting.  These repairs in themselves are relatively straightforward.  However the traffic management implications are considerable given the level of traffic on the R148 and will add an appreciable amount to the overall cost of the works.  Roads Maintenance is currently assessing what this will amount to in order to approach the DoTTS for a possible grant allocation in this regard. 

(c)     To investigate the possibility of putting a cage over the bridge as many infirm citizens have expressed fear at crossing it during windy weather and also to protect passing traffic: This possibility is not being considered at this time.”

Option B proposes to formalise and improve the existing right of way across an area of public open space together with measures to achieve the objective of diverting school going traffic from residential estates i.e. by encouraging walking and cycling in combination and supporting works together with significant monitoring and management initiatives.  It is noted that this aligns with County Development Plan policy in relation to sustainable travel, mobility, permeability and healthy communities and is in accordance with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area. 

 In accordance with Section 179(4) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 as amended, the members of a local authority shall, as soon as may be, consider the proposed development (Option A & Option B in this instance) and the report of the manager.  Following the consideration of the manager's report, the members may, by resolution, decide to vary or modify the development or decide not to proceed with the development.”

Representatives from the Lucan area are members of this Forum.

Posters were circulated to all second level schools, third level colleges, community centres in the area and to South Dublin County Partnership.  

The Council's Social Inclusion Unit in partnership with Corporate Services arranged two Register to Vote events, held in March, aimed at the new communities. Details regarding these events were posted on the Council website, and sent to all the Council's contacts inviting participation.  The New Communities Partnership, an organisation which works with the new communities promoted the campaign on their website and in their mosques.

Corporate Services is also providing assistance to Active Citizenship Together (ACT) in their voter registration campaigns.  ACT is supported by South Dublin County Partnership.
