C/291/14 SCRAMBLER PARK IN NORTH CLONDALKIN

Councillor E. Bonner
“Residents of North Clondalkin are interested in developing a scrambler park in order to address the serious problem of young people riding scrambler motorbikes on parks and roadways there. To ask the Chief Executive what assistance can be given to them by the council?”
REPLY:
“The use of all motor vehicles including motorbikes is regulated by law. Vehicles are required to be taxed and insured, drivers are required to hold an appropriate licence or permit and are required to abide by the Rules of the Road when using them in a public place. The enforcement of the law is a matter for An Garda Síochána.

The 2011 Bye-laws for Parks and Open Spaces contain specific provisions prohibiting the use of motorbikes, scramblers and quad motorcycles in public parks and open spaces under Section 3 - Traffic. 

3.1.       Save with the permission of the Council, no person shall bring into a Park any Mechanically Propelled Vehicle which includes for the avoidance of doubt motorcycles, motor-cross / quad bikes or other powered vehicles. Such vehicles may be removed from the park / open space by An Garda Siochána.
 3.2.      Where a Mechanically Propelled Vehicle is permitted access to a Park (e.g. Council fleet, commercial suppliers), the vehicle shall be driven carefully subject to a maximum speed limit of 20kph on the authorised routes within the Park, other than where expressly permitted by the Council.
 3.3       A Mechanically Propelled Vehicle shall be parked in car parks, where provided, or in such places as may be set aside from time to time as temporary parking places.
Other than works vehicles and in relation to specific events, all vehicular use is prohibited. These provision were specifically included as a result of the many complaints and representations received from the Elected Members and the general public expressing great concern about public safety, noise and nuisance arising from the irresponsible and, in many cases, illegal use of these vehicles in parks and open spaces.

Amongst the many reasons public parks and open spaces are provided and people use them is that they provide an opportunity to get away from the noise and bustle of city living and enjoy contact with nature. Scrambler motorcycles, when in use, generate significant noise of a particular nature, which can be heard over a wide area. Many people find the noise to be extremely irritating, in particular, where the activity takes place over several hours.

The provision of a scrambler park would not be considered appropriate in a public park or open space and the Public Realm Division has no plans or proposal for the provision of such a facility. 

There are a number of private clubs and organisations catering for this type of activity in an organised and responsible manner. Young people interested in participating in this sport should make contact with organisations such as Motocross.ie who cater for this type of activity.”

Grave spaces are available in Saggart which may only be pre-purchased by local Saggart residents.

There is a separate charge in relation to a headstone permit.  Often families purchase two plots (double plot) but only wish to erect one single headstone, in which case only one headstone permit application and fee is required. 

The headstone permit application fee relates to the administration cost of processing the permit application, the assessment of the suitability of the proposed headstone in terms of height, material, stability, and inscription, and an actual inspection of the erection of the headstone to ensure that it is being carried out in a safe manner and according to the application details as submitted.

REPLY:

“The control of rats and mice lies primarily with the HSE who enforce the Rats and Mice Destruction Act 1919

This legislation is enforced by the HSE through the Environmental Health Officer who may examine lands and direct occupiers to take such action as necessary to prevent an infestation. The EHOs can direct householders to cut back vegetation or remove items providing harbourage for rodents or to store pet food in pest proof containers where there is evidence of a rodent infestation.

The HSE Pest Control Service have advised that they provide a free service for the treatment of rats in private households; which covers both house and garden. This number is freely available (1850 211774). The EHOs have made this number available to Customer Care. They will direct householders to this service if they contact the Environmental Health Officers directly, and the EHOs often give the number to the offices of Councillors or elected reps as a useful referral number.

The HSE charges landlords for the treatment of privately rented accommodation and will not treat South Dublin County Council land without a direct request and submission of an order for payment. There were 3 orders during 2012 for the treatment of cockroaches in Clondalkin properties. There was 1 order for treatment of rats in 2012 (Shancastle Park). In respect of open green spaces, there were 3 orders for treatment of rats in Clondalkin in 2013 (Shancastle Park, Corkagh Park and Nangor Road).

South Dublin County Council also contracts with private commercial Pest Control firms as necessary.

The role of pest control is to eliminate any risk to human health from the rodent population.

The Environmental Health Officers may also act as an agent for the Local Authority in investigating reports of statutory public health nuisance. The storage of domestic waste in unsuitable containers on domestic premises can lead to public health nuisances. In the year, to the end of August 2014, the EHOs in Clondalkin have received 98 reports of waste accumulations in rear gardens. 23 were South Dublin County Council tenancies, 42 were privately let properties and 33 were owner occupier properties. Encouraging responsible waste storage and collection will assist enormously in controlling the rodent population in South Dublin County Council.

In summary, where a customer rings South Dublin County Council regarding rats on their property, they can be referred to the HSE pest control service on 1850 211774 for treatment. Where the customer reports a neighbouring property accumulating waste and thus attracting rats; the details are filled into the Customer Complaint system CCS and referred to the EHOs. If rats are seen on the roadside, then the CCS is referred to the Roads Department. Rats within Council Parkland are referred to the Parks Department/ Public realm.

Where in doubt, the Councillors are always free to ring the EHOs for advice or service.”

Halloween is a special event in the annual calendar and seasonal celebrations targeting different age groups are under consideration, subject to the limited resources available.

The Safe Halloween message will be reiterated through all of the Council's activities running up to the Halloween season. The following report by the Manager was READ:

Enforcement of the Litter Pollution Act 1997 is carried out by the Council's Litter Wardens.

 Section 19(1) of the Litter Pollution Act, 1997 as amended, states that "where any structure or other land, door, gate, window, tree, pole or post is in or is visible from a public place, a person who is not the owner, occupier or person in charge thereof shall not exhibit or cause to be exhibited thereon any article or advertisement....unless the person is authorised in advance to do so in writing by such owner, occupier or person in charge or by or under any enactment."
This therefore provides a de facto poster ban on public property, and requires permission from property owners/occupiers for the use of any other places visible from a public place. 

Planning permission may also be required depending on the nature of any other proposed signs.

It is not an offense to erect election posters for a certain prescribed time before an election or referendum.

A Draft Code of Practice on Election Posters in South Dublin County developed by a subgroup was brought to the November 2011 SPC meeting. The draft was presented to the December 2011 Council meeting at which the Report was NOTED with cognisance that a Headed Item on the voluntary election poster policy be listed for consideration by full Council in due course.

The following suspensory motion was passed at the March 2012 Area Committee meeting - “That this Committee in an effort to support the newly formed Clondalkin Tidy Towns Group agree to implement a poster ban within ‘to be agreed’ boundaries of Clondalkin Village to include election, meeting posters, etc. This motion is submitted in an effort to encourage the efforts of the newly formed 'Tidy Towns' group".
In June 2012 the Clondalkin Area Committee Members commended all those who worked together to ensure that the poster ban was a success, and it was recommended that the poster ban would be continued and supported by all parties and organisations in the future.

An agreement not to display posters, particularly political posters, has been in place in Lucan Village for a number of years, and seems to have been arranged by local interest groups.  This agreement is without any official status or basis under legislation, yet appears to have been purely locally agreed upon and locally enforced on a purely voluntary basis.

The success of any voluntary poster ban and designation of a poster free area within the specified boundaries is a voluntary code, and could realistically only be implemented by agreement of all political candidates.

The receiver indicated that they were not prepared to make the 10 housing units available to the Council due to overprovision of their part 5 obligation in the developed area as well as the cost of bringing the 10 partially completed units to a habitable condition for the Council. 

Estate Management team made contact with the Residents Association in relation to the vacant units nearby and other issues raised.  They provided them with advice and contact details for themselves as well as the community Gardai.”

 Most of the problems being experienced in these estates are now due to tenants not ventilating their homes in an adequate manner.  There were some problems when the estate was originally constructed with leaks around windows and doors as well as roofs in some cases.  All of these defects have been remedied by the Council who put in place a dedicated team with the task of responding to all reports of damp / mould.  A recent Architects report on the estates found that extensive remedial works for the area have been undertaken and dampness issue due to building defects have been resolved.

When complaints are received in relation to dampness in dwellings the Clerk of Works visits the tenant and examines the complaint.  In most cases he uses a moisture meter to measure the amount of water in the air in the house.  He has reported that in a considerable number of cases the water vapour is extremely high and consequently the vast majority of complaints are dealt with by suggesting ventilation or small lifestyle changes which contribute to the retention of water vapour in the atmosphere.  In all cases the tenants are provided with information regarding condensation and its prevention and informed that this information is also available on the Council Website.

It is not possible to provide the information on the cost of maintenance by estate at present.  However the maintenance section are examining their systems in an effort to extract it in the coming days.  When extracted it will be forwarded to you.

3. Traffic:- 

      3.1 Save with the permission of the Council, no person shall bring into a Park any Mechanically Propelled Vehicle which includes for the avoidance of doubt motorcycles, motor-cross / quad bikes or other powered vehicles. Such vehicles may be removed from the park / open space by An Garda Siochana.
      3.2  Where a Mechanically Propelled Vehicle is permitted access to a Park (e.g. Council fleet, commercial suppliers), the vehicle shall be driven carefully subject to a maximum speed limit of 20kph on the authorised routes within the Park, other than where expressly permitted by the Council.
Where local residents witness such unauthorised use taking place, they should report such incidents to the Gardaí who are authorised under the Bye-laws to take action.

If local residents have any information in relation to the owners / users of these vehicles, it would be helpful if they would provide this information to the Gardaí and /or County Council to assist in the taking of further action against the owners of such vehicles.”

We have identified a number of potential sites for social housing units and it is anticipated that maps of the areas identified will be circulated shortly to Councillors for their input. 

Following from this exercise these sites must be scoped to ensure that the sites are feasible. The feasibility of the sites will depend on site services, conditions and constraints. Once the sites have passed the feasibility examination we will then fast track the most viable locations under the Part 8 process.”

“That the Clondalkin Area committee calls on South Dublin County Council to issue a plan to deal with the growing housing issue and that this plan includes access to open green spaces and facilities.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Council identified a number of sites throughout the county with potential for proposed infill development as part of the Council's response to the Government's construction led job stimulus programme.  The locations indentified in the Clondalkin area included:

1. St Marks' Clondalkin   (11 units) 

2. Mayfield, Clondalkin (18 units) 

Approval to proceed to tender is currently awaited from the Department of Environment Community and Local Government in respect of the 29 Social Housing units at St. Marks, and Mayfield estates. Subject to funding approval, these projects will proceed to tender in accordance with guidelines set down under the Capital Works Management Framework.

It is an objective that all housing projects, and particularly infill housing projects, engage with improving amenities in the immediate vicinity of the project in one or more of the following ways:

· Upgrade hard landscaping / paths and supplement with planting 

· Ensure supervision by housing of existing open space 

· Define existing space by walls, planting 

· Manage the open space - proportional to the housing density and local use 

· Create small pockets of landscaped space clearly associated with intimate groups of housing 

· Provide quality finishes to walls and hard landscaping to upgrade visual amenity 

· The amount expended on upgrade of any infill area is proportionate the budget allowed for the infill housing 

The Council is also currently carrying out an assessment of short to medium land bank requirements to facilitate additional future building programmes. On completion of this exercise the most viable sites will be fast tracked under the Part 8 process.

The Council will also continue to be proactive in the procurement of units for the provision of social housing support under the Social Housing Leasing and RAS schemes (whereby we enter into lease arrangements with private property owners and Voluntary Housing Bodies to procure homes to provide for the housing needs of persons on social housing waiting lists).

In addition the Council successfully negotiated over the past couple of years a number of financial compensations as a result of agreements in accordance with Part V, and in accordance with the Part V conditions this fund can be used to finance the purchase of completed units. It is intended to purchase a number of suitable units throughout the county in areas of housing demand with some proceeds from this fund. 

South Dublin County Council is one of 7 "First Wave" local authorities where HAP will be implemented. The introduction of HAP will represent a fundamental reform to the way in which social housing supports are to be provided, including that those in receipt of HAP are considered to have their housing need met.   HAP recipients will source their own accommodation in the private rented sector.  However, unlike rent supplement generally, the Council will make a full rental payment directly to the landlord with the HAP recipient making a differential rent contribution to the Council.

The Council will also continue to work in conjunction with Approved Housing Bodies through the Capital Assistance Scheme (CAS) and Capital Advance Leasing Facility schemes to supply housing to applicants on the Council’s housing list.”

“Under the Part 8 process Council staff met the residents of Castle Grove in October 2011 when local residents stated that they did not want the Council to interfere with the existing boundary wall. The Council's Design Team agreed to build a boundary wall within the Council side of the boundary; it was agreed that the height of the wall would be 2.4 meters high (measured from the Council side of the boundary). This wall was completed before residents of Valhalla took occupation of the premises.  The foundation of the newly constructed wall compromised the ability of SDCC to undertake physical planting and also restricted the type of planting that could be undertaken at this location.

The boundary wall between the site and the rear garden of no. 1 Watery Lane has been upgraded resulting in a significant improvement in privacy and aesthetics.   Planting was also delivered to a number of other property owners bordering the Valhalla development and this was provided following consultation and in agreement with the owners concerned.  

Following complaints from local residents relating to issue of overlooking from the communal area of the first floor, screening was installed to further enhance the ambience of the development and its environs.

The total cost of the additional works was around €9,650.It is considered SDCC has engaged extensively and responded to the requirements of local residents in relation to the matter of boundary treatment at this location. The final account for this development is currently being prepared for submission to the DOECLG.  No further funding will be available in respect of additional boundary treatment.”
