To ask the Chief Executive is road cleansing in the Jobstown area carried out directly by the Council, if not how are private contractors supervised?"

REPLY:
Road sweeping and associated litter picking in the County's housing estates and on main roads etc is carried out under contract by Oxigen Environmental Ltd on behalf of the Council.  The contractor's performance is monitored and supervised by the Environment, Water and Climate Change Dept.  Staff from the Council's own public realm maintenance depots in both Sean Walsh Park and Saggart also provide cleaning services on a scheduled basis in the Jobstown area.

"To ask the Chief Executive for the proposed schedule for tree pruning/removal etc for the Tallaght Central district?"

REPLY:

PATHWAY FROM THE PARK MILLBROOK LAWNS TO SESKIN VIEW ROAD
QUESTION: Councillor B. Ferron
To ask the Chief Executive to arrange inspection of the pathway leading from The Park Millbrook Lawns to the Seskin View Road.  Residents have complained that the pathway which leads from the bottom of Park through to the Seskin View Road has become overgrown and during the winter months is totally impassable due to flooding (Many people use this to access the 77A bus and also parents with prams going to and from the shops). I attended a meeting at the site with residents and this is clearly the case. They have also complained that the walls surrounding the grass area have become dangerous as there are holes in them and they could come down on a child if they climbed up on them. Can you arrange to have this area inspected and let me local residents know what works will be completed to improve the pathway and make the walls safe?"

REPLY:
The footpath which traverses the open space at the Park, Millbrook Lawns has recently been inspected and was found to be in a poor condition with significant grass encroachment making it very narrow together with an uneven surface. Sections of the stone walls surrounding the open space are also in need of some repair work. Arrangements will therefore be made to carry out the necessary improvement and repair works at this location, and it is expected that the work will be carried out at this location in advance of the winter months.

TREES LOCATED ALONG THE TALLAGHT BY PASS AND GLENVIEW
QUESTION: Councillor B. Ferron
To ask the Chief Executive if he will arrange to have the trees located along the Tallaght By-pass and Glenview (on the village side of the Road) inspected  and arrange that they are pruned or if required removed as they are at a very dangerous height, and I have received numerous requests from residents.  Also to ask that the public realm team carry out the removal of weeds and nettles and spray for vermin around the base of these trees.

REPLY:
The tree maintenance programme for the Tallaght area is currently being prepared and will be presented to the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting in November.  The trees at the location in question will be inspected as part of the preparation of the programme.  The removal of weeds and nettles at this location as requested will be carried out in the coming weeks.

"To request that the Chief Executive gives an up-to-date report on the development of Carrigmore Park, on which work was due to begin in May, and also gives a new date on when work is expected to commence on the park and what role the council is playing in ensuring that this park is finally delivered for the area?"

REPLY:
Work commenced on the development of Carrigmore Park on the 25th August 2014. This park is being constructed by the developers of the adjacent housing and shopping centre developments and as conditioned in the Planning Permissions received for them. DERELICT SITE – SAGGART ARMS PUB IN SAGGART VILLAGE
QUESTION: Councillor Martina Genockey
"To ask the Chief Executive to give an update on the derelict site at the former Saggart Arms pub in Saggart village and what the council’s long-term plan is for the site which is at the centre of one of the most historic locations in the county and could provide tourism for the whole county?"

REPLY:
A site inspection which was carried out in October 2013 found the site to be dangerous. A statutory Notice, pursuant to Section 3 (1) of the Local Government (Sanitary Services) Act 1964 was served on the owners of the site on 17th October 2013.  No response was received to the Notice. The site was re-inspected on 5th December 2013 and it was reported that the site posed an imminent danger to the general public and passing traffic.  South Dublin County Council, pursuant to Section 3 (2) (a) of the Local Government (Sanitary Services) Act 1964, entered onto the site and carried out works necessary to make the site safe. A statutory Notice, pursuant to Section 3 (2) (b) was served on the owners, advising of the Council's actions.

Following an inspection by the Council for the purpose of the Derelict Sites Act 1990, a statutory Notice, pursuant to Section 8 (2), was served on the owners on 15th January 2014 informing them of the Council's intention to enter the site on the Derelict Sites Register and allowing a period of time for the making of representations.

A representative of KavanaghFennell, who had been appointed as Receiver to the site, contacted the Council in response to the Section 8(2) Notice. Works required by the Council to abate the dereliction were carried out by the Receiver, in consultation with the County Architect.

The Council will continue to monitor the site.

A full report on Derelict Sites will be presented at the October meeting.
T/344/14          WALL AT SWIFTBROOK ESTATE
QUESTION: Councillor Martina Genockey
"To request that the Chief Executive gives on update on the necessary repair work on the boundary wall at the Swiftbrook estate. When can the residents expect the work to commence and when is it expected that it will be completed? Also will the agreed bushes be planted along the wall as soon as the repair work is finished?"

REPLY:
A number of meetings have been held with resident’s representatives in relation to the vandalism to the boundary wall and railing at Swiftbrook Estate. As a result of these meetings proposals on how to deal with the reinstatement of the wall in a sustainable manner have been produced. It is proposed to seek quotations for this work in the next two weeks. Both the residents and the Elected Members will be updated on progress on the issue.

T/345/14         IBAL SURVEY
QUESTION: Councillor C. King
"To ask the Chief Executive to report on what measure can be taken to improve our (Tallaght) rating on the IBAL surveys as we have dropped quite significantly in the last two ratings which seems to have undone all the hard work done by the Council previously - understanding that there must be a 'tie-in' from the local Community?".

REPLY:
The recent IBAL result for Tallaght is disappointing. However analysis show that there are some very positive elements in the report with certain sites including the recycling facility in the Square, the Village Green Shopping centre and Tallaght Village receiving Class A status.

Efforts will continue to be made by the Council to tackle the problem individual sites identified by IBAL (in both public and private ownership), and the wider issue of litter in conjunction with the community, schools, businesses and individuals.

The Green Schools programme is operating in Tallaght with 62% of primary schools and 55% of secondary schools with Green Flags. Community groups are active in community clean ups as the figures hereunder demonstrate

T/346/14         REMOVAL OF STONES FROM THE “ANCHOR” 
QUESTION: Councillor C. King
"To ask the Chief Executive to arrange for the removal of the stones and gravel from the "Anchor" in the middle of the Road in the vicinity of 446 Cushlawn Park and Cushlawn Place as the stones are constantly thrown about the place making the place unsightly and causing damage to property, That the manager further arranges to plant the "Anchor" with earth and grass?"

REPLY:
The so-called 'Anchor' feature in the vicinity of 446 Cushlawn Park has been inspected. This feature consists of a raised ornamental concrete kerb surrounding an area of compacted fine-grade gravel. The raising of this area with soil and grassing over may be the most appropriate course of action to deal with the problems identified by local residents but would have future maintenance implications for the County Council. The treatment of the area will therefore, be further discussed with the Housing Architects Dept. to see if a suitable solution can be found for all concerned.

QUESTION: Councillor C. King
"To ask the Chief Executive to arrange for some planting of hedging or bushes at the boundary wall at 28 Kilclare Crescent that will grow up the boundary wall as the area is attracting anti-social behaviour and this planting will solve some of these issues".

REPLY:
The location in question at Kilclare Crescent will be examined to determine how best the issue of anti-social behaviour can be addressed at this location and what measures are most suitable in this regard.

T/352/14         SEAN WALSH PARK, WATERGATE - CRIMES

QUESTION: Councillor Charlie O'Connor
"To ask the Chief Executive to confirm what action he is taking, in conjunction with An Garda Siochana, to deal with the serious crimes being reported recently in the Sean Walsh Park, Watergate in Tallaght?"

REPLY:
County Council staff are in regular contact with An Garda Siochána in relation to security issues in Sean Walsh Park. In relation to the recent incidents the Council is aware of some problems in the Park in recent months relating to Anti-Social Behaviour, thefts of mobile phones and thefts of bicycles etc. In this regard, the Gardaí have keys to access the park after hours and often make use of the existing CCTV facilities in the Park to investigate such crimes.

In addition, over the Summer months the Park has been targeted by An Garda Siochána for specific dedicated patrols by the force i.e. by the mountain-bike unit, plain clothes and uniformed beats, and the Garda Jeep where necessary. The general security situation in Sean Walsh Park and other parks in the County will continue be kept under review by the County Council, in close consultation with An Garda Siochána.

T/353/14          LANEWAY TO THE REAR OF RAHEEN CLOSE

 QUESTION: Councillor Charlie O'Connor
"To ask the Chief Executive if he would update the committee on contacts with the local community in respect of the long standing request to extinguish the right of way and close the laneway to the rear of Raheen Close?"

REPLY:
There has been no recent formal or informal contacts between the Public Realm Section and local residents in relation to the extinguishment of the public right of way on the open space to the rear of Raheen Close. As the procedure to close an existing public right of way is set out in the Roads Act 1993, Section 73, any formal application in this regard, should be made in the first instance to the Council's Planning and Transportation Dept.
T/354/14         LITTER MANAGEMENT PLAN
It was AGREED to take Motions 2 – 5 in conjunction with the following report which had been circulated and READ:
REPLY:
1. Develop programmes on the basis of targeting the various litter categories, black spots and illegal means of disposing of waste/refuse.

Regional campaign to combat dog fouling

Dublin’s four local authorities launched a summer campaign to combat dog fouling on Wednesday 25th June.

New dog fouling signage across the four local authorities is being launched highlighting the need for dog owners to cleanup after their dogs.  The new signage emphasises the health risks associated with dog fouling, the cost to dog owners who do not clean up after their dogs and appeals to dog owners to “leave only paw prints”.  

Anti Gum Litter campaign 2014 

The Mayor launched the 2014 Gum Litter Taskforce (GLT) environmental awareness campaign in Neilstown, Clondalkin on 2nd July.  The aim of the campaign is to reduce littered gum by raising awareness that dropping gum on the ground is littering and that it is subject to a €150 fine.  The GLT encourages the public to dispose of their used gum responsibly.

The Mayor launched the ‘Bin It Your Way’ in a Gum Litter Taskforce (GLT) mid campaign boost in Templeogue village, 12th August 2014. 

Memorandum of Understanding - ESB

The Mayor and Environment and Sustainability Manager, ESB Networks Tom Flynn, on 30th July 2014 signed a Memorandum of Understanding which sets out agreed  procedures to deal with illegal dumping of waste, litter and graffiti at ESB Network’s sub-stations in South Dublin County Council’s local authority area. 

Among the key features in the MoU are:

· Standardised procedure for reporting illegal dumping of waste, litter and graffiti issues.

· ESB Networks will remove illegally dumped waste and litter within 5 working days of being notified by South Dublin County Council.

· Any graffiti issue will be addressed within 10 working days (racist or other provocative graffiti will be removed within 5 working days). 

· South Dublin County Council will work with ESB Networks to tackle recurring problems at identified sites.

2. Develop a customer focused litter complaints procedure in order to deal effectively and efficiently with complaints
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3. Continue to actively enforce litter pollution and waste management legislation, bye laws and standards
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4. Improve the litter disposal systems available to the public

Weekend cleaning and litter bin collection are now taking place in villages.

5. Expand the recycling opportunities within the County
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6. Continue to monitor and review road cleansing service in order to provide an improved service.

Road sweeping contract is in place. 

7. Develop a litter management programme for designated urban areas within the County – Tallaght city, Clondalkin town centre and other designated areas

Latest IBAL report for Tallaght with a result – Littered - is disappointing. 

There were a number of locations with Grade A results however the approach roads at Brookfield and along the R136 were rated badly.

The Council will continue to review the service delivery in Tallaght as a consequence of this result.

A village improvement programme is being developed and will commence shortly.

8. Prepare litter management, education and awareness programmes that promote community and business involvement, community identity and responsibility, personal responsibility, youth activity etc.

Assessment of Schools for Green Flags 2013/2014 was 21st March 2014.   Award ceremony took place in the Helix on 20th May 2014. A total of 38 green flags were awarded in South County Dublin.

All reports of illegal dumping and littering are investigated by the Council’s Litter Warden Service, with dumped material being interrogated for evidence. Where evidence is found, the appropriate enforcement action is taken under the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended. Increasingly, it is found that no personal information relating to the polluters is contained within the dumped material with personal information having been removed or shredded.

Where there is an ongoing problem of illegal dumping and littering in any area, local residents are urged to support the Council in taking the appropriate enforcement action by making reports to the Litter Warden for investigation and by providing evidence where possible and testifying in court, if necessary. Members of the public can make reports to the Litter Warden via the Customer Care Contact System, Fix Your Street or by phoning 4149220”.
RAPID DEPLOYMENT CCTV CAMERAS

It was Proposed by Councillor Martina Genockey, seconded by Councillor M. Duff and RESOLVED:
This Committee calls on the Chief Executive to make provision for a timetable to be prepared for the rotation of the council’s two Rapid Deployment CCTV cameras to illegal dumping black spots in Tallaght and that Councillors and members of the public are consulted on where the worst problem areas are, with a view to both discouraging people from dumping and punishing those who do.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The Council’s Enforcement and Licensing Section has two rapid deployment CCTV cameras available to it for the monitoring of illegal dumping throughout South Dublin County Council’s administrative area.

Illegal dumping black spots are currently identified by Elected Members and members of the public by reporting incidents of illegal dumping to the Litter Warden Service for investigation. Where it appears that there is a recurring practice of illegal dumping in an area (which is indicated by reports received from Elected Members, members of the public and information provided by the Council's Litter Wardens), these areas are assessed for camera redeployment suitability by the CCTV contactor. This is done with a view to locating the cameras in areas that are most likely to yield results from an enforcement perspective.

Locations where these cameras can be used are limited because of geographical location, lack of source of electricity and risk of vandalism.

The Enforcement and Licensing Section has recently secured agreement of a business owner within one of our industrial estates to locate one of the cameras on his premises, where there has been consistent dumping. The second camera is currently being serviced and is to be located to a litter black spot within another of our industrial estates with the agreement of a private landowner as soon as it becomes available.

While there had been a practice to rotate the cameras on a three monthly basis, it is now considered more effective to rotate the cameras as required”.
ILLEGAL DUMPING AT KILTALOWN PARK

It was proposed by Councillor C. King, seconded by Councillor M. Duff and RESOLVED:
"That this Committee calls on the Chief Executive to arrange for a crackdown on illegal dumping at Kiltalown Park (the park itself - not the Road) as rats have become a massive issue for residents in the vicinity. This Committee further calls on the Chief Executive to report on what measures have been taken in relation to my request for an overall crackdown on this anti social activity in the Kiltalown area which was subject to a motion in my name last May 2014 and can the Manager make a statement on the matter".

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“South Dublin County Council's team of five (5) Litter Wardens investigate all complaints of illegal dumping and littering as well as patrolling all areas within the County, focusing on particular black spots including areas such as Kiltalown.

Since January 2014, the Council has received 31 complaints in relation to illegal dumping and littering in the Kiltalown area.  The Litter Warden investigated all complaints, interrogated all dumped material for evidence, resulting in three (3) litter fines were issued in accordance with the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended. 

Where evidence is found, the appropriate enforcement action is always taken. However, increasingly it is found that no personal information relating to the polluters is contained within the dumped material, with personal information having been removed or shredded.  Where there is an on going problem of illegal dumping and littering in any area, local residents are urged and encouraged to support the Council in taking the appropriate enforcement action by making reports to the Litter Warden for investigation and by providing evidence where possible.  Members of the public can make reports of illegal dumping and littering through the following channels:

Residents are also encouraged, through the medium of the Council’s Social Credits Scheme, to seek rewards for community based initiatives such as community cleanups.

In addition to the work of the Litter Warden Service, the Enforcement and Licensing Section issued letters to 156 residents in the Kiltalown area, pursuant to the South Dublin County Council Household Waste Bye-Laws 2012, in an effort to combat the problem of illegal dumping in the area and to advise residents of their obligations under the Household Waste Bye-Laws. A "Litter and The Law" leaflet was also provided for residents’ information”.
CLEANING AND CUTTING GREEN SPACE BETWEEN DOMINIC COURT AND AVONBEG DRIVE

QUESTION: Councillor M. Duff
"To ask the Chief Executive could he make a report regarding private Electrical contractors who carry out maintenance or rewiring works on behalf of the Council and indicate what form of oversight or inspection safeguards are in place to ensure best practice and tenant safety?"

REPLY:
South Dublin County Council's Housing Department do not employ electricians direct and therefore all works carried out on the Council's housing stock of approximately 9,000 housing units and 25 traveller residential caravan parks are by private Electrical Contractors.   There are currently two Electrical Contractors, who were appointed on 22nd May 2012 for a 3 year period following a Competitive Public Tender process published in 2012.

This process established their bona fidas with respect to competence, capability, their registration with all relevant Regulatory, and Safety Supervisory Bodies, i.e. ETCI, RECI, ECSSA and Health & Safety Compliance in the Electrical Contracting Industry.

Both Electrical Contractors carry out repairs for routine response, emergency response, relet repairs, fire damage and vandalism Repairs.  They also carry out complete re-wiring, repair, monitoring and installation of fire alarm systems and emergency lighting systems within their respective Areas when required.

The 2 Electrical Contractors are deployed as follows:-

 Area 1 Clondalkin / Lucan

 

Area 2 Tallaght / Rathfarnham

            

Tallaght / Rathcoole 

The electrical work carried out by these contractors is constantly monitored by 2 Council Electrical inspectors, one for each Area, to ensure all works, as invoiced, are completed and compliant with SDCC Electrical Specification, ETCI Regulations, and Best Practice. This process involves a minimum 15% / 20% on site random inspection of monthly invoicing from Electrical Contractors for all categories of electrical response maintenance, emergencies, relet repairs, fire damage, vandalism, and complete re wiring.

All relet / fire damage dwellings are the subject of an initial inspection by SDCC Electrical Inspectors and a detailed list of works required are issued to the electrical contractors for action.

In addition, all of the above is checked for compliance with SDCC Specification and relevant Certification is submitted when required. All directives and guidelines issued from DOE and Statutory Bodies relating to changes in regulations for electrical installation work and associated Building Regulations for the Electrical Industry and Fire Alarm protection, requirements for emergency lighting in common areas of apartments, fire blankets in dwellings relating to tenant safety are constantly enforced and monitored by SDCC Electrical Inspectors

HOUSING ASSISTANCE PAYMENTS SCHEME

  

QUESTION: Councillor M. Duff
"To ask the Chief Executive to please indicate the number of families that have presented as homeless since January 2014 and would he indicate when it is proposed to introduce the Housing Assistance Payments Scheme and how many families will be targeted for assistance in 2014, under the auspices of HAP.

REPLY:
During the period 01/01/2014 to 27/08/2014, 97 families were assessed and placed into emergency homeless accommodation.  An additional 46 families are assessed as requiring emergency accommodation and have been referred to the Centralised Placement Service for placement – these families are currently staying with family or friends. South Dublin County Council has allocated units to almost 80 persons from our Homeless list to date this year.

HAP pilot commenced in Limerick local Authorities in Q1 2014 to test certain elements of the HAP scheme in advance of the legislation being in place.  As the necessary legislation has now been enacted, Wave 1 of HAP will now commence in the other authorities selected to take part in this phase.  It is further noted that the intention is to commence with Limerick City and County Council, Cork County Council and Waterford City and County Council either on or after 1 September 2014.  The exact dates for the remaining authorities in Wave 1 which includes South Dublin, Kilkenny County Council, Monaghan County Council and Louth County Council has yet to be determined and the Department will advise the authorities in due course. The initial target set for South Dublin County Council was 1,151 but that was based on an anticipated start date of May 2014. This target will have to be revised.

The focus will be on transferring households from rent supplement into HAP, although a housing authority may decide to accommodate those in Local Authority accommodation, Approved Housing body accommodation, or leased accommodation, where it considers appropriate.   The Housing Authorities are still awaiting the necessary commencement orders, guidelines and Ministerial Directions in relation to HAP. It should be noted that Dublin Regional Homeless Executive are also part of the Wave 1 of HAP and South Dublin County Council will be working closely also with them with the specific homeless focus.

· 2 Specially Adapted dwellings with private parking accessed off Suncroft Park 

Part 8 Report 
 

The scheme is part the job stimulus programme funded by the Department of Environment, Community and Local Government. The Council received budget approval for the project from the Department and Environment and Local Government under the Job Stimulus Programme in June 2014.

 

Subject to the approval of the DOECLG the Council intends to proceed to tender in the near future. The tender must strictly adhere to the requirements set down under the Capital Works Management Framework issued by the Department of Finance.

 

The DOECLG is examining the potential to include social clauses in the Framework Agreements which would require that a certain percentage of those employed on the contract must be recruited from the ranks of the long-term unemployed. The Government Construction Contracts Committee has given the go-ahead to pilot the use of such clauses on the Devolved Schools Programme being administered by the National Development Finance Agency (NDFA) on behalf of the Department of Education and Skills.

There is a long led in time to such projects. However, initial feedback has been positive. In order to maximise the effective use of such clauses in procurement a project group lead by the Office of Government Procurement (OGP) is to be established which will put forward projects where social clauses would be inserted into the contract to address employment and training.

"To ask the Chief Executive if any action is opened to him under the derelict sites act in respect of the unfinished apartments block on Cookstown Road behind Fortunestown Shopping Centre?"

REPLY:
This site is currently in private ownership. However the Council is currently working with an Approved Housing Body to achieve completion and occupancy of the 45 residential apartment development at as early date as possible. At this point in time the Approved Housing Body is at an advanced stage of acquiring the development and it is expected that formal contract will be completed shortly which will allow for commencement of on site works in Q4 2014. The development is scheduled for completion over a 12 month period.

Upon completion, the 45 residential apartments will be made available for social use in respect of nominations from the Council housing waiting list under a lease Payment & Availability arrangement between the Council and the Approved Housing Body for which approval from the Department of the Environment, Community & Local Government is in place.

The site will continue to be monitored and if deemed appropriate, an inspection under the Derelict Sites Act 1990 can be arranged and subject to inspectors report the necessary enforcement action put in place.

“The Council has a current stock of 148 unsold affordable properties which comprises 146 apartments and 2 houses. All 148 properties are assigned for temporary social use under the Social Housing Leasing Initiative in accordance with Department of the Environment Community & Local Government guidelines. The 148 properties are occupied by persons from the social housing waiting list for which the tenancy agreements were for an initial 5 year period. In July 2014, the Council sought approval from the Department of the Environment Community & Local Government to extend this period. By letter dated 23/7/14, the Department of the Environment, Community & Local Government approved continuance of the 148 units within the Social Housing Leasing Initiative for a further 5 year period.  This approval requires that at the end of the 5 year period the Council should endeavour to restore the properties to affordable use or sell under the Incremental Purchase Scheme. 
There is no current purchase scheme available to tenants. The Housing(Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 2014 provides for the introduction of an Incremental Purchase Scheme in respect of housing stock currently occupied by Council tenants including Unsold affordable Stock. It is expected that this scheme will become operational in mid 2015. However it should be noted that the proposed scheme is for houses only and specifically excludes apartment type dwellings for which there is a communal aspect. Accordingly the majority of the 148 unsold affordable stock properties will not be eligible for inclusion in the scheme”.  

Following a contribution from Councillor C. King, Mr. H. Hogan responded to queries raised and it was AGREED that we would write to the Department of the Environment on the possibility of the units being considered as permanent social housing units.
