L/331/14 CLEAN-UPS OF BACK LANEWAYS IN PALMERSTON OVER LAST 12MONTHS
QUESTION (1): Councillor P. Gogarty

"To ask the Chief Executive for an update on number of clean-ups of back laneways in Palmerston over the last 12 months, to indicate whether this has been a cost-effective use of resources, or whether other alternative solutions need to be looked at again; and if he will make a statement on the matter?"
REPLY: 
A headed item was presented to the Lucan Area Committee Meeting in March setting out a Palmerston Laneway Cleaning Programme. The programme was designed to initially schedule cleanups to take place on a 6 week rotating cycle with a review of frequencies to occur after 3 months. The nature of the works includes litter removal, removal of fly-tipped waste and the removal or spraying of weeds as required.

The programme commenced operation in April and all laneways were cleaned of dumped material systematically over the first 6 week period. During the second 6 week period efforts were concentrated on the removal of vegetation in addition to waste removal. This was followed up by the application of herbicides during June and July. It became apparent during this period that the volume and frequency of waste being dumped exceeded the resources available to keep the lanes clean on the 6 week period as initially proposed.

The programme was therefore modified and currently all lanes are inspected on a weekly basis and waste material removed where it is present.

The Litter Warden for the area monitors the laneways in the Palmerston area and to date in 2014, has investigated 76 complaints in relation to illegal dumping in the laneways. Unfortunately, due to lack of evidence, this resulted in the issuing of only two (2) fines by the Litter Warden, pursuant to the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended.  Increasingly, it is found that no personal information relating to the polluters is contained within the dumped material with personal information having been removed or shredded. 

Where there is an on going problem of illegal dumping and littering in any area, local residents are encouraged to support the Council in taking the appropriate enforcement action by making reports to the Litter Warden for investigation and by providing evidence where possible.  Members of the public can make reports to the Litter Warden Service via the Customer Care Contact System, Fix Your Street or by phoning 01-4149220.

While the report sets out the methods available to the Council to deal with the problem after it has occurred it is preferable to prevent dumping of waste in the first instance. It is often found that where communities become involved the effectiveness of tackling such issues is enhanced. Residents are therefore encouraged through the medium of the Council's Social Credits Scheme to seek rewards for community based initiatives, such as community clean ups.

L/333/14 ROLLOUT OF PlAY SPACES FOR LUCAN & PALMERSTON
QUESTION (3): Councillor P. Gogarty

"To ask the Chief Executive for an update on the rollout of parks agreed last year in Lucan and Palmerstown, including an update on discussions with residents involving the final rollout schedule for the new playground off Loman's Road and an indication for the likely completion of repair works at Griffeen Valley Park playground; and if he will make a statement on the matter?"
REPLY:
The Five Year Play Space Programme 2014 – 2018 was approved by the Council in 2013. Two Play Spaces were included for construction in 2014 in the Lucan Electoral Area: one at Woodfarm Acres in Palmerston and one at Griffeen Valley Park at Griffeen Avenue.

The roll out of the programme included for consultation with community leaders about a suitable site and this would then be followed up with a public meeting with the residents and to which the Elected Members were invited, for agreement.

No agreement was reached on the site at Woodfarm Acres and an alternative site was proposed by the residents in Riversdale Estate. Agreement was reached on the location and design of this play space. Similar agreement was reached with the residents adjacent to the site at Griffeen Avenue.

Construction is due to commence in October on the play space at Riversdale. Tenders are due back for the play space at Griffeen Avenue at the end of October.

In relation to the site at Hermitage Park and which is separately funded through the Department of Children and Youth Affairs and with matched funding from the Council:  Tenders have been received and agreement reached on the design.  This project will commence at the end of October 2014.  

It is proposed to present an update on the programme (and particularly for the newly elected Members) including the consultation plans for 2015 to the October Area Committee Meeting.

As it was believed that the site was in the control of NAMA, Enforcement and Licensing Section successfully made contact with the relevant person in that organisation, who advised that the site had been sold at the end of August. Contact has been established with a representative of the purchaser who has agreed to secure the site to prevent access within the next week.

"To ask the Chief Executive would it be possible to paint the goal posts on the GAA pitches in Glenaulin Park, Palmerston as they have not been painted for decades?"
REPLY: 

The goal posts on the pitches in Glenaulin Park are currently in active use. In order to paint the posts they would need to be removed. This would effectively take the pitch out of use for a period of time and present a difficulty for clubs that are still in the playing season.

As some of the goal posts have been in situ for a long period of time it is proposed to commence a replacement programme on all posts which show signs of wear and tear. The replacement programme will commence in 2014 subject to the availability of funding and continue in 2015.

REPLY:
A number of benches were provided in Griffeen Valley Park in the vicinity of the River Griffeen and playground. While the benches survived for a number of years one suffered from persistent vandalism resulting in the destruction of the bench and footpath around it. This bench was eventually removed. Two further benches are currently being monitored in relation to fire damage to the footpath which is generally caused by the burning of wheel bins.

Notwithstanding the above, a new bench will be installed in the park on a trial basis. The bench will be positioned in a prominent location to ensure that it is highly visible to deter loitering and anti social behaviour.

"To ask the Chief Executive for a report on all reported incidents of illegal dumping, abandoned cars and related anti social behaviour during the last 12 months at Glenvale, Lucan and to outline what measures the Council are considering at the pedestrian laneway at this location to curb such anti-social activity?"
REPLY:
All reports of illegal dumping and littering are investigated by the Council's Litter Warden Service and all dumped material is interrogated for evidence.  Where evidence is found, the appropriate enforcement action is taken under the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended.  Increasingly, it is found that no personal information relating to the polluters is contained within the dumped material with personal information having been removed or shredded.

To date in 2014, the Litter Warden has received and investigated  21 complaints of illegal dumping at Glenvale, Lucan.  Unfortunately, no enforcement action could be taken in relation to these complaints as no evidence was found to identify the alleged polluter(s). 

No complaints have been received in relation to abandoned vehicles in this area.

Where there is an on going problem of illegal dumping and littering in any area, local residents are urged to support the Council in taking the appropriate enforcement action by making reports to the Litter Warden for investigation and by providing evidence where possible.  Additionally, residents are encouraged through the medium of the Council's Social Credits Scheme to seek rewards for community based initiatives, such as community clean ups.

REPLY: 

A headed item was presented to the Lucan Area Committee Meeting in March setting out a Palmerston Laneway Cleaning Programme. The programme was designed to initially schedule cleanups to take place on a 6 week rotating cycle with a review of frequencies to occur after 3 months. The nature of the works includes litter removal, removal of fly-tipped waste and the removal or spraying of weeds as required.

The programme commenced operation in April and all laneways were cleaned of dumped material systematically over the first 6 week period. During the second 6 week period efforts were concentrated on the removal of vegetation in addition to waste removal. This was followed up by the application of herbicides during June and July. Trees and shrubs in the lane have been pruned and removed on numerous occasions over the last number of years. In some situations the ESB has assisted with the removal of trees where they have been in close contact with power lines. The area has been listed again for pruning during the winter pruning season.

L/341/14 REVIEW OF WALKWAYS ALONG THE LIFFEY WITHIN THE LUCAN DEMESNE
QUESTION (11): Councillor L. O'Toole

"To ask the Chief Executive to review the walkways and banks along the Liffey within the Lucan Demesne and consider if there is a requirement to provide life buoys along the river bank. With the recent construction of the canoe slalom and access to St. Catherine’s Park, this stretch of river from Lucan to Leixlip has now become very busy and popular?"
REPLY:
The presence of water in the form of rivers, streams, lakes and ponds in the public parks in the county contributes greatly to the amenity and biodiversity of those parks. The sight and sound of moving water is very attractive and visitors to our parks derive great enjoyment from these amenities. While it is acknowledged that water presents a degree of risk to park users, the risk is minimised through management practices and the provision of ring buoys where appropriate.

Management practices include the creation of shallow edges to artificially constructed ponds and lakes, the provision of bridges with appropriate guard rails and the management of vegetation along the sides / edges to deter the public from immediate access to the waters edge.

There are no designated bathing areas in the county and 'no swimming' signs have been provided at a number of locations around the county.

A survey of the water bodies in the county was undertaken during the summer months by the Council's Health and Safety Advisor.  As a result of that survey, a need was identified for the provision of an initial 66 ring buoys at 36 locations around the county. The cost of providing a ring buoy and associated fixtures and fittings is approximately €250 per unit and provision has been made in the revised Estimates to enable this work to proceed. 

The sections of the Liffey Valley in the Council's ownership, including Lucan Demesne, require some additional assessment in association with Irish Water Safety to determine the most appropriate locations for ring buoys along the riverside walk.  The Council's Health and Safety Officer is arranging this assessment with Irish Water Safety and any recommendations arising from that inspection will be implemented at the earliest opportunity.

L/344/14 Cathaoirleach’s Business-MANAGEMENT & SECURITY OF PARKS
MOTION (1): Councillor P. Gogarty 



 Item ID: 40559
It was proposed by Councillor P. Gogarty, seconded by Councillor G. O’Connell:

"That the Chief Executive reviews the management and security of its parks, in advance of the budgetary process, with a view to providing the most cost-effective enhanced service possible, including longer opening of car parks during daylight hours for sports clubs, the liaison with community Garda and mountain bike units and the appointment of designated neighbourhood liaisons for a better response to ongoing problems in blackspot areas."
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:-

“The Council's park system consists of Regional Parks in Clondalkin (Corkagh Park), Lucan (Griffeen Valley Park) and Tallaght (Tymon North Park). Typically these parks are around 120ha in size which is large enough to cater for local recreational need as well as meeting the needs of a larger catchment population. A number of national standard facilities are located in Regional Parks such as the National Basketball Arena in Tymon Park and the Cycle Ireland Cycle Race Track facility in Corkagh Park.  

In addition to these three parks, the Council provides extensive parkland along the Rivers Liffey, Dodder, Griffeen, Camac, Poddle, as well as along some of the smaller streams and rivers in the county. These linear parks, extending along the rivers, provide considerable recreational opportunities. In recent years, their value in terms of greenways and sustainable transport has emerged and the Council has been successful in drawing down grant assistance to construct walking and cycling routes. 

The residential areas of the county are served by a network of Neighbourhood Parks, which on average are about 16 ha in size. These parks provide for the majority of the recreational and amenity needs of the residential areas of the county and they are well used throughout the year.

In terms of safety, the Council's parks are considered to be generally safe during park opening hours. While detailed crime statistics are not available, based on reported incidents, the levels of crime in public parks is very low. For the most part, the low levels of crime that do occur are generally against property rather than against the person. Vandalism, alcohol consumption, anti-social behaviour and occasionally theft and damage to parked cars are the main type of incidents which take place. As with any crime, members of the public are always encouraged to report such incidents to An Garda Siochána and the Council.

As the Council's public parks are available for use seven days a week, the Council provides a Park Ranger Service. The Park Rangers are mobile and patrol the main parks each day providing information and guidance to parks users. They also enforce the Public Parks and Open Spaces Bye-laws as necessary and provide a response to the members of the public who may find themselves in difficulty. 

The park opening hours are set out in the Bye-laws and are linked to daylight hours. In the winter, parks close at 5.00pm as darkness falls. In the summer, the opening hours extend to 9.00pm. The opening hours of the parks in South Dublin County are consistent with the opening hours of parks in other Local Authorities and are considered to be more than adequate in terms of recreational opportunity consistent with public safety.

It should also be noted that the Park Rangers are covered by the Working Time Act. The further extension of park opening hours would have to be combined with curtailment of hours elsewhere to ensure that the Council remains in compliance with the Act.   

There is regular communication with An Garda Siochána, both formal and informal. Members of the Community Gardaí and Mountain Bike Units regularly visit and pass through the parks in the county. They also provide enhanced patrolling where there is evidence of criminal activity or intent. Local Gardaí meet with local park managers several times a year to share information and experience. They also provide the first line of response for Park Rangers in situations where members of the public are engaged in dangerous, threatening or criminal behaviour. 

Council staff and local managers are involved in various forms of ongoing liaison with local residents and community groups both formal and informal. Contact is available through the Safety Fora, Deputations process, the Customer Contact System, Fix Your Street, Estate Management and via the Elected Members. There is also regular contact with groups such as Residents Associations, Tidy Towns Committees, Community Councils, and through schemes such as Social Credits and Community Cleanups. It is considered that there are sufficient structures in place at the present time with a variety of options for contact / communication between the public and the Council.”  

Following a contribution from Councillor P. Gogarty, the report was NOTED.

L/345/14 PLASTERING OF BOUNDARY WALLS AT FOXBOROUGH
MOTION (2): Councillor W. Lavelle

It was proposed by Councillor W. Lavelle, seconded by Councillor G. O’Connell:

"That this Area Committee commends the Foxborough Residents Group on their fantastic efforts in maintaining and enhancing the public realm of both Foxborough estate and of the main roads that pass through and close to the estate, including the painting of plastered boundary walls at Balgaddy Road; however noting the historic failure by this Council to ensure the plastering of boundary walls along the main road between the Grangecastle Road junction and Foxborough Road roundabout, this Area Committee now agrees to support the request by Foxborough residents to have these walls plastered; and therefore recommends that an appropriate sum be provided in the Councils’ budget for 2015, ring-fenced from within the public realm allocation for Lucan, to fund the plastering of these walls in Spring 2015."
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:-

“Foxborough Estate, Lucan was developed in phases by Rossmere Developments Ltd. 

Condition No. 13 of Planning Permission S94A/0022 required as follows:
“That screen walls in block or similar durable materials not less than 2 metres high, suitably capped and rendered, be provided at the necessary locations so as to screen rear gardens from public view. The specific locations and extent of walling must be fully discussed and agreed with the County Council before construction.  Timber fencing is not acceptable.”
The developer was requested to complete the works as required above by Condition No.13 of the Planning Permission.

Condition No.4 of the permission set out the requirements in respect of security being lodged to guarantee the satisfactory completion of the development as follows:--
“That no development under any permission granted pursuant to this decision be commenced until security for the provision and satisfactory completion of services, including maintenance, until taken in charge by the Local authority for Roads, Open Spaces, Car Parks, Sewers, Watermains and Drains, has been given by:-
a. Lodgement with the Council of an approved Insurance Company Bond in the sum of £180,000 by the developer kept in force by him until such time as the Roads, Open Spaces, Car Parks, Sewers, Watermains and Drains are taken in charge by the Council.
or/…
b. Lodgement with the Council of a Cash Sum of £80,000 to be applied by the Council at its absolute discretion of such services to standard specifications. 
or/…
c. Lodgement with the Planning Authority of a letter of guarantee issued by any body approved by the Planning Authority for the purpose in respect of the proposed development in accordance with the Planning Authority and such lodgement in any case has been acknowledged in writing by the Council. 
REASON: To ensure that a ready sanction may be available to the Council to induce the provision of services and prevent disamenity in the development.”
The developers, through their legal representatives disputed their responsibility to carry out these works to the boundary walls and stated that the Council was not entitled to withhold the security in respect of same.

A detailed listing and costing (in the amount of €52,966) of the necessary works was carried out and forwarded to the developers with a request that they submit proposals and a timeframe, by 18th July 2007, for completion of the works.

As the developers had not complied with the above request the Council issued notification of its intention to sequester the necessary funds, from the security being held, to enable the outstanding works to be carried out.

On 9th August a Plenary High Court Summons was served on the Council, by the developers, requiring the repayment of the security being held for the performance of the obligations as set out in Condition No.4 of Reg. Ref S94A/0022.

The County Solicitor advised that the Council was not entitled to retain the security for the purpose of capping and rendering of the boundary walls, because Condition No. 4 of the permission was not contingent on compliance with Condition No.13.

The legal advice therefore was that the security be released to the developer, which has been done and the County Solicitor also advised that the time had expired for the taking of enforcement proceedings in order to enforce Condition No. 13 of this permission.

Accordingly the Council is precluded from pursuing compliance with condition 13 and as legal advice was to release the bond to the developer and the funds were released; these funds are not available to carry out the works on the boundary walls in question.

As these boundary walls are private property, the use of public monies to plaster them would not be appropriate.”

"That this Committee agrees that the Council should again consider the provision of a green waste facility in Lucan whether directly provided by the Council or in conjunction with a local community or environmental project."
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:-

“The viability of the Esker Green Waste Facility was considered as part of the Council's Budget process in 2010. It was at that time considered to have no financially viable future unless the charge per visit was raised to in excess of €44 to ensure consistency with the Polluter Pays principle.  The facility was subsequently closed for this reason and also due to the fact that the provision of brown bins to all households in the County had commenced and was due to be completed by June 2010, and this removed the need to keep the green waste facility open. 

Since the closure of the Green Waste Facility a brown bin service providing a door to door collection service for green and organic waste is now available to all householders from commercial waste providers operating in the county.  The Minister for the Environment, Community and Local Government signed the EU Household Food Waste and Bio Waste Regulations 2013 into law in this state in April 2013, and these require that all service providers in the waste collection area provide a brown bin collection as part of the service that they provide.

Members of the public can also dispose of green waste material at the Ballymount Civic Amenity if they wish, or alternatively can provide their own home composting facilities where they have access to a garden. The wide availability of a door to door brown bin service in the County combined with the options of home composting or use of the civic amenity for recycling/disposal of this type of waste give rise to a situation where there is no longer any need to provide a green waste reception centre in this County.  If this facility were to re-open it would give rise to substantial additional costs to the Council which would be both unnecessary and avoidable.”

Following contributions from Councillors D. O’Brien, E. O’Brien, G. O’Connell, V. Casserly and P. Gogarty, Mr. L. Magee, Senior Engineer, responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED that consideration be given to the provision of a temporary collection point for green waste.

L/348/14 PLAYING OF LOUD MUSIC IN THE CAR PARK OF PUBLIC HOUSES
MOTION (5): Councillor G. O'Connell

It was proposed by Councillor G. O’Connell, seconded by Councillor W. Lavelle:

"That a discussion take place on the playing of loud music in the car park of public houses that are located in or in proximity to residential areas within this LA with a view to establishing the laws in this regard and the options open to both local communities and this Council to control such practices."
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ and NOTED:-

“The issue of noise nuisance is reasonably straightforward. The Environmental Protection Agency Act 1992 describes noise nuisance as follows; 

Section 108.—(1) Where any noise which is so loud, so continuous, so repeated, of such duration or pitch or occurring at such times as to give reasonable cause for annoyance to a person in any premises in the neighbourhood or to a person lawfully using any public place, a local authority, the Agency or any such person may complain to the District Court and the Court may order the person or body making, causing or responsible for the noise to take the measures necessary to reduce the noise to a specified level or to take specified measures for the prevention or limitation of the noise and the person or body concerned shall comply with such order.

The EHOs take receipt of complaints of noise from public houses on a regular basis. Typically the nuisance noise is coming from within the premises, however there have been occasions when there have been marquees erected within the grounds of a restaurant, hotel or public house which resulted in disturbance for local residents. There have been occasions where bands have played within car park grounds and thus created a noise nuisance. If car parks are unmonitored or unsecured, there have been incidences where use of the car park by the public has resulted in noise nuisance. All these incidences come within the remit of noise nuisance and can be dealt with by the EHOs. Where the car park is being used outside normal working hours by members of the public who create a noise nuisance, the Gardai have assisted in resolving such noise problems with the permission and assistance of the proprietors. Gardai also have a role in ensuring that alcohol is only sold within areas designated as part of the licensed premises. 

For enforcement action, the EHOs need specific incidents, times, dates and locations. Residents may be asked to submit noise logs to establish the extent of a noise problem. The EHOs will carry out noise monitoring where it is necessary. Proprietors or occupiers of premises causing a noise nuisance are normally given a verbal warning, followed by a written warning and then an Abatement Notice is served by the Council if the noise nuisance has not abated.

An Abatement Notice shall; 

a)     specify the measures which appear to the local authority or the Agency, as the case may be, to be necessary in order to prevent or limit the noise

b)     direct the person on whom the notice is served to take such measures as may be specified in the notice to prevent or limit the noise, and

c)      specify a period, which the local authority or the Agency, as the case may be, considers reasonable in all the circumstances of the case, within which such measures are to be taken.

Most commercial enterprises do not wish to upset their neighbours and in general a verbal warning will suffice. However the EHOs will enforce the legislation to protect the right of residents to enjoy the use of their property.”

It was proposed by Councillor P. Gogarty, seconded by Councillor W. Lavelle:

"That the Chief Executive liaise with local clubs and Griffeen Glen Residents Association to identify an optimum safe location for the provision of changing room facilities as well as its parking times policy, so as to avoid the escalation of problems in relation to bad parking within the estate, people having to change at cars and anti-social behaviour at the changing rooms, which was exacerbated by their recent relocation and which the Council has indicated it is in the process of trying to address."
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ and NOTED:-

“The majority of the dressing room units in Griffeen Valley Park are located close to the Lucan Sports and Leisure Centre. Beechpark FC applied earlier this year to relocate two of their three temporary dressing room units from the rear of the Sports and Leisure Centre to a location closer to the pitches which they use. Following examination of the park, the Council agreed a location with the club and gave permission for the two units behind the tennis courts to be moved. Beechpark FC then moved one of the units from behind the tennis courts and one from the group at Ash Park Estate, to the new location in the centre of the park. They also moved the last unit behind the tennis courts into the line at Ash Park. 

The Council is mindful that, regrettably, any structure or building in a public park appears to draw an element of anti-social behaviour, regardless of where it is located. The park was carefully examined to identify a location which would minimise the impact of this type of activity on the residential areas surrounding the park. The Beech Park FC dressing room has been located adjacent to the pitches in the most discreet location available which is  over two hundred metres from the nearest house in Griffeen Glen.

In relation to car parking, it is a condition of allocation that clubs and visiting teams use car parks where provided. As there are two car parks provided in this section of Griffeen Valley Park, one at the Sports and Leisure Centre and the second off Hayden's Lane, the need to use local housing estates to gain access to the pitches should not generally arise. While the Council always encourages responsible and legal parking, the proper parking of any vehicle is a matter for the driver of the vehicle. The enforcement of parking regulations is a matter for the Gardaí.  

The Council will continue to liaise with the clubs allocated facilities in the park and local Residents Associations. A meeting will be arranged with Griffeen Glen Residents Association to clarify matters.”

REPLY:
Matters associated with the foul sewer network are now within the remit of Irish Water (IW). Any works to be carried out on such network can only be expedited by the Council on foot of their instruction to do so.

The Council is aware of the persistent blockages in this area having cleared some 16 chokes between December 2009 and May 2014. Following cctv work of the sewer network in the area, the problem seems to relate to a section of damaged sewer under the inbound N4 carriageway. The general location is shown on the attached photograph. The cctv survey has highlighted what seems to be inadequate joint repair or a poorly constructed connection detail between the existing sewer and that laid under the N4 as carried out by others, possibly during the N4 road upgrade works some years ago.

Our assessment of the repair will most likely involve a major traffic management plan on the N4 to facilitate eventual repair works.

The matter has been referred to Irish Water under an asset needs brief statement as identified by the Council on 5th June 2014. Our preferred option, as advised to IW, is to replace the poorly constructed section of pipe. While a response is still awaited from IW, we will raise the matter with IW again.

REPLY:
This site which is currently in receivership within NAMA controls has planning permission for 10 detached luxury 4/5 bedroom houses (all circa 3100 sq ft).

Since 2007 all onsite development has been stalled and it remains in an incomplete state. Of the 10 units granted planning permission, 1 was completed for showhouse requirements and the remainder at various stages of construction.

The receiver has advised that currently arrangements are in place for the preparation of tender documentation which will invite interest amongst the construction sector for completion of the development in accordance with planning permission (10 x detached units of circa 3100sq ft per unit) with a view to going to market in Spring 2015.  

At this point in time, the development design and unit type is not considered suitable for social/affordable housing consideration.

Negotiations are continuing with the receiver to agree Part V compliance requirements by means of a financial contribution. 

L/356/14 TRAVELLER SPECIFIC ACCOMMODATION AT NEWCASTLE
QUESTION (14): Councillor G. O'Connell

"To ask the Chief Executive what alternative plans have been put in place or are in preparation to avail of the funds allocated for the development of Traveller specific accommodation at Newcastle?"
REPLY:
The Council adopted a Traveller Accommodation Programme for South Dublin in January 2014 for the period 2014 – 2018. Within the programme, new Traveller specific developments that are required to meet the accommodation needs of the Travelling community are identified. The Council proposes to use the allocated funding that is now available following the decision of the receiver for the developer of Newcastle Lyons not to sell units specifically for Traveller accommodation to advance the construction of the units identified in the Traveller Accommodation Programme.

However before any proposal can be undertaken the Council must obtain the approval of the Department of Environment and to this end discussions have been entered into with a view to advancing the following projects.

It is proposed to use the funding to construct accommodation to replace the halting site at St. Aidan’s in Brookfield, Tallaght with a Traveller specific group housing scheme and build infill Traveller specific units at Ballyowen Lane, Lucan. It is proposed that the balance, if any, of the funding will be put towards the upgrade of the Council’s temporary site at Oldcastle Park in Clondalkin.

At the end of August there were 48 vacant houses in the County of which 5 were in the Lucan Area.  Tenants have been sourced for all but 7 of these houses Countywide and for all the houses in the Lucan Area.  

As can be seen from the report at H 4 the Council has made 59 letting in the Lucan Area up to end of August. I would point out that 53% of the lettings made to housing applicants have been made as a result of the applicant having a Priority Status e.g. Homeless, Medical etc. 

The Council would not have information on vacant private dwellings.”

There has been no specific survey.  Community centres and schools (outside of school hours) are generally appropriate locations for religious worship.  Any proposals for a place of worship will be considered on their merits, based on the nature and extent of the development and where located.  The Council has no plans to identify suitable places of worship for hire and/or purchase, but the Community Department does operate a network of community centres, many of which are available for hire.

There has been no pre-planning meeting in respect of the site in question since the grant of planning permission was issued.

The decision of An Bord Pleanála (ref PL06S.234178) was dated 21st May 2010 and the application is due to expire on 21st May 2015. Under Section 42 (1) (d) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended) an application for extension of duration shall be made prior to the end of the appropriate period. Under Article 41 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 (as amended) an application for an Extension of Duration can be made not earlier than one year before the expiration of the appropriate period sought to be extended.

The site in question is zoned for 'local centre' use in the current South Dublin County Development Plan 2010-16.  As part of the Development Plan review process, any interested party can make a submission in respect of the future development of the County and at the appropriate stage of the process, in respect of zoning matters.

The Liffey Bridge (Metal Bridge over River Liffey) is a Protected Structure RPS Ref. 006 (South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2010-2016, Schedule 2).  The structure is in the ownership of Fingal County Council and is included as a Protected Structure on their RPS.  Further to discussion in respect of possible repair and conservation works to the structure, Fingal County Council engaged a Conservation Engineer to provide a work programme for the necessary conservation and repair works to the bridge.  A full survey of the bridge and a report detailing the essential repairs and works required to allow the re-use of the bridge was provided.  The report was funded under Fingal County Council’s three year capital programme. The cost of the works involved for the conservation and repair of the bridge were not provided in the conservation and structural reports.

"To ask the Chief Executive if planning permission will be granted for more housing in The Paddocks, Lucan and if so, to ensure sufficient parking spaces for these houses?"
REPLY: 

The Paddocks is located within the boundary of the approved Adamstown SDZ Planning Scheme 2003, therefore it is anticipated that further development will occur in the area. Development at The Paddocks to date has been completed in compliance with the 2003 Planning Scheme, with on-street, off-street and underground car parking provided in line with the provisions of the Scheme and planning applications granted. Existing parking on the site is not currently being fully utilized by residents. It is likely that as the site is further built out with an extended road network that existing on street, off street and underground car parking provision will be better utilized.

In addition, the amended Adamstown SDZ Planning Scheme 2014 provides for a reduction in density across the SDZ area, and in turn results in a reduced population to be catered for in the area. The car parking requirement would therefore be reduced as a direct result of the reduced projected population. The provision of on-street and off-street car parking will generally be encouraged in accordance with the requirements of the Design Manual for Urban Roads and Streets (DMURS), which is a national guidance document published jointly by the Department of Transport Tourism and Sport and the Department of Environment, Community and Local Government in May 2013. The amended Scheme is currently under review by An Bord Pleanala. A decision is expected in October 2014.

“Two investigations were undertaken by the Planning Authority regarding possible endangerment of the Protected Structures at Weirview, Lucan.  Following investigations and a series of actions undertaken in respect of the complaints and the investigations, the issue of potential endangerment and unauthorised development was resolved and the complainants were informed accordingly. 

Regarding a possible new Architectural Conservation Area to be introduced to include the 20 houses and their curtilage at Weirview, an Architectural Conservation Area (ACA) Scoping Exercise for South Dublin County was carried out during May 2014.   This was done in order that new areas within the County could be identified for ACA inclusion under the County Development Plan review.  The Report also identified areas where revisions/extensions to the existing boundaries of current ACA’s could be recommended.  The addition of new Architectural Conservation Areas and revisions of existing ACA boundaries as per the recommendations provided in the scoping exercise will be assessed in accordance with the Architectural Heritage Protection Guidelines and under Part IV of the Planning & Development Act 2000 (as amended) as part of an overall review of Architectural Conservation Areas, the Record of Protected Structures,  and County’s historic built environment within the Development Plan process currently underway.”

REPLY:
Inspections have been carried out at the entrance to St. Thomas's and St. Anne's National School on Canonbrook Avenue during school time. The inspection revealed that the following measures are in place:-

Entering Canonbrook Ave left hand side:

a) Double yellow lines start at corner with Esker Drive and merge with school keep clear zig-zag markings at school entrance which in turn merge with double yellow lines that go beyond the junction on the right hand side.

Entering Canonbrook Ave right hand side:

b) Double yellow lines from corner as far as 1st ramp. Then a gap followed by school keep clear zig-zag markings opposite school entrance which in turn merge with double yellow lines that go beyond the junction on the right hand side.

c) 3 ramps in vicinity of school.

d) Pedestrian guard rails in front of and opposite school entrance.

The inspection also revealed that some motorists were parking on the school keep clear markings, which is an offence under the Traffic and Parking Regulations.

Arising from this inspection the following additional measures have been provided:

1. School warden yellow box to highlight area patrolled by the school warden  

2. School children crossing signs on Esker Drive on both approaches to Canonbrook Avenue with direction arrows pointing into Canonbrook Avenue. 

The Gardai in Lucan Garda Station have been notified of motorists parking on the School Keep clear markings and double yellow lines. It is understood that the Gardai have visited this location and will continue to monitor the parking of vehicles in the vicinity of the school.

The Council also provides two school wardens, one at Newcastle road and one in Canonbrook estate.

"That this Committee requests that adjustments be made to Kennelsfort Road so that (a) both the 26 and 18 Buses can safely use the Bus stop at the (Palmerstown Cemetery) Woodfarm Acres 26 Terminus, at present the 18 Bus cannot safely enter this area if a 26 Bus is in situ and it has taken to dropping off passengers at the floral display which is unsafe for alighting passengers and unfair to passengers who wish to join the 18 Bus at this point (b) that traffic travelling West from Upper Kennelsfort Road can “slip” without entering the junction. The policy decision to provide for an Uturn for traffic coming from the West on the R148 is creating a very serious safety hazard and the proposed slip road left out from Kennelsfort Road Upper will eliminate or greatly reduce the risks (c) that the exit from the hard surface/Palmerstown Ave Laneway be moved from the current position East of the pedestrian crossing to the top end of this space, the current situation is both a traffic hazard and impractical ((d) that the pedestrian crossing linking the Covert and the Palmerstown Ave be suitable lined so that traffic will be prohibited from stopping on it when the lights at the R1q48 turn Red, the present situation is untenable for parents with a buggy or persons in a wheelchair."
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:-

“(A) The use of the bus terminus by Dublin Bus is an operational matter for Dublin Bus who have been advised of the issue outlined.

(B) An Garda Síochána have not reported U-turning traffic on the Palmerston Bypass at Kennelsfort Road as a significant source of collisions in recent years. Also the provision of a slip lane would not add to the capacity of the junction as its length could not exceed that of the existing left lane due to the location of the first house on Kennelsfort Road. As such no additional vehicles could access any new slip lane. The existing left turn lane normally empties of traffic during each sequence of traffic lights and is considered adequate.

(C) The restriction on the south end (end furthest from Palmerston By-Pass) of the hard standing has been reviewed. A sign with no entry on both sides is provided. It is proposed to remove the sign.

(D) Additional markings will be provided at the crossing to highlight the presence of a pedestrian crossing.”

Following contributions from Councillors G. O’Connell, L. O’Toole, D. O’Brien and P. Gogarty, Mr. J. McLoughlin, Senior Engineer, responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
