GRANTS

QUESTION: Councillor M. Devine

To ask that the Chief Executive provide a report on Mobility and Housing adaptation grants - to include applications received, completed works and finance available for those applicants that have received approval?


REPLY:
The Department of Environment, Community & Local Government notified SDCC by letter dated the 16th January, 2014, of a capital allocation in the sum of €1,667,043 in respect of the following private housing grants:

Housing Adaptation Grant for People with a Disability – HAGS;

Mobility Aids Housing Grant – MAGS;

Housing Aid for Older People – HOPS.  
80% (€1,333,634) of this allocation is recoupable from the Department with the balance (€333,409) funded from the Council's revenue resources.

Expenditure, including commitments, in respect of approved applications as at end of September, 2014 is €1,392,545.19. This relates to 105 no.  grants paid and 95 no.  grants approved but not yet paid out to applicants.

ST. JOHN OF GODS COOKSTOWN WAY
QUESTION: Councillor M. Devine 
Can the Chief Executive update members regarding vacant units - in particular those units managed by St John Gods within the Respond development - Springfield?
REPLY:
The St John of Gods Housing Association units within the Springfield Development were provided to cater for applicants over 55 or have some form of disability. To date they have filled their 21 x 1 bed units in Tessa House, Cookstown Way.  However they have 6 x 6 (1 bed) units that were originally designed with a view to placing groups of older people in a congregated setting along with a carer. The design of units is no longer an applicable method of living and are not conducive to any type of family or shared tenancy grouping as the bedrooms are extremely small. The units will, therefore, have to be re-configured according to the needs of people who may be suitable for this type of setting.  
At present 5 people with a one bed need and 4 groupings with a 2 bed need are being considered for nomination.  St John of Gods have requested that all nominations are accompanied by a care plan outlining  the level of support that would be provided by local services if a person was to be offered a unit in Tessa House. This information is currently being gathered from the various services engaged with the applicants.  On receipt of the information further discussions will be held with the SJOG with a view to them reconfiguring the units to accommodate the groupings. 

At present St John of Gods are not open to taking families with children, as they feel that this could have an impact on their tenants in the 21 units. This means that only family groupings containing adults only can be considered. On this basis discussions are also ongoing in relation to their use as part of the strategy for the re-housing of people who are exiting congregated settings within the County.

DERELICT / VACANT SITES
QUESTION: Councillor M. Devine

To ask the Chief Executive for a time frame of response and action - if deemed appropriate - for members representations regarding derelict/vacant sites?
REPLY:
The Enforcement and Licensing Section endeavours to respond to all representations from the elected members within the agreed timeframe of ten working days.

All reports of dereliction or abandonment are referred to the Architectural Services Department for inspection. Enforcement action, where deemed appropriate, is taken on foot of that inspection report, as quickly as possible.

Where a site is found to be non-derelict but at risk of becoming derelict, a statutory notice, pursuant to Section 11 of the Derelict Sites Act 1990 (the Act), is served on the registered owner requiring that works specified in the Notice are carried out within a period specified by the Council, which cannot be less than one month in accordance with the Act, from the expiration of fourteen days from the date of service of the Notice.

Where a site is found to be derelict, a statutory notice, pursuant to Section 8 (2) of the Act, is served on the registered owner advising them of the Council’s intention to enter the particulars of the site on the Derelict Sites Register and allowing a reasonable period of time for the making of representations, in accordance with the Act. The Council, having considered any such representation, will have the site re-inspected and decide whether the site should be entered on the Register. Where a decision is taken to enter the particulars of a site on the Register, a statutory notice pursuant to Section 8 (7) of the Act is served on the owner, advising them of the entry. 

There can be delays in establishing ownership of a site/property, particularly over the past couple of years where numerous properties have been abandoned and loans have become dysfunctional. It can be a very protracted process where a bank has begun proceedings to repossess a property, a loan has been taken over by NAMA or banks have applied to have assets placed in receivership. In other cases, it has proven very difficult to establish the current location of the registered owner of a site/property or very difficult personal circumstances have pertained, which have to be handled very sensitively.

To ask that the Chief Executive provide a report on the total amount of Apartments developed within the county over the past decade and to include those that remain unfinished/unoccupied?

There were approximately 4,500 apartments constructed in South Dublin between 2000 and 2014.  This is 4.6% of the total housing stock of 98,000 units.  There are currently approximately 855 apartments on site at various stages of construction.

GRASS CUTTING 

QUESTION:
Councillor P. Foley

The grass cutting programme in place this Summer has been a dramatic improvement from previous summers and the management are to be commended for that. While the frequency of grass cutting has much improved the grass is still not being cut very short. To ask the Chief Executive, is there a reason for this?

I understand we only have a short time left in the grass cutting season for this year but would it be possible that next year the grass be cut tighter? 
REPLY:
Grass cutting heights can be varied depending on the use of the area, the frequency of cut and the time of the year. For example, the grass cutting height for playing fields is set to allow for the extra wear and tear that arises from the playing of games. Grass that is routinely cut too short can be weakened and is more prone to wear and tear and the effects of drought. 

The grass cutting season for this year is coming to an end and a review of the operation will be undertaken in advance of the 2015 season to identify areas where the service can be improved, in particular in terms of frequency and standard of cut.  While the cut height on the large tractor mowers used by the Public Realm Maintenance Section is pre-set in the Council's mechanical depot and therefore does not vary, the height of cut on the ride-on mowers in use is at the discretion of the operator and therefore can vary considerably from one operator to another.  This matter will be examined in detail in an effort to remove any inconsistencies that may exist at present.

The public realm section has developed a set of standards which it aims to achieve in it's grass cutting operation, the acceptable standards prescribed can be achieved by adhering to the correct combination of the frequency of cut and the height of the cut.  It is proposed that these will be monitored closely in the new year to ensure that a consistently high standard is maintained in this regard.

TRAFFIC CALMING 

QUESTION: Councillor P. Gogarty

To ask the Chief Executive to report on the estimated cost of reinstating funding for traffic calming measures for three roads and three estates in each electoral area in this year's budget; and if he will make a statement on the matter?
REPLY:
The Council provided a sum of €350,000 as part of the capital programme for this purpose in 2014 in County as a whole which means a total of €58000 in each of the 6 electoral areas of the County. To date a total of some €138000 has been spent across the County on ramps and pedestrian facilities at agreed priority and safety locations. Members in each area have been requested to supply additional locations for ramps with the priority agreed by local area committee.

DEVELOPMENT PLAN



QUESTION: Councillor: P. Gogarty 

To ask the Chief Executive to outline the provisional dates for public display and consultation periods for the upcoming Development Plan process; and if he will make a statement on the matter?
REPLY:
The current stage of the County Development Plan process concludes with the deadline for pre-draft submissions on 31st October next.  As this stage of the process commenced on 5th September, the legislative requirement is for a Report on submissions received, to be made to elected members within 16 weeks of 5th September.  It is aimed to provide this Report prior to Christmas, during the third week of December.

The elected members then have 10 weeks to consider the Report, during which time they may give direction in relation to the preparation of the draft Plan.  It is expected that this would be concluded by mid-late February 2015.  There is then a period of 12 weeks to prepare the Draft Plan, which takes the process to May 2015.  The elected members then have 8 weeks to consider and amend the draft Plan, which will run to early July.

There is then a further period of up to two weeks, before the Draft Plan is then displayed in public for not less than 10 weeks.  It is expected that the period of display and consultation on the draft Plan will be late summer and early autumn 2015.

SUNDAY CLEANING
QUESTION: Councillor: W. Lavelle

To ask the Chief Executive to present a report on the operation, since its reintroduction, of the weekend village cleansing service?
REPLY:
The provision of a cleaning and litter bin service on Sunday mornings resumed on July 20th.  The service is provided in the village centres of Lucan, Clondalkin, Palmerstown, Rathcoole, Rathfarnham, Templeogue and Tallaght as well as the area around Walkinstown Roundabout.  In addition to cleaning the litter bins in the same village centre areas are also serviced.  These services are provided by a total of 15 staff and 2 supervisors each Sunday morning.  Estimated total cost for the provision of the service over a full year is approximately €150,000. The Sunday morning cleaning service has operated without report of any difficulty to date.

BEAUTIFUL SOUTH DUBLIN COUNTY
QUESTION: Cllr W. Lavelle

To ask the Chief Executive if the 'Beautiful South Dublin' & Community Awards will be presented before the end of 2014; and if he would agree to include an award (including monetary prize) for the Tidy Towns group who receives the highest score in the County given the cessation of the South Dublin county award and prize in the National Tidy Towns competition?
REPLY:
In 2012 the Beautiful South Dublin County Awards were amalgamated with the Community Awards Scheme. An awards ceremony took place in the Civic Theatre in September 2012. A Community Awards scheme is not planned for 2014. Tidy Towns groups in the County are supported through a budgetary provision and projects in the Villages Initiative. A Tidy Towns network meeting is taking place in the next week, the 2014 results will be reviewed and future plans will be discussed.

LITTER BINS IN PARKS

QUESTION: Councillor W. Lavelle

To ask the Chief Executive to install bins in parks where there are currently no bins; particularly in light of the decision of the Council to install signs at some of these parks urging dog-owners to dispose of dog litter in bins?
REPLY:
The Council provides a litter collection service across the county through a network of approximately 650 litter bins. The majority of these litter bins are located on street with approximately 10% located within the major parks, for example, beside playgrounds and the 'off leash' areas for dogs, where they have been provided. All litter bins are available for the disposal of dog waste. 

Most recently the four Dublin Local Authorities joined forces over the summer to urge dog owners to leave only their paw prints behind after taking their dog for walks. As part of this initiative, Anti - Dog Fouling signs are being erected around the county at various locations including entrances to public parks. It is expected that 500 of these signs will be in place throughout the county.

It is not considered necessary to provide litter bins in every public park. The majority of the Council's public parks are located in the residential areas they are intended to serve, typically within a five to ten minute walk of the surrounding housing. These parks are not litter generators as there are no litter generating activities taking place within them. The litter that arises in these parks is mainly as a result of people bringing in material that becomes litter, such as food and drink containers and dog waste which arises as a result of dog owners failing to clean up after their dog. 

In order to optimise the use of litter bins, they are provided on street near bus stops and busy pedestrian routes which in some cases includes the vicinity of park entrances. As dog walking can take place at any time of day or night, on street bins are available for use at any time while a bin in a public park is only available for use during park opening hours. Alternatively, the public can dispose of bagged dog waste through their own bin service. It is considered that this approach is consistent with the "polluter pays" principle.

If there are any specific parks that the Councillor would like examined for litter bin provision, details should be provided to the Public Realm Section for consideration.

TIDY TOWNS


QUESTION: Councillor W. Lavelle

To ask the Chief Executive to provide a detailed update on the structures, supports and funding in place to support local Tidy Towns groups; and to outline what plans are in place to disperse unallocated Tidy Towns funding from the 2014 budget? 

REPLY:
The Council supports the Tidy Towns and acknowledges the significant increase of all the groups in the results of the 2014 competition.  The Council will continue to support the groups across all departments - Environment, Water & Climate Change, Transpotation, Community Libraries, Architects. Supports include Public realm - Community clean-ups, Bulbs not Bonfires, Green Dog Walking, Anti litter initiatives, 3 year planning workshops, public meetings, liaison with other Tidy Town groups in other counties, Local history studies, village improvement initiatives and funding.

A network meeting has been arranged with the Tidy Towns groups on Monday 13th October where it is proposed to examine the individual reports in conjunction with each group with a view to identifying measures which could be implemented with the support of this Council in 2015 to improve the respective performances in future years.

The remaining 2014 Tidy Towns budget will be discussed at the Network meeting with a view to project allocation funding.

NON DOMESTIC WATER CHARGE

To ask the Chief Executive to give the charge levied to Industry and Agriculture per '000 litres of water used and per '000 of effluent dumped? 

REPLY:
Irish Water has requested South Dublin County Council to continue to collect water charges on their behalf from non-Domestic customers at 2013 rates until further notice.

SDCC charges non-Domestic customers a combined rate of €1.93 per 1,000 litres of water used and effluent discharged to the main sewer.

The combined charge covers both water supplied and effluent discharge.

LITTER BINS 

QUESTION: Councillor E. O’Brien

To ask the Chief Executive for the current average frequency of emptying of litter bins in public parks and highways in the County?
REPLY:
Litter bins in high usage areas are emptied daily while those in lower usage areas are emptied as required, and this can be twice or three times weekly.  All street litter bins in the County are inspected daily to determine if the bin needs to be emptied on that day, if it is found that there is sufficient capacity remaining in the bin then it will be left and serviced on the following or subsequent day.  Litter bins in village centre areas are now emptied on Sunday mornings, in addition to the normal Monday to Friday service.  Litter bins in public parks are emptied either twice or three times weekly, as the need determines.

QUESTION: E. O’Brien

To ask the Chief Executive to detail the number (if any) of Quality Bus Corridors marked on roads within the county which are currently not in use?
REPLY:
Bus corridors are provided to improve the public transport provision in congested locations particularly at peak times.
All of the bus corridors in the County are in use by public transport providers to varying degrees. The corridors are used by both public and private bus operators as well as Taxi's, hackneys and cyclists.  The busiest corridor is on the Lucan by pass and one of the lesser used ones is along the Grange Castle Road between the Naas Road and Adamstown roundabout, however the traffic flow here is such that there is no interference with traffic and would have been required as a hard shoulder in any event for this busy dual carriage way.

To ask the Chief Executive for a report on the Policy in relation to the use of Council Public Parks by groups who come together in a voluntary way to support each other in outdoor health exercises such as walking and jogging and in particular to explain why such groups should be required (if they are) to indemnify the Council by taking out Insurance cover and to make a general statement on the use of our Parks, their facilities (e.g. outdoor gyms and skateboarding) by members of the Public?
REPLY:
Where a club has a Licence to use an area in any of the Council Parks, the club is obliged under their Licence Agreement to provide proof of public liability insurance.

A draft policy to clarify the requirements in respect of all other types of groups using the Council's Parks will be brought to the Environment SPC for consideration at the earliest opportunity.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION NETWORK
QUESTION: Councillor G. O’Connell

To ask the Chief Executive for a report on the consultative PPN process and to include in the report details such as the number that attended the briefing, the issues raised at it, the number of queries that followed and the number of organisations that responded and that subsequently registered, and to comment on the process?
REPLY:
The former minister for Environment, Community and Local Government, Phil Hogan established a working group, in September 2013 under the chairmanship of Fr. Sean Healy which proposed a new mechanism to enable the community and voluntary and environmental sectors take an active formal role in the policy making of the Local Authority.  This group consulted with various stakeholders and reported to the Minister.  This report is available at: http://www.environ.ie/en/Publications/Community/CommunityVoluntarySupports/FileDownLoad,36779,en.pdf
Following consideration of this report the Minister advised all Local Authorities to develop Public Participation Networks (PPN). South Dublin County Council met with the two organisations in this County (Community Platform and Community Forum) which represent the Community and Voluntary Sector and worked with them to find the best way to introduce this new framework in this County.   

An information meeting was held on 10th September 2014 and approximately 130 people attended to explain the new Public Participation Network (PPN) that is being set up in South Dublin County.  The PPN's are being set up nationally and guidance is being given by the Department of Environment, Community and Local Government.  Some of those present at the briefing expressed their dissatisfaction with the establishment of these new PPN's due to the lack of consultation nationally while others welcomed the new structures.  The Community Platform, who had worked with the Council in preparing for the information meeting, felt they could no longer support the establishment of the PPN as they considered it was diluting the social inclusion voice which they represent. The concerns raised at the meeting were conveyed to the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government. 

As advised by the Department and the guidelines issued notices were placed in local papers inviting community groups to register and application forms have been circulated.  The PPN structure allows for community and voluntary organisations to register under one of three colleges:  Community, Social Inclusion and Environment. The PPN is a flat structure without a board, providing equal voice, choice and representation to all interested groups. It also provides for strong two way lines of communication supported by administration staff.

Groups are encouraged to register before 10th October and only those registered at that stage will be eligible to nominate representatives to the various committees of the Council Including Strategic Policy Committees.  Completed application forms continue to be submitted. A first meeting of the Plenary which is the ruling body of the PPN which is made up of the registered groups will be held on 21st October 2014.

WATER METERS

QUESTION: Councillor G. O’Connell

To ask the Chief Executive if it is aware of the concerns raised by members of the public into the “smart” water utility meters being fitted by Irish Water and what if any role does the Local Authority have in regulating the installation of Electromagnetic devices and to make a statement on the matter?

REPLY:
Irish Water (IW) is the National Water Authority. Responsibility for the national meter installation programme rests with IW. All water installation work must comply with the requirements of IW.

Currently, Irish Water have indicated that they only have the resources to respond to motions/resolutions passed by the Full Council at their monthly meetings. It is not possible to provide responses to Council Questions from the 31 local authorities at their respective meetings.  Queries from individual councillors are dealt with via the dedicated Local Representative Support Desk which has been set up for this purpose.  For this reason, if a councillor wishes to progress a query, Irish Water advises him/her to submit same directly to the Local Representative Support Desk where it will be dealt with appropriately. WATER METERS (TAMPERING)

QUESTION: Councillor G. O’Connell

Additionally, Roads staff monitor the condition of any overgrowth which may cause restrictions to sightlines or otherwise cause a threat to safety.

B) Routine maintenance of drainage gullies and water cuts is carried out by Roads Dept on an ongoing basis and Roads Inspectors ensure specific attention is paid to areas where flooding has been a problem in the past. Responsibility for culverts and river screens rests with the Environment Department who also carry out maintenance works on an ongoing basis.

REPLY:
Illegal bonfires are an on-going feature of Halloween. Bonfires waste valuable Council resources in the removal and disposal of material. Communities also suffer from the social, economic and environmental cost.

In 2014, the Council will continue to promote and encourage a 'Safe Halloween'' with the objective of reducing injuries, environmental damage and the cost associated with this time of year.

A similar approach to that undertaken in 2013 (where there was an approximate reduction of 21% in the number of bonfires over 2012) will be undertaken this year. The campaign will focus on reducing the availability of material for bonfires through the targeting of suppliers of material used in bonfires, enforcement of litter legislation by waste and litter enforcement officers and the bonfire prevention campaigns such as Bulbs not Bonfires. 

Public Realm staff will continue to remove bonfire material in Parks and open spaces in the weeks prior to Halloween, priority will be given to the removal of materials in dangerous locations.

The application process for the provision of neighbourhood watch signs commences with discussions between local residents and Community Gardai. A completed [Garda] application form is then submitted to the Council indicating the number and location of signs required. The application is brought to the next available Traffic Correspondence Meeting following which a technician checks the proposed locations for suitability etc and costs the provision of signs at. The relevant residents [association] are notified of cost, submit payment. Signs are then ordered and installed at the agreed locations.
In the last three years 12 applications have been received. There are currently three applications in progress [on agenda for October 16th TCM] of these 2 are for the Tallaght Central Area and 1 for Rathfarnham. In 2013 5 applications were received, 4 for the Templeogue-Terenure area and 1 for Rathfarnham. In 2012 1 application was in Clondalkin area, 2 in Templeogue Terenure and 2 in Rathfarnham. The average wait time would be 3 months.

SPEED LIMITS




QUESTION: Councillor D. O’Donovan

To ask the Chief Executive how many children have been injured in road traffic accidents within the county within the past five years.  How many of those accidents were in housing estates?  What is the speed limit in housing estates across the county and what constitutes a housing estate.  What is the scope for reducing the speed limit within housing estates? 

REPLY:
There is no breakdown of the number of children injured in road traffic collisions in South Dublin readily available however statistics are available on the RSA website from the year 2005 to 2012 these are reported on a full county basis and South Dublin is not considered separately. Analysis of vulnerable road users’ collisions (pedestrians and cyclist) during this period indicates that Dublin was in line with national figures, 1,365 serious and fatal collisions of which 26.6% (363) were in Dublin (27.7% of the National population). However it is also observed that in Dublin fatal collisions for vulnerable road users occurred in 21% of these collisions compared fatality incidence of 32% in such collisions nationally.

The default speed limit in a built up area is identified in legislation is 50 km/h and this applies to residential areas such as housing estates which have continuous frontage development. The speed limit bye laws currently in place in South Dublin County area provides for such a speed limit in the general built up area and higher speed limits on non-residential roads (where housing does not generally exit directly onto the road). There is provision legally to have a special speed limit of 30 km/h which is only recommended at specific locations. In South Dublin County Council area a 30 km/h speed limit applies at particular schools during school times where such a need exists particularly on the busier roads. It is not the norm at all schools and it is not certain that its provision in residential estates would necessarily produce the required reduction in speed. The control of speed in residential areas is better performed by the provision of traffic calming which has proved beneficial over the past 20 years.

Due to the many demands on the Council’s resources, the Council has only limited funding for the installation of traffic calming measures in 2014. The focus will be concentrating on spinal roads in residential areas. Discussions are taking place with the relevant Area Committees with a view to selecting four/five roads in each of the Council’s six electoral areas. As with previous traffic calming schemes, the selection of individual roads will be a matter for the relevant Area Committee. A number of such schemes have been provided in 2014

The Department of Environment, Community & Local Government notified SDCC by letter dated the 16th January, 2014, of a capital allocation in the sum of €1,667,043 in respect of the following private housing grants:
Housing Adaptation Grant for People with a Disability – HAGS;

Mobility Aids Housing Grant – MAGS;

Housing Aid for Older People – HOPS.  
80% (€1,333,634) of this allocation is recoupable from the Department with the balance (€333,409) funded from the Council's revenue resources.
Expenditure, including commitments, in respect of approved applications as at end of September, 2014 is €1,392,545.19. This relates to 105 no.  grants paid and 95 no.  grants approved but not yet paid out to applicants.

HAGS – 20

MAGS – 10

HOPS - 17 
With regard to Council Tenants who are seeking works to their dwellings to facilitate disabled persons,  the position is that applications are on hands from 258 no. such tenants at present.
To date this year, works have been undertaken in 55 no. Council dwellings occupied by disabled tenants or members of their families and three extensions have been provided for a similar purpose. Works are currently ongoing in a further 14 no. Council dwellings which will be completed by year end.
A substantial proportion of the cost of the foregoing works will be met from an allocation of €360,000 which has been notified by the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government for this purpose with the balance coming from the Council’s Internal Capital Receipts.
Applications are received on an ongoing basis from Council tenants and it is likely that there will always be a waiting list for this type of work but it is hoped that the Council will be in a position to undertake a similar level of activity next year and in coming years.

PASSPORT FOR LEISURE 

QUESTION:  Councillor F. Warfield

Growing older doesn’t have to mean slowing down and opportunities for older people in South Dublin should be made available as much as possible. Dublin City Council operate a Passport for Leisure. Has South Dublin County Council organised any similar schemes? If not, would it be possible to extend the Passport for Leisure into South Dublin County?

REPLY:
As part of a Lord Mayor’s Special Initiative for older people “Embracing Ageing” Dublin City Council introduced a Passport for Leisure Scheme. The Passport is a discount card and directory that includes vouchers and discounts offered by businesses throughout the city. It also includes free / discounted access to Dublin City owned and managed leisure and recreation facilities.

South Dublin County Council does not directly operate and manage any leisure and recreation facilities and any such scheme would have to be negotiated with South Dublin County Leisure Services Limited who operate the management of Tallaght Leisure, Centre, Clondalkin Sports and Leisure Centre and Lucan Sports and Leisure Centre on behalf of the Council.

Clondalkin (Tue & Thurs) and Tallaght (Mon &Wed) currently provide senior (over 55’) discounted swimming sessions for €3.

In the context of the ' Life Cycle' approach the Council is committed to provide this demographic with opportunities to improve their quality of life and sense of wellbeing. A brief summary of the supports/programmes delivered to older adults is set out;

Ongoing PAL’s Training – Physical Activity Leader Training – we facilitate workshops whereby participants complete training to become a physical activity leader – the skills they acquire enable them to teach sessions to their own group.

Refresher PAL’s Courses: we facilitate refresher sessions for those whom have completed PAL’s training

Senior Games: We host an annual senior games event – older adults will have completed taster sessions and then go on to compete in the senior games tournament to represent their county in the national finals – the programme in run throughout the month of May with National finals held in early June. 

Equipment: We have an extensive equipment library that older adult groups have the opportunity to borrow equipment without the expense of having to purchase their own equipment. We have a number of items specific to older adult games that is available all year round.

We facilitate talks with older adult groups – we speak to them about their activity levels, general health & Wellbeing and link them in to whatever services we can locally – i.e. health promotion, libraries, support networks.

Get on your Bike Programme – we run an initiative with the Cycle Safety School – we encourage older adults to get back on their bikes – get cycling again which gives them greater confidence, independence and an opportunity to get active. 

Bealtaine Festival/Social Inclusion Week Activities 

Age Friendly Strategy 

In October 2012 South Dublin received its designation as a WHO Age Friendly County. This followed an in-depth consultation process with older people and agencies and the development of the Age Friendly Strategy by the Age Friendly County Alliance. The strategy includes details of the many projects and initiatives aimed at improving the quality of life of older people that are already in place such as the annual Bealtaine Festival, the new exercise equipment in our Parks, and the many projects and events that take place in our libraries across the County. The strategy also includes details of plans for the future, including the establishment of an Older Person’s Forum, a Business of Ageing Forum, and the development of Age Friendly Towns and Businesses across South Dublin. Throughout the process it was clear that the people of this County are living longer and healthier lives and want to be active in their communities and make a contribution. “The Council at its meetings held on 12th November 2001 and 14th October 2002 approved the disposal, by way of agreement to lease and long lease, of two sites marked as Site D & E Rowlagh Village, Clondalkin, Dublin 22 to Mr. Brendan Farrelly for the provision of residential development. These sites formed part of the Clondalkin Integrated Area Plan. Minute No. C/537/01 refers. These sites have since been developed, Site D now comprises of five townhouses known as Chaplains Row and Site E comprises of 20 apartments known as Chaplains Terrace.

The terms of the disposal agreement provided an option to the Lessee to acquire the freehold title to the lands on satisfactory completion of the development, as set out in Clause 4 of Minute No. C/545/02 which states as follows:

"The Lessee will have the option to acquire the Council’s fee simple interest in the relevant property for the sum of €500 (five hundred euro) plus the proper legal costs of transfer on satisfactory completion of the development as certified by the County Architect together with all landscaping works as certified by the Senior Parks Superintendent and vehicular and pedestrian access and egress arrangements as certified by the Director of Transportation.”

I would also ask that in supporting this Motion that the saving of €4,000,000 by not imposing fluoride in the public water supply be used as part of a public awareness campaign around dental hygiene. I would contend that in the 50 years since the Ryan case that the common good has now shifted away from the use of fluoride in water and now the common good is best served by removing fluoride from the public water supply.”

REVIEW OF LITTER POLLUTION ACT
It was proposed by Councillor P. Gogarty, seconded by Councillor C. O’Connor:

“That this Council writes to the Minister for the Environment asking him to review the Litter Pollution Act; with a view to significantly increasing on-the-spot fines on a rising scale for a range of offences with a corresponding increase in fines administered in court by a judge; and furthermore, in line with the existing provisions of the Litter Pollution Act, immediately carries out a review of its own litter management plan, in consultation with councillors, to see what amendments can be made through enforcement, education and creativity within the existing legislation to reduce the scourge of littering and illegal dumping in the county.”
REPORT:
“The Litter Pollution Act (1997) provides for the prevention and control of litter pollution. It defines the responsibilities of various sectors and individuals and details enforcement procedures and penalties
Section 10 of the Litter Pollution Act 1997 as amended requires Local Authorities to make and implement a Litter Management Plan and also required that the local authority shall review its litter management plan at least once in each period of 3 years after the plan is first implemented, and, if the local authority deems it necessary after the review, shall amend or replace the plan.

The current Litter Management Plan covers the period 2011 - 2014. 

The procedure for making, amending or replacing litter management plan is set out in Section 12 of the Litter Pollution Act 1997and a review of the plan is imminent. This will be considered in the first instance by the Environment SPC, with a formal public consultation process to take place thereafter. 

It is also intended to initiate an awareness of the existing Litter Byelaws in Q4 of 2014 with escalation of enforcement thereafter.

If the motion is passed the members' sentiments will be conveyed to the Minister for the Environment, Community and Local Government.”

LITTER DUMPING & TASK FORCE
It was proposed by Councillor M. Genockey, seconded by Councillor M. Duff:
“That this council calls on the Chief Executive to set up a task force to examine how litter and illegal dumping can be tackled in the county. This task force could operate similarly to the existing local policing and public transport committees and could include residents, elected members, council staff and other stakeholders including members of the refuse industry, gardaí and local tidy towns groups.”
REPORT:
“The issues of litter and illegal dumping in the County are in general responded to by the Council's litter and waste enforcement staff in the first instance with regard to investigation, and thereafter by the public realm maintenance section with regard to the clean up of littering and dumping sites. These matters have also been responded to in the past by this Council in a cross-departmental manner when this approach was deemed to be necessary, with the housing dept and environmental health officers being called in to assist on occasions. The views of the elected members have also been sought and taken into consideration at various times in the past in trying to identify the 'blackspots' for dumping and littering around the County and to agree what action should be taken to resolve these issues. The Council also has well established links with the Gardai, tidy towns groups, links with business through the Chamber of Commerce and links with other voluntary bodies through the Environment SPC for example and these connections are used on an ongoing basis by the Council in it's overall response to this matter and it is felt that all of the relevant stakeholders have been included in this process over time. The type of task force suggested in this motion would not have any statutory footing however it is felt that it would be valuable at this time to refer the matter to the Environment SPC for further consideration of the relevant issues and a discussion around how such a task force would work, who should be included on it, to whom it would report, what matters should it be concerned with etc.

It is worth noting that the new Waste Management Plan for the Eastern Region is currently being prepared and it is expected that the plan when finalised will address the variety of issues which arise at present in the area of waste enforcement. The Minister for the Environment, Community and Local Government has recently referred to the need for enhanced regulation and enforcement in the waste industry. The Waste Policy Document entitled 'Waste, A Resource Opportunity' which was launched by former Minister Hogan in July 2012 outlined many measures that it is intended will be implemented to strengthen the regulatory framework in the area of waste and it is expected that these measures will be introduced in due course. All of these matters can also be considered by the Environment SPC in the context of what powers are available to be used if a task force were to be set up to tackle litter and illegal dumping in the County.”
A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors P. Gogarty, E. Ó Broin, M. Genockey, M. Devine, M. Duff, E. O’Brien, L. O’Toole, D. Looney, C. King, C. O’Connor, B. Leech, G. O’Connell, M. Murphy, G. Kenny, P. Kearns and F. Warfield.

Health and wellbeing is one of the major challenges faced by all who live work or visit our County and healthy minds and bodies are essential to enjoying complete physical, mental and social wellbeing.

One of the primary objectives of the weeklong activities is to give those at risk of exclusion the opportunity to get out and get involved. During the development of the programme the opportunity to invite representatives of Direct Provision Centres to take part arose following discussions with the organisers of the Oireachtas Soccer Team and the Minister of State with special responsibility for Equality, New Communities and Culture. Accordingly invitations were extended to the Direct Provision Centres in Clondalkin and Dublin City to enter teams in a soccer tournament which took place on Monday 29th September 2014 in Tallaght Stadium. The Direct Provision Centre in Clondalkin participated in the competition which also included teams from the elected Members of South Dublin and the staff of the Council.

As all resources have been fully allocated for the current year consideration will be given to the suggestion made in the motion being part of the programme in future years.”

TREE MAINTENANCE 
It was proposed by Councillor R. McMahon, seconded by Councillor D. O’Donovan: 

“In order to help clear the large back log of tree pruning and tree removal in our residential areas, I propose that this Council request that the Chief Executive employ outside contractors on an economic basis to supplement the excellent work being done by the County Council staff in trying to keep this problem at bay, so long as it does not have adverse effects on the employment situation within the council.”
REPORT:
“Pruning, removal and planting of street trees is undertaken by staff from the Public Realm section under the Council’s annual Tree Maintenance Programme which up to 2014 has largely been delivered over a 4-month period between November and February although tree maintenance works and primarily emergency tree works are completed at other times subject to resource availability. During 2014, a supplementary Public Realm tree maintenance crew has been deployed to undertake street tree pruning and removal works on a year round basis.

An annual Tree Maintenance Programme is compiled in response to requests for arboricultural works received from members of the public and public representatives via the Council’s Customer Care Contact System along with works identified by Council staff. In recent years, the programme has increasingly focussed on tree pruning and removal works on entire roads or whole estates as opposed to acting on isolated requests for arboricultural works. The objective of this approach is to increase the efficiency and productivity of the tree maintenance crews and to advance a proactive programme of cyclical pruning that is targeted at priority locations where intervention is most needed.

The Tree Maintenance Programme for 2013/2014 was presented to the various Area Committee meetings during last autumn with progress updates provided at the March/April meetings of the Area Committees this year. The first phase of the 2014 Tree Maintenance programme was completed from January to February when Public Realm operations staff were then reassigned to primarily grass maintenance works during the growing season. The programme resumes again in November through to December. Any works not completed during the first phase of the programme are scheduled for completion during the second phase at the latter end of the year.

As previously mentioned, since May 2014 in response to an increase in requests for tree works, a supplementary tree maintenance crew has been assembled from staff within the Public Realm section to undertake street tree pruning and removal works on a year round basis. This crew is particularly focussed on advancing the programme of cyclical pruning in whole estates whereby tree maintenance will be completed on every tree as required within a particular estate or road. Other measures to further enhance the delivery of the Council’s street tree maintenance service are currently being developed and include the preparation of a draft tree management policy to guide the Council’s approach to tree management throughout the county. In addition, in order to improve efficiency in handling requests for tree works from members of the public and public representatives as well as inform the development the annual tree maintenance programme, the Council is seeking to install a street tree information management system to assist in managing the enquiry, inspection and work history of every street tree within the county.

As the Council is taking active measures to enhance the productivity of our tree maintenance service, it is not proposed to employ outside tree maintenance contractors at this time.”
A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors R. McMahon, S. Holland, D. O’Brien, D. Looney, D. O’Donovan, C. O’Connor, P. Gogarty, E. Higgins, L. O’Toole, P. Foley, A-M. Dermody, T. Gilligan and M. Murphy.

Ms T. Walsh, Director of Environment, Water and Climate Change responded to the Members comments, and informed the Members that her department is proposing  to draft a Tree Management Policy for the county which will facilitate a baseline survey of the county’s street tree population, the purchase of a street tree management software system and the establishment of two skilled tree maintenance crews to operate year-round to augment existing seasonal tree crews who operate over the winter period. The Draft Policy will be put before the first meeting of the Environment, Parks and Climate Change Strategic Policy Committee.

Mr. D. McLoughlin, Chief Executive also responded to the Members.

Statutory/Non statutory consultation procedures exist for many types of projects i.e. capital schemes, new plans, polices and byelaws. The Council frequently goes beyond the minimum levels of consultation required and actively promotes any processes that are underway through traditional and non traditional means.

The Council actively seeks to encourage greater engagement and increase the numbers of citizens who participate in both statutory/non statutory consultation processes and avails of opportunities to modernise and innovate in our communications methods where possible. The recently initiated process for Review of the County Development plan is an example (see below) of the variety of methods and innovations that can be applied to a major consultation process.

South Dublin County Council is shortly commencing the development of an External Communications and Marketing Plan. As part of this process the plan will include a review of engagement and consultation processes across the organisation to ensure that information is relevant, jargon free and accessible, improve mechanisms for communicating with the public and feedback to participants on how their contributions fed into decisions taken by the council.

Public consultation and engagement play an important role in promoting the ownership of public services and the modernisation and exploration of innovative new ways of engaging with the community to keep in touch with the needs of citizens will be key our approach to communications.

County Development Plan Review Process - – Pre Draft Public Consultation
The success of the next County Development Plan depends on the active participation of citizens, groups and bodies that are engaged in South Dublin County. In order to facilitate a collaborative review process, information is being provided in an accessible and engaging way with many opportunities for all citizens to engage and to input into the Plan making process.

· A dedicated web site has been developed to act as a ‘hub’ for information during all phases of the review process. 

· An online submissions system has been created to simplify and streamline the submissions process. 

· Information videos have been created to promote and represent the County and the Development Plan. 

· A pre-draft consultation booklet “A Vision for South Dublin’s Future” has been published through booklet and online formats. 

· Evening (5pm – 8pm) public information sessions are being hosted at 5 venues throughout the County during September and October. 

· Workshops have been arranged with community groups aimed at structuring discussion with a cross-section of the community regarding the key themes of the County Development Plan. 

· A high level stakeholder workshop will be held in October, the purpose of which is to facilitate a cross sector discussion in relation to the medium to long term future of South Dublin County 

· While the requirements of the statutory process are clearly defined, all stages of the process and events related to it will be promoted through national and local press and social media outlets of the Council.”
