The followings report by the Chief Executive which had been circulated, were presented by Mr. E. Taaffe, Director of Land Use, Planning and Transportation and were CONSIDERED:
a)  Acquisition Process 

b)  Matrix
c)  Transport Links
d)  Maps - Option 1 and Option 2
e)  Firhouse School Site Identification and Acquisition Process
Mr. Paul Hogan, Senior Planner, then informed the Members that in 2011 the Council was tasked by the Department of Education to identify two sites for schools.  The Council had engaged in an extensive process of site identification over the past two years.  He then went through the sixteen (16) sites which the Council had identified.
A discussion followed with a contribution from Councillor C. Brophy, who proposed an amendment as follows, seconded by Councillor P. Kearns:
“To remove the words “OR” between options 1 & 2.
To provide an ‘Option 3’ which shall state: “To ask the Department of Education & Skills to provide one site for the two co-located schools; or two sites for individual schools. These sites shall not include Site 6 at Killininny Road”.”
Councillors C. Brophy, D. Looney, J. Lahart, M. Genockey, P. Kearns, C. King, P. Foley, A-M. Dermody and P. Gogarty all contributed to the ensuing discussion.
Mr. E. Taaffe, Director of Land Use, Planning and Transportation then informed the Members that in relation to Firhouse Carmel Football Club, he had informed the football club representative in a meeting that if the Members opted for Option B, the existing football pitch would not be affected.  Subsequent to that meeting the football club informed him that they had discussed the matter and were against the proposals.

Members then questioned whether it was necessary to vote on the proposed “Option 3”.  After some debate it was agreed to take the proposed amendment at the end of the debate and vote on Options 1, 2 and 3 at that time.
The discussion continued with contributions from Councillors W. Lavelle, F.N. Duffy, M. Murphy, B. Ferron, C. Brophy, F. Warfield, K. Mahon, R. McMahon, D. O’Donovan, G. O’Connell, P. Donovan and B. Leech.

During this discussion the Mayor, Councillor F. Warfield proposed and the Members AGREED to suspend Standing Orders to allow the meeting continue past its prescribed time.
Mr. E. Taaffe, Director of Land Use, Planning and Transportation responded to the Members queries.  He informed them inter alia that, regarding the playing pitches issue, the intention is to construct new pitch before work starts on existing pitch, can be written into s. 183 disposal as a commitment.  
He also informed the Members that the Department of Education have stated that as these two schools already exist, the construction of proper premises is a matter of extreme urgency.

Councillor C. Brophy then proposed to include his amendment, seconded by Councillor P. Kearns:
