"That this Area Commitee requests the Chief Executive to present a detailed report, for discussion, outlining:

- the full history of unresolved planning enforcement case S7272 relating to complaints regarding serious noise and odour pollution arising from the deficient operation of mechanical air handling units at the rear of Gala Supermarket, Rosse Court, in alleged contravention of condition No 3(a) of planning permission SD11A/0198;

· the current planning status of the air handling units noting that condition No 3(a) of planning permission SD11A/0198 granted permission for three years only."
The following report by the Chief Executive Officer was READ:-
“On receipt of complaints a Warning Letter pursuant to Section 152 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended) issued to the owners/occupiers of the Supermarket Unit at Rosse Court on 10th July, 2013 for alleged non-compliance with Condition 4 of planning permission granted under Register Reference SD11A/0198.

An investigation was carried out and it was found that unauthorised development had been carried out consisting of non-compliance with Condition Nos.1 and 3(a) of planning permission granted under Register Reference SD11A/0198 in that a large panel had been removed from above the doorway of the timber enclosure and loud noise was emanating from the fans, which was having a negative impact on the residential amenity of the existing apartments or public spaces in the vicinity of the premises.  The findings of the Environmental Health Officer were taken into account in this investigation.

Accordingly, an Enforcement Notice pursuant to Section 154 of the Planning and Development Acts, 2000 (as amended), issued to the Owners/Occupiers on 1st October 2013 requiring within the period commencing 3rd October 2013 and ending 10th October 2013 that the following works be carried out:

(i)               Reinstate the large panel above the doorway of the timber enclosure which houses the air handling units at Unit 2A/2B, Rosse Court Square, Balgaddy, Lucan, Co. Dublin

(ii)              Remove any items stored directly inside or outside the timber enclosure.

Following the receipt of a submission from one of the parties to the Enforcement Notice where it was stated that he had no involvement in the lands the Enforcement Notice was declared withdrawn.  A further Enforcement Notice dated 22nd January 2014 was served requiring the works described above to be carried out within the period commencing 24th January 2014 and ending 14th February 2014.

A further submission was received informing the Council that the property had been sold accordingly a new Enforcement Notice dated 10th April 2014 was served.  This Enforcement Notice required the works as set out above to be carried out within the period commencing 14th April 2014 and ending 6th May 2014. 

A request was received from the new owners for an extension of time in order to address the issues.  An extension was granted up to and including 1st July 2014.

The matter remains the subject of investigation.

The planning permission granted under register reference SD11A/0198 will expire on 24th January 2015.”

A speed detection sign will be installed at a suitable location. This sign indicates the appropriate speed limit and also shows the approaching vehicle speed.

MOTION (2): Item

It was proposed by Councillor P. Gogarty, seconded by Councillor G. O’Connell
"That this Council review the decision to place arrow and signage for 7.5T weight restrictions entering into the Oval at Palmerston in the light of concerns expressed by residents that this actually encourages smaller but still sizeable vehicles to travel along a route towards Turret Road that passes two primary schools and also because this signage does not appear to have formed part of the signage approval sought from An Garda Siochana in November 2013."
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ;-

“These weight restriction advance warning signs are in place on the Palmerston Bypass approaching The Oval. The advance warning signs were requested by An Garda Síochána in order that any dispute regarding the presence of the restriction on Kennelsfort road and the Oval could be eliminated. The signage provided, including the arrow are in accordance with Chapter 6 of the Traffic Signs Manual and are similar to those employed across Europe. They indicate that the restriction shown is on Kennelsfort road and the Oval and HGV's should not use these routes from this direction.

It should be noted that the intention of the HGV weight restriction on Kennelsfort road was also to apply to the Oval to prevent the use of the roads between the Oval and Kennelsfort road, along Turret road as described, by HGV's. This was the case prior to the 2013 modification of the length of the restriction along Kennelsfort Road. The restriction at the oval was required to match the restriction of 7.5 tonnes on Kennelsfort Road as a precautionary measure, otherwise roads such as Turret Road could form an alternative to the weight restricted route. The shorter lengths of restriction also makes the restriction easier to enforce.

Previously no restriction existed at The Oval as it could not be used to circumvent the previous restriction on Kennelsfort Road. It was contained within the Kennelsfort Road restriction zone. Smaller Goods vehicles were free to use roads such as Turret Road and this did not give rise to complaints of heavy goods vehicles on roads between The Oval and Kennelsfort Road.

The restriction applies to HGV's only and smaller vehicles such as "transit vans" are not restricted as such vehicles do not cause a problem. They are generally no longer than cars and do not have high driving positions such as those in HGV's with similar vision characteristics to cars. The Council is also providing a similar advance warning sign at the Coldcut road junction identifying the restricted zone on Kennelsfort Road.” 

It was AGREED to take Motion 6 in the name of Councillor G. O’Connell and Motion 7 in the name of Councillor D. O’Brien in conjunction with the above item.

L/510/14 3.5 TONNE WEIGHT RESTRICTION ON KENNELSFORT ROAD UPPER
MOTION (6):

It was proposed by Councillor G. O'Connell, seconded by Councillor P. Gogarty:-  

"As a follow up to my motion passed at the December 2013 LAC and given the agreed policy on the Mobility and Management of Heavy Goods Vehicles (HGVs) on South Dublin County Road Network and the subsequent review of weight restrictions that now include a weight restriction of 7.5 tonne on Kennelsfort Road and on the Estates between the R148 and Kennelsfort Road,

This Committee now requests that the Chief Executive revisit this proposal, as provided for in the Mobility and Management of Heavy Goods Policy adopted by this Council in 2013 and provide for (a) a restriction of 3.5 tonne on Kennelsfort Road Upper from the N148 to the entrance of Woodfarm Acres for the following evidence based reasons:
(a) The Dublin City Council has installed a 3.5 tonne restriction on Ballyfermot Road and as both this road and Kennelsfort Road are in effect the same road that meets at the County Boundary; both feed into and serve the Coldcut Road which in turn serves the Liffey Valley Town Centre, Fonthill Business Park, Park West and the Industrial/Business Estates in Clondalkin served by Cloverhill Road, it is imperative that both Ballyfermot Road and Kennelsfort Road have the same level of protection otherwise there will be (there already is) a huge displacement factor with Kennelsfort Road having to carry excessive and undesirable Heavy Goods Vehicle and Heavy (medium) Goods Vehicles traffic.

(b) The current 7.50 tonne restriction on the Residential Estates between the R148 and Kennelsfort Road must be changed to a 3.5 tonne restriction. The facts speak for themselves; this is a high density residential area, built in the 1950s before progressive planning acts with two primary schools, two crèches, no open space and very narrow roads. Again, if this Council is to seriously implement a coherent permeability policy it must improve the level of safety for pedestrians and cyclists within this area. The area qualifies for additional signage “for Cars only” as provided for in the Policy.

This Committee calls on the Chief Executive to initiate, without delay, the necessary measures to install the above traffic restrictions on both Kennelsfort Road Upper and the Estates between the R148 and Kennelsfort Road in accordance with the Mobility and Management of Heavy Goods Vehicles Policy of this Council."
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:-
“The Current arrangement relating to HGV’s on Kennelsfort Road is in conformity with the Council policy.

As already explained to members the problem of heavy goods on Kennelsfort Road relates to Heavy Goods Vehicles only and this is why the restriction is set at 7.5 tonnes Gross Vehicle Weight (GVW).This done to prevent Heavy Goods vehicles using the road (unless they have business in the area) because of their size whilst still permitting smaller commercial vehicles to traverse the route.

L/535/14 PUBLIC LIGHTING ON PATHWAY FROM LIFFEY CRESCENT TO BALLYOWEN LANE

QUESTION (8): Councillor W. Lavelle

"To ask the Chief Executive to improve the public lighting at the pathway leading from Liffey Crescent to Ballyowen Lane (next to Cluain Rí) as requested by the Liffey Valley Park Neighbourhood Watch group?"
REPLY:
The provision of public lighting in public parks and open spaces is considered on a case by case basis having regard to alternative routes and public safety. In the case of the path between Liffey Valley Crescent and Ballyowen Lane, there are no proposals to provide public lighting in this area at the present time. There is an alternative, convenient, well lit route which is passively supervised, already available which links Liffey Crescent to Ballyowen Lane. Residents are advised to use the well lit public paths in the area and avoid unlit areas such as the open space during hours of darkness.

L/536/14 ILLEGAL DUMPING & BURNING OF WASTE AT HAYDEN LANE/HANSTED GATE TO GRIFFEEN VALLEY PARK

"To ask the Chief Executive to report on investigations of the regular illegal dumping and burning of waste at the Hayden Lane/Hansted gate to Griffeen Valley Park; and to confirm if CCTV has been reconfigured to ensure monitoring of this specific location?"
REPLY: 
All reports of illegal dumping and littering are investigated by the Council’s Litter Warden Service and all dumped material is interrogated for evidence. Where evidence is found, the appropriate enforcement action is taken under the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended. 

To date in 2014, the Litter Warden Service has received and investigated six (6) complaints of illegal dumping in relation to Griffeen Valley Park and Hayden’s Lane, resulting in the issuing of four (4) fines. Local residents are urged and encouraged to support the Council in taking the appropriate enforcement action by making reports to the Litter Warden for investigation and by providing evidence where possible.

The CCTV was reconfigured for a number of months around April/May 2013 to monitor the location in question. No fines were issued at the time using this method. The camera was subsequently reverted back to monitoring the park. By way of follow up, a similar exercise will be undertaken and the camera will once again be reconfigured to monitor the location.

L/537/14 PRESENCE OF RADON GAS 

QUESTION (10): Councillor G. O'Connell

"To ask the Chief Executive for a report on the presence or otherwise of radon gas in this LA and in particular in the Palmerston Area?"
REPLY:
Radon is a naturally occurring radio-active gas caused by the breakdown of Uranium, which is found in underground rock. It is a colourless and odourless gas, which disperses in air but it has been shown to be carcinogenic with risks of contracting lung cancer.

Radon gas can percolate through the soil and gather under the suspended ground floors of buildings. It can then seep through cracks/joints in floors or holes around pipework and accumulate in the structure. It may then become trapped within the building and can only be detected by specialist detection equipment.

The EPA Office of Radiological Protection, formerly the Radiological Protection Institute of Ireland carry out public awareness campaigns of the dangers of exposure to radon in the home at a county level.  The objective of these campaigns is to raise awareness of radon as a public health issue  and to advise people to test their home and if high levels are found to reduce those levels.

Certain areas of the country are more likely to have a high number of homes with excessive levels of radon and these areas are known as High Radon Areas.  They can be found on the EPA radon map of Ireland.  The map was produced from a national survey of approximately 11,000 homes. That map notifies Palmerston as having an estimated percentage of between 1% and 5% of homes above the reference levels. The map has 5 different risk categories, < 1%, 1 -5 %, 5 – 10%, 10 – 20% and > 20%. Therefore, Palmerston is at a low risk of having radon gas in homes. The south east region of South Dublin County Council i.e. Firhouse and Rathfarnham has a risk category of between 5 – 10%. This is a higher risk category than D20 but still within the mid range of risk categories. 

If a householder has a concern about radon in their home then the best advice is to have a radon measurement made. There are no properties for the Dublin 20 area listed on the EPA website as having been measured for radon. There are 30 properties listed for the Rathfarnham and Firhouse area as having been tested through the EPA monitoring service. 

The EPA process of measuring radon in the home involves a series of simple steps

· Two radon detectors are sent to the property by post. One is placed in the main living area and one is placed in a main bedroom 

· The detectors are left in place for a minimum of three months 

· The radon detectors are returned to the EPA Office of Radiological Protection 

· The EPA Office of Radiological Protection analyse the detectors and issue a radon report which will inform the householder of the results and, where necessary, any recommendations to reduce radon levels.   

The cost of a radon measurement for your home is €56.90. 
There is no grant available if a householder is advised by the EPA that works need to be carried out to reduce the level of radon in the house. Some radon reduction techniques are more expensive than others. The typical price for retro fitting a radon sump into a standard house is approximately €850. This can range from €450 - €1150. There are less expensive options available such as improving the ventilation in the home by installing extra wall vents. However each house will be assessed individually based on radon levels and the type of building.

REPLY:
The Five Year Play Space programme is specifically targeted at children up to 8 years of age. Recreational facilities for teenagers is more complex and is covered by national policy and guidance, in particular the Department of Children and Youth Affairs policy document - Teenspace - a National Recreation Policy for Young People. The National Play Policy defines recreation as

"...comprising all positive activities in which a person may choose to take part that will make his or her leisure time more interesting, more enjoyable and personally satisfying."
"Recreation can include reading, recreational sport, art, music in a group, ‘hanging out’, camping, surfing the Net and many more activities. Recreation can be distinguished from organised sport because it does not necessarily involve competition; it is subject to the starting and stopping wishes of the individual and is less constrained by rules."
In keeping with this definition, the Council has either directly provided, or facilitated, a range of recreational opportunities for teenagers in the Lucan area. This includes playing fields for a range of codes, an athletic track, an all-weather hockey pitch, tennis courts, a skate park, a multi use games area, off road pedestrian and cycle paths, model car track, youth café, public library, sports and leisure centre, tennis courts and an extensive public park system for both active and passive recreation.

The matter will be raised for discussion with the Community Department to identify further initiatives / measures that might be brought forward for consideration by the Members to cater for teenage recreation.

A full report detailing the Tree Maintenance Programme for Winter 2014 and for 2015 is presented as a headed item at this meeting. This represents the completion of outstanding works from the 2014 Arboricultural Programme with the addition of commitments given high priority for action during 2014 and tree works committed for the early part of 2015.

The grass maintenance programme has concluded for the current year as staff who cut grass during the growing season are now being reassigned to the delivery of the tree maintenance programme.  Grass maintenance will resume in spring when grass growth commences again.

The Council is particularly conscious of acute problems countywide in relation to dumping at the bring banks, and is currently looking at options which can deliver robust environmental monitoring and enforcement solutions that are sustainable and cost effective.   We will keep members updated in this regard.”

"To ask the Council to request regular water analysis from Irish Water to ensure that the level of hardness and quality of water supplied is consistent for the Lucan area?"
REPLY:
Water samples are taken daily at random points within the SDCC water distribution network by Dublin City Council's central laboratory

These samples are tested for compliance with aver 50 microbiological, chemical and aesthetic qualities parameters, as required by EC Drinking Water Regulations and monitored by the EPA,  to ensure that public water supply is safe to drink.

	Hardness (CaCo3) is not one of the parameters tested but pH (Hydrogen ion) is analyzed and this reflects the degree of alkalinity of the water.  A pH value of above 7 indicates alkaline conditions, 7 is neutral and below 7 is acidic.  The allowance range is between 6.5 and 9.5.  There is a pH analyser on the outlet of Peamount Reservoir, delivering water to the Lucan Area, which records daily pH data.  During normal supply conditions, i.e. outputting blended Leixlip/Ballymore Eustace water, the pH of the outlet water is typically 7-7.8.  When water supply was unblended from Leixlip the pH increases to 8.

REPLY: 

There are currently 250 Council Rent accounts in arrears in the Lucan Local Electoral Area. The breakdown by amount is set out in the table below. 46% of the accounts are in arrears of less than €500. Comparative figures for 2012, or 2013 for the local areas are not available. However, the total amount of arrears owed for the whole County were €7,306,575 at 31/12/2012, and €7,250,232 at the 31/12/2013, a reduction of €56,343.

The Council encourages our tenants to contact the Rents Section as soon as they can if they are falling behind with their weekly payments. Housing Staff encourage tenants to enter into sustainable payment plans, to clear the arrears, based on their ability to pay. We encourage tenants in financial difficulty to contact the Money and Budgetary Advice Service (MABS). Any arrears warning notices issued to tenants have contact details of MABS. In addition the Housing Welfare Section are notified of cases where there may be medical grounds or welfare issues that may require specialised intervention and support. A Tenancy Sustainment service may be offered to the tenant based on need, and subject to resource availability. We encourage tenants to use Household Budget Deductions through An Post, where applicable, to pay their weekly rent.

Housing Rents staff are available to deal compassionately and professionally with any tenant who needs to discuss any difficulties in relation to his/her rent account or rent assessment.

“On 24th January 2014, the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government advised all Local Authorities by Circular Housing 5/2014 of its intention to progress a limited programme of acquisitions to be funded from within the overall 2014-2016 capital funding provision for the Capital Assistance Scheme (CAS).

Local Authorities were requested to prioritise those CAS proposals which will:

1. Focus on the provision of accommodation for homeless persons, older people and people with a disability 

2. Focus on ensuring access to an appropriate range of community based housing services, including any necessary supports, with particular regard to the specific needs of people with mental health and intellectual or physical/sensory disability. 

3. Be completed, with funding fully drawn or substantially drawn down by mid 2016. 

In response to the Department’s Circular, an application has been received from Hail Housing Association for a grant in the sum of €450,000 under the Capital Assistance Scheme in respect of the purchase of a property at Dun Mhuire, Lucan Road, Co. Dublin. The Association is an approved Voluntary Body under Section 5 of the Housing Act, 1988.The application was assessed in line with draft Strategic Plan for Housing Supply for People with a Disability which emanated from a joint collaboration between the Department of the Environment Community and Local Government and the Department of Health.

The Department of the Environment, Community & Local Government have approved a grant in the sum of €450,000 to Hail Housing Association. The development will be used to house residents from Mental Health Institutes which will enable them to live independently as appropriately assessed and to become active members in the community. The centre will have visiting support staff and the planned adaption works to the development will meet the housing needs of the residents. The cost of the adaption works is included in the allocation of €450,000.

The property in question is a five bedroom dwelling. The property will be used as a 'step down' facility for persons with mental health challenges, who have been deemed capable of living independently, albeit in a supported living environment.”

Following contributions from Councillors G. O’Connell, W. Lavelle and P. Gogarty, Mr. H. Hogan, Senior Executive Officer, responded to queries raised.  It was proposed by Councillor G. O’Connell and seconded by Councillor V. Casserly and AGREED that the Committee recommend payment of the above grant to the full Council.
