“Under the current application submitted to An Bord Pleanála for substitute consent in accordance with Section 177I of the Planning and Development Acts 2000 to 2011 the lands adjacent to the Protected Structure (Stone Windmill RPS Ref. 358) are within the extractable area of the existing quarry. Until a decision in relation to the consent application for the quarry development site has been made by An Bord Pleanala, an Enforcement investigation cannot progress given this is potentially a possible enforcement issue with regard to possible unauthorised development/encroachment outside the extractable lands for which substitute consent has been applied for and may be granted.

With regard the Protected Structure, although the structure may be under threat, the threat is indirect by nature of the development taking place in the adjacent lands. Under Part IV of the act a Section 59 Endangerment Notice may be served on an owner/ occupier whereby a Planning Authority believes direct damage or neglect is being caused to a Protected Structure. Until a direct threat or damage to the Protected Structure has been established a Section 59 cannot be served in this instance. Under the previous applications for these lands a buffer zone was established to protect the existing structure and conditions pertaining to the protection of this structure formed part of the conditions attached to a grant of permission which is now under review as part of the application for substitute consent by An Bord Pleanála.

This matter is still under investigation and an update will be provided with regard to progress.”

A budget of €2.0m is proposed for the design and construction of the Round Tower Visitor Centre and Public Gardens.  This is the largest single allocation proposed under the Villages Initiative Project.  No other projects will be proposed in Clondalkin under this programme until this flagship scheme is completed.  The Round Tower Visitor Centre was designed following extensive public consultation with local community and heritage groups and a formal Part 8 procedure approved by the Elected Members. Other grant aid for Shop-front/building improvements, community projects and festivals all as set out in the Council budget will be available and the Council will liaise with Tidy Towns and other groups as they develop these projects.”

REPLY:

“The Shopfront Grant Scheme including a shop front design guide, prepared by the County Architect, was approved by the Members at the March Council meeting and the Council undertook a number of events to publicise the scheme including an evening launch in the Spa Hotel, Lucan on the 2nd of April and in the Maldron Hotel, Tallaght on 3rd of April.  Leaflet drops to all independent shops (chain shops were excluded from the scheme) were carried out in each of our nine villages, including Clondalkin, and the scheme was publicised on the Councils web page, other Council social media platforms and by way of a press release. The Council through the County Architect worked with interested parties, including in Clondalkin to promote the scheme.

Sixteen applications were received up to the extended deadline.  Four applications have been approved to date of which one grant has been paid for a shop in Lucan Village, one grant is in the process of being paid for another shop in Lucan Village, and two applicants are to notify the Council once works are completed to their shops in Rathfarnham Village and Clondalkin Village.  The remaining applicants are either not proceeding with their application or did not comply with the scheme (shop not on public street).

The continuation of the Shopfront Grant Scheme was approved for 2015 at the budget meeting, and applications will be invited in early 2015 following local media and web information. Learning from this years initiative a number of template designs will be prepared to assist future prospective applicants. Members will be kept informed as to when the Council will launch the 2015 programme.”

REPLY:
“As part of broader tourism and economic development programmes SDCC by public tender  undertook the preparation of a package of graphic designs that would form the basis of a way finding strategy, principally for pedestrian/cycling use, for the main towns and villages was procured and subsequently developed. The wayfinding system is one based on a 'heads up' map display with attendant fingerposts. This design is now complete.  Following on from this element programme will be rolled out in two further phases:

· Phase two- pilot installation of way finding structures for Tallaght to include provision of an initial, limited number of map and fingerpost signs. This includes tender format for procurement and timetable for roll-out of pilot installation programme. Evaluation of tenderers ongoing. 

· Phase Three- first steps in wider rollout of way finding programme to the other 8 towns and villages in the Villages Initiative. The roll out programme of this element will be considered on the basis of successful implementation of the pilot project and funding considerations.  

Progress to date
· Design work complete on proposed wayfinding strategy for our towns and villages. 

· Wayfinding system based around a ‘heads up’ mapping system with attendant finger posts. 

· Design meets with latest mapping and wayfinding standards. 

· Design includes specific heritage mapping capability 

· Tallaght identified as location for pilot wayfinding programme which will rollout before year end. 

· Evaluation of tenders for fabrication of signage and procurement of services ongoing. 

· Consideration to be given to programme of rollout of programme to other villages in the County. 

A tender framework is being developed by the Architects Dept for the provision of street furniture/ seats/ bins/ bollards etc to ensure a consistency of approach across the nine villages. Framework will be in position Jan 2015.”

“South Dublin County Council work in conjunction with a variety of statutory bodies and services, such as the Ronanstown Youth Service, GRAFT, the Gardai to ensure young people in the Balgaddy area have a wide range of activities on their doorstep to keep them occupied in an effort to divert them from taking part in any sort of anti social behaviour in their community.

Ronanstown Youth Service have a number of groups and drop-ins taking place in the Youth Service Unit in Tór an Rí, space provided by South Dublin County Council.

The Youth Service are currently working with at least one young person that has been involved in a number of anti social activities in the past. They have also created a group formed with the peers of this young person. Youth workers and Garda Diversion staff work one on one with the members and work with the group as a whole to challenge their behaviours.

The Community Worker and Anti Social Officers meet with Youth Service and Garda fortnightly to ensure regular updates and share information to ensure all reports of anti social behaviour are dealt with where possible. The Anti Social Clinic in Ronanstown caters for Balgaddy, a confidential clinic which is advertised throughout Balgaddy.

Community staff and the Sports Office Staff are working with the FAI to deliver training for young people and their parents to hold ‘Show Racism the Red Card’. This training will take place during October Mid Term Break.

South Dublin County Council also fund a free Summer Project in Meile an Rí Family Centre, for a week long programme for young children aged 4 – 12 years. This took place during the period July 14th to 18th, 60 young people registered to attend and it was very successful.

In addition, the Balgaddy Summer Project was part funded by the Council and held in the Bush Centre for a 2 week duration, during the period 30th June to 11th July. This project caters for age 8 plus. 110 young people registered to attend.

Summer Bratz , a number of children registered. The programme was for age 13 plus and again the Council part funded this. The project was aimed at older children in the North Clondalkin area including Balgaddy.

South Dublin County Council also provides Activities such as Kayaking, Horse Riding, Art and Crafts, Nature Projects, Dancing, Golf, Drumming, Gaming, Activity Days and Boxercise.

Up to 190 young people from the Balgaddy area took part in Council funded activities during summer 2014.”

This Committee agrees that in order to have an adequate supply of Part 8 social housing units shovel ready the Chief Executive bring forward a Part 8 proposal for the development of a new social housing estate in the lands adjacent to Kilcarbary that was previously designated for an affordable housing scheme.

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“The site was to be the location of the Grange Public Private Partnership that planned the delivery of 591 affordable homes, 169 social/voluntary homes and 928 homes to be sold in the market.  A range of other facilities such as community, childcare and commercial/retail were also planned. The process in terms of this partnership is currently deferred.

The Council is awaiting the publication of the Government's Social Housing Strategy which is due to see what indication of funding will be available over that time.

The Housing and Architectural Services Department of SDCC  has been engaged in the identification of a number of potential housing sites throughout the county, including the Clondalkin area. The Council's Housing Department in partnership with the Economic Development Department is analysing the Councils' landbank for purpose of identifying sites which may be deemed suitable for future social housing provision.  A number of potential sites  for social housing units have been identified  and it is anticipated that maps of those areas will be circulated shortly to Councillors for their input.

Following from this exercise these sites must be scoped to ensure that the sites are feasible. The feasibility of the sites will depend on site services, conditions and constraints. Once the sites have passed the feasibility examination we will then fast track the most viable locations under the Part 8 process.”

Following contributions from Councillor E.O’Broin, Ms Yvonne Dervan, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“Vandalism of the doors, surrounding glass and intercoms and the communal areas in Balgaddy is a problem. There are approximately 22 such doors in the area.  Due to the way maintenance requests are recorded it is not possible to provide statistics on these doors without a very intensive manual search of up to 3000 records. 

However when damage to the doors is reported they are fixed.  This is an on-going process. 

Where doors are damaged tenants in the blocks are spoken to and every effort is made to identify those damaging them.  Despite this and also a CCTV camera operating in the area normally it has not been possible to identify the vandals.  However 3 individuals (minors) were identified in June/July and their parents were interviewed and tenancy warnings have been issued.   These individuals have not come to our attention since. Efforts to identify vandals continue 

It is know that a number of doors are damaged at this stage and have not been repaired to date.  they are being examined with a view to preventing such damage in the future.”

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:

“The Community Department has previously and will continue going forward to support the development of men’s sheds / groups throughout the County including within this Committee's administrative area. In the case of the group referred to in the Motion, the Council's Community Development Worker has already met with them on a number of occasions. He has organised and facilitated meetings between this group and groups from Quarryvale and other areas. He has also arranged for consideration to be given by the Public Realm (Parks) Department to examine and discuss the opportunities and possibilities that may be open in relation to the usage of facilities with parks.

It is noted that the Village group have an offer of a portocabin and are seeking a site to locate it. Like all such offers the identification of such a site is proving difficult.

Members should also be aware that the original men’s shed idea was to utilise a humble venue, primarily to facilitate social interaction and an exchange of ideas and skills but that this has now evolved into the establishment of what can be described more accurately as craft groups, whose needs are much more difficult to address. In many cases due to the need to provide a premises suitable for locating and operating powered tools the identification of a premises for a base is particularly demanding. This aspect of the process, as I have already indicated, is the subject of further examination at present. The members of the Committee will be kept informed of progress.”
