“That the Chief Executive present a report on industrial estates and business parks in the Clondalkin area and that the report identifies vacancy rates in these enterprise areas.

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“With respect to industrial area vacancy the best available data is that from the commercial rates information. In this regard it should be noted that this data is collated annually and relates to those properties that have applied for a vacant property refund. 

In terms of identifying areas of greatest vacancy the 2012 figures are the best available. The attached map set out the information graphically for the ACM area. These figures give a good indication of the areas with the highest concentration of vacancy. While the figures relate to 2012, the Council has no reason to consider that there has been significant alteration in the concentrations of vacancy over the intervening years. This view is based on analysis of the 2013 figures and work carried out by the South Dublin Chamber as part of the economic profile which was conducted over the summer of 2014.

With respect to the Clondalkin ACM area while a certain amount of vacancy occurs across all DED’s , the areas with the highest concentration of vacancy is the area to the east of the M50 and between the N7 and Nangor; and Greenogue. In looking at these areas the causes of vacancy are considered to be different. In Greenogue, a relatively new industrial area, the central cause is considered to be directly related to economic activity. However in the area to the east of the M50 the causes are more complex and relate not just to the economic cycle but also to the age and layout of the estates in this area.

As a practical support to existing business support and enhance our underutilised industrial areas monies that are surplus to Business Support Grant 2014 and 2015 will be utilised to concentrate on effectively enhancing a number of industrial areas with a view to replicating this in a broader rolling programme over the coming years, subject to budgetary approval. 

It is envisaged that this programme will:

· Seek the active participation of businesses within areas identified in need of immediate improvement 

· Identify a series of Improvements Works which will be funded. These works will generally be related to the physical improvement of the area. 

· In the first instance we will identify pilot programme location(s). Area(s) will be identified based on an analysis of the existing research and in conjunction with South Dublin Chamber. 

· Develop a programme of works to be carried out in conjunction with an active local business group, funded through the Business Support Grant. 

· Develop a projected schedule for the rollout of this programme which may include a graduated series of interventions. 

Potentially the programme may also provide supports in terms of training and marketing opportunities highlighted in the survey and follow up discussions with business.

Proposals in relation of the detailed programme approach will be presented to, and considered by the Economic, Enterprise and Tourism SPC and reported to Council.”

“To ask the Chief Executive to please outline what criteria is used in responding to requests for the installation of new litter bins.  Clondalkin Tidy Towns have identified locations where they feel new bins are badly needed.  Among the locations would be outside the Civic Offices, at the bus stop at Riversdale on the Watery Lane and in the Village centre adjacent to Four Star pizza. 

In some cases, such as at Riversdale, there has been a positive response, but still no bin has appeared.  In the case of the Civic Offices site, no satisfactory response has been given. The problem of scramblers and motorbikes is a major issue in some parks in the Clondalkin area, especially St Cuthberts Park and in parts of North Clondalkin.  To ask the Chief Executive what can the Council do in relation to this problem?

REPLY:
The use of any motorised vehicles in parks or public open spaces is prohibited under Section 3 of the Parks and Open Spaces Bye-laws 2011. 

3. Traffic:- 

      3.1 Save with the permission of the Council, no person shall bring into a Park any Mechanically Propelled Vehicle which includes for the avoidance of doubt motorcycles, motor-cross / quad bikes or other powered vehicles. Such vehicles may be removed from the park / open space by An Garda Siochana.
      3.2  Where a Mechanically Propelled Vehicle is permitted access to a Park (e.g. Council fleet, commercial suppliers), the vehicle shall be driven carefully subject to a maximum speed limit of 20kph on the authorised routes within the Park, other than where expressly permitted by the Council.
Where local residents witness such unauthorised use taking place, they should report such incidents to the Gardaí who are authorised under the Bye-laws to take action.

The Council's Rents Team in association with the  Housing Welfare Service also work closely with other services and agencies including  M.A.B.S. (Money Advice & Budgeting Service), St. Vincent de Paul and Focus Ireland to actively support and encourage Council tenants to address their rent arrears.

In the period 01/01/14 to 30/11/14, 32 Notices to Quit were served on Council tenants from the Clondalkin LEA due to rent arrears.  In the same period, 61 cases relating to rent arrears within the area of this Committee were listed in the District Court (including a number of NTQs served in 2013), in respect of which the District Court granted Warrants for Possession in 19 cases, 36 cases were adjourned to 2015 (where tenants had made significant efforts to reduce their arrears) and 5 cases were struck out where tenants had cleared their arrears in full.  In the same period only one eviction within area of this Committee was carried out (where NTQ was served in 2013).

· Contribution towards support services such as Focus Ireland Tallaght, Homeless Advice Unit, Focus Ireland Tenancy Sustainment Service; SLI Visiting Support Service through Dublin Simon, Focus Ireland New Presenters Support Service; Focus Ireland Homeless Action Team, Housing First Intake Team and Housing First Visiting Support Team 

SDCC’s Homeless Services Unit offers the following: 

1. Advice/Assessment 

2. Bed Placement 

3. Completion of Housing Needs Assessment 

4. Sign up for Social Housing 

5. Sli Service - which aids the establishment and maintenance of a tenancy once signed for over a period of time in accordance of need

An Endangerment Notice was served on the owners of the above location on 20th May 2011 requiring the following:

"That within a period of 8 weeks from the date on which this Notice comes into effect to carry out the following works before the 17th August 2011

Works Considered Necessary

(i) Remove all external loose items and hazardous debris from the site, including any items that are in danger of falling such as roof tiles and members.  Any loose roof tiles should be salvaged and suitably stored for their future re-use.

(ii) Reinstate a permanent roof to match the original roof in design, profile and materials as per the original.  Any salvaged material i.e. roof and ridge tiles should be re-used.  Details of how the replacement roof will be constructed and how the existing chimneys will be safeguarded during the roof construction should be submitted to the Planning Authority for its approval, within four weeks of the date of the Notice (i.e. on/before 17th June 2011).

All works shall be undertaken in accordance with best conservation practice, have a reversible impact and not cause undue permanent harm to the existing fabric of the building. On approval you are required to carry out the said measures within a period of 8 weeks from the date the notice comes into effect under Section 62 of the said Act."

Legal Proceedings were initiated in November 2011 for non-compliance with the above Endangerment Notice.  A conviction was granted against the Owners, LBJ Properties Limited, in the District Court on the 4th March 2014, wherein the court ordered that the Endangerment Notice be complied with within 6 months.”
