"To ask the Manager for an update on Planning Application SD05A/0615?"

REPLY:
Planning application Register Reference SD05A/0615 was received on 22-Jul-2005 from Michael Burke & John Staunton for a proposed development at Bolton Hall, Ballyboden Road and No 163 Ballyboden Road, Rathfarnham, Co. Dublin.


The proposed development comprises (1) Demolition of existing single storey cottage type dwelling at no. 163 Ballyboden Road. (2) Development of 36 no. residential units comprising 1 no. 2 storey four bedroom detached gatehouse, 6 no. 3 storey over basement 5/6 bedroom detached house, 18 no. 3 storey 3/4 bedroom terraced townhouses, 1 no. 2 storey 4 bedroom end terraced houses, 2 no. 2 storey 3 bedroom house, 1 no. 2 storey 3 bedroom end terrace house, 2 no. 3 storey 5 bedroom detached houses, 1 no. 2 storey 3 bedroom house which will replace the original dwelling at no 163 Ballyboden Road.  The restoration and extension of the original coach house to comprise 2 no. 2 storey and 1 no. 2 storey plus mezzanine 4 bedroom units, the restoration of Bolton Hall which is a protected structure to accommodate a single dwelling in an existing two storey dwelling. (3) 70 no. surface carparking spaces and provision of new vehicular access from Ballyboden Road (4) Demolition of single storey out buildings and lean-to structures and removal of sections of garden walls and railings (all within the curtilage of Bolton Hall, a protected structure) (5) 1 no. ESB sub-station and all ancillary site development works and landscaping works including provision of bridge culvert structure; all development to take place on site of c.1.923 hectares.

The following Additional Information was requested on 13-Sep-2005:

1. The applicant is requested to submit revised plans showing the following:
(i) the proposed access road relocated from the rear of Bolton Hall to the eastern side of the stream. The applicant should note that a revised road layout may result in the omission of units 33 and/or 34. 
(ii) re-position units 27-32 so that the rear gardens of these houses back onto the rear garden of Bolton Hall. The applicant should also submit details of proposed boundary treatment.
(iii) units 27-32 should be re-orientated so that they would face the re-located access road. The applicant should note that the re-positioning of these dwellings may result in the omission of some houses in order to ensure that view and character of Bolton Hall would not be compromised.
2. The applicant is proposing dwellings that would back onto existing houses in Glendoher Avenue, Glendoher Drive, Glendoher Close and Ballyboden Road. From the information submitted it is unclear if the proposed development would result in overlooking of existing dwellings and therefore the applicant is requested to submit cross sections showing the relationship between the proposed dwellings and existing dwellings including finished floor levels of existing and proposed dwellings.
3. The applicant is requested to submit revised plans for Unit 1 as the proposed flank wall and brick boundary wall with recessed panels are considered inappropriate in terms of urban design and negative impact on the setting of a Protected Structure. The applicant is also requested to submit photomontages indicating the impact of Unit 1 upon the entrance gates and the view along the avenue to Bolton Hall.
4. The applicant is requested to submit the following in relation to Unit 35 :
i) revised plans which take cognisance of the existing  terrace of cottages along Ballyboden Road in terms of design, scale, and stepped plan. The proposed two storey house should be revised to provide a contextually appropriate termination of the Ballyboden Road terrace.
ii) The plans should be revised so that the minimum standard for private amenity space as set out in the South Dublin County Development Plan 2004-2010 is adhered to.
5. The applicant is requested to submit revised plans and elevations for Unit 33 as the presentation of a flank wall to the road is unacceptable. The applicant should ensure that any redesign does not result in overlooking of Ballyboden Cottages.
6. The applicant is requested to submit revised plans for Unit 2 so that it is set back so as not to interrupt the view of Bolton Hall along the avenue.  The applicant is also requested to submit revised photo montages. These photo montages should show any proposed setback and all proposed boundary treatment to the north of unit 2.
7. The applicant should be requested to submit revisions to Unit 24-26 showing the following:
(i) The ridges of the roof to the proposed extension the same height or lower than the original building and hipped to front behind a parapet. 
(ii) No openings broken in the pilaster-like piers which border each part of the elevation. 
(iii) The extension should be slightly recessed to indicate the extent of the original composition.
8. The applicant is requested to submit confirmation of the phasing of the development to ensure that the repair of the Protected Structure is completed prior to occupation of new units.
9. The applicant is requested to submit a revised site layout so that units 22 and 23 are omitted in order to mitigate the visual and physical impact on the industrial buildings.
10. The applicant is requested to submit an outline specification and method statement indicating the type of proposed works to all existing structures, including the former coach house building, folly, ruins and entrance gates, to prioritise the repair of elements over replacement and require the use of appropriate treatments, in accordance with highest conservation standards. All new windows required in Bolton Hall and industrial buildings should be on environmentally sustainable hardwoods or best quality softwood and painted.
11. The applicant is requested to submit a more detailed landscape plan with bill of quantities and full works specification (including timescale for implementation) for the development of all landscaped areas within the proposed development, as well as a maintenance programme for a period of at least eighteen months.  The landscape plan should be prepared by an appropriately qualified Landscape Architect and should address and include detailed proposals and specifications as follows: 

-
 Detailed specifications for contouring (existing and proposed), grading, top soiling, seeding, paths, seating, drainage, and tree and shrub planting as necessary.

-
Provision of a children's play area and to ensure its supervision from within the proposed development and detailed specifications for the provision of suitable facilities for children's play (including equipment in accordance with current E.U. Standards).  Details to include specifications for the ground treatment, and specifications for equipment appropriate for children of 12 years and below.

-
Details of the locations, sizes and specifications or spacing for the proposed planting.

-
Detailed proposals for the landscape treatment of the ruins.

-
Detailed specifications for boundary treatment of the site perimeter and for the boundary treatments of the various private and semi-private open spaces within the proposed development.

-
Detailed proposals for the landscape treatment of the watercourse and its banks to enhance its amenity value within the proposed development as well as design details and specifications for associated bridges and culverts.

-
The above works are to be in accordance with South Dublin County Council's Guidelines for Open Space Development & Taking in Charge available from the Parks and Landscape Services Department.

12. The applicant is requested to submit Tree Protective drawing 1018-TP-01.
13. The applicant is requested to submit a revised Tree Survey drawing to show all the trees on the site, including the individual trees in the stand located to the west of the site.
14. The applicant is requested to submit sections showing the river and embankments as it exists currently and as proposed.
15. There are currently reports of anti-social behaviour occurring at the subsidary access leading from the site to Glendoher Close and the applicant is requested to submit details of any proposals to combat this and details of proposed boundary treatments.
16. The applicant is requested to submit the following:
i) Revised junction of the rear laneway with the access road which will provide for adequate vision splay and angle of approach and may involve relocation of the gateway and boundary wall.
ii) The last 10 metres (outside gates) of egress to Glendoher Road should be realigned to meet the public road at right angles.
iii) Details of the drop barrier (to prevent vehicles exiting via the Ballyboden Road access).


17. Insufficient information has been provided regarding materials and finishes. The applicant is requested to submit a materials board outlining materials proposed.


The Additional Information requested has not been submitted to date.

QUESTION:    Councillor M. Ardagh
"To ask the Manager for an update on Planning Application No. SD04A/0949 - Ashfield College?"

REPLY:
Planning application Register Reference SD04A/0949 was received from Mr. Joe Griffin on 17-Dec-2004 for a proposed development at Ashfield College, Templeogue Road, Templeogue, Dublin 6W.

The proposed development comprises development of site of 0.44ha. The development will consist of the demolition of buildings on the site, including the main school building and prefabricated portacabins (but not including Palmville building/old stable block complex at the south of the site, which will be retained); the widening of the existing vehicular entrance and the construction of a three storey over basement apartment block, containing a total of 45 no. apartments (36 no. 2 bedroom and 9 no. 1 bedroom units), with a gross floor space of 3,610sq.m. with an additional 1,422sq.m. basement providing car parking for 59 no. cars, bicycle storage areas and a refuse storage area;  surface car parking will be provided for a further 6 no. cars; the existing boundary walls will be retained save where the vehicular entrance is widened and the two existing entrances to the site from the lane to the south of the site, will be closed up and new section of boundary wall will be erected to match existing; the development will also consist of hard and soft landscaping, ancillary plant and all other necessary site development works above and below ground.

The following Additional Information was requested on 15-Feb-2005:

1. The current proposed density of 45 units per acre is in excess of the maximum densities contained within the Development Plan.  Therefore, the applicant is requested to submit a revised scheme which indicates the density of the site reduced to 30 units per acre.  Revised drawings indicating these changes should be submitted.  The applicant is requested to ascertain the Roads Requirements for parking for the reduced number of apartments.
2. The Planning Authority have concerns regarding the following issues and request revised drawings to address these issues:
(i) The scale of the apartment block is over 4m higher than the adjacent properties.  This variance is too great and would significantly impact upon the adjoining area, therefore amendments are requested.  The proposal should be stepped down at the edges to take account of surrounding two storey development.
(ii)  The applicant is requested to address any overlooking issues that are created with adjacent dwellings and apartment no.s 13, 28 & 43 and the building conguous to the northern boundary of the site.
(ii) The current development which is approximately 50m in width presents a bulky appearance to the main road.  Therefore, the applicant is requested to consider alternative design and reduce the bulky nature of the apartment block.
(iv) Details of materials to the elevations of the apartments are required.
3. The applicant is advised that the current open space proposal is unacceptable and requires amendments.
(i) The applicant is referred to Section 11.11.7 of the South Dublin County Council Development Plan which sets out requirements for balconies.  The current proposal is not in compliance and revisions are required accordingly.
4. The applicant is requested to agree with the Parks and Landscape Services Department and submit to the Planning Department a detailed landscape plan with full works specification (including timescale for implementation), maintenance programme for a period of at least eighteen months and bill of quantities for the development of all landscaped areas.  This plan should include grading, top-soiling, seeding, paths, drainage, boundary treatment, planting and street trees planting as necessary.  The applicant should relocate any proposed paths away from under the crown spreads of the trees to be retained on the site. These works should be in accordance with South Dublin County Council's Guidelines for Open Space Development & Taking in Charge available from the Parks and Landscape Services Department.

The applicant is also requested to submit a schedule of public and private amenity space.
5. The applicant is requested to submit detailed proposals for the provision of suitable facilities for children's play (including equipment in accordance with current E.U. Standards) to be located on the areas of semi-private open space. Details should include specifications for the ground treatment, and specifications of equipment appropriate for children of 12 years and below.
6. The open space areas within the development will not be taken in charge by South Dublin County Council.  The applicant is requested to submit a Draft Management Plan in relation to the proposed maintenance and management of all open spaces, landscape areas and associated planting provided within the development.
7. The applicant's proposal to discharge foul water and surface water from the site into an existing combined sewer is not acceptable. The applicant is requested to submit revised plans showing full and complete separation of foul and surface water systems.
8. The applicant is requested to provide calculations for the sizing of the stormwater storage facilities necessary to limit runoff from the site. The maximum allowable surface water runoff from this site should be  limited to 2l/s/ha to comply with Dublin City Council attenuation requirements.
9. The applicant is requested to submit a watermain layout for the proposed development. This should show clearly pipe sizes, pipe class, pipe route, location of all valves and hydrants as well as the point of the proposed connection to the existing public watermains. No part of any building should be more than 46 m from the nearest hydrant. The new watermain should be looped or interconnected, to facilitate self- cleansing, rather than terminating in duckfoot hydrants.

10. The applicant is requested to submit a design statement demonstrating that they key five principles intensification, diversity, accessibility, design quality and integration, have been considered (as per Section 11.2.iv of the South Dublin County Development Plan 2004-2010).  

The Additional Information was submitted on 29/07/05.  The applicant was advised that a newspaper notice was required indicating the submission of the Additional Information.  The newspaper notice was submitted and the Additional Information was registered on 26-Sep-2005.

A decision is due in this case on or before 21st October, 2005.

LONGWOOD PARK/STONEPARK ABBEY

QUESTION:    Councillor C. Keane

“To ask the Manager to report on the current position on the taking in charge of Longwood Park and Stonepark Abbey, and to outline outstanding issues?”

REPLY:

The development at Stonepark Abbey, Rathfarnham was carried out by M. & N. O’Grady Development Ltd.

The developer was requested in November 2003 to submit “as constructed” drawings of all the services in Stonepark Abbey.  In addition a certificate from a structural engineer on the boundary wall at the Old Convent ground was also requested.

Despite further requests in June and August 2005 for the submission of the above documentation, there is no record of the receipt of same.

In view of the failure to respond to the above requests a notice has been served on the developer. This notice states that unless a proposal is received by the 21st November, 2005 that the Council will have no option but to engage the services of a consultant engineer to carry out a survey of the estate and to produce "as constructed" drawings in respect of the roads and services. It will also be necessary to carry out an inspection in order to certify the integrity of the boundary wall at the Old Convent ground. 

The necessary finance to fund the requirements, as set out above, and any necessary works to bring the estate to taking in charge standard, will be sequestered from the security lodged by the developer. 

The roads and services in Longwood Park were taken-in-charge by the Council at its meeting of 13th November 1995.

 "That this Council recommends that a minimum distance of 100 mtrs. be included in the written statement between mobile communication masts/antennae and residential areas/schools/hospitals-.

REPLY:
Planning application Register Reference SD05A/0752 was received from Hutchison 3G Ireland Limited on 08-Sep-2005 for a 25m high cellular tree carrying 3 no. antenna and 2 no. radio link dishes for Hutchison and 3 no. antenna and 2 no. radio link dishes for Meteor, with associated equipment, outdoor cabinets and fencing for a new 3G broadband network, at Good Counsel Pitch and Putt Club, Edmondstown Road, Ballyboden, Dublin 16.

The nearest residential dwelling is 26.5m from the proposed development.

A decision is due in this case on or before 01-Nov-2005.

Paragraph 12.10.1.iii of the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2004-2010 states:

“A minimum distance of approximately 100 metres shall be provided between mobile communication masts/ antennae and residential areas/ schools/hospitals. This requirement shall not apply in the case of planning applications relating to sites where planning permission for such development has previously been granted.”

A letter has issued to the developer stating that unless proposals to complete this development to taking in charge standard are received by the 17th November, 2005 the Council will have no option but to sequester the security held and utilise it to carry out the outstanding works. 

The Building Control Section will continue to monitor this development to ensure that it is completed to the required standard.

Terms were issued to the Department of Education and Science some time ago in relation to both the disposal of the site for the permanent school and also for a temporary letting of the portion of the site which has been occupied by the school for the past three years, pending both parties being in a position to complete the transaction for the overall site. The Department has not confirmed their acceptance of the terms issued in either case and accordingly no formal agreement exists for the current occupation of the site by the School.  

The main difficulty in progressing the disposal lies with a portion of the now disused Old Knocklyon Road which traverses the site. A small section of this road comprises unregistered land and the Council is endeavouring to identify the owners with a view to acquiring title to same.  The original title documents to the adjoining lands which were acquired by the Council in 1980 have been forwarded to a Solicitor, who has been engaged to advise the Council in relation to the registration of title, to ascertain if these parties held an interest in the site of the public road.  As can be appreciated, until such time as the Council is registered to all of the land, the disposal cannot be advanced.

As reported to the Area Committee Meeting held on 7th June 2005 under Motion No. 3, the land in question has been dedicated to the Council but title has not transferred.  The Company which developed the estate has since gone into liquidation.  However the acquisition of title to these lands is again being examined by Solicitors engaged by the Council. 

In the meantime, the request by two adjoining residents to acquire the grassed areas was circulated to various Departments of the Council and relevant statutory agencies for examination.

The Roads Department subsequently reported that the 1 metre width of footpath presently available would not be sufficient if it was bounded by boundary walls instead of grass as at present. Accordingly Roads Department would require a 2 metre strip to be retained and surfaced as a pathway if the proposed disposal proceeds.

The Planning Department has expressed reservations about the disposal of any portion of the lands as it is considered that reducing the width of the pathway by enclosing it within high walls may result in an increase in anti-social behaviour and reduce the effectiveness of this important link footpath.

The ESB has also confirmed that it has services running through this pathway to the sub-station at the rear and will need to retain access for maintenance purposes. They have been requested to indicate whether access over all or a portion of the area would be required and this information is awaited. 

On receipt of the report from the ESB and in the event of the Council acquiring title to the lands, the matter will be further considered.”

“Following an inspection and subsequent report by the Council’s Engineer, in November 2004 the owners of the site known as Greenhills Shopping arcade, St. James Road, Walkinstown, Dublin were served with a Notice under the Derelict Sites Act 1990, to carry out certain works to render this site non derelict.  The works included, (a) Reconstruction of fence to secure the site, (b) demolishing of the walls and buildings within the site, (c) the site to be cleared of all rubble and maintained in a clean and tidy condition.  The works required were carried out and the site was rendered non derelict.  An inspection was carried out as recently as 20th October 2005, and the Council’s Engineer is satisfied that the site is not derelict.  The site is being constantly monitored, to ensure that it remains in a not derelict state.

Planning Permission was granted by the Council in April 2004 for the construction of “a three storey over basement retail / apartment building.  The development will comprise of a basement level car park area 1,852sq. m, 7 retail units to ground floor area 1,468 sq. m with 2 storeys over, housing 4 two bedroom apartments and 8 one bedroom apartments per floor area 923 sq. m each, including associated site works.  The site works will include altering the existing vehicular entrance and the provision of car parking”.

To date, the Councils Planning Department has not received a Commencement Notice in respect of this permission.

As the site is not at present considered to be derelict within the meaning of the Derelict Sites Act 1990 and in light of the proposal to develop the site, it is not proposed to take steps to acquire same.  However the location will be constantly monitored to ensure it is maintained in a clean and tidy condition.”  
A discussion ensued to which Councillors E. Walsh, C. Keane and M. Ardagh contributed.  Ms. M. The Council’s Inspector contacted the developer who had already erected palisade fencing as a boundary between the old section of the school and the surrounding property.  Shuttering had been fitted to all the windows and doors of the building, with sheets of ply and chipboard to prevent unauthorised access.  The remaining sections of the boundary are formed by a wall dividing the school grounds and neighbouring housing.  Some of the shuttering had been removed as a result of vandalism and antisocial behaviour.  The developer of the site undertook to secure the site again.  A re-inspection is scheduled for the end of the current week to ensure works have been carried out to secure the site.  The site will be monitored to ensure that it remains in a non derelict and safe condition. 

While planning permission had been refused for planning application SD04A/0710, the developer submitted a new planning application SD05A/0847 on 14th October 2005 a decision is due on 7th December 2005.  If planning permission is granted the developer will demolish the old building, to facilitate the proposed new development.”

“The Draft Register of Electors for 2006/07 is now being compiled.  Council inspectors have commenced door to door visits to ascertain who is living at a particular address. If there is no reply at the door an RFA form is posted through the letterbox, which should then be completed by the householder(s) for any persons 18 years of age or over resident at that address wishing to be on the register of electors and sent back to SDCC by freepost.  Based on information received from the Inspectors and from returned RFA forms the register is then updated.   The draft register is published on the 1st  November.  Any person whose name does not appear on the draft may still apply to have their details included on the Register by completing an RFA1 form (Claims form) and returning same to SDCC by 25th November.  

It must be noted that the Register is compiled in accordance with the Legislation and utilising the documentation,( RFA forms) set out  by the Department of the Environment, Heritage  & Local Government. (Register procedure)

Alternative methods of compiling the Register could be based on dates of birth or PPS numbers but such methods would be dependant on appropriate legislation being drafted and passed by the Oireachtas.  An electoral list system has been under examination by the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government but there are timescale issues inherent in the list system which require further examination.

It must be noted that the responsibility for ensuring the right to vote rests with the individual citizen but every opportunity is given during the compilation of the draft Register and the Supplement before a poll to ensure that potential voters have an opportunity to check that they are on the Register. In compiling the Register the objective is to ensure that all eligible voters are given an opportunity to participate in the democratic process.

Current procedures and practices are constantly reviewed by Corporate Services Department with the intention of ensuring that every possible effort and means is utilized in making the register as accurate as possible. In addition, as well as the usual departmental roadshow where notices are distributed to all libraries, post offices, garda stations and community centres, application forms are included with the HEG application forms where applicable and are available at the Customer Care Counter particularly for Housing Transfer Applications. Applications can also be downloaded from the council website and people can check on line whether they are on the electoral register.


A pilot project has been undertaken by Fingal County Council with regard to compiling the Register of Electors, whereby the inspectors have been supplied with laptops for updating the register.  The success or otherwise of this undertaking will be considered for possible use by SDCC next year.”
