"To ask the Chief Executive for a report on the success or otherwise of the maintenance schedule for the laneways in Palmerstown and to include in the answer how often the laneways have been cleaned since September 2014, if all laneways have been included, how much and what type of material has been removed and to confirm that ALL of each laneway is cleaned and that the set-backs, or recesses, for gateways and/or garages are included, and that the grass/shrubbery areas are cleaned as these are part of the public laneways, are often where dumping takes place but in some cases have material left untouched for over 12 months."
REPLY:
The laneway cleaning programme was designed to initially schedule cleanups to take place on a 6 week rotating cycle with a review of frequencies to occur after 3 months. The programme commenced operation in April 2014 and all laneways were cleaned of dumped material systematically over the first 6 week period. During the second 6 week period efforts were concentrated on the removal of vegetation in addition to waste removal. This was followed up by the application of herbicides during June and July. It became apparent during this period that the volume and frequency of waste being dumped exceeded the resources available to keep the lanes clean on the 6 week period as initially proposed. The programme was therefore modified and currently all lanes are inspected on a weekly basis and waste material removed where it is present. The most heavily littered lanes are prioritised first.

The type of material removed includes builder’s rubble, skip bags, bottles & cans, mattresses, household furniture, green waste, televisions and domestic waste. Due to the variety and size of waste found in the laneways, a number of methods are used to collect it. This includes removal by hand, by JCB or by grab truck. It is not possible to quantify the waste removed as it is not segregated from other waste collected at various locations in the County during the course of the day.

Set-backs/recesses, for gateways and/or garages are cleaned during the course of works. On occasions where building type material is present in these locations for a long period of time, the property owner is contacted to determine the status of the material. Quite often the material is subsequently removed by the property owner. Not all set-backs/recesses are in public ownership. Individuals who wish to establish the status of the area behind their property would need to contact the Property Registration Authority.

Dumped material which is found on the periphery of grass/shrubbery areas adjacent to the laneways are cleaned while laneway cleanups are taking place. One area which would not be included in this is the grass/shrubbery area in the lane behind Oakcourt Grove/Close and Drive. This area is in private ownership as previously reported under Motion 10 at the Lucan Area Committee Meeting in December 20l2.

The lanes have been cleaned 6 times in September, 4 times in October, 3 times in November, 2 times in December and 2 times in January.

"That the Chief Executive reports on the Council's response regarding the latest incidents involving fires at the Christmas tree recycling location on Beech Park Green in Lucan, where a significant amount of trees were set alight, as well as updating members on what incidents, if any, occured at Sarsfield Park open space, Haydens Lane Car Park, Foxborough open space, Glenaulin Park and Woodfarm Acres during this period; and furthermore that the Chief Executive undertakes to review current practices including looking at the option of daily collections/monitoring, or alternatively setting up specific shredding days at safer locations, with a report to be presented to members in October so that a final revised arrangement can be agreed for Christmas/New Year 2015/16 and publicised to the necessary extent."
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“The Council provided a Christmas tree recycling service from Tuesday 6th January to Friday 16th January 2015. The public were invited to bring their Christmas trees to any of the 6 locations in the Lucan/Palmerston areas and have them recycled.  The 6 locations were as follows:

1. Beechpark Open Space

2. Sarsfield Park Open space

3. Haydens Lane Car Park in Griffeen Valley Park 

4. Foxborough Park Open space 

5. Glenaulin Park 

6. Woodfarm Acres

The locations chosen provide a convenient area where residents can safely stop in their cars and dispose of their tree.  This distribution of locations is primarily geographically based to ensure maximum uptake on recycling facilities.  Despite the fact that the recycling facilities are provided at no additional cost to the user it is disappointing to note that the facilities are abused.  This occurs in the form of dumping and the burning of trees.  

Records for the last 5 years show that all sites have been subjected to fires with the exception of Sarsfield Park.  In total 20 fires have occurred during this period.  The fires range in size from 2 trees up to 40 trees.  The most common day for trees to be set alight is on Sunday and this accounts for 45% of the fires.  This coincides with the build up of trees that takes place after the shredding operations finish on Saturday and resume again on Monday.  50% of the fires have occurred at Beechpark.  In an effort to prevent fires taking place staff visit each location on a daily basis and removed any trees found.  If required and time permits, a second visit may be made to the busier locations.

The table below sets out the number of trees collected at each of the 6 official collection locations for the period 2011 – 2015.  Included in the table are figures for locations where large scale dumping of Christmas trees consistently occurs on an annual basis.

The following observations can be made on the information in Table 1.

· The number of Christmas trees recycled declined from a maximum of 2,378 in 2011 to 1,570 in 2015.  A reduction of 34%.

· Haydens Lane is the busiest recycling location.  It processed 30% of the trees for the Lucan EA in 2015.  Beechpark was the second busiest with 26%.

· The unauthorised sites of Hillcrest and Weston accounted for 174 trees, 11% of trees processed in 2015.

· Residents stopped dumping trees at the unauthorised site at Esker Depot in 2015 when the Department of Education constructed a school on the site during 2014.

The alternative methods of dealing with the recycling of Christmas trees as identified in the Motion will be examined and a headed item will be brought back to the Lucan ACM in October for consideration.”

“The Council's Public Realm Section plans to commence a countywide baseline survey of all street trees within Council ownership/management during 2015.  This survey will include assessment of street trees in proximity to public lighting.  Any recommendations for proposed tree maintenance works will be incorporated into the Tree Maintenance Programme.  The Council also receives requests on an ongoing basis from public representatives and residents for maintenance of trees in proximity to public lighting at specific locations and these are inspected and prioritised for works on a case by case basis. 

In general, tree pruning will be undertaken where reasonably feasible to address obstruction of a street light where a tree is within 5m of the lighting column. Where a tree is within 2m of a lighting column, the removal of the tree is considered to be the most appropriate long-term option.  Where a tree is removed from a roadside verge, due to proximity to a public lighting column, a replacement tree will not be planted back into the same verge.”

REAFFIRMS this Council’s commitment, contained in the 2006 Review of the Water Leisure Strategy, to provide a Public Swimming Pool Facility in Lucan;

EXPRESSES it disappointment with the recent decision of an Bord Pleanala to overrule the amendment to Adamstown SDZ planning scheme, made by the elected members of the Council, to require the earlier delivery of a PUBLIC pool in Adamstown or the Greater Lucan Area;

RECOGNISES that the Governments ‘Local Authority Swimming Pool Programme’, which previously provided funding for the development of new public swimming pools in Clondalkin & Tallaght allocated up to €3. 8million of funding for planned new pools (in non-RAPID areas);

ACKNOWLEDGES that, irrespective of whether Government funding is available or not, this Council will have to contribute a substantial investment towards the provision of a Public Swimming Pool Facility in Lucan;

Therefore AGREES to the following three actions, each aimed at seeking to progress a different option to secure delivery of a Public Swimming Pool Facility in Lucan, i.e. this Area Committee:

CALLS on the Ministers for Public Expenditure & Sports to provide funding for a new ‘Local Authority Swimming Pool Programme as part of the planned new Public Capital Investment Programme 2016-2020; and further calls on the Ministers to examine the recommendation contained in the 2008 ‘Value for Money and Policy Review Report’ to bundle new pool projects in a public/private joint venture on a national basis so as to deliver value-for-money;

Noting that the Rolling Capital Programme 2015-2017 provides for income of €10,665,000 from land disposals; 

REQUESTS that the Chief Executive would make a formal written commitment to allocate any proceeds from all land disposals cumulatively exceeding €10,665,000, in the period 2015-2017, to be allocated for the provision of a Public Swimming Pool Facility in Lucan (with particular reference to any future land disposals in the Clonburris SDZ falling within the Lucan electoral area);

Further noting the reply to question No. 8 at the January 2015 Council meeting which outlined the legislative basis by which local authorities and/or ‘off-the-book’ companies established by local authorities may borrow for the purposes of seeking to fund major capital projects in the sports and leisure area;
