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Proposal for Land Use Planning and Transportation Cycling Sub Group

The growth of cycling numbers in the last few years is significant; some of this can be attributed to the provision of cycling infrastructure. In Dublin City Centre cycling levels have gone from 33,769 cyclists in 2008 (counted at specific road junctions, between 7am and 7pm) to 61,285 in 2013. This represents approximately 8% of overall traffic. The Census 2011 figures show that the percentage of commuters who travel primarily by bike in South Dublin is 3.09% up marginally from 2.77% in the previous Census. There is room for improvement and to increase the modal share of cycling and in the promotion of existing and planned infrastructure. The establishment of a cycling sub-group is seen as central to achieving this.
The objective is to bring together people with an interest in cycling to contribute to and influence the services that the Council provides for cyclists and to encourage more people of all ages to cycle more often in a safe environment.

The work areas that are proposed are: 
1. Educational/ Promotional: to share information and advice on cycling issues and support cycle training. To promote and encourage responsible cycling
2. Consultative: to comment on and influence National and Council policies, strategies and plans including spending decisions that impact upon cyclists and the existing cycle infrastructure as well as the future development of cycling facilities. 
3. Input, Monitoring and Review: To input, monitor and review:

· Identify problem areas in the County which reduce uptake of cycling

· Condition of cycle routes 
· Proposals for new cycle schemes 

· Progress on implementing the cycling initiatives
Proposal for Membership

· Dublin Cycling Campaign

· Local cycling club 

· School/Parents associations with an interest in cycle promotion
· Cycling industry e.g. cycle traders, bike shops, repair and training providers
