Zoning to West of County

That this Council notes the designation in the Draft Core Strategy Settlement Hierarchy of rural areas to the West of the County; and directs the Chief Executive to protect the lands (between the N4 & N7) to the west of the R120 Lucan to Newcastle from excessive development or any new residential rezoning, instead allowing only:

- Sustainable plan-led residential development on lands subject to the Adamstown SDZ and Newcastle LAP;

· Commercial development as part of a phased, sustainable expansion of the Grange Castle/Profile Park lands; and
· Appropriate individual developments as would be permitted under the existing land zonings.

REPORT:
The County Development Plan is required to incorporate an evidence-based Core Strategy that demonstrates consistency with the development objectives of the National Spatial Strategy and Regional Planning Guidelines, especially with regard to settlement hierarchy and population and housing targets.

The draft Core Strategy incorporates a settlement hierarchy that is derived from the RPG’s Settlement Hierarchy.

· Consolidation Areas within the Gateway are identified as priority areas for development. They incorporate lands to the east of the M50 and south of the Dodder. There is identified potential for consolidation of the existing built form through infill development; for redevelopment of brownfield lands along the Naas Road and at Walkinstown; and on LAP lands at Ballycullen and Oldcourt.

· The Metropolitan Consolidation Towns of Tallaght, Lucan and Clondalkin are designated growth areas under the RPG’s and are identified as priority areas for development. There is identified potential on SDZ sites at Adamstown and Clonburris; for redevelopment of brownfield lands adjacent to Clondalkin and Tallaght Town Centres; and on smaller sites within the built footprint.

· While potential is identified on zoned lands at Saggart/Citywest, Newcastle and Rathcoole, these settlements are not priority growth areas under the RPGs and will develop at a more incremental pace based on the delivery of social, physical and transport infrastructure (Saggart/Citywest) and local need (Newcastle/Rathcoole).

· Development in rural areas will be subject to a local need policy.
The settlement strategy seeks to focus a high proportion of new development into established areas, to maximise efficiencies from established physical and social infrastructure and to limit environmental impacts.

The motion is consistent with the draft Core Strategy and is therefore considered acceptable.

This motion would directly conflict with the requirements of the Planning and Development Act.

REPORT:
The draft Core Strategy promotes consolidation in established areas with a view to maximizing efficiencies from established physical and social infrastructure, insuring the ongoing viability of established physical and social infrastructure and limiting the environmental impacts of growth. This motion is overly restrictive. It would limit the potential for consolidation within identified growth centres. This is inconsistent with the draft Core Strategy and with development objectives of the NSS and RPGs which seek to consolidate the metropolitan area of Dublin.

Liffey Valley Shopping Centre and environs

That this Council recognises Liffey Valley Shopping Centre and environs as a designed Level 2 retail centre; but further acknowledges that the area will never represent a ‘Town Centre’ in the traditional sense; and therefore directs the Chief Executive to review the zoning and settlement hierarchy designation of these lands; and to include an action to require the preparation of a new approved plan for these lands, as well for the Fonthill Retail Park and other nearby appropriate lands; which will address matters such as future retail planning, enterprise and tourism development, urban design, traffic management and the social and community regeneration and development of adjoining residential areas; while protecting the civic centrality and commercial viability of both Lucan and Clondalkin Village.

REPORT:
Liffey Valley functions as a regional shopping centre and the wider mix of uses that normally characterise a town centre have not emerged at this location. The potential for a mixed use town centre is restricted due to access constraints and a fragmented local catchment. The future role of Liffey Valley needs to be reviewed in the context of the County’s settlement and retail hierarchy. A retail focused designation that is consistent with the Level 2 designation in the Regional retail hierarchy, supported by a revised Local Area Plan is considered to be the appropriate response. The wider town centre role can then be reinforced at more appropriate locations.

The South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2016 – 2022 will seek to increase the flexibility of existing housing stock through policies on sub-division and adaptability.
The sub-division of larger housing units to a high standard has the potential to address low occupancy rates, revitalise areas with stagnant and falling populations and to meet the housing needs of smaller households. Subject to safeguards to ensure that residential amenity is not comprised sub-division is considered acceptable.

The Quality Housing for Sustainable Communities (DoEHLG, 2007) guidelines recognises the need for adaptability in housing, stating that the typical family dwelling will be required to meet the needs of infants, young children, adults and older people, either separately or in combination at various stages of its lifecycle and that adaptable housing solutions are needed to accommodate these varying needs.

The guidelines set out to ensure that residential densities are appropriate to their location while making efficient use of existing and planned services and resources including zoned lands. In general, government policy promotes densities that take account of the surrounding context with higher densities promoted only on infill sites that are proximate to public transport and community and shopping facilities.

The South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2016 – 2022 can seek to ensure that the density of infill housing schemes is appropriate to the surrounding context.

Recommendation:
It is recommended that this motion is adopted with amendment.

That the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2016-2022 will seek to ensure that the density of infill housing schemes is appropriate to the surrounding context.

- allow for the limited development of appropriate new retail warehousing on a site(s) at or adjacent to existing retails centres, to be specifically identified in the Development Plan and to be subject to an approved plan which will include both an urban design masterplan and retail impact assessment; and requests the Chief Executive to further consult with the Land Use Planning & Transportation SPC on this matter.

The Guidelines identify five key policy objectives to be progressed by planning authorities as follows:

1. Ensuring that retail development is plan-led.

2. Promoting city/town centre vitality through a sequential approach to development.

3. Securing competitiveness in the retail sector by actively enabling good quality development proposals to come forward in suitable locations.

4. Facilitating a shift towards increased access to retailing by public transport, cycling and walking.

5. Delivering quality urban design outcomes.
While the strategic elements of this motion are supported, it is considered to be overly specific with regard to floorspace caps, amalgamation of units and locations for retail warehousing and inconsistent with the Retail Planning Guidelines.

The LAP includes strategies in terms of access, movement, built form and landscaping for the village. These strategies set out to enhance links within the village, upgrade streets, improve public access to the Priory Lands and ensure that new development protects the historic character of the village. It is also an objective to protect views towards the Priory and St. Maelruan’s
The identification, funding and carrying out of works within Tallaght would be more relevant and realisable in partnership with landowners including Tallaght IT, the Dominican Priory and St. Maelruan’s under the South Dublin County Heritage Plan 2010 – 2015, South Dublin County Council’s Tourism Strategy or South Dublin County Council’s Local Economic and Community Plan. The latter two strategic documents are currently being drafted for adoption as a reserved function.

Part 8 public realm improvement works for Tallaght Village are currently on display for public consultation under the Villages Initiative. Approval of these works is a reserved function.

South Dublin County Council will continue to work with the National Transport Authority in order to facilitate and secure major public transport projects that benefit the development of the County. It is noted that the DART underground or Interconnector that would link the Dublin-Kildare Railway line to the City Centre. The project has however been postponed for consideration in advance of the next capital programme.

Major development areas along the Dublin-Kildare railway line generally fall within the Adamstown or Clonburris Strategic Development Zones. Development in these areas is overseen by detailed Strategic Development Zone Planning Schemes that link development to a number of phasing requirements linked to the provision of public transportation, roads and other vital infrastructure.

Mobility Management Plans (MMP) contain a series of definite measures to encourage sustainable travel modes within a development, such as proposals to encourage cycling and walking, car sharing, car pooling, flexible working hours, free bicycles, public transport promotions, etc. South Dublin County Council may also seek by way of a condition attached to a planning permission, the appointment of a full-time Mobility Management Manager.
