REPORT:

The South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2016 – 2022 will seek to increase the flexibility of existing housing stock through policies on sub-division or modification.

The sub-division of larger housing units to a high standard has the potential to address low occupancy rates, revitalise areas with stagnant and falling populations and to meet the housing needs of smaller households. Subject to safeguards to ensure that residential amenity is not comprised, sub-division is considered acceptable.

Recommendation

It is recommended that this motion is adopted with amendment.

That the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2016 – 2022 will include policies and objectives to support the sub-division or modification of residential units at suitable locations subject to appropriate safeguards.

REPORT:

This motion is considered overly prescriptive. The Development Plan will include policies and objectives in relation to the design of multi-unit schemes having regard to DoECLG guidance documents such as Sustainable Urban Housing: Design Standards for New Apartments (2007), Sustainable Residential Development in Urban Areas Guidelines (2009), and Quality Housing for Sustainable Communities (2009).

Recommendation:
It is recommended that the Motion be adopted with amendment.

That the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2016 – 2022 will include policies and objectives in relation to the design of multi-unit schemes and have regard to DoECLG guidance documents such as Sustainable Urban Housing: Design Standards for New Apartments (2007), Sustainable Residential Development in Urban Areas Guidelines (2009), and Quality Housing for Sustainable Communities (2009).

It was AGREED to amend the Motion as follows:
‘The County Development Plan shall seek to promote/encourage ‘on street front doors’ in multi-unit developments where such an approach would enhance the community safety of the development for residents and assist in limiting possible anti-social behaviour centring around internal communal areas within the developments such as hallways, stairwells and corridors.’
The Motion as further AMENDED was AGREED.
Retail and Centres
DPM149/0215 Item ID: 42775

It was proposed by Councillor W. Lavelle, Co-sponsored by Councillor Colm Brophy and seconded by Mayor F. Warfield

Retail Planning

That this Council directs the Chief Executive to include a Retail Strategy in the new Development Plan which strategically seeks to:

- support existing retail centres, particularly in our County’s traditional town and village centres;

- limit the development or expansion of out-of-town or edge-of-town retailing;

- support the development of smaller and medium sized supermarkets and retails outlets in preference to hypermarket-scale outlet;

- recognises the need to provide for the limited development of an appropriate new retail warehousing location in our County so as address local demand and reduce retail leakage to surrounding counties;

Therefore directs the Chief Executive to include supporting new policies, objectives & actions in the Development Plan to:

- support the viability and vitality of traditional village and town centres and promote opportunities for appropriate retail development in these centres;

- protect the vitality of retail mix in existing permitted multi-unit retail centres by generally limiting the amalgamation or replacement of multiples unit with a single tenant;

- promote the development of smaller and medium sized retail stores, generally not in excess of 1,500 sq.m of net retail area;

- generally limit the expansion of proposed new ‘Shop-Major Sales Outlets’ in excess of 1,500 sq.m of net retail area;

- allow for the limited development of appropriate new retail warehousing on a site(s) at or adjacent to existing retails centres, to be specifically identified in the Development Plan and to be subject to an approved plan which will include both an urban design masterplan and retail impact assessment; and requests the Chief Executive to further consult with the Land Use Planning & Transportation SPC on this matter.

REPORT:
The South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2016-2022 is required to be consistent with the Retail Planning Guidelines for Planning Authorities (2012) and the Greater Dublin Area (GDA) Retail Planning Strategy 2008 – 2016.

The Retail Planning Guidelines for Planning Authorities set out a comprehensive policy framework for retailing to ensure that the planning system continues to play a key role in supporting competitiveness in the retail sector for the benefit of the consumer in accordance with proper planning and sustainable development. The planning system must also promote and support the vitality and viability of city and town centres.

The Guidelines identify five key policy objectives to be progressed by planning authorities as follows:

1. Ensuring that retail development is plan-led. 

2. Promoting city/town centre vitality through a sequential approach to development. 

3. Securing competitiveness in the retail sector by actively enabling good quality development proposals to come forward in suitable locations. 

4. Facilitating a shift towards increased access to retailing by public transport, cycling and walking. 

5. Delivering quality urban design outcomes. 

While the strategic elements of this motion are supported, it is considered to be overly specific with regard to floorspace caps, amalgamation of units and locations for retail warehousing and inconsistent with the Retail Planning Guidelines.

Recommendation
It is recommended that this motion is adopted with amendment.

That the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2016-2022 include a Retail Strategy which strategically seeks to:

· support existing retail centres, particularly in our County’s traditional town and village centres; 

· limit the development or expansion of out-of-town or edge-of-town retailing; 

· support the development of smaller and medium sized supermarkets and retails outlets in preference  to hypermarket-scale outlet; 

· recognise the need to  provide for the development of an appropriate new retail warehousing location in our County, only insofar as is required to address local  demand and reduce retail leakage to surrounding counties. 

 
It was AGREED to amend the Motion as follows:  

Retail Planning
That this Council directs the Chief Executive to include policies, objectives & actions, as part of a Retail Strategy in the new Development Plan, which seek to:
· support the viability and vitality of existing ‘core retail areas’, particularly in our County’s traditional town and village centres;
· define the boundaries of 'core retail areas' in designated level 2, town, village & district centres and include specific objective in the Development Plan relating to their future development;
· limit the development or expansion of out-of-centre retailing (with the exception of appropriately located and scaled neighbourhood retailing)
· assess and identify the need for the future provision of additional convenience retail floorspace in the County 

· support, subject to identified need, the development of smaller and medium sized supermarkets which, if needed, should be provided in or adjacent to existing ‘core retail areas; in preference to superstore and hypermarket outlets, development of which should be generally limited;

· protect the vitality of retail mix in existing permitted multi-unit retail centres by limiting the amalgamation or replacement of all or multiple units with a single tenant;

· assess the need to provide for the development of new retail warehousing in our County, to address local demand and reduce retail leakage to surrounding counties, with a view to allowing for the limited development of appropriate new retail warehousing on a designated site(s) at or adjacent to existing retail centres; and requests the Chief Executive to further consult with the Land Use Planning & Transportation SPC on this matter.
The Motion as further AMENDED was AGREED.
Motions DPM150/0215 - DPM159/0215 discussed at the Development Plan Meeting on 12th February 2015.

DPM160/0215 Item ID 42902
It was proposed by Councillor L. O'Toole and seconded by Mayor F. Warfield
That this Council places a ban on the introduction of new takeaway facilities or change of use to a takeaway within 800m of any school.
REPORT:
The policy and criteria for assessing takeaways can be strengthened to include consideration of cumulative effects, opening hours, proximity to venerable uses such as schools, noise, nuisance and general disturbance.
However, applying a blanket 800m exclusion band from schools is considered overly prescriptive. Schools are often located close to retail centres or other suitable locations for takeaway uses and the provision of an inflexible safeguard measure may have wider impacts that would be detrimental to proper planning and sustainable development of such areas.
Recommendation
It is recommended that the motion is not adopted.
It was AGREED to amend the Motion as follows:  

“That this council places stricter controls on the introduction and change of use and premises of takeaways particular within the vicinity of schools.”
The Motion as AMENDED was AGREED.
TRANSPORT AND MOBILITY
DPM174/0215 Item ID:42872
It was proposed by Councillor G. O'Connell and seconded by Mayor F. Warfield
It shall be an objective of the 2016 - 2022 County Development Plan, in association with the RPA to provide a link between the Dublin-Maynooth and the Dublin Kildare Lines completing the loop as part of a modern public traffic system for the county.
REPORT:
The provision of public transport services within the County is the responsibility of National agencies such as the National Transport Authority (NTA) and Railway Procurement Agency and overseen by strategic planning documents such as the NTA Integrated Implementation Plan 2013-2018 and (Draft) Greater Dublin Area Transport Strategy 2011-2030. There are no current plans to provide a link between the Dublin-Maynooth and Dublin-Kildare lines.

South Dublin County Council can, via the County Development Plan, identify and guide the development of future routes. Caution is needed with regard to the identification of these projects, particularly those which require major financial commitments from Government. There is a concern that the inclusion of specific public transport proposals within the Development Plan that have not been identified within a national/regional plan, or for which a strong cost/benefit analysis can be made, may unduly raise community expectations.
It should be noted that the National Transport Authority is in the process of reviewing the Draft Transport Strategy for the Greater Dublin Area 2011-2030, and preparing a new Transport Strategy for the period 2015 to 2035. Direct representations may be made in this route and any other public transport related matters directly to the NTA Submissions or observations can be made before 5:00pm on Monday, March 2nd 2015.

It was proposed by Councillor D. O'Donovan
That the Council directs the Chief Executive to include a policy on the routing of Tallaght to Rathfarnham BRT south of River Dodder to enhance poorly serviced Knocklyon area and emerging Ballycullen/Oldcourt area.
REPORT:
The provision of public transport within the County is the responsibility of the National Transport Authority. In 2014 The NTA published plans for a number of Bus Rapid Transit routes within Dublin, also known as Swiftway. It is envisaged that the BRT will operate within fully or partially segregated bus lanes with dedicated platforms (similar to the LUAS) offering cost effective and flexible option for the expansion of the greater Dublin Area public transport network. Four routes have been identified in Dublin.
One of the identified routes links Clongriffen to Tallaght via the City Centre. Part of the route, from ‘Rathfarnham to Tallaght’ is noted as ‘preferred route to be determined’. The finalisation of the route will be the subject of a detailed study undertaken by the NTA with the input of South Dublin County Council. The study will look at a number of route options and determine the most effective route based on a range of criteria, such as cost effectiveness, population catchment (existing and future) and travel times. Any final route will be the subject of further public consultation.
Concern is raised that the inclusion of any set parameters for the route may prejudice any future studies and consultation processes and may unduly raise community expectations.

Environment / Tourism:  Dublin Mountain Way

That transport links would be provided to and from various points of the excellent Dublin Mountain Way so that people might be encouraged to use this excellent facility.

REPORT:
The provision of public transport services within the County is the responsibility of the National Transport Authority (NTA) and Railway Procurement Agency (RPA) as overseen by strategic planning documents such as the NTA Integrated Implementation Plan 2013-2018 and (draft) Greater Dublin Area Transport Strategy 2011-2030.

The Dublin Mountain Way starts/finishes in Tallaght, which is well serviced by Public Transport. At its eastern end it starts/finishes in Shankill (Co. Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown) near Shankill DART station.
South Dublin County Council can, via the County Development Plan, identify and guide the development of future routes. Caution is however needed with regard to the identification of these projects, particularly those which require major financial commitments from Government. There is a concern that the inclusion of specific public transport proposals within the Development Plan that have not been identified within a national/regional plan, or for which a strong cost/benefit analysis can be made, may unduly raise community expectations.
It should be noted that the National Transport Authority is in the process of reviewing the Draft Transport Strategy for the Greater Dublin Area 2011-2030, and preparing a new Transport Strategy for the period 2015 to 2035. Direct representations may be made in this route and any other public transport related matters directly to the NTA Submissions or observations can be made before 5:00pm on Monday, March 2nd 2015.

Extension of Luas to provide greater access to the Dublin Mountains.
REPORT:
Transport provision in South Dublin is guided by National and Regional transport plans, such as the (Draft) Greater Dublin Area Transport Strategy 2011-2030 and NTA Integrated Implementation Plan 2013-2018. While the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2016-2022 can identify future transport routes through South Dublin government support and funding will be required to deliver such projects. Proposals are generally tested against criteria such as cost effectiveness, population catchment (existing and future) and travel times. There are no proposals at present to extend Luas into the Dublin Mountains.
It is considered that a project of this nature would fail to serve centres of population or employment and would be inappropriate in an environmentally sensitive area.

Nonetheless, seeks to protect the opportunity for residents of our County to access the National Primary road network, particularly to travel to the City and adjoining counties;

Therefore, is committed to maintaining sufficient access points and exits from the National Primary road network, particularly the N4 & N7, to residential areas of our County;

•
Directs the Chief Executive to retain SLO 19 of the existing plan: “To pursue and facilitate the reopening of Tay Lane exit off the N7 in an acceptable, safe and efficient layout subject to funding and approval from the National Roads Authority”; and

Further directs the Chief Executive to include a specific objective relating to the reopening of the Tay Lane exit off the N7 in an acceptable, safe and efficient layout subject to funding and approval from the National Roads Authority”
REPORT:
The management of the National Road network within the County is the responsibility of the National Roads Authority (NRA). Access to the National Road network is generally guided by Spatial Planning and National Roads: Guidelines for Planning Authorities, issued under section 28 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended). This document requires the County Development Plan to ‘include policies which seek to maintain and protect the safety, capacity and efficiency of national roads and associated junctions, avoiding the creation of new accesses and the intensification of existing accesses to national roads where a speed limit greater than 50 kmh applies’. Taking this into account, South Dublin County Council would need to demonstrate exceptional circumstances for any proposed access points to the National road network.

It is current development plan policy to facilitate the (re) opening of Tay Lane. No support has been forthcoming from the NRA in relation to this policy. Access from Tay Lane was closed in accordance with Ministerial Guidelines, due to concerns over safety, efficiency and capacity.
It should be noted with regard to a similar policy to reopen Esker Lane onto the N4 the NRA, by way of letter dated 13 November 2013 has stated its reopening “would seriously affect on the efficiency, carrying capacity and safety of the recently improved N4 national primary route and contravene materially national policy as stated in the Department of the Environment, Community & Local Government's Spatial Planning and National Roads”. 
It would appear that the current policy to pursue and facilitate the reopening of the junctions onto the N4 conflicts with Section 28 Ministerial Guidelines and should not be retained under the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2016 – 2022. Retention of this policy under the revised County Development Plan would be at variance with Sections 9 and 10 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 (as amended), which requires all County Development Plans including polices and objectives to be consistent with Ministerial policies.

Access to National Primary Roads

That this Council:

- Noting the Chief Executive’s recommendation to “work closely with the National Roads Authority (NRA/0215 to address the future capacity of national routes, such as the N4, N7, N81 and M50 to minimise the impacts on the management of the broader network’

- Nonetheless, seeks to protect the rights of residents of our County to access the National Primary road network, particularly to travel to the City and adjoining counties;

- Therefore, is committed to maintaining sufficient access points and exits from the National Primary road network, particularly the N4 and N7, to residential areas of our County;

- Directs the Chief Executive to retain SLO 19 of the existing plan: “To pursue and facilitate the reopening of Tandy’s Lane and Esker Lane exits onto the N4 in an acceptable, safe and efficient layout subject to funding and approval from the National Roads Authority”; and

That this Council directs the CEO to remove the N81 scheme Tallaght Bypass to Hollywood Cross from the Long Term Roads Objective 2.26.

REPORT:
The implementation of the N81 Hollywood Cross to Tallaght Road Improvement Scheme is the responsibility of the National Roads Authority (NRA). A detailed consultation process was undertaken in November 2011 in relation to the ‘preferred route’. This included details of the roads route and design within the County. The implementation of the scheme awaits funding.
The need to upgrade the N81 is a long standing project that has been identified in a number of national policy documents (including direct references) over the last 20 years, such as the as National Spatial Strategy 2002-2020. The upgrade is based on improving safety and catering for economic and population growth in the region.

South Dublin County Council should continue to guide and support major road improvements to the National Road network infrastructure which will in turn improve safety conditions and support the economic development of the County.

South Dublin County Council took part in an EU Intelligent Energy Europe (IEE) supported project titled Leadership for Energy Action & Planning (LEAP), from May 2011 to November 2013. This pan-European project was carried out in partnership with the Town & Country Planning Association (TCPA) and eight other local authorities across Europe.

The main technical output arising from participation in the LEAP project has been the preparation of the South Dublin Sustainable Energy Action Plan (SEAP). The South Dublin SEAP analyses the County’s energy consumption and carbon dioxide (CO2) emissions using 2006 as a baseline year and sets out how South Dublin County can reduce consumption and CO2 emissions, in line with 2020 energy targets, through a range of energy actions across sectors. The SEAP was approved by the elected members of South Dublin County Council in May 2013 and was verified by the EU Covenant of Mayors – Joint Research Centre in April 2014.

The implementation of SEAP actions is carried out on a cross-departmental basis, across the functions and operations of South Dublin County Council. The realisation of SEAP actions is also influenced by the Council’s Energy Champion and the internal Energy Action Team. The internal Energy Action Team is represented by multi-disciplinary staff from across Council departments. A range of SEAP Actions across municipal housing stock, public buildings, fleet and facilities are also being carried out by a range of Council departments.

With regard to further realising the objectives and actions of the South Dublin SEAP, and to further the integration of energy and spatial planning, the Council is developing a Spatial Energy Demand Analysis which will map areas of low to high heat density across the residential, commercial and municipal sectors and total thermal energy and electricity energy demand. This exercise will be carried out at a County scale and will inform the development of energy policy and objectives of the Draft South Dublin County Council Development Pan 2016 – 2022.
