REPLY:
A programme of works is in place to clean graffiti on public property using the Council's staff resources as well as the resources of the Probation Service's community service programme which are available to the Council for this type of work.

Owners of private property which has been affected by graffiti are responsible and should remove the graffiti, as required by provisions of the Litter Pollution Act 1997.

The Council has in place a Memorandum of Understanding with the ESB regarding graffiti on ESB utilities, under the terms of the MoU the ESB will remove graffiti from their utilities within a specified time frame when requested by the Council to do so.  Efforts are being made to extend this MoU to other utility providers.

The above location will be inspected by the Litter Warden and appropriate action taken to have this graffiti removed.

CHARLIE O TOOLE BRIDGE - GRAFITTI
QUESTION: Councillor B. Ferron
"Despite the Councils best effort  there remains ongoing graffiti at the Charlie O Toole bridge- to ask the Chief Executive OFficer to consider erecting a brick façade on the side of the bridge that faces into homes? It is proven that a brick/uneven façade deters graffiti as smooth facades attract it?"

REPLY:
The Council's Public Realm Section does not propose to construct a brick facade to the abutments of the Charlie O'Toole bridge as it is felt that this would detract from the appearance of the structure as it is, it is unlikely to deter the graffiti artists and it would prove much more difficult to clean than a smooth concrete finish if the graffiti were to re-occur.  The Council will however examine alternative treatment methods which will may deter the graffiti artists and counteract the graffiti problem at this location.

UNFINISHED APARTMENT BLOCKS O COOKSTOWN ROAD

QUESTION: Councillor C. O'Connor
"To ask the Chief Executive Officer if any action is open to him under the Derelict Sites Act in respect of the unfinished apartment blocks on Cookstown Road and in reporting will he appreciate the concern of the local community in respect of the issue?"

REPLY:
Oaklee Housing Trust have recently entered into formal legal contract with the devloper of this site to acquire as a fully completed developemt of 45 residential apartments. On site works for developemnt completion have commenced and the first block of 23 units is scheduled for handover in Q3 2015 and the remaining block of 22 units by year end.  

Upon completion of acquisition of the development by Oaklee Houisng Trust, the 45 residential apartments will be made available for social use in respect of nominations from the Council housing waiting list under a lease Payment & Availability agreement between the Council and Oaklee Housing Trust for which funding approval from the Department of the Environment, Community & Local Government is in place.

The site will continue to be monitored and if deemed appropriate, an inspection under the Derilict Sites Act 1990 can be arranged and subject to inspectors report the necessary enforcement action put in place.

· A drainage issue on the juvenile pitch is due to be attended to in the very near future, 

· The Council gave a commitment to cut the grass on the GAA pitches every week during 2015.

LITTER – SEAN WALSH PARK

QUESTION: Councillor C. O'Connor
"To ask the Chief Executive Officer if he is taking action in respect of the litter problem reported in Sean Walsh Park, Tallaght and in reporting will he appreciate the need to maintain a positive image of the park which is of great benefit to the community?"

REPLY:
While litter continues to pose significant challenges for the Council across the county, it is a key objective of the Environment, Water and Climate Change Directorate to improve the aesthetic appearance of our County in the interest of its Economic Development, the quality of life of its residents and the great benefit to the community.

The Council's Litter Warden Services (5 Wardens) patrol the county and identifies black spots on a regular basis.

All incidents of illegal dumping are interrogated for evidence and appropriate enforcement action taken, where possible. Unfortunately, it is proving more difficult to retrieve evidence in relation to the identity of polluters as personal information is generally removed or shredded.

The Council applies the provisions of the Litter Pollution Act 1997 in dealing with this problem.

During 2014 a total of 2891 complaints of illegal dumping / littering / dog fouling were received through Members Representation Systems, Customer Care System, Environmental Complaints System and Fix Your Street.

A total of 625 fines and 244 notices were issued to offenders and €44,598 has been received in payment of fines.

In addition to the Council’s role in litter management and enforcement, cooperation from all members of the community is required to reduce litter levels in the county.

As advised in December 2014, under Section 10 of the Litter Pollution Act, 1997, each local authority is required to adopt a Litter Management Plan (LMP) and a review of delivery / non delivery of the objectives of the 2011 -2014 LMP was undertaken and was recently presented to the February 2015 Environment SPC.

This review is now informing the setting of new objectives for the 2015-2017 Litter Management Plan and on how we approach the issue of litter over the next three years. This approach may include but is not exhaustive:

· developing programmes to target various litter categories, blackspots and illegal means of disposing of waste/refuse; 

· potential for wider use of CCTV; 

· improved litter disposal systems; 

· improved use of green areas / open spaces; 

· greater emphasis on sectoral responsibilities 

We are currently examining the feasibility and costs for greater use of CCTV, particularly at blackspots, however actual provision cannot be guaranteed.

As always the Council continues to encourage all citizens to respect their community and environment, and to report instances of littering and illegal dumping, and to where possible assist the Council with identification of known culprits in order to bring successful convictions.

UPDATE ON LITTER PROBLEM – TALLAGHT AREA
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“While litter continues to pose significant challenges for the Council across the county, it is a key objective of the Environment, Water and Climate Change Directorate to improve the aesthetic appearance of our County in the interest of its Economic Development, the quality of life of its residents and the great benefit to the community. 

The Council's Litter Warden Services (5 Wardens) patrol the county and identify black spots on a regular basis. All incidents of illegal dumping are interrogated for evidence and appropriate enforcement action taken, where possible. Unfortunately however, as previously reported, it is proving more difficult to retrieve evidence from dumped material to identity polluters.

The Council applies the provisions of the Litter Pollution Act 1997 in dealing with this problem.

A review of delivery / non delivery of the objectives of the 2011 -2014 Litter Management Plan was recently undertaken and was  presented to the February 2015 Environment SPC.    This review highlighted that approx 12,800 litter picking tasks were scheduled across the county per year and approx 2,850 fly-tipping clean ups are scheduled per year.

The outcome of the review is now informing the setting of new objectives for the 2015-2017 Litter Management Plan and on how we approach the issue of litter over the next three years.  

This approach may include but is not exhaustive:

· developing programmes to target various litter categories, blackspots and illegal means of disposing of waste/refuse 

· potential for wider use of CCTV 

· improved litter disposal systems 

· improved use of green areas / open spaces 

· greater emphasis on sectoral / individual responsibilities 

It is expected that the new Litter Management Plan will be ready for formal public consultation in May 2015 and adoption of the Council in Q4 2015.

The following outlines the position in relation to alleged polluters in the Tallaght areas since 1st January 2015:

· Received via Fix Your Street – 41 complaints 

· Received via Membersnet – 10 complaints 

· Recorded on the ECS – 28 complaints 

· A total of 12 fines and 1 Notice (requiring the removal of litter) have issued to alleged polluters in the Tallaght area since 1st January 2015 

We have recently received quotations for CCTV at a well known blackspot in the Tallaght area, and are currently arranging for the procurement and installation of these cameras.   The success of these cameras will then be monitored and evaluated to determine their ongoing merits and for potential installation at alternative locations across the county where similar type problems present on an ongoing basis.

As always the Council continues to encourage all citizens to respect their community and environment, and to report instances of littering and illegal dumping, and to where possible assist the Council with identification of known culprits in order to bring successful convictions”.

Ms. M. Maguire, Senior Executive Officer summarised the report.    Following a contribution from Councillors M. Duff, C. O Connor, D. Richardson, C. King, M. Genockey, M. Devine and K. Mahon, 
Ms. M. Maguire SEO responded to the queries raised.
