The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
The Council has invested significant resources in the development of St. Cuthbert’s Park and has worked closely with a number of groups over the years in relation to St. Cuthbert's Park including the Dolcain Project and the South West Community Safety Forum. The Public Realm Section supported the very successful family day event in the park which was organised by the Clondalkin Partnership / Community Safety Forum and which took place on 23rd August 2014.

Previous groups which have looked at a range of issues in and around the park have included representatives of a broad range of interested groups including the Council’s Community Services Department, the Clondalkin Youth Services, Clondalkin Partnership, Deansrath Family Centre, An Garda Síochána, local Residents Associations and local Environmental Groups. 

If the Motion is passed, the Public Realm Section will draft terms of reference and commence engagement with a broad range of possible stakeholders, including the above mentioned groups, to establish the levels of interest in participating in such a group.

“That this Committee calls on SDCC to present a report on Recycling bottle and can banks in Clondalkin and to look at placing them at Woodford shops , Bawnogue shopping centre and Neilstown Shopping Centre. This motion also calls for a media campaign for residents to recycle.”
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
The Council currently has recycling bring banks in place at Quarryvale Community Centre, The Mill Shopping Centre, Bawnogue Community and Enterprise Centre and at 3 locations in Corkagh Park.  The Council's recycling strategy contains an objective that every home in the County should be within 1km of a bring site.  While it is felt that this objective is for the most part being achieved at present within the County, it has for some time been an aim of this Council and the elected members in the Clondalkin area to provide additional recycling facilities in North Clondalkin.  With regard to the specific locations mentioned the following should be noted :

The Council previously had a recycling bring site in the car park of the Bawnogue Shopping Centre however this was removed a number of years ago at the request of the landowners due to associated anti-social behaviour.  This site was subsequently replaced by the site across the road at the Bawnogue Community and Enterprise Centre and this site remains operational today.  It is not proposed to revisit the Bawnogue Shopping Centre site at this time.

The other locations proposed, Woodford Shopping Centre and Neilstown Shopping Centre, have been assessed in the past for suitability for the siting of bring banks and both sites were deemed unsuitable due to lack of available space.  Nevertheless the Council is prepared to request permission from the landowners for the siting of bring banks at both these locations for a trial period to determine if they are workable.  It should be noted that it will only be possible to run such trials with the permission of the landowners in each case, and in both cases it may also be necessary to carry out a public consultation process due to the proximity of nearby housing.  The Council will also seek permission from Lidl for the placing of recycling bring banks in the car park of their premises on the Nangor Road.  

With regard to the promotion of recycling through the media, the Council's Environmental Awareness Section carries out recycling initiatives on an ongoing basis with all sectors and will continue to do so.  Examples of some of the initiatives carried out are as follows: 

· A Christmas recycling campaign - which placed a recycling information advert in the echo, used social media, provided workshops for schools and had a competition.  During the Christmas campaign Christmas environmental/recycling topics were tweeted each day and the advertised competitions placed on the website and social media. 

· Eco Week – a week long festival celebrating environmental awareness, which includes recycling, through workshops, seminars, events etc . 
· The Green schools education programme – which covers recycling, part of which is community outreach on behalf of the school.  
· WEEE collections/recycling days – promoted by WEEE Ireland and SDCC. 

· Household WEEE collections carried out by CCRI and promoted by a leaflet drop in the relevant area.

As at 31st January 2015, South Dublin County Council's Homeless Services Unit had 23 families (with 37 children) assessed as imminently at risk of homelessness and are included on our waiting list for emergency accommodation.  The majority of these families report that they are currently staying with family/friends.

It is not possible to advise regarding the average length of time a family may be on the waiting list for emergency accommodation.  All family placements are managed on a regional basis through Dublin City Council - Centralised Placement Services (as the lead authority for Homeless Services) who operate a fair and transparent system of bed placement taking into account individual family circumstances such as documented medical/child protection issues, room availability & family size; alternative options available to families (as such family & friends) as well as time on the waiting list for emergency accommodation.

During the term of the previous Council I sought a report on the idea of a walkway/cycleway from Clondalkin village to the canal path greenway at the Knockmitten/Woodford entrance via the Watery Lane. Please find attached the report from February 2013 considering a possible Greenway along the Camac to link to the Grand Canal Greenway. South Dublin County Council were successful in submitting the proposed Greenway along the Camac for inclusion in the National Transport Authority's (NTA) 'Greater Dublin Area' Cycle Network Plan as Secondary Route 7C and as one of the proposed Greenways for the Dublin area. However, to date South Dublin have been unsuccessful in accessing funding for the Camac Greenway, with the exception of the section through Clondalkin Park completed in 2012.

In 2015, in South Dublin County, the NTA have concentrated their funding allocation to the proposed primary cycle routes identified in the NTA's Cycle Network Plan; namely: 9A (Tallaght to Templeogue), the Dodder Greenway, Primary route S05 (Tallaght-Clondalkin-Lucan and Tallaght-Dundrum), Primary Route 6 (along the N4).

Secondary cycle routes that have received funding include 9C and 9D (along the N81), 7A (Willsbrook Road), SO7 (Newcastle Road) and 7E (Monastery Road-continuation of provision of pedestrian facilites).

This is the largest single allocation proposed under the Villages Initiative Project. These works will commence on site in autumn 2015. No other projects will be proposed for any town in Clondalkin under the Villages Initiative Programme until this flagship scheme is completed. Other grant aid for Shop-front/building improvements, community projects and festivals all as set out in the Council budget will be available and the Council will liaise with Tidy Towns and other groups as they develop these projects. A framework for street furniture, including bollards, will be established in early 2015. The pedestrian/cycle signage programme will be run as a pilot project in Tallaght to commence in the coming weeks. Following a review of this pilot project the scheme will be run out across the main villages in a schedule to be agreed.
