"To ask the Chief Executive to report on my request that a full tree programme be completed within Brookwood estate. The Chief Executive has accepted that the individual trees within the hedge have now grown to be very tall and have spread in width and would benefit from some height reduction and pruning, and vowed to reduce to combat wind stress during stormy weather conditions. Last year these trees were to have been inspected in detail and a specific  programme of work formulated to deal with the concerns of the residents, whilst at the same time ensuring the preservation of this important planting. A full assessment of the remaining trees within the estate was also to be carried out to identify any possible safety issues which may exist. Could you please let me have a copy of the report and confirm what works were done since I requested this report and what works are scheduled to be done in 2015, with local residents stating that the tall trees identified by Council as needing height reduction and pruning owing to the likely hazard during stormy weather not having been done. As with all requests from me please provide a realistic time frame for completion of all such works?"

REPLY: 

The 2015 Tree Maintenance Programme includes a number of individual trees within Brookwood Estate that have been identified for pruning. These are as follows: trees outside nos. 1, 17 and 23 Beech Walk and side of no. 6 Walnut View. A small number of conifer trees located at the rear of no. 3 Walnut View that have been overtaken by ivy growth have been listed for removal. 

The survey of the trees on the public open space areas in the estate is scheduled to be undertaken during late spring/early summer of this year as soon as the trees are in full leaf to enable a full and complete assessment of their condition. It is intended to engage with representatives of the estate's residents association prior to commencing the tree survey to discuss the particular issues to be addressed by the survey. The timeframe for completion of the survey report is end of June and a copy of the report will be made available. This survey will then inform a programme of planned tree maintenance works for Brookwood Estate, having particular regard to the importance and distinctive character of the trees in this estate. 

The line of beech trees have recently been inspected with a view to undertaking pruning works during 2015. It is suggested that those trees that originally formed part of a linear beech hedge along Beech Walk be pruned to reduce their height. There is sufficient branching lower down on these trees to restore the effect of a linear hedge when reduced in height. However, the line of beech trees along Larch Drive have minimal branching lower down to provide cover except for ivy growth which should be removed and the visual impact of height reduction on these trees would be much more severe and potentially less pleasing aesthetically. It is suggested that consideration be given to thinning out some of the beech trees from this section of the former hedge and to leave those remaining to develop into individual trees in keeping with the woodland effect of the estate. Prior to commencing any works on the line of beech trees, it is proposed to discuss the above suggestions with representatives of the residents association over the coming weeks.

The 2014-15 Tree Maintenance Programme for Rathfarnham/Templeogue/Terenure as presented at the November 2014 meeting of the Area Committee has been in progress since November 2014 and will remain ongoing throughout the current year. In previous years, work on the delivery of the annual Tree Maintenance Programme was suspended between March and November when staff assigned to tree maintenance during the winter period were reassigned to grass maintenance during the growing season. In 2015, arising from the establishment of a skilled tree maintenance crew to operate on a year round basis, the delivery of the 2015 Tree Maintenance Programme will remain ongoing throughout. It is planned to present a progress report on the current Tree Maintenance Programme to the April meeting of the Area Committee.

“A commitment to provide a proper access from Dodder Park Road to Woodview Cottages was given to the December 2013 meeting of the Rathfarnham area committee. It had been intended that this work would be carried out in 2014 however the work unfortunately did not take place. It is proposed that these works will commence soon and be completed within the first half of the year, and this will not be affected by any other proposed works.”

Following a contribution from Councillor J. Lahart, Mr. L. Magee, Senior Engineer, responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

It was proposed by Councillor P. Foley, seconded by Councillor P. Kearns:-
"That the Chief Executive provide an update in relation to the development of sports facilities / pitches in Dodder Valley. As the Chief Executive will know there are a number of clubs - Knocklyon Utd, Ballyboden St. Enda's, Bros. Pearse AC and Templeogue AC all looking to know SDCC's plans."
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“The following report was presented to the 30th November 2014 Rathfarnham/Templeogue - Terenure Area Committee Meeting:

Development of Dodder Valley Park and Kennedy Field between Spawell Roundabout & M50 for playing pitches and running track.
The Council manages its parks and open spaces to provide for a range of uses including, inter alia:
· Provision of play opportunities for active recreation (football of all codes, hurling, hockey, athletics, tennis, basketball, rounders, softball, to name but a few) 

· Passive recreation (walking, sitting, bird watching, socialising, etc) 

· Biodiversity protection 

· Historical sites (tourism, history appreciation, etc) 

· Climate Change mitigation (Flood control, carbon mitigation) 

The land available for such uses is limited and in particular it is extremely limited in the Rathfarnham/Templeogue/Terenure Area Committee Area. There is a high demand for active recreation provision in terms of pitches and the Council has a difficulty in meeting that demand particularly in the last five years. The capacity of our Regional Parks is limited – in this Area Committee area the two Regional Parks (part of Tymon Park and Dodder Valley) are almost at capacity in terms of active recreation provision. Dodder Valley is a very narrow corridor of land with a relatively small area for active recreation. Providing active recreation opportunities in residential open space - in particular field sports – is problematic due to resistance from local communities arising from the impact of traffic to and from events, noise, lack of changing facilities, etc.
In the case of the clubs mentioned in this Motion and the needs of each for particular facilities the following is the situation:
Bros Pearse Athletic Club currently has a letting on a section of Cherryfield Park, Dodder Valley. It can use the wider Dodder Valley for long distance and endurance training. Track athletics is facilitated in a small 200m non standard area adjacent to the pitches let to Ballyboden St Endas GAA club. Bros Pearse have recently produced a Vision for the club that would mean that Ballyboden St Endas GAA would have to vacate two pitches at least to facilitate these plans.
Ballyboden St Endas – currently have pitches at Cherryfield Park, Dodder Valley and adjacent to Bros Pearse AC facilities – two at almost full size and two smaller pitches mostly used for Camogie training. The club is anxious to enhance 2 pitches in partnership with the Council but there is an obvious conflict with Bros Pearse AC in trying to achieve this.
Knocklyon Utd currently have pitches at
· Delaford (1) 

· Castlefield (1 plus 1 temporary) 

· Tymon Park (1) 

· Kennedy’s Field (1 and have requested the provision of a second pitch at this location) 

The club is anxious to consolidate it’s presence and to enhance it’s facilities by the construction of an all weather pitch – possibly at Delaford (this would require planning permission).
Knocklyon Utd and Bros Pearse AC recently met with the Council (separately) to discuss their long term plans and the issues that are pressing for the clubs and their membership.
A suggestion has been made at that meeting by Bros Pearse AC to move from Cherryfield Park to Kennedy’s Field and this would mean that Knocklyon Utd would have to move from that location. In turn, Knocklyon Utd have suggested moving from Kennedy’s Field to the undeveloped land at Mt Carmel, Dodder Valley. The club has requested 3 pitches at this location. The Council has reservations in relation to the viability of the proposals. Nevertheless, the proposals will be examined in detail and a further meeting will be arranged shortly with both clubs to progress the matter.
It should be noted that the Council has to manage limited resources and at the same time to maximise the usage of the parks and open spaces in a way that also protects the provision of facilities for public use and regulates and balances the impacts from these on other important environmental, heritage and community attributes. The environmental and heritage issues in the Dodder Valley in particular include
· the fact that the this part of the Dodder Valley is a pNHA (Proposed Natural Heritage Area) and with important flora and fauna interest 

· the Old Dublin City Watercourse runs through Kennedy's Field and may have archaeological interest also 

Therefore, the Council may not be in a position to satisfy the demands of all the sports organisations involved and may have to take decisions that satisfy only some of the demands of the clubs concerned.
The Elected Members will be briefed on the outcome of the next meeting with Knocklyon Utd and Bros Pearse AC.
Since that meeting, the proposals outlined above have been circulated within the Council for review and comment for possible heritage and biodiversity issues. 

A further report will be brought back to the Elected Members in relation to any issues raised along with an indication as to how the Council proposes to proceed having regard to the various requirements of the clubs and organisations involved.”

Following contributions from Councillors P. Foley, P. Donovan, R. McMahon, J. Lahart and D. O’Donovan Mr. M. Hannon, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and it was AGREED to arrange a meeting shortly to brief the Elected Members on development proposals.

QUESTION (9): Councillor P. Donovan

"To ask the Chief Executive to undertake an illegal dumping check of Whitechurch Road and College Road Rathfarnham.  Residents have noticed a considerable increase in the number of full black bags apparently dumped along this road from the Tuning Fork right up to Kilmashogue Roundabout.  Please advise the best way for our residents to report incidents - should photos be included for example.   Please also publish details of our Litter Management Plan to include plans/solutions to reduce/eliminate illegal dumping?"
REPLY:

In 2014, the Council's Litter Warden Service received and investigated ten (10) complaints in relation to illegal dumping on Whitechurch Road and College Road, with no fines being issued under the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended (the Act). To date in 2015, three (3) complaints have been received and investigated by the Litter Warden Service.

Unfortunately no enforcement action could be taken for any of these complaints. Increasingly, it is found that no personal information relating to the polluter is contained within the dumped material with personal information having been removed or shredded.

When making reports of illegal dumping to the Litter Warden Service, the following information should be provided to allow the Liiter Warden investigate the matter:

· exact location, giving as much detail as possible 

· nature of dumped material i.e. black bags/green waste/bulky items etc 

· the length of time dumped material is in place 

· name and address of complainant (in case Litter Warden needs to contact complainant for further information) 

· Registration details, location of offence, date and time of offence where a vehicle is involved

"To ask that this Committee write to the owner of Marlay Grange House expressing grave concern at the noise levels, duration and unreasonably late finish of the party held there on November 1st, 2014 and taking into consideration the amount of residents from South Dublin CC area distressed by this social function, ask that this type of event with noise levels of this volume never occurs again?"
REPLY:

The Principal Environmental Health Officer reports that his department were in direct contact with the owner of Marlay Grange House on Monday 3rd November regarding the concert event that was held on the previous Saturday night. He also states that South Dublin Environmental Health Department was unaware of the staging of this event and informed the owner that if he intended to repeat such events, that SDCC would be requiring a minimum of 4 weeks advance notice in writing of the exact nature of the concert, the numbers attending, details of the performing bands, the location of any stage areas, and the expected duration. He was also informed that any repeat of the unacceptable level of noise nuisance that existed on the night of 1st November, would result in prosecution.

Environmental Health has since liaised with the Gardai in Rathfarnham and Blackrock on a planned joint approach regarding restrictions should such an application be received. Environmental Health has also advised Barnardos, who was the beneficial charity of the income derived from this charity event, that the level of noise and duration of the event was totally unacceptable and that such circumstances would not be allowed to reoccur should a concert be envisaged in conjunction with the owner of Marlay Grange House next Halloween.

 "To ask the Chief Executive that South Dublin County Council monitor fly tipping at Stocking Avenue as domestic waste is currently being dumped here on a near daily basis?"
REPLY:

In 2014, the Council's Litter Warden Service investigated twenty (20) complaints received in relation to illegal dumping on Stocking Avenue, which resulted in the issuing of three (3) litter fines in accordance with the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended (the Act). To date in 2015, the Council has received 3 complaints and one (1) fine has issued. No enforcement action could be taken for the balance of complaints due to lack of evidence or difficulty in identifying offenders. Increasingly, it is found that no personal information relating to the polluter is contained within the dumped material with personal information having been shredded or removed.

The Litter Warden patrols this location on a regular basis in line with his patrol. If and when he observes bags of rubbish illegally dumped, he interrogates the dumped material for evidence and takes the appropriate enforcement action under the Act where possible.

Where there is an ongoing problem of illegal dumping and littering in any area, local residents are encouraged to support the Council in taking the appropriate enforcement action by making reports to the Litter Warden for investigation and by providing evidence where possible.

The South Dublin County Council Bye-Laws for the Prevention and Control of Litter, 2013 are in force since October 2013 and apply to the County at large.

Part 3 of the Bye Laws places general obligations on the occupiers of premises and Section 16 of The Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended gives powers to the Council to require the taking of special measures regarding litter by certain operations.

The Council's Litter Warden Service partol the county as a whole and and do not specifically target any one area. Fines and notices as appropriate are issued pursuant to the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended.

The Litter Management Plan 2011-2014 is currently being reviewed and it is expected that a new Litter Management Plan will be in place in October 2015, following which it is expected to review and amend the Litter Bye Laws.

In the meantime the Council's drainage maintenance crew is continuing to ensure that the river channel and screens are kept free from debris.

4)R137 (old N81) at Spawell (60kph) citybound

5)R137 (old N81) At Cheeverstown house citybound

6)R136 Grange castle Rd north of Griffeen Rd 50kph northbound

7)R136 Grange Castle Rd south of St Lomans Rd 50kph south bound

8)R148 (old N4) at Service station Palmerston 60kph City bound

In addition 2 further locations have been identified in the Rathfarnham area at Lower Dodder Road (west of Rathfarnham road) and Ballyboden Road south of Willsbrook Road junction road and these will be installed shortly.

“In previous surveys of Rosemount Car Park it was observed that approximately 40 spaces were occupied by vehicles parked in excess of 3 hours. These vehicles tended to park at the church end of the car park more so than the shop end. The proposal would in effect rearrange a limited number of vehicles within the car park but not directly improve the overall turnover of space. The enforcement of a 3 hour restriction on any section of the car park would require two visits to observe and record all vehicle registrations in order to issue penalties notices to relevant vehicles. 

In practical terms the effort required for a fair level of enforcement will be onerous as any reduction from frequent patrolling will be perceived as catching unsuspecting motorists. 

To introduce regulated parking in car parks Bye Laws are required as set out in Section 101 of Road Traffic Act, 1961. 

Long term parking is considered to be made up of two groups, a) employees and b) park and ride for the bus service stopping at the car park. The traders have proposals for the management of their staff parking needs. The restriction of the entire car park to short term parking will provide effective additional spaces but displace vehicles out of the car park. Surrounding roads will be most at risk.

It is not recommended that a limited restriction be applied to a portion of the car park only.”

As part of this initiative many guard rails will be removed as well as other unnecessary road furniture where speed limits are les than 50 Kph and they will only be retained where a primary safety issue occurs.”

There are currently 554 Protected Structures included on the Record of Protected Structures (RPS) under Schedule 2-County Development Plan 2010-2016. The majority of Protected Structures within our County are located in the areas of Rathfarnham, Terenure and Tempelogue area. The structures and features listed within the RPS provide a high quality of architectural variety, styles and features of interest.

A copy of the Record of Protected Structures is attached and those structures/features located within the Rathfarnham, Terenure and Tempelogue area are highlighted. There are a total number of 149 Protected Structures in this area included on the RPS.

With regard to adding a structure/feature to the Record of Protected Structures this procedure is detailed under Part IV of the Planning & Development Act 2000 (as amended).

Under Section 54 (1) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 A planning authority may add to or delete from its Record of Protected Structures a structure, a specified part of a structure or a specified feature of the attendant grounds of a structure, where –

(a) the authority considers that –

(i) in the case of an addition, the addition is necessary or desirable in order to protect a structure, or part of a structure, of special architectural, historical, archaeological, artistic, cultural, scientific, social or technical interest, whether or not a recommendation has been made under Section 53, or

(ii) in the case of a deletion, the protection of the structure or part is no longer warranted, and

(b) the addition or deletion is made when making a development plan under Part II or in accordance with Section 55.

The making of an addition to or deletion form, the Record of Protected Structures is a reserved function that is a matter for the elected representatives.

"To ask the Chief Executive for an update on the prevalence of Mink in the rivers of the Rathfarnham?"
REPLY:

The American Mink is regarded as a non-native invasive species and is regulated under the European Communities Birds and Natural Habitats Regulations 2011 [S.I. No. 477 of 2011]. Sections 49 and 50 of these Sections are concerned with the prohibition on the introduction, dispersal, trading and keeping of certain non-native species. Mink is listed in the Third Schedule, Part 2A, of those Regulations.

Following sighting of this species along sections of the proposed Natural Heritage Area of the Dodder River during the summer of 2014, a pilot programme of surveying and trapping for American Mink along the Dodder was undertaken over the autumn months of 2014. Mink were found to be present along the full length of the Dodder River within SDCC. They are also known to be present in Bushy Park, in the administrative area of DCC.

As birds and fish form a large part of its diet, mink, as a non-native invasive species, is deemed to be a threat to native populations of both protected and common species that are known to occur along the Dodder e.g. kingfisher, dipper, trout, mallard, coots, moorhens etc.

A programme of management of this species along the Dodder River is therefore currently being prepared by the Heritage Officer in conjunction with DCC, DLRCC, National Parks and Wildlife Service, and Inland Fisheries. Subject to the availability of funding and staff resources this should be completed by the end of the year.

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“Gaelscoil Chnoc Liamhna is located in temporary accommodation on a South Dublin County Council owned site at Knocklyon Road, Dublin 16 since circa 2001. The Council agreed to dispose of this site to the Department of Education and Skills in February 2007 to enable permanent school accommodation to be provided on the site.

However difficulties have arisen in transferring good title to the overall site to the Department, as part of the old Knocklyon Road which traverses the site is unregistered title. The Council has endeavoured for several years to register title to this strip of land but the Property Registration Authority has to date, queried the options put forward by our legal advisors.

A number of options have been investigated with a view to enabling title to all or part of the site to be transferred to the Department and the matter is subject of regular discussions with the Department who will have sought their own legal advice in this matter.

It is understood that the Department recently undertook a technical survey of the site and it is expected that a decision will be made in the near future as to what option to pursue next with a view to enabling a permanent school building to be constructed on site.”
