L/73/15 NEW PLAY SPACE AT HERMITAGE PARK

QUESTION (1): Councillor P. Gogarty 			 Item ID: 43137 
"To ask the Chief Executive to report on the completion process for the new play space at Hermitage Park. People are playing there as the barriers have been removed but this has led to what one resident has described as a "muckfest". Is the process complete, and if not, what else needs to done?"
REPLY:
The installation of play equipment in Hermitage Park was recently completed. However, as soon as the play equipment had been installed, children were attempting to access the equipment by going under or over the site fence. This was considered to be unsafe and it was therefore decided to remove the fence and allow children to access the play area. 
Public Realm staff have been in contact with local residents and although there was some concern expressed about the condition of the area around the playspace, there is now an understanding that this is a temporary situation and there are plans in place to resolve it. It is planned to carry out tree and shrub planting at the play area next month in conjunction with local families. The disturbed ground will also be cultivated and grassed down as weather conditions allow. Once the seed is down and germinated, the site should green up as grass growth advances.
It should also be noted that a natural play space will always have areas that are more likely to be subject to wear and tear than conventional playgrounds with synthetic surfacing. At times, depending on ground and weather conditions, these areas may become muddy but they will recover as conditions improve.

REPLY: 
As previously reported the collection of material outside of normal working hours has increased cost implications for the Council. Given that the land in question between St Mary’s Church and St Josephs Secondary School is in Council ownership any pruning works proposed should be agreed with the Public Realm Section prior to undertaking works. A site meeting will be arranged with the school to agree works and arrangements regarding the collection of material.

"To ask the Chief Executive for a further detailed report on progress in seeking to resolve the legal status and secure a sustainable future for the changing rooms at Griffeen Valley Park, so as to ensure the continued use by both Lucan Harriers AC and Weston Hockey Club and to allow access to other clubs who play on Council pitches in the immediate vicinity, particularly Arthur Griffith Park FC?"
REPLY:
The Council entered into a lease in 2004 with Lucan Sports Association Ltd which comprised of three local sporting clubs. The Council was advised in late 2013 by a solicitor acting on behalf of two of the three constituent Club's (Hillcrest United AFC being the third and which has ceased to exist) that the Company had been dissolved and that they were seeking to have the Lease terminated. The Council advised the Lucan Sports Association on the implications of termination of the lease and they undertook to consider the matter further. 
At the request of the Lucan Harriers and Weston Hockey Clubs, a meeting was held with representatives of the Clubs on 19th January 2015 to explore options for the above Clubs to resolve the legal status and continue to use the premises.
Following discussion it was agreed that further time would be allowed to enable Lucan Harriers AC and Weston Hockey Club to consult with their Solicitor to ascertain the feasibility of re-instating the original Company to the Companies Register. A response from the Clubs is awaited.

"That this Council recognises the work to date carried out by our parks department and to ask the Chief Executive to look at installing litter bins within Griffeen Park adjacent to the Newcastle Road as there is currently none within this park or area. Noting that this park has a very high footfall and is used everyday by a number of sport clubs."
 
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“Parks are not generators of litter. Visitors to parks are encouraged to adopt the “Leave No Trace” approach whereby any litter that is brought into a park should also be removed when leaving the park. To assist with this clubs are requested to leave the pitch and pitch surrounds free of litter after matches/training and this is included in the conditions under which pitches are allocated.
The Council has to date limited the installation of bins in parks which do not have a continuous staff presence. It is the Council's experience that where bins have been provided in the past they tend to act as a focal point for gatherings. In these circumstances, the bins are often subjected to persistent vandalism which results in the removal of the bin.  
Given the high concentration of clubs using the car park at the Newcastle Road entrance a new bin will be installed in the vicinity of the park sign on a trial basis. The use of the bin will be monitored closely and it will be retained subject to it not being vandalised or used for the disposal of domestic waste.”
Following contributions from Councillors L. O’Toole and W. Lavelle, Mr. B. Sheehan, Senior Parks Superintendent, responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

"To ask the Chief Executive for the number of fines issued for incidents of dog fouling in the Lucan Area in the last 12 months?"
REPLY:
Section 22 of the  Litter Pollution Act 1997 requires that any person in charge of a dog shall immediately remove faeces that has been deposited by the dog and shall ensure that it is properly disposed of in a suitable sanitary manner. It is an offence to contravene this section of the Act. 
It is not possible to provide a breakdown of the number of fixed penalty notices on an electoral area basis. In 2014 three (3) fines were issued in accordance with Section 22 of the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended (the Act), in relation to dog fouling. 
Problems arise in enforcing this section of the Act due to the difficulty in identifying the person in charge of the dog. Resident groups and/or individuals are urged to assist the Council in this regard by providing witness statements. 
In the context of the review of the Litter Management Plan the Council is initiating a new awareness programme to highlight the relative responsibilities, problems and penalties associated with dog fouling.

"To ask the Chief Executive for a full report regarding the change in water supply mix in parts of Lucan and to outline whether any information has come from Irish Water regarding the long term plans; and whether commercial considerations from factories have any bearing on the type of water available?"
REPLY:
On 26th January Irish Water informed SDCC that they were considering the introduction of temporary supply changes to the West Lucan area. This was due to Regional Storage issues associated with infrastructural impacts in the the Dublin Regional Network.
On 28th January Irish Water provided SDCC with a Notice to be published on the SDCC website and social media sites, informing the public of the temporary changes being put in place.
The Members from the Lucan Area Committee were e-mailed directly with that notification.
On 17th February Irish Water informed SDCC that as the Regional Storage levels had returned to healthy, sustainable levels, that the normal supply arrangements could be restored from 18th February.
Irish Water have advised SDCC that the supply alterations were temporary and that they currently have no plans to permanently alter the water supply arrangements in the Lucan Area.
It is preferable for some industries, such as pharmaceuticals, to use the softer water available from Ballymore Eustace. The temporary supply arrangements that were put in place are independent of any commercial considerations.

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“Lucan Leisure Centre is managed on behalf of the Council by South County Dublin Leisures Services Ltd (a not for profit company). The company employs a cohort of fulltime and part time staff who manage the centre on an ongoing basis. As far as is practical the centre is run on a commercial basis and therefore a certain level of sensitivity must be applied to the release of figures.
In 2014 the Council invested significant capital resources to upgrade the facility and to improve the fabric of the building and its energy efficiency.
The sports hall operates at near capacity and meets the needs of at least 13 local groups and 7 schools. The Centre had 52,000 visitors in 2014.
The gym area which is on the first floor is one area which will require further investment in both its design and layout. There is a loyal but relatively small customer base of 200 members.
Consideration is at present being given to carrying out an upgrading of the floor area in the training room and this will allow additional classes to be accommodated. Currently there are 19 fitness classes per week. 
There is also a children’s pre-school on site which offers morning and afternoon sessions and also operates an afterschool service.
Overall the centres requires ongoing subvention to remain operational. This funding is provided by the management company and the Council. The shortfall was in the range of €80,000 for 2014.”
Following contributions from Councillors D. O’Brien, W. Lavelle, E. O’Brien and P. Gogarty, Mr. P. Murphy, Senior Executive Officer, responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

"That the Chief Executive report on all efforts to investigate and remove rubbish dumped in between Droim Na Coille estate and the neighbouring halting site in Ballyowen Lane which has been causing ongoing concern to residents from a health perspective, with increased reports of rats in back gardens, and in particular to outline the reasons for the delay in removing a large quantity of material reported by this Councillor some months back."

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“The Council has carried out on-site inspections at this location and arrangements are being made for the removal of the dumped material. The land in question is difficult to access and the removal of the rubbish will not be as straightforward as first anticipated.
All families in the residential caravan park at Ballyowen Lane have been written to and been reminded of their obligations in relation to the disposal of waste. If any material is found during the clean-up that can specifically link an individual to the dumped material, the details will be passed to the litter wardens for further action. Residents who have engaged in dumping will have their tenancy reviewed and could face eviction from their bay.
The delay in getting the rubbish removed is regrettable and the Traveller Accommodation Unit and the Environmental Licensing and Enforcement Section have now established a formal working arrangement to prevent such an event being overlooked again. Following the removal of the dumped material, the site will be monitored closely to prevent an accumulation of dumped material from building up again”.

L/101/15 TRIAL ROUNDBOUT ON THE NEWCASTLE ROAD JUNCTION

QUESTION (9): Councillor V. Casserly 			 Item ID: 43264 
"To ask this area committee to request the Chief Executive to circulate information to residents by viable communication methods used by SDCC, regarding the proposed trial roundabout on the Newcastle Road Junction, detailing the purpose of this trial, when it will occur, maps, measures being taken to ensure pedestrian safety, measures to be adapted to gauge the effectiveness of the roundabout and impact on traffic flow.  Residents would like direct feedback from SDCC to reaffirm it will be removed should it fail to demonstrate improvements?"
REPLY:
When the scheme to provide a pilot roundabout at this location was being examined all local politicians, as representatives of the community, were notified and given a copy of the proposed arrangements. It was explained at the time that it was being considered as a first step in attempting to resolve congestion issues in the area and would last for approximately 3months as it would take that period to ascertain the benefits, if any, that might accrue. It was also indicated that all existing pedestrian movements would be maintained or slightly relocated to facilitate the new scenario. All existing poles would be kept in place and switched off and bagged so that they could be switched on again on completion of the pilot. It was also indicated that if the trial was successful it would be made permanent. 

L/102/15 INCREASED LEVELS OF PARK AND RIDE CARS IN ESKER LANE NEAR WOODVILE ESTATE

QUESTION (10): Councillor P. Gogarty  			Item ID: 43266 
"To ask the Chief Executive if an investigation will be carried out into the reported increased levels of park and ride cars in Esker Lane near Woodville estate and to ascertain alongside An Garda Siochana whether double yellow lines or single lines in the middle of the road would be warranted in certain quarters so as to facilitate drivers in the exercising of their legal right to park wherever they like on a public road but also to ensure that residents are not affected by bad or dangerous parking at junctions and entrances and along side walls of corner houses?"
REPLY:
Esker Lane at Woodville estate will be inspected and a report will be presented at the Traffic Management Meeting.
 
L/103/15 SPEED OF TRAFFIC OVER THE N4 BRIDGE AT WOODIES & TURNING INTO LUCAN VILLAGE

QUESTION (11): Councillor P. Gogarty  			Item ID: 43267 
"To ask the Chief Executive to investigate the speed of traffic coming from over the N4 bridge at Woodies and turning left for Lucan village; to examine what measures can be put in place to slow down traffic as it is turning for the benefit of pedestrians and also to facilitate access for residents living in Esker Lane as the yellow box on its own is not proving sufficient to allow residents to enter and exit this cul de sac?"
REPLY:
In light of infrastructure improvements in recent years it is proposed to examine that section of Lucan Road close to the Woodies junction with a view to improved vulnerable road user safety consistent with better traffic movement. The configuration of the lane markings will also be assessed in order to reduce excessive speed.
At the junction of Lucan Road and Grange Castle Road pedestrian crossing signals are provided within the signal controlled junction. The signals also give rise to gaps in the flow of traffic towards Esker Lawns which together with the yellow box assists movement into and out of Esker Lawns.

L/104/15 HGV POLICY ALONG THE OUTER RING ROAD FROM ADAMSTOWN LINK ROAD ROUNDABOUT TO WOODIES

QUESTION (12): Councillor P. Gogarty 			 Item ID: 43269 
"To ask the Chief Executive to report on HGV policy along the Outer Ring Road from Adamstown Link Road roundabout to Woodies, outlining how many prosecutions have been issued for breaches of restrictions in the last five years and also to explain the rationale behind the decision to place new 12T signage when the corresponding revised signage based on the An Bord Pleanala decision would have more appropriately been 7.5T?"
REPLY:
The R136 Grange Castle Road was constructed as Phase II of the Outer Ring Road and has a weight restriction provided under the permission for its construction. A restriction is provided on the road and any prohibited class of vehicle is committing an offence if using the road between the roundabout at Adamstown Link Road and the N4 interchange at the north end of the road.
In 2013 the Council adopted a policy on the mobility of Heavy Goods Vehicles in South Dublin County Council. The policy identified local and strategic road networks and identified the various weight classes of commercial vehicles. Updated regulations provided for a graduated restriction system. The policy on the mobility of Heavy Goods Vehicles combined this information to give guidance for the restriction appropriate for each road. In the case of the Grange Castle Road heavy vehicles between 12 tonnes and 40 tonnes design gross vehicle weight are prohibited. The restriction permits vans and small delivery trucks which are considered appropriate on this road. Long diversions and additional vehicle mileage are unnecessary.
Access to locations, by all vehicles, within a restriction is permitted under the regulations.
An Garda Síochána will be requested to provide information in relation to any weight restriction enforcement carried out on Grange Castle Road.

REPLY:

QUESTION (14): Councillor W. Lavelle 			 Item ID: 43131 
"To ask the Chief Executive for a detailed update on the design and implementation of the planned TRIAL mini-roundabout and safe crossing points at the Newcastle Road/Hillcrest Road junction; and of other measures to improve traffic flow at Newcastle Road including possible redesign of the SuperValu roundabout, installation of a SCOOTS system and changes to the 'green light' time afforded to motorists seeking to turn right from the overbridge to the N4 eastbound; and to ask if any of these measures will be funded by way of the recent €250,000 allocation from the National Transport Authority?"
REPLY:
All of the matters referred to are being examined by the Council's consulting engineers including the provision of an east west corridor for cyclists through park areas as well as improvements to facilities for school going children at the various schools along this road including public transport. The NTA allocation may be used for these purposes but the primary use of these funds is for the benefit of non car traffic and will have to be augmented from Council resources if all matters are to be dealt with. Once the design works are progressed we will be in a position to decide what can be funded from the allocation.

REPLY:
The Councils consulting engineer is examining the implications of the noise action plan on a county wide basis.  The Councils consulting engineer has identified 22 critical receptor locations across the County, Moyglas is one of these. It is not necessary to meet residents at this time as it is purely a technical exercise to determine if actual noise measurements in these critical locations are consistent with those identified in the analysis brought forward for the Noise Action Plan. It is intended to install a monitor at second floor level in these locations and measure the noise at these critical receptors. We will be in contact with residents to locate the device for a 24 hr period in each of the identified locations. Having identified the noise levels the Council will draw up a list of priority areas in the county and prepare ameliorative measures in so far as resources permit.

REPORT:
The school going population is increasing and investment in schools is evident with many new projects recently completed or underway in the Lucan area. Modern school design provides for limited set down and pickup facilities, however it is unrealistic to expect that small extensions to existing schools would entail similar scale of investment in set down facilities and local road upgrades to the new schools. In the first instance there may not be any additional land available. The Council will however work with the school authorities, the Gardai and parents to improve the parking arrangements during school times. 
The sole responsibility for policing illegal parking rests with the Garda Authorities. The Council is involved in the provision of parking arrangements around schools with statutory road markings, bollards and has provided school wardens in a number of locations across the County. The Council meets regularly with school authorities to discuss issues that arise. The starting time for schools is a matter for the school authorities and the parents of the children concerned.
The Council approaches the congestion problem around schools in two ways.
For village areas such as Lucan pay and display, parking is operated to reduce the duration which school associated vehicles are permitted to park in residential areas and thereby protects residential amenity.
Secondly, investment in sustainable transportation measures such as the provision of cycle tracks and improved walking routes allows for an increase in modal shift to non-car travel.

S.I. No. 331/2012 - Road Traffic (Signs) (Amendment) Regulations 2012.
S.I. No. 332/2012 - Road Traffic (Traffic and Parking) (Amendment) (No. 2) Regulations 2012.
Their use is also prescribed by ministerial directive on the use of the Traffic Signs Manual. 
The weight restriction signs provided by South Dublin County Council comply with these requirements.
Additionally the Traffic Signs Manual prescribes warning signs that can be used to alert traffic approaching a weight restriction. Such signs are provided on the Palmerstown By-Pass. The signs are detailed in Chapter 6 section 6.14 of the manual.
Kennelsfort Road is a Local Primary Distributor Road linking the communities of Palmerstown, Cherry Orchard and Cloverhill and providing for the transport needs of those who live, work and do business there. A height restriction barrier placed on the public road network would impede the movement of emergency vehicles, delivery vehicles, school and public buses and maintenance vehicles and would constitute a hazard to road users. A height restriction barrier that would prevent vehicles other than motor cars is not recommended for these reasons.

REPLY:
Commercial activity in Palmerstown Village is comprised of; convenience stores, a bank, a pub, food outlets, hairdressers, taxi company, crèche, community centre, doctors surgery, guesthouse and other services typical of an urban village. Village improvement works have now commencing in Palmerstown to add to the attractiveness of the village.
Parking is arranged around Kennelsfort Road Lower and Old Lucan Road with parking in designated areas. On the remaining roadway parking is prohibited to maintain safe flow of traffic. In total the commercial area is served by 37 parking spaces. Many of the visitors to the village will have short stay requirements. 50% of parking sessions are less than 30 minutes and within the free parking period.
The spaces on Kennelsfort Road Lower are shared with residential permit holders who require appropriate access to the parking spaces immediately outside their own homes. Additional Residential areas at Woodfarm Terrace and Red Cow Cottages located opposite the bank are within the Permit area.
Following a review in early 2014 paid parking was removed from Old Lucan Road at the Horseshoe and the east end of the village a parking bay was provided for long term parking.
While space is seen to be generally available within the village a large amount of stakeholders depend on proper functioning parking. In any case the majority of motorists are not subject to paid parking (less than 30 minutes). The removal of enforcement of long duration and unsafe parking is not recommended.

- Immediately relocates noise and vibration receivers to more sensitive areas, such as Moy Glas Lawn and parts of Moy Glas Road and Chase, which have houses in close proximity yet low railings providing absolutely no noise protection, despite the An Bord Pleanala ruling granting permission for the Outer Ring Road seeking this."

The works at the apartments are now largely confined to the site itself and the road works for the Willsbrook scheme will continue for the next few weeks with road crossings and surfacing being confined to weekends. The planning permission for the apartments includes for openings on to a new cycleway and footpath yet to be constructed by the developer.
It is not possible to extend the cycle way contract works as suggested and the allocation in 2015 allows only for completion of the existing contract. 
Once road works are completed the area will be cleaned and relined. The provision of a drop off space at the school is a matter for the Department of Education and the school authorities.”
Following contributions from Councillors W. Lavelle, E. O’Brien, L. O’Toole and P. Gogarty, Mr. J. McLoughlin, Senior Engineer, responded to queries raised. The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“A core objective of this Council in relation to business is to ring-fence 1% of rates paid for projects directly related to supporting business. The Business Support grant is a key element of this objective.
The Business Support Grant is primarily intended to provide a support grant to ratepayers under €10,000 valuation. However, as indicated at Budget, CPG and Council meetings the surplus funds over and above the direct grant to ratepayers will be retained to fund other interventions to support Business in the County.  
These interventions will be guided by the feedback from the business survey carried out in 2014, the vacancy analysis and physical surveys of our business parks and may include: 
· physical upgrade of the business environment in the County, 
· additional training and support through LEO in conjunction with our business sustainability program with the Chamber, and 
· the potential of supporting additional incubator/enterprise space in the County, where required and making use of appropriate vacant space.  
A key feedback from talking to local businesses in compiling the County Economic Profile is the need for a coherent programme of works which will reflect the planned multi annual nature of the investment, (subject to budgetary approval), and concentrate on key areas. 
At the last Economic, Enterprise and Tourism SPC (11th Feb last) there was agreement on a broad structure for the spending of the Business support grant surplus based on the above three points.
The Economic, Enterprise & Tourism SPC has established a working group to consider a number of initiatives in the County, including the Business Support Grant. A full report in this regard will be brought to the Working Group on 26th February for consideration. In line with the structure outlined above the Council will seek opportunities to support start up business within the County, including the Lucan area.”
