It would be premature at this stage to determine individual grants to individual Groups pending examination of all requests received and their impact in the context of the approach to the competition and other projects that may be planned in the various villages of the County.

Members should note that the Initial Seed Grant will have the objective of allowing the group to get up and running again in the coming year while the Annual Tidy Towns Programme Grant will have the objective to assist the group to meet some of the costs associated with completing actions / works identified by the groups arising from the outcome of last years judging; their preparation for the current years competition and the objectives that they have set in the context of their multi annual plan to improve their position in the National Tidy Towns Awards.

It should be noted that there may also be other more appropriate sources of funding for Tidy Towns Groups to consider such as the Community Initiative Fund. While the proposed criteria for this fund are still being considered by the Social and Community Strategic Policy Committee it may be that the project depending on the exact detail may be one that could be funded through this Initiative. When the Strategic Policy Committee have completed their work on the scheme, it will come before the Council for approval before a significant promotion of the Initiative will take place.”

Can the following aspects be addressed please

1. In any developments within the Clondalkin ACA, will any housing development be required to be two storeys or less, in order to be in keeping with surrounding buildings?

2. Can developers be required to use materials that are in keeping with the historic centre of Clondalkin Village, particularly in walls etc with a requirement that the materials and style of stonework used is in keeping with the traditional stone walls in the village area.

3. Can the ACA designation be used to protect the sightlines to the Round Tower.  These have already been drastically impeded by development and the ACA designation did not seem to provide adequate protection.

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“Clondalkin Village was designated as an Architectural Conservation Area (ACA) under the review of the 1998 County Development Plan. The 2004-2010 Development Plan was the first development plan to deal with the requirements of Part IV of the Planning and Development Act 2000 which relates to the statutory protection of Protected Structures and Architectural Conservation Areas. As such guidance leaflets were produced by the Councils Architectural Conservation Officer and a number of information sessions were held for residents of ACAs. Key features were identified within the guidance leaflets along with policies relating to the specific ACA (please see attached copy of Clondalkin ACA guidance leaflet).

 The purpose of an ACA designation is to define the boundaries of an area that merits protection and to use appropriate controls over development in order to protect and enhance the special character of the ACA under the following objectives:

-        Ensure that all proposed development are carried out in a manner sympathetic to the special character of the area

-        Conserve, restore and rehabilitate the existing building stock in the area.

 These objectives along with details on the features which contribute to the character of an ACA for Clondalkin Village includes streetscape, roofscape and views towards landmark buildings, including the Round Tower and Church of Ireland.

 Under Section 4.2.9.ii Policy AA8 of the current County Development Plan (2010-2016) the Council will have particular regard to the following:

“Impact of proposed development on the immediate environs of the streetscape in terms of compatibility of character, design, colour and finishes, massing of built form and intensity of site use……”

 These policies were written in agreement with the Councils Architectural Conservation Officer with regard best practice, conservation guidelines and principles and are taken into account with regard to the assessment of any proposed development within an Architectural Conservation Area. Any planning application which relates to development within an ACA is referred to the prescribed bodies under the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended) and is also referred internally to the Councils Architectural Conservation Officer as per her statutory role under the Planning and Development Act 2000.”

Under the Gaeltacht Act 2012, it is envisaged that the Gaeltacht will in future be based on linguistic criteria instead of on geographic areas which has been the position to date.  Language planning at community level will be central to the new definition of the Gaeltacht.  Areas located outside the existing statutory Gaeltacht will be given the opportunity to achieve statutory recognition as Irish Language Networks or as Gaeltacht Service Towns, subject to fulfilling particular criteria.

“That this Committee look at issuing a new cleaning schedule given the litter issues and given the huge increased population of the Newcastle area and review a schedule for checking estates in the Bawnogue and North Clondalkin area.”
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“The large increase in population in the Newcastle area coincides with a large increase in housing developments and estates built in recent times. A lot of these estates are not under the control of the Council and the maintenance and upkeep of them including litter control is a matter for the landowners or developers.  The Council undertakes regular litter inspections in Newcastle and undertakes litter and cleansing operations as required. As a general rule this is restricted to the older estates and main roads which are in charge. These areas are not considered to be prone to high levels of littering.  In addition to this community cleanup material is removed from two locations in the village on a monthly basis in agreement with the local community group.

The Bawnogue and North Clondalkin areas are inspected for littering on a regular basis. Both areas suffer from high levels of dumping and littering with some areas more prone to persistent dumping. These areas are checked more frequently and material removed when found.  During the grass cutting season the inspection of estates for littering is also undertaken as part of a progress review of how the grass cutting schedule is progressing.”
Following contributions from Councillors G. Kenny, F. Timmons and B. Bonner, Mr. D. Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
C/189/15 MOT (13) WHEELCHAIR ACCESSIBILITY IN NEWCASTLE CEMETRY

“That this Committee calls on the Chief Executive to present a report on wheelchair accessibility in Newcastle cemetery.  It appears that in many parts of the cemetery there is no proper access for wheelchairs or for mini diggers. 

Can some of the kerbing be removed to improve accessibility?

Can kerbing be restricted on future graves so that accessibility is maintained?”
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:

“It is not possible to remove kerbing from existing grave plots where a burial has taken place and kerbing has already been laid by the plot owner.  Each grave plot is 9 ft long which is intended to accommodate a 1ft wide headstone foundation as well as a large coffin or casket, while also affording some working space for gravediggers both at the top and bottom of the grave plot.  In order to ensure that the largest of coffins can be accommodated this length must be maintained.  Accessibility may be an issue in the older sections of our graveyards where the width of footpath between plots in many cases is as narrow as 2ft, and this may cause difficulty for wheelchair users and others.  Regrettably it is not possible to rectify this issue retrospectively. 

The practice of constructing narrow paths such as these in our graveyards was discontinued some time ago, with all footpaths in newly constructed graveyards and new sections of existing graveyards now being a minimum of 1 metre wide (or 3ft 3 ins).”
