"To ask the Manager what plans there are if any, to provide bring banks in the Kiltipper and surrounding areas as there is a clear need for these facilities with the growing population and will he make a statement on the matter?”
Reply:
The Environmental Services Department is continually seeking to identify locations throughout the county to install further recycling bring banks so as to increase the levels of both glass and plastic recycling.  At present there are bring banks located at the Tymon Bawn Community Centre and at Sean Walsh Park Depot which are the closest to the Kiltipper area.  Further suitable locations in the Kiltipper area will be investigated and bring banks will be established at these sites if they are found suitable.  The Environmental Services Department will consider any sites which can be suggested by the elected members or by local residents, and will examine the suitability of the sites.
