PART 1

Definitions:
1.
In these bye-laws except where expressly stated to the contrary the following words have the meanings hereby respectively assigned to them, that is to say:

“the Act”


means the Casual Trading Act, 1995.

“the County Council”
means the County Council of the County of South Dublin.

“Casual Trading Area”
means an area shown listed in the First Schedule hereto and 




designated as a Casual Trading Area.

“Licence”
means a Casual Trading Licence granted under the Casual Trading Act, 1995 and for the time being in force.

“Casual Trading”
means  selling goods at a place (including a public road) to which the public have access as of right or at any other place that is a casual trading area as defined by the Act.  It shall not include the following classes of selling:-


(i)
selling of Daily and Sunday newspapers by 
newspaper vendors.





(ii)
selling of ice-cream by ice-cream vendors.

“Licence Holder”

means  a person to whom a Licence has been granted or 




his/her 
servant or agent acting on his/her behalf.

“Authorised  Officer”
means an officer of the County Council or other person 




appointed by the County Council for the purposes of the 




Act.

PART II
CASUAL TRADING AREA
2. Each of the lands described in the First Schedule hereto is hereby designated as a casual trading area for the purposes of the Act. The said designated areas are divided into categories marked A to C inclusive as shown in the First Schedule.

LICENCE
3. An applicant for a licence shall furnish to the Council the information requested in the application form together with the appropriate fee, and together with such further information as the Council may request and if the person refuses to comply with these provisions the Council may refuse to grant the Licence to the applicant.


A Casual Trading Licence shall issue only in respect of a specific trading area and any person engaging in Casual Trading shall do so only within the confines of the specific area to which the Licence relates.

LICENCE FEES
4. An applicant for a Licence must pay the appropriate fee for the type of goods to be sold in the particular category of the designated area as shown set out in the Second Schedule hereto. The licence shall indicate what goods may be sold and only such goods as are shown on the Licence, and for which the appropriate licence fees have been paid, may be sold by the licence holder.

TRADING PLACE
5. A Licence holder shall engage in casual trading only within the space allocated to him/her in a designated area which space shall be identified by means of a description in his/her Licence and delineated by paint marking.


The Licence fees in respect of individual casual trading spaces in Casual Trading areas which operate as markets are payable direct to the Local Authority.  Individual spaces within these areas shall be allocated by the Council by such methods as it may at its discretion decide.

TIMES OF TRADING
6. A Licence holder shall engage in casual trading only at the specified times and days shown on the licence.

DISPLAY OF LICENCE
7. A Licence holder shall prominently display the number of

the Licence at his/her trading place in such a position as to be clearly visible and easily legible to members of the public at all times during trading hours. If so requested he/she shall produce the Licence to any person at that place.

LITTER
8 A Licence holder shall provide, at his/her own expense, a suitable receptacle that meets the requirements of South Dublin County Council for the disposal of litter/waste and shall keep the trading place clean and tidy at all times. All goods and stock shall be removed from the trading place at the end of each day’s trading.

STALL
9. A Licence holder shall only use a stall, vehicle, trailer or other like receptacle or structure for carrying/displaying goods which is approved by the County Council, and shall remove same at the end of each day’s trading. The County Council may remove any stall, vehicle, trailer or like receptacle or structure found in a trading place outside of trading hours.

OBLIGATION TO OBEY
10. While occupying a trading place, a Licence holder must 
DIRECTIONS

obey all lawful requests of an authorised officer or a 





member of the Garda Siochana.

OFFENCES


11. A person who contravenes a bye-law shall be guilty of 




an offence.

PENALTY
12. Every person who shall offend against any of the foregoing bye-laws shall be liable for every such offence on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €1,016.

COMMENCEMENT

13. These Bye-Laws shall come into force on 10th June
