Public Participation Network  (PPN)
Information was provided to the members on a regular basis regarding the formation of the new PPN for South Dublin County.  Five members were selected from the PPN to join the LCDC.

Local Economic and Community Plan
The committee received the revised  guidelines as they were updated throughout the year.   The LECP is a standing item on all meeting agendas.

The LCDC identified priorities and these were then discussed at a meeting of stakeholders including Local Drugs Task Forces, Sports Partnership, Children Services Committee, Local Development Company on 5 June 2014 and new priorities were identified by those present.  Following this meeting the LCDC further considered these amendments. Some attempts were made to gather data which would be relevant in the preparation of the plan and discussions were held with other Local Authorities in the Dublin region.

Seminars

Staff supporting the Local Community Development Committee attended all information sessions and seminars organised by the Department of Environment, Community and Local Government and also by POBAL.  Information was relayed on a regular basis to the Chair and the LCDC members.

LEADER

Discussions took place regarding the implementation of a LEADER programme in rural Dublin.  Members were informed regularly as the area covered by LEADER in this County and the structures and organisations that may implement the programme.
