SD06A/0360). This site is in the vicinity of Schoil Mhuire, Ballyboden. 

An Bord Pleanala imposed 1 condition: 

This permission shall apply for a period of five years from the date of this order. The telecommunications structure and related ancillary structures shall then be removed unless, prior to the end of the period, planning permission shall have been granted for their retention for a further period.
Reason: To enable the impact of the development to be re-assessed, having regard to changes in technology and design during the specified period.
Class 31 of Part 1 of Schedule 2 of the Planning & Development Regulations, 2001 (as amended) relates to categories of exempted development by Statutory Undertakers. Such development includes transmitting or receiving dishes on telecommunications structures.

Under Section 22 of the Litter Pollution Act 1997 dog fouling is an offence. That section prescribes that the person in charge of a dog shall immediately remove faeces and shall ensure that it is properly disposed of in a suitable manner. However it is widely acknowledged nationally that enforcement of this provision is extremely difficult.

As there have been significant changes to the RTT boundaries in recent years it is not possible to provide the precise data as requested.

The bin at the corner of Longwood and Grange Road was one day surrounded by poo filled bags which was even more disgusting than the poo itself as they couldn't biodegrade."
The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“There is no excuse for dog owners leaving bags as referred to above beside bins: there is no requirement for specific receptacles for dog foul.

Under Section 22 of the Litter Pollution Act 1997 it is an offence to allow a dog under to foul a public place. This means the owner/person in charge of dog are required by law to remove dog foul and dispose of it in a suitable, sanitary manner. This includes any public road or footpath, school or sports ground, recreational area and the immediate surrounds of another person's house.

Dog Foul Signs have been erected in this electoral area at the locations outlined in the attached list and the area referred to in the motion will be examined for suitability for erection of additional signage.

Considerable focus is being placed on the problem of dog fouling in the context of the development of the new Litter Management Plan (LMP) which is due to go to public consultation in May 2015. 

We are currently working on developing a renewed Dog Fouling Awareness Campaign to run in tandem with the commencement of LMP public consultation period, and we are also in the process of examining the feasibility and cost of delivering new robust technology to support environmental enforcement.”

Progress Report on Tree Maintenance Programme 2015
In November 2014, the Tree Maintenance Programme for the last 2 months of 2014 and for 2015 was presented to the Rathfarnham/Templeogue-Terenure Area Committee.

This programme comprises:

· outstanding works from the 2014 Tree Maintenance Programme 

· outstanding commitments from years prior to 2014 highlighted by Council Members 

· commitments given high priority for action during 2015 following inspection of the trees arising from requests for tree maintenance received during 2014 via the Council’s customer contact system 

As on 31st March 2015, the following is an update on the percentage of the 2015 Tree Maintenance Programme completed in the Rathfarnham/Templeogue-Terenure Area:

The delivery of the programme for 2015 remains ongoing and will continue until the year end.

In recognition of the increasing requirements for tree maintenance and in an attempt to address the accumulation of tree maintenance commitments from previous years, South Dublin County Council has for the first time, put in place a team largely dedicated to tree management. This team is charged with co-ordinating the tree maintenance programme and establishing new measures to relieve the backlog of commitments and to enable progress towards an improved tree maintenance service and a more strategic approach to tree management.

The Council has endeavoured to include and prioritise outstanding commitments from previous years in the 2015 programme but we are continuing to receive details of other previous commitments which have not been factored into the current programme. Our priority for 2015 is to deliver on the current approved programme and to begin to move towards a planned programme of cyclical tree maintenance based on a road by road and estate by estate approach and the delivery of the 2015 programme will necessitate the application of adequate staff resources to tree maintenance over the coming months to achieve this. Where details of outstanding commitments continue to emerge over the course of the current year, these may be accommodated at the year end, subject to resource capacity and completion of the approved programme for 2015 or they will be given priority under the 2016 tree maintenance programme. In advancing a cyclical programme of tree maintenance within whole estates, we will focus in 2015 on estates where there are significant clusters of outstanding commitments and where tree inspections and surveys have identified the need to plan for a complete programme of tree works within an estate. In tandem with dealing with individual and isolated tree maintenance requests, this approach will further impact in reducing the backlog of commitments and be proactive in eliminating potential new or impending requests for tree maintenance.

In addition to attempting to deal with the backlog of tree maintenance commitments through the 2015 Tree Maintenance Programme, an accumulation of issues contributing to the backlog has been identified with remedial actions being implemented as follows:

Collectively these above initiatives and actions, in time, will lead to the more effective and efficient proactive management of the South Dublin’s tree resource.

An update in relation to the completion of the 2015 Tree Maintenance Programme in the Rathfarnham/Templeogue-Terenure Area is set out in detail in the second attached report entitled Tree List Update. This updated listing includes additional works which have been carried out during the current programme period mainly as a result of storm damage during December and January. The Works Programme is categorised as follows:

1. Individual Trees for Pruning or Removal 

2. Stump Removals 

3. Hedge Maintenance 

4. Open Space Shrubberies Maintenance 

Tree List Update
