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The objectives of the N4/N7 Corridor Study were:
Objective

· To describe and quantify the existing transport network in the study area

· To understand future growth in population and economic activity that will drive future increases in travel demand

· To develop and assess alternative approaches for responding to future demand

· To protect the availability of capacity on the strategic road network into the future to support accessibility within and through the Study Area

· To develop an implementation plan which will link future network interventions to development objectives

The following points were raised by members of the Land Use Planning and Transportation, were discussed and it was agreed that they would form part of a submission to the NRA for their consideration and incorporation into this study 
· The SPC repeats it opposition to the introduction of road pricing on the M50 which would cripple the South Dublin County Council road network.  
· The SPC fully supports the need for a new a Western Orbital Road to link the N7 to N4 (west of Lucan), with a possible onward connection to the N3. The SPC consider that this should be a national road. This new road should be pursued as a priority.

· There would be concern regarding the impact of an overbridge accross Liffey Valley Parkland. The feasibility of a tunnel under Liffey as alternative should be examined 

· The SPC believes that N4 & N7 Study needs to be mindful of SDCC Development Plan. 
· The population projection figures should be updated using data for Development Plan Review. 
· The Lucan/Newcastle/Clondalkin area is boxed in by N4/N7/M50. Clarity is required on quantum of new development that can be catered for by the existing road network.  
· The impact of development at Adamstown and Clonburris SDZ requires detailed consideration; particualry in terms of the impact on the R120 & R136.
· The impact and consequences of the M50 reaching peak capacity must be considered carefully. 
· In relation to the M50, the previous proposals for provision of a new Junction 8 should be examined. 
· The study should examine the impact on the M50 arising from traffic from the Ballycullen area. 

· The impact of the planned development of a new National Children’s Hospital at St. James Hospital should be examined as part of the study. 

· The SPC supports recognises the necessity to provide and promote alternative modal options.
· Where appropriate the study should be extended to include key relevant junctions inside the M50.  
· This should include examination of the operation of the R148/Kennelsfort Road junction, including the impact of traffic queues on effectiveness of N4/M50 interchange and eastbound on-ramp from Fonthill Road/Hermitage Clinic. The SDCC Development Plan contain an objective for a grade separated interchange at this junction.

· Junctions along the R110 in the areas of Fox and Geese should also be included

· The study should include an examination of bus priority measures on N4 between eastbound off-ramp to Fonthill Road and Kennelsfort Road junction is necessary.
· Specific examination of the Fonthill Road N4 junction should be incorporated in the study. 

· Careful consideration is required of any proposal to install traffic signals in lieu of roundabouts as a strategy to reduce congestion.  
· The South Lucan area suffers from chronic traffic congestion and an absence sustainable public transport service. It is necessary to address chronic traffic congestion on internal road network in Lucan South area; including specifically in vicinity of junction of Griffeen Avenue & Grangecastle Road which was not identified in presentation to SPC.
