A significant amount of additional underground work was discovered once the Contractor was on site, which accounts for much of the delay in completion. 

There have been some issues with quality control during the works, and various items have been revisited at our request.

SDCC must try to ensure that Taking In Charge standards are met, regardless of any perceived delays. 

While the majority of the infrastructure is completed, there is a lead in time for delivery of some telemetry equipment, and the connection of power supplies is down to a third party. Estimated timeframe to completion of outstanding items is 12 weeks.”

“The Local Enterprise Office has a number of grants assistance that it can offer to entrepreneurs to give practical support in developing an idea, starting a business or expanding a current business.   In additional to a Feasibility, Priming and Expansion Grant the LEO South Dublin also offers training and mentoring as a support to people who wish to start up their own business.   Application forms for the grants are available on the LEO website or by calling into the LEO office and speaking with one of the Business Advisors.  

The rationale for the Business Support Grant (BSG) is that 1% of rates paid would be ringfenced to directly support business. This is subject to the budgetary approval by the Elected Members.

The primary operation of the BSG is a direct grant to eligible businesses with a rateable value of under €10,000. The Elected members set aside €880,000 for this grant in the adopted 2015 budget. In the 2014 budget €1.2m was similarly allocated.

Work is ongoing with the Finance department to pay the remaining approx. 900 applicants who made an application during 2014. In total approx. €585,000 has been committed from the BSG with respect to the 2014 applications.

With respect to the additional funding from the BSG, as agreed, they will be used to target industrial vacancy/ underutilisation and obsolescence and; to promote innovation and enterprise, on a percentage breakdown of -

· 60%- infrastructural upgrading works to be of a capital nature. 

· 30%- innovation, startup advice and supports including incubation space 
· 10%- targeted training, to be identified by targeted surveys and delivered through LEO 

Work is ongoing through the Economic, Enterpise and Tourism SPC to identify and support particular projects that can directly benefit from the above supports. 

For the 2015 BSG grant process, the application letter, which has been simplified, is due to issue. 

The members will be kept informed through the reports from the Economic, Enterprise and Tourism SPC.”

“A number of projects under the Villages Initiative are already completed in Clondalkin, including painting of buildings (2014) and tree-planting of semi-mature trees (2013).   These works were discussed and carried out in conjunction with Clondalkin Tidy Towns. A budget of €2.0m is proposed for the design and construction of the Round Tower Visitor Centre and Public Gardens. This is the largest single allocation proposed under the Villages Initiative Project. These works will commence on site in autumn 2015. No other projects will be proposed for Clondalkin under the Villages Initiative Programme until this flagship scheme is completed.

The Consultant Design Team for the Round Tower Project has now been tendered and consultants appointed. This team is already at work preparing tender documentation for the Visitor Centre project. Upcoming works will include ground investigation testing (bearing capacity) and enabling works to determine the exact nature of conservation works to the Millview Cottages. Both of these investigations will be supervised by the consultant archaeologist as required by Departmental approval. Tender is scheduled to issue in early October 2015 with works commencing November. Construction works should last approximately 12 months. The Centre is targeted to open in late 2016. Expressions of Interest advertisement has already issued in relation to the café / retail franchise associated with the Visitor Centre. Libraries have allocated a staff member to work full-time on researching material and content suitable for exhibition in a variety of formats. The scheme will be promoted when its themes, content and construction are at a more advanced stage.”

A more comprehensive breakdown by electoral area and a map of the reports for the Clondalkin area are provided as attachments to this report.

There is a 48 hour response commitment in the Programme for Government for an acknowledgement to be issued by the Council to the customer. Due to the scheduling of works programmes, the work required may however be carried out at a later date. In these cases a commitment date is recorded on the system and a further update will issue on or before that date advising of the scheduling of the work programme. For example, a member of the public can log a report for tree pruning and they will receive an acknowledgement within the 2 day framework; however the work may be added to a future works programme for completion at a later date, which in the instance of tree pruning can in general only take place at certain times of the year. These requests received through 'Fix Your Street’ are then captured with a commitment and tracked within the Council's Customer Care System.

A new email facility was added to the site in May 2014, whereby notifications are now issued to those customers who submit an email address. These notifications issue each time there is an update to the reports. Not all customers give their email address and those who don’t can’t be contacted directly with updates. However the website will continue to be updated once the Council responds. If a customer checks back on the ‘fixyourstreet’ site over the 24 hours post logging their report, they should see their report listed. Once moderated those reports will be available for viewing on www.fixyourstreet.ie
The Council can assess a system modification in terms of the confirmation update once reports are submitted however as of now unless the end user is being told by the site that there is a problem with the report (i.e. a missing field or location), then they can rest assured that fixyourstreet is accepting reports.”

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“The Joint Policing Committee Parks sub group presented the Reclaiming Our Parks report to the Joint Policing Committee in September 2010.

The report set out a series of recommendations (52 in total) under three broad themes. 

· Policing our Parks 

· Managing our Parks 

· Activating our parks 

The recommendations in the report were summarized into five categories relating to the responsible body and set out in Appendix A of the report. The five categories are as follows: 

1. Recommendations relating to South Dublin County Council (35) 

2. Recommendations relating jointly to South Dublin County Council and An Garda Siochána (4) 

3. Recommendations relating to An Garda Siochána (1) 

4. Recommendations relating to Ministers & State Bodies (10) 

5. Recommendations relating to the Joint Policing Committee (2) 

The recommendations were also categorised into those actions which could be advanced within existing resources and those actions which would require additional resources.

Following the adoption of the report at the Joint Policing Committee Meeting in November 2010, an Implementation Group was established consisting of Elected Members, Community representatives, members of An Garda Siochána and staff representatives from the Community and Parks Departments of the Council. The group reports on a twice yearly basis to the main Committee.

The implementation group was tasked with progressing the various actions having regard to resources and timeframes. 

The fifty two actions were divided into three action categories:-

· Short term 1 – 2 years – 30 actions 

· Medium Term 3 - 5 years – 15 actions 

· Longer term 5 years+ - 7 actions

 Of the fifty two actions, five actions specifically relate to St. Cuthbert’s Park, namely Actions 6, 12, 17, 19 and 29.

Action 6. The sub-group recommends that a pilot training scheme in the area of landscape management and horticulture be pursued in the St. Cuthbert’s Park area in conjunction with the Dolcain Project, South Dublin County Council and CPLN Area Partnership.

This is a medium term action and was to involve discussions will be held with the Dolcain project and relevant training authorities to establish a working group to develop proposals for a pilot training scheme. This action has not been commenced.

Action 12. The sub-group recommends that works be carried out to modify the existing wall at Lealand Road/Lindisfarne Grove to prevent unauthorised vehicles accessing the park.

This is a medium term action and was identified as requiring additional resources to advance it. 

The existing boundary to St. Cuthbert’s Park, including the boundary at Lealand Road/Lindisfarne Grove, was secured against unauthorized motor vehicle access many years ago. As the boundary proved to be effective against motor cars, a switch to motorbikes and quads took place. These vehicles are light enough to be lifted into the park and the council has been informed anonymously that local residents are responsible. The cost of altering the existing boundary to St. Cuthbert’s Park at Lealand Road / Lindisfarne Grove is being considered but is subject to the identification of the necessary resources.

Action 17. The sub-group recommends extensions of Halloween festivals and supervised bonfires to both Killinarden Park and St. Cuthbert’s Park.

This action was categorised as long term and requiring additional resources.

Organised bonfires were discontinued some years ago for several reasons including the lack of impact on the number of illegal bonfires in the surrounding area. It is not proposed to provide organised bonfires but arrangements have been made by the Community Department to commence discussions with the Elected Members on the provision of alternative community based activities for Halloween 2015. The first meeting is taking place directly after the Area Committee.

Action 19. The sub-group recommends that the Council prioritise efforts to preserve St. Cuthbert’s Church and associated graveyard as a pilot-project from which lessons may be learned with respect to the preservation of heritage features in other parks in our county.

In particular with respect to St. Cuthbert’s Church and associated graveyard this report recommends:

i) Responsibility as well as budgetary provision for the maintenance of the Recorded Monument should be formally devolved to the Parks and Landscape Department;

ii) An assessment of the church and graveyard should be carried out to advise preparation of proposed programme of works and to provide the necessary information to the National Monuments section so that we can obtain their permission to carry out works to the Recorded Monument;

vi) The vegetation should be cut back thereby offering the site passive surveillance from the adjacent houses;

vii) Broken gravestones should be removed, catalogued and stored;

viii) Pilot-project could involve a community-employment or training scheme.

This action was categorised as long term and requiring significant additional resources. This action has not been commenced.

Action 29. The sub-group recommends implementation of the new Specific Local Objective in the new South Dublin County Development Plan 2010-2016 to: “actively seek the provision of a Community Centre in St. Cuthbert’s Park to serve the local needs of the community in Deansrath area”. To progress this objective the sub-group recommends that the existing St. Cuthbert’s Park Development Group, set up by Dolcain Project and including several SDCC representatives and community representatives, be recognised and supported as lead implementation group.

This action was identified as medium term and requiring additional resources. This action has not been commenced.

There are no actions in the report specific to Collinstown Park rather it is covered by actions which apply in general to public parks.”

“The Local Area Plan (LAP) for Newcastle was approved by the Elected Members in 2012 and provides for a park area as part of the plan. An existing planning permission for part of the LAP includes for the construction of a Play Space. This permission will be revisited as part of the compliance process when the Receiver and Liquidator for the development begin the process of discussion with the Council on the construction of the park itself and which is unlikely to take place until early 2016.

The play space for Newcastle should be of a Neighbourhood size and that caters for both children up to 8 years of age and those older than this. The only available area in which to achieve this would be in the proposed new park - in effect a small Neighbourhood Park.

Efforts were made in the consultation process to locate an alternative site in Newcastle but none was considered to be suitable. There has been no reduction in funding: it is simply that the site in which to utilise the funding does not currently exist. “Homeless Services for Dublin are delivered on a regional basis and are funded through DECLG, HSE and the four Local Authorities.

South Dublin County Council’s Annual Service Plan for Housing Services will provide for

· Provision of Assessment & Placement Service 

· Outreach Worker 

· Contribution towards provision of emergency accommodation – Supported Temporary Accommodation (STA), Temporary Emergency Accommodation (TEA), Long-term Supported Housing (LTSH); Private Emergency Accommodation (B&B / Hotel Accommodation) and Saoirse Women’s Refuge. 

· Contribution towards support services such as Focus Ireland Tallaght, Homeless Advice Unit, Focus Ireland Tenancy Sustainment Service; SLI Visiting Support Service through Dublin Simon, Focus Ireland New Presenters Support Service; Focus Ireland Homeless Action Team, Housing First Intake Team and Housing First Visiting Support Team 

South Dublin County Council operate 2 daily drop-in clinics for those homeless or at risk of homelessness from 10am to 12noon and 2pm to 4pm Monday to Friday and offers the following services: 

1. Advice/Assessment/Prevention options 

2. Bed Placement 

3. Completion of Housing Needs Assessment 

4. Sign up for Social Housing 

5. Sli Service - which aids the establishment and maintenance of a tenancy once signed for over a period of time in accordance of need 

6. Provides an outreach service including prison visits 

7. Weekly clinic in CARP 

The Council has a supported temporary accommodation facility in the Tallaght area for people sleeping rough in South Dublin. It caters for 21 individuals at any one time. In an effort to increase the number of beds available for those sleeping rough the Council has recently made 4 x 2 bed apartments available as move on for those in the facility who are considered capable of independent living. It is envisaged that these units will cater for 8 persons to move on and live independently with supports

The Dublin Regional Homeless Executive has introduced a new on-street service, which combines street outreach and Housing First has been in place since October 1st 2014. The service provides two teams:

Intake Team - If a person is sleeping rough and needs accommodation and support or if they are interested in referring to Housing First

Intensive Case Management (ICM) Team – If a person is already a Housing First tenant

Housing First focuses on providing long-term tenancies for those who have been long-term rough sleeping with the provision of time unlimited wrap around support services to assist them in maintaining their tenancy. This service has been contacted and is now working with the rough sleepers in the County.  In addition discussions are ongoing with Focus Ireland who provide a drop in and advice centre in Tallaght to extend their service to provide additional hot drinks and sandwiches.

The Council expects to get its allocation for capital projects for 2015 from the Department of Environment and Local Government this month. The Council aims to deliver housing through a combination of schemes that include RAS, Leasing, HAP, CAS, Construction Programme and Public Private Partnerships.”
