
SCHEDULE OF DOCUMENTATION FOR SUBMISSION
Those Tendering are asked to submit the following documentation:

Public Liability Policy - This policy should provide for the following:-

(a) Indemnification of County Council as principal.

(b) Unlimited cover generally and a limit not less than €6.4 million in respect of any one accident.

The documents, which are submitted in this regard, will be forwarded to the Council’s Finance Dept. for consideration and approval.
2.2  Employer’s Liability Policy - This policy should provide for the            following:-

Indemnification of South Dublin County Council in respect of claims which could be made against it as principal by employees of the those tendering with a limit of indemnity of not less than €12.7 million.

Full Motor Insurance Policy - This should provide for the following in respect of vehicles governed by the Road Traffic Acts:-

(a)
Indemnification of South Dublin County Council as principal.

(b)
Names and addresses of drivers where limited cover only is provided.

(c)
Passenger cover in relation to seating capacity of cab.

(d)
Cover for towing including trailers where applicable.

(e)
Loading and unloading risks both on and beyond public thoroughfares.

(f) A limit of indemnity of at least €6.4 million for any one accident in respect of damage to third party property.

(g)
Cover in respect of bringing of a load or the taking away of a load from the vehicle on public thoroughfares or carriageways.

Vehicle registration numbers of vehicles involved in selling ice creams etc

Product Liability Insurance – public liability insurance in respect of the products being sold

2.5 A current H.S.E Certificate in respect of each vending unit.

2.6 A valid Tax Clearance Certificate or C2 Certificate from the Revenue Commissioners.  In the case of a non-resident bidder, a statement of suitability on tax grounds from the Revenue Commissioners in Ireland will be required.

2.7 Health & Safety Statement 

2.8 A Casual Trading Licence is required in respect of each location and will be provided by South Dublin to the successful individual/company tendering for each location.  (Subject to receipt of all the above documentary evidence) 

GENERAL CONDITIONS OF LICENCE FOR ICE-CREAM VENDING

1. Period of use will be that as agreed with the Council.  No extension to the time allowed for use of the site will be granted except in exceptional circumstances and with the prior consent of the Council in writing.

2. The area for vending is confined to a defined location and cannot be moved to other locations on the site without the prior written permission of the Parks Superintendent or his representative. No vehicles to be driven onto grassed areas in the Park.

3.
The ground to be left free of litter and in the same condition as when entered upon. Any contravention of this condition will be dealt with under the 1997, Litter Pollution Act, as amended.
4. Reinstatement costs for any damage to the site, caused by the vendor will be charged to the vender.

5. The vendor will be responsible for ensuring that there is no disruption to the normal flow of traffic, at the location involved.

6. In the event of the vendor proving unsatisfactory with regard to service or not fulfilling the requirements of insurance policies, H.S.E Certificates, the Health and Safety Act, 1997 Litter Pollution Act, as amended or the Parks Bye-laws, the Council reserves the right to withdraw the licence.

7. Licences may be granted to more than one individual/company    tendering.  Only one licence will be granted for each location.
