Proposed disposal of ESB Sub Station Site at Tymon North Road, adj Scoil Iosa, Tymon North, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

An application was received from the Electricity Supply Board, Clanwilliam House, Clanwilliam Place, Dublin 2 to regularise title to an existing sub-station site at Tymon North Road, adj Scoil Iosa , Tymon North, Tallaght, Dublin 24.  The sub-station site is registered to the ownership of the Council but is physically enclosed within the school site by a palisade fence.  
This item was previously presented to the members of the Council on 8th February 2010.  However a disposal resolution was not agreed at this time as a member raised a query in respect of payment of charges between Scoil Iosa and the ESB. These charges and any other such charges are not a matter for the Council.
Accordingly, I recommend that the Council dispose of its interest in the sub- station site as shown shaded in blue on Indicative Drawing No. LA/01/10, to the Electricity Supply Board in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 subject to the following terms and conditions.

1. That the Council dispose of its interest in the subject plot for the consideration of €1 (one euro)


2. That the land is disposed of with full freehold title.


3. That the ESB shall pay a contribution in respect of the Council’s legal fees.


The lands being disposed of form part of the lands acquired from M. Waterman in 1975 for housing and open space purposes.
