"To ask the Chief Executive for a full report on the disposal of land at 14 Rushbrook Crescent, which took place at the October 2014 Council meeting; to ask if the disposal was intended to facilitate development at the site - and if so, why were Councillors not informed of this; to ask if Councillors voting on the disposal were briefed on the planning history at the site; and to make a statement on the matter?"
REPLY:

The owners of 14 Rushbrook Crescent contacted the Council in June 2009 to seek to acquire a small plot of land to facilitate the straightening of a boundary wall and incorporate said plot into their garden. The request was forwarded to the relevant departments for their reports on the matter as well as Bord Gais and ESB Networks. Once the reports were received with conditions pertaining to the disposal the Valuer's Office was instructed to proceed with preparing a valuation on the plot. 

A S183 was then prepared, taking account of the conditionality imposed by the various departments, namely that:-

· The area shall be retained by the Council as a wayleave to access adjoining services. No permanent structure or deep rooted planting to be provided in this area. 

· The applicants shall incorporate the area into their existing garden and any boundary feature constructed shall be in accordance with the Planning & Development and building control legislation. In particular, the depth of foundations of the proposed boundary wall shall be at a depth so as to transfer the loading of the proposed wall to below the invert level of the adjacent public surface water sewer. 

Members have a minimum of ten days to review such proposals to dispose and make any enquiries if they so wish. The decision to dispose is a reserved function of the Council and the Members at their discretion may resolve to dispose or not to dispose of the property concerned. If no resolution is passed then the disposal 'may be carried out'. The S183 was considered at the October 2014 Council meeting and the Members agreed to dispose of the plot as documented in the minutes (attached).

As stated above the intention of the disposal was to regularise the boundary of 14 Rushbrook Crescent, however, that does not preclude the owners from applying for planning permission on the site. The planning process and the disposal process are two seperate statutory functions and it is particularly important to note that any planning application cannot be pre-judged but must be considered on its merits.

The following report by the Chief Executive, which had been circulated, was presented by Mr. F. Nevin, Director of Economic Enterprise and Tourism Development, and was CONSIDERED:
“The owners of the property at 14 Rushbrook Crescent, Templeogue, Dublin 6W, Tom and Kathy McCarthy applied to the Council to acquire a plot of Council owned land to the rear of their property, for incorporation into their garden.

The matter was referred to the Council’s Chief Valuer for consideration and he has recommended the terms as set out hereunder, which he considers to be fair and reasonable and which have been accepted by the Applicants

Accordingly, I recommend that the Council disposes of an area measuring 0.0022 hectares or thereabouts to the rear of 14 Rushbrook Crescent, Templeogue, Dublin 6W as shown outlined in red on Drawing No. LA/41/14 to Tom and Kathy McCarthy in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 subject to the following terms and conditions as recommended by the Council’s Valuer:-

1. That the Council disposes of the subject plot for the consideration of €5,500 (five thousand, five hundred euro) plus VAT (if applicable). 

2. That the subject plot is shown outlined in red on the attached Drawing No. LA/41/14 having a net area of 0.0022 hectares or thereabouts. 

3. That the land is disposed of with full freehold title and vacant possession subject to Clause 4 hereunder. 

4. That the area coloured yellow on Drawing No. LA/41/14 shall be retained by the Council as a wayleave to access adjoining services. No permanent structure or deep rooted planting to be provided in this area. 

5. That the Applicants hold the freehold or equivalent interest in the adjoining property at 14 Rushbrook Crescent. 

6. That the Applicants shall incorporate the area into their existing garden and any boundary feature constructed shall be in accordance with the Planning & Development and the Building Control legislation. In particular, the depth of the foundations of the proposed boundary wall shall be at a depth so as to transfer the loading of the proposed wall to below the invert level of the adjacent public surface water sewer. The Council’s Park Superintendent has recommended that the wall be constructed to a height of 1.8m and be of solid block laid on the flat suitably rendered and with an in-situ concrete capping. Contact is to be made with the Parks Superintendent one month prior to work commencing on the wall. 

7. That the Applicants shall pay the Council’s legal fees plus VAT and outlay. 

8. That the Applicants shall pay the Council’s Valuer’s fees of €800 (eight hundred euro) plus VAT. 

9. That the transaction is completed within 3 months of the date of the Council’s approval of the disposal. 

10. That the Council’s Law Agent shall draft the necessary legal agreements and shall include any further terms he deems appropriate in an agreement of this nature. 

11. That no contract enforceable at law is created or intended to be created until such time as contracts have been exchanged. 

12. That the disposal is subject to the necessary approvals and consents being obtained. 

The lands being disposed of form part of lands acquired from Gallagher Group Properties Ltd in 1979 for open space purposes.

The ideal way to do this is - and as mentioned in the Motion - to combine the provision of one facility, e.g. a Café/Restaurant with the provision of toilets. The management of these is then undertaken by the provider of the primary facility. The Council is positively disposed to facilitating compatible facilities being located in our parks and open spaces in order to achieve the objective of toilet provision. This has been done in a small number of locations, e.g. Bancroft Park (Westpark Fitness Centre) and in Rathfarnham Castle Park in association with the Office of Public Works.”

Condition No. 29 of the tenancy agreement for Lettings of Leased Affordable Homes provided that " the dwelling which is subject of this agreement shall be available for purchase by him at its 2010 valuation under the most appropriate Sales / Tenant Purchase / Incremental Purchase Scheme then existing at any time up to and including the fifth anniversary of the execution of the tenancy agreement or at a lesser price depending on the purchaser's discounts that may be available under the scheme under which it may be sold."

However as the last tenant purchase scheme i.e the 1995 Scheme closed in June 2014 the Council has no legal basis for selling housing units until a new scheme is brought in.

“The Knocklyon Road Realignment Scheme involves the construction of 1km of new distributor road including new footpaths and cycletracks from Firhouse Road to Templeroan. This new road will complete the planned distributor road network link designed to provide for the traffic volumes from Spawell/N81 to Scholarstown roundabout. 

The main purpose of the new road is to divert and distribute existing through traffic away from the residential area on Knocklyon Road onto the distributor road network. This scheme will provide a reduction in traffic congestion and improvements in the safety of residents along Knocklyon Road, where domestic frontage access along the existing road is giving rise to safety issues and disruption to local and through traffic. 

The new road, which will be frontage free, will provide improved access between the Firhouse Road and Scholarstown roundabout preventing large volumes of traffic from using the existing Knocklyon Road as a through route.

The Part 8 Public Consultation was approved by the Council in October 2005 and the CPO was confirmed in May 2007. 

Due to the economic downturn it has not been possible to secure funding for the construction work, and in the circumstances it is difficult to predict when funding will be available to complete the entire Scheme. 

However land acquisition has been progressing. To date 6 plots have been acquired at a cost of €5.9m, and it is estimated that the remaining 15 plots yet to be acquired will cost an estimated €7.5m. 

Site investigations, topographical surveys and design works have cost approximately €0.5m to date. 

It is estimated that the completion of design work and construction works will amount to a further €5.5m, bringing thew projected overall cost to approximately €19.4m. 

In the latter part of 2014, SDCC on foot of a Low Cost Safety Improvements Grant competed the upgrade of the Knocklyon Road / Knockcullen Rise Junction, which has significantly improved safety and quality of life for the residents of Knockcullen Rise, and access/egress off the Knocklyon Road.”

"That this Committee instructs the Chief Executive to implement a temporary 3 month closure of Beechdale Avenue and Oakdale Park for all motor vehicles. The Chief Executive should carry out a full assessment over the 3 months period of the impact of such a closure and report back to this Area Committee on the results before a final decision is made on whether to close permanently these roads."

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“The temporary closure of public roads is legislated for under Section 75 of the Roads Act. Prior to any closure an advertisement must be placed in a Local newspaper stating it is the intention to temporarily close the road and submissions are invited. Once these submissions are considered the Council must publish a second newspaper advertisement confirming its intention to close the road, if it intends to proceed with the temporary closure following consideration of submissions. The Temporary closure of a public road is an Executive Function and as stated earlier the Traffic Department is satisfied that such a closure, temporarily or permanently would have a serious detrimental effect on the amenity for all adjoining estates. 

It is the policy of this Council to improve permeability across the County to encourage a modal shift consistent with the existing use of the network. 

The Council has already suggested the provision of additional traffic calming measures, including a chicane type local narrowing to single lane traffic on Beechdale Avenue. It is considered that this measure, rather than any closure, is a proportionate measure to the issues being raised. This can be put in place relatively quickly and its impact monitored.”

Following contributions from Councillors C. Brophy, D. Looney, P. Foley, P. Kearns and A.M Dermody, Mr. A. O’Mullane, Senior Executive Engineer and Mr. E. Taaffe, Director of Land Use Planning and Transportation responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

"That this Committee agrees that the Traffic Section of SDCC liaises with DLRCOCO with a view to examine the management of traffic from Grange Road through Nutgrove junction and from Grange Road through Marley Park junctions. - in order to improve traffic flow, particularly from the South Dublin direction."

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:
“The Traffic Section has been in contact with DLRCOCO Traffic Section and the following is an extract from the traffic management plan submitted.

Public Car Parking:
All public and private vehicles travelling to the event will be directed to the only parking facility at the concert site which is situated at College Road. No parking will be permitted along the Grange Road, Whitechurch Road, a section of Taylor's Lane, College Road, Stonemason's Way and local residential areas.

Measures will be put in place to prevent illegal parking on the surrounding roads, including issuing vehicle passes to residents, and, implementing a robust security, stewarding and barrier plan.
The entrance into the public car parks will be via College Road only. The advertised opening time for car parks will be 1 hour prior to the gate opening time. A parking stewarding company will be employed to direct and manage on site parking. There will be no charge applied for concert attendees parking at the concert. A 'Car Park Controller' will be appointed to each car park.

It is anticipated that the two main routes for people driving to the event are likely to be from the direction of Dublin City Centre or via the M50. Drivers will be encouraged to travel to the College Road car park via the M50 motorway Junction 12.

Traffic travelling via Ranelagh, Clonskeagh, Goatstown, and Sandyford will be directed to Grange Road and then onto College Road for the car park via Taylor's Lane and Whitechurch Road.

Traffic travelling from the M50 will be advised to exit the M50 at Junction 12 interchange, signposted R823 Ballyboden, and then onto Scholorstown Road. Traffic will then continue onto Taylor's Lane, turn right onto Whitechurch Road and the left onto College Road. Entrance to the car parks is off College Road.

· At 10pm, Taylor's Lane from the junction with Grange Road to its junction with Whitechurch Road shall be closed. Traffic turning right off the Grange Road onto Taylor's Lane shall make their way down Taylor's Lane on the opposite side of the road towards Whitechurch Road in a contra flow system. This is to facilitate the stacking of a Dublin Bus fleet at the Grange Golf Club. No vehicular traffic will be permitted up Taylor's Lane towards the Grange Road and shall be diverted left onto Whitechurch Road towards Willbrook Road / Ballyboden Road. 

· At 10.30pm Stonemason's Way from the junction with the Grange Road to its junction with Broadford Road Roundabout shall be closed to facilitate a taxi service. 

· At 10.30pm Grange Road from its junction with Taylor's Lane to Ballinteer Ave / Brehon Field Road junction shall be closed. No vehicles shall be permitted to exit any of the housing estates on the Grange Road or from the Lidl car park. All traffic travelling from the College Road shall be directed onto the Grange Road then onto Brehon Field Road and towards the M50 motorway. 

· At 10.30pm College Road from the junction with Whitechurch Road to the junction with Grange Road will be closed. This is to facilitate the egress of vehicles from the College Road car park. No vehicular traffic will be allowed on College Road. Traffic from Tibradden / Kilmashogue will be diverted down Whitechurch Road and onwards. 

There shall be two lanes of traffic leaving the College Road car park.

· All traffic leaving via the left hand lane shall be directed left onto College Road then either straight onto Haroldsgrange Road towards junction 14 of the M50 motorway or left onto Grange Road and on toward junction 13 of the M50 motorway. 

· All traffic leaving via the right hand lane shall be directed towards the Whitechurch Road and onwards to the M50 junction 12.”

The report was NOTED without debate.
