An Cathaoirleach Councillor Mark Daly presided.
1. Minutes of meeting of the 14th September – Agreed.


2. Matters Arising – Agreed that any matters arising were on Agenda.

3. New Works – Update

An update report on new works which come within the remit of the Committee, which had been circulated, was noted.  Issues raised included: -

· Graffiti in Tymon Playground

· Staff for the new Knockmitten Community Centre

· Completion of dressing rooms at the Centre

C. Boylan and M. Coleman responded to the issues raised.

4. County Play Policy – Update

An update report on the Council’s proposed County Play Policy which had been circulated was summarised by G. Fitzgibbon.  It was agreed to include a submission from J. Coghlan, Committee Member, as part of the discussion on this matter.

It was agreed that every effort should be made to encourage the provision of playgrounds in schools and play markings in housing estates.  It was also suggested that Play Policies from other Local Authorities should be examined for possible further input into the Policy. C. Boylan and G. Fitzgibbon responded to the various matters raised  by the Members.

The Members praised the draft document and urged that it should be processed for approval as quickly as possible.  

M. Coleman stated that the draft Play Policy would now be forwarded to the Law Agent for his observations and that it would then be processed through the Area Committees and the public consultation process before being submitted to the Council for final adoption.


5.   Water Leisure Strategy

A report on the Council’s Water Leisure Strategy which had been circulated was discussed.  

Some members stated that the Council’s Water Leisure Strategy was now five year old and that no progress had yet been made on the provision of a swimming pool in Lucan.  P. Smith referred to the circulated report and stated that when the Water Leisure Strategy was adopted it provided a framework for the provision of  new swimming pools in the County.  The Council was currently well on its way towards the provision of two pools and through no fault of it’s own no progress had been made by the Council to date on the Public Private Partnership aspect of the Strategy. He stated that the Council had made representations to the Department of Arts, Sport and Tourism on a number of occasions regarding the provision of a swimming pool at Lucan vis-a-viz PPP arrangements etc and would continue to do so following the review of the Department’s grant aid programme which is currently being finalized.  He said it was open to the Committee to recommend a review of the Strategy.  

Following further discussion it was agreed to recommend to the Council that the Water Leisure Strategy be reviewed.
