"To ask the Chief Executive to provide a report on the 1997 Section 183 Balgaddy land transfer to the Laurence O'Toole Trust detailing what parts of the original Section 183 conditions were not met and what contacts the Council has had recently with the Trust to resolve these outstanding matters?" 

REPLY:

“By resolution of the elected members at a meeting of the Council on 9/6/97(minute ref C/235/1997 refers), it was agreed to dispose of two plots of land, comprising in total 1.45 acres or thereabouts at Foxdene Estate, Balgaddy, Clondalkin to St Laurene O'Toole Diocesan Trust. The disposal to take place on completion of registration of the Council's title in the PRA, the subject plots being part of  arrangements for finalisation between the Council and Dublin City in respect of the Scheme of Transfer of Lands. Nothwithstanding the absence of contact from legal representatives of the purchaser until March 2015, it was not possible for the Council to advance completion of the transfer due to the presentation of a number of complex queries on the folio and proper registration of the subject plots.  Arrangements are now in place to reactivate the disposal process with a view to completing the transfer at an early date as possible.”

“To ask the Chief Executive to issue a report on what measures are been taken to improve economic development in the Clondalkin area, to include any plans for signage and advertisement of Clondalkin as an attractive economic hub?"

REPLY:
“As the area committee members will be aware the Council works with all stakeholders to maximise business investment in the County including the Clondalkin area, both indigenous and foreign direct investment.

In the first instance South Dublin County Council has sought to support existing business particularly through a range of initiatives,

· The Sustainable Business Executive who is employed in conjunction with South Dublin Chamber to work with local business on sustainability issues,

· the Business Support Grant (BSG) and related business supports, introduced in the 2014 budget based on the rationale that c1% of rates paid would be ringfenced to directly support business. (This is subject to the continued budgetary approval by the Elected Members.)

· Shop Front grant scheme, introduced in 2014 to encourage the improvement of our towns and villages, including Clondalkin. A number of shops in Clondalkin have applied this year and their applications are being considered.

The primary operation of the BSG is a direct grant to eligible businesses with a rateable value of under €10,000. The Elected members set aside €880,000 for this grant in the adopted 2015 budget. In the 2014 budget €1.2m was similarly allocated.

With respect to the additional funding from the BSG, as agreed, they will be used to target industrial vacancy/underutilisation and obsolescence and to promote innovation and enterprise, on a percentage breakdown of -

·   60%- infrastructural upgrading works to be of a capital nature.

·   30%- innovation, startup advice and supports including potential incubation space

·   10%- targeted training, to be identified by targeted surveys and delivered through LEO.

Work is ongoing through the Economic Development, Enterprise and Tourism SPC to identify and progress improvement projects, including in the Clondalkin area.

Regarding foreign direct investment, we fully support the efforts of the IDA to encourage and facilitate foreign companies to locate in South Dublin County, particularly in Grange Castle Business Park, but also in the other Business Parks in the Clondalkin and the wider County. Grange Castle is marketed by the IDA as an international Business Park of regional and national importance. The success of the policy is demonstrated in that the zoned lands are substantially now built out, with significant projects currently under construction in the Park by Google, Microsoft and Griffols. There are regular contacts from itineraries to the Park in relation to the remaining sites, (c 10 visits during June - December 2014), and the most recent client was the disposal to Interexion approved at the December meeting.

As set out in the Business Support Programme and report to CPG each month business supports in the County range from the physical development of business related infrastructure in the County to pre-planning meetings on emerging projects. Activity in this regard includes :

· The Council supported a Chamber trade mission to Manchester in May 2014

· In October 2014 the Council sponsored a commercial property expo in Tallaght Stadium to showcase commercial development opportunities in the County, including Clondalkin.

· The Economic Survey carried out in conjunction with the Chamber during Summer 2014 will enable the identification of clusters of business type and activity for targeted interventions in the future.

· Work on revised promotional material to support the marketing of Grangecastle International Business park is at an advanced stage, this includes a new promotional video and supporting material. This work will inform wider County promotional projects to support inward investment and maintain existing business within the County.  Signage will be considered in the context of the village improvement scheme.

Initiatives of this nature will continue to be rolled out in 2015.”

The year runs from 1st June to the 31st May of the following year. The invitation for bids in respect of 1st June 2015 to 31st May 2016 was published on 7th May 2015.  A copy of the Tender Specification and Standard Licence Conditions is attached.

There is one approved site in Corkagh Park (St.John’s Road car park) included in the request for bids. The permit issued in respect of this location is for the sale of ice-cream/confectionary only. 

The coffee shop attached to the Fishery in Corkagh Park is approved to sell tea/ coffee and other light refreshments.”

REPORT:
Farmers Markets have been tried at several locations in South Dublin County in recent years including Tallaght Village, outside County Hall and Corkagh Park, regrettably without long term success. A farmers market was established in 2010 in Corkagh Park following detailed discussions and planning in 2009 with Irish Farmers Markets. The market ran for a short period during the summer months but ultimately proved to be unsustainable.

There are a number of criteria which are used to determine the suitability of a site including site location, road frontage, footfall, composition and diversity of the market, demand for and pricing of produce and the interaction with surrounding businesses. In addition, farmers markets are very vulnerable to weather conditions, in particular, wet and windy weather.

As a result of the experience in 2010 it quickly became clear that Corkagh Park was unable to sustain a viable farmers market, despite a number of interventions by both the Council and the Operator.

As there has been no significant change in the fundamentals, there is little prospect of success for a new market. Accordingly, it is not proposed to establish another farmers market in Corkagh Park at this time.

Following contributions from Councillors B. Bonner, T. Gilligan and E. Ó’Broin, Mr. B. Sheehan, Senior Parks Superintendent, responded to queries raised. The Local Area Plan (LAP) for Newcastle was approved by the Elected Members in 2012 and provides for a park area as part of the plan. An existing planning permission for part of the LAP includes for the construction of a Play Space. This permission will be revisited as part of the compliance process when the Receiver and Liquidator for the development begin the process of discussion with the Council on the construction of the park itself and which is unlikely to take place until early 2016.
The play space for Newcastle should be of a Neighbourhood size and that caters for both children up to 8 years of age and those older than this. The only available area in which to achieve this would be in the proposed new park - in effect a small Neighbourhood Park.
Efforts were made in the consultation process to locate an alternative site in Newcastle but none was considered to be suitable. There has been no reduction in funding: it is simply that the site in which to utilise the funding does not currently exist.  Renewed contact will be made with the groups in Newcastle to locate a suitable site for a Play Space to cater for children from 1 to 8 years of age - these play spaces currently cost up to €65,000 to construct but this is site dependent and dependent on the complexity of the play space to be provided.”

Homeless services continue to provide services to those persons presenting homeless on a daily basis and continue in co-operation with Central Placement Services provide the necessary homeless accommodation. 

During the period 01/01/2015 to 30/04/2015, SDCC have made 33 allocations to applicants registered homeless with a further 26 allocations pending.

Currently, we have a supported temporary accommodation facility in Tallaght being managed by Peter McVerry Trust.   In co-operation with Housing Agency, a further facility has been secured in Tallaght to provide step-down accommodation for 65 families, currently resident in unsuitable hotel accommodation across Dublin City. 

A Report on Part VIII of the Planning and Development Regulations (2001- 2008) was previously made to the Council in November 2010, to provide a supported accommodation facility of 8 units at Liscarne Gardens for residents in the Clondalkin/Lucan area.  However this did not go ahead. 

In light of the financial constraints and the difficulty in identifying a suitable location in Clondalkin to date, there has been no further proposals to Council.  However, we are committed towards the provision of a Facility for Supported Temporary Accommodation in the Clondalkin / Lucan, particularly in conjunction with current infill housing proposals.

The 2015 programmes will continue in a similar vein with Clondalkin well represented under each theme.”

Report on Summer Projects 2015
Summer Projects are aimed at providing a supervised programme of recreational and educational activities for young people over a consecutive number of weeks in the summer period. Emphasis is placed on community involvement and the development of resources and groups within localities. A wide range of activities are encouraged such as arts & crafts, sports, educational trips, drama, films, games etc. The use of available community facilities (schools, community centres, halls, open spaces) is also encouraged.

South Dublin County Council assists Summer Projects in the County area by way of grant-aid, assistance in kind, organised activities and staff support. In 2015, it is estimated that approximately 6,000 young people in the Council’s administrative area will participate in projects.

Crosscare provides insurance cover for Summer Projects.

It should be noted that in some cases the necessary insurance cost will be deducted from the grant provided by South Dublin County Council and will be paid directly to Crosscare.

• The need to safeguard the vitality and viability of shopping areas in the County and to maintain a suitable mix of retail uses;

• Traffic considerations;

• The number/frequency of such facilities in the area and

• Satisfactory arrangements with the Council in relation to litter control.

There is no provision for a limit on takeaways.

Takeaways are generally a separate class of use development and require planning permission.  Applications for permission are assessed in accordance with statutory provisions and the policies and objectives of the Development Plan. Approved takeaways must operate with the terms of the permission granted.  Failure to do so may result in planning enforcement.”

REPORT:
“There is a current application for Substitute Consent with An Bord Pleanála in respect of this quarry.

This arises from the review and determination of all quarries in the county completed in 2012 that identified encroachment of the activity into lands outside of the site of any permission granted.  The application arises from a statutory process introduced in a 2010 amendment to planning legislation to regularise quarries in the state with outstanding planning issues.  These issues relate to development having taken place without planning consent in contravention of either the EU EIA or Habitats Directives. In the case of this quarry, it was determined that development took place without planning consent in contravention of both the EU EIA and Habitats Directives.

SDCC has a consultative role in the Substitute Consent process and has made observations on the application. SDCC awaits the decision of An Bord Pleanála on the application.

Regarding planning enforcement, an investigation has been undertaken regarding blasting, and encroachment on to the site of a protected structure. This active investigation is on-going.

Matters relating to the recycling of non-bitumionous waste is being handled separately at present from planning enforcement.”

The Liffey Aqueduct Arterial Culvert is now a matter for Irish Water.
