To ask the Manager to update this Council on the sitting of a commemorative plaque in County Hall to the 200th anniversary of the Emmett Rebellion as passed by motion of the full council and agreed to by management?
Reply
Emmet 200 was launched in 2002 for the purpose of commemorating the death of Robert Emmet in 1803.  
The Anne Devlin Commemoration Association was formed in the Rathfarnham area whose objective was to plan an appropriate local commemoration for the Robert Emmet bi-centenary.  The Association was affiliated to Emmet 200 and was of the view that a fitting memorial to Anne Devlin should be erected in Rathfarnham village to fulfil this objective.
The Association wrote to the Council seeking financial assistance to erect a life-sized bronze memorial to Anne Devlin in Rathfarnham village.

The Council entered into an agreement with the Anne Devlin Association, 

to provide for the part funding of the project by the Council in the sum 

of €20,000 from the Per Cent for Art Scheme. A local artist was

selected by the Association for the project.

A Report on the matter was later presented and noted at the meeting of the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee and the Council. 
The bronze memorial statue to Anne Devlin was unveiled by the Mayor on 4th March 2004.A commemorative plaque describing events of that period was subsequently unveiled at the foot of the statue on 24th March 2005. 
The memorial and plaque have received widespread positive critical acclaim and it should be noted that both Emmet 200 and the Anne Devlin Association regard the memorial as a very fitting commemoration of the 200th anniversary of the Emmet rebellion.

The Council  has no further proposal at this stage to mark the  Emmet Rebellion.
