Cycles Lanes, Promotional Campaign and Maintenance of existing lanes


Councillor Stanley Laing introduced presentation on Blue Green Cycle Tracks by Paul Manimike, Executive Engineer, Roads Traffic Section on cycle track proposals in the County.  Councillor Laing noted the need for promotion of cycling and maintenance of cycle tracks.
