   "To ask the Manager to ascertain the ownership of the green area adjacent to *details supplied and in view of the flooding of the garden at this location what action if any can be taken by South Dublin County Council to alleviate this flooding which is originating  in the green area mentioned above?"
Reply:
The area in question is part of the designated open space for the Sundale/Suncroft Estate

The Parks Department has been in discussion with the developer of Sundale/Suncroft Estate regarding the taking in charge of the open spaces in the estate.  Agreement was reached with regard to the extent of the outstanding works required to bring the open spaces to taking in charge standard.  

These outstanding works include, carrying out of additional tree planting on the open spaces, replacement street tree planting on roadside margins, provision of new footpaths where necessary and the repair of any damaged areas all of which are the responsibility of the developer.  

The developer will be pursued to complete these works and when the matter is resolved the necessary legal documentation regarding the formal transfer of the open space land to the County Council will be processed.
The issue of the flooding will also be pursued with the developer.
