REPLY:

No systemic problem has been identified with ventilation in the overall estate. 

On building handover substantial compliance with regulatory requirements was confirmed and all vents were in working order.

In the event that tenants have difficulties with ventilation, including condensation problems, a Maintenance Request Form should be submitted to Housing Maintenance giving details of location, effect and extent of the problem. The affected area can then be inspected, assessed and remediation work can be carried out if required.

REQUESTS RE DOWNSIZING ACCOMODATION

QUESTION: Councillor M. Duff
"To ask the Chief Executive to make a report indicating what actions, if any, are being taken to facilitate Senior Citizens or others, either a sole tenant or couples, who are seeking to downsize from three bedroom to single bedroom accommodation and could he indicate if any talks are taking place with the Voluntary Housing Sector to provide such accommodation?"

REPLY:
At present there are 767 applications on list for a transfer to alternative accommodation, of these 19 are older persons (65 years+) who would downsize to one bedroom accommodation primarily from three bedroom accommodation.  The Council has older persons dwellings peppered throughout the County and specific complexes in Jobstown, Neilstown and Liscarne.  FOLD Approved Housing Body provides older persons dwellings in its developments at Whitestown Way, Tallaght and Fortfield Road, Terenure, there are no current vacancies.  The Council nominates suitable candidates to Approved Housing Bodies when informed of vacancies in older person’s dwellings, among others.

As suitable Older Person accommodation becomes available, suitable transfer applicants willing to downsize are identified with the intention of maximising existing housing stock, however the decision to accept accommodation identified is ultimately the decision of the applicant.

The Council must also take cognisance of those older persons on the Housing List - currently 105, who are residing in private rented properties in the main, often shared accommodation.  A recent Ministerial Directive instructed at 50% of allocations must be to those with Homeless/Medical circumstances (at the 1st December 2014) for a six month period up to 26th July 2015, at present the Council has two of the three vacant older persons dwellings designated to Homeless older persons.

The following report by the Chief Executive which had been circulated was READ:

“An Approved Housing Body has recently entered into a formal legal contract with the developer of this site to acquire as a fully completed development of 45 residential apartments. On site works for development completion have commenced and the first block of 23 units is scheduled for handover in Q3 2015 and the remaining block of 22 units by year end.

Upon completion of acquisition of the development by the Approved Housing Body, the 45 residential apartments will be made available for social use in respect of nominations from the Council housing waiting list under a lease Payment & Availability agreement between the Council and Oaklee Housing Trust for which funding approval from the Department of Environment, Community & Local Government is in place.

The letting of all dwellings available irrespective of tenure (Council Owned/Leased/Approved Housing Body) will be in accordance with Council's Allocation Scheme which operates on the basis of time on list.  All housing applicants who have expressed a preference for accommodation in the Housing Area South of the Naas Road will be eligible for consideration for this development irrespective of their original address.”
Ms. Y. Dervan, Senior Executive Officer summarised the report and also committed to convening an early meeting with representative group of local residents. Following a discussion to which Councillor C. King, Councillor M. Duff responded to queries raised.   The motion was AGREED.

The Council has a dedicated team in place to deal with queries raised by the general public, who can be contacted by e-mail and phone.  On request and supported by the Council's Estate Officer,  SDCC staff will be available to meet with a representative group of local residents to discuss and address any issues raised on foot of written submissions received as part of the consultation process.

All written submissions together with the Council's response will be included in the report presented to the Elected Representatives for purpose of considering the report on the Part 8 application.”

ANTISOCIAL BEHAVIOUR AT CARRIGMORE PLAYGROUND
QUESTION: Councillor N. Coules

"To ask the Chief Executive if lighting and cameras can be provided to combat anti social behaviour at the park and playground at Carrigmore?" 

REPLY:

The agreed plans for Carrigmore Park and that related to the grant of planning permission for it did not include for either CCTV or lighting with the exception of the car park which is due to be completed this year.

Lighting and CCTV are not routinely included in public park or open space design for a number of reasons including the capital costs, ongoing maintenance costs and, in the case of CCTV systems, the costs of monitoring. Where CCTV systems have been provided in parks they have been targeted at specific locations / facilities such as cycle routes and multi use games areas. In addition, one of the main reasons for the provision of public parks is to protect / provide for biodiversity and habitat. The introduction of lighting into public parks generally results in a negative impact on bio diversity and habitat.

Carrigmore Park is a very new park and it is already proving to be a very popular attraction for local residents. However, it is regrettable that parks also suffer from varying levels of anti-social behaviour. It is expected that the situation will settle as the surrounding communities get used to the park. In the meantime, the matter of antisocial behaviour in the park will be kept under review in consultation with An Garda Siochána.

"To ask the Chief Executive that the gate removed from Maplewood Green/Maplewood Close be reinstalled to protect this space from vehicles using it as a turning bay and attracting ASB? Appreciated."

“DOG FOULING” SIGNS, TALLAGHT CENTRAL

QUESTION: Councillor M. Devine
"To ask for an update on the roll out of "Dog Fouling" signs across Tallaght Central and request one to be visibly placed at the end of Bancroft Road- entrance to Bancroft Park which is particularly problematic for residents".

REPLY:
Section 22 of The Litter Pollution Act 1997 recognises dog related offences, and states that it is an offence for the person in charge of a dog not to immediately remove dog faeces and to ensure that it is properly disposed of in a suitable sanitary manner.

The Council recognises the problem of dog fouling across the county and has erected over 300 new dog fouling signs since these were launched in a Joint Dublin Local Authority Campaign in Summer 2014.   

Signs are erected at locations where requests which have been received from the public, elected members, or on observation of officials, and on recommendation where the locations are proven to have a need and be suitable for erection of signs.

The location referred to will be examined in the context of the criteria outlined above.

"To ask can the Chief Executive provide an update on plans/proposals for a Skate Park for Tallaght?"

REPLY:
The approved master plan for Jobstown Park includes for the provision of a skate park as part of the development of a wide range of both active and passive recreational facilities for Jobstown and the Tallaght area centered around the Tallaght Leisure Centre recreational hub. It is planned to provide these facilities on a phased basis, over the coming years, as resources become available.

The main item to be completed is the football pitch and which was not completed due to unsuitable weather conditions. There are also a number of snag list items to be documented and rectified. The football pitch will be completed when weather conditions are suitable and this is likely to be April or May 2015.  Snagging will then follow after this phase and when these are satisfactorily dealt with the construction work on the park will be considered to be fully completed.

UPDATE ON JOBSTOWN PARK MASTERPLAN
QUESTION: Councillor M. Genockey
"To ask the Chief Executive for a full update on the Jobstown Park Masterplan, including time-frames for the start of each aspect of the plan and when the work is expected to be completed?"

REPLY:
The report presented to and approved by the Council in 2011 on the Part 8 Public Consultation for this project included the following information:

This Draft Masterplan provides for the development of a neighbourhood recreational hub providing a wide range of both active and passive recreational facilities in the Park. It is planned that these facilities can be secured on a phased basis, over the coming years, as resources become available. Emphasis has been given to the development of the widest possible range of outdoor sports and recreational facilities including an Athletic Track, Skatepark, Childrens Playground etc. to complement the indoor facilities, currently available in Tallaght Leisure Centre and those already operating in the Park.  The future environmental and financial sustainability of the park proposals, together with the need to meet the specific future recreational needs of the wider population of Jobstown and the Tallaght area, have been the main guiding principles in the overall Park Design. Future pedestrian and cycle linkages from this central recreational hub by way of a green bridge across the Outer Ring Road extending to the Luas - Saggart and Red Lines, Tallaght Town Centre/ Zip Project etc. are also provided for. The first phase of the park development includes the proposed construction this year of 4 no. floodlit five-a-side (astro-type) all-weather pitches, subject to funding. The possibility of support funding for the pitches was recently discussed with the Sports Capital Section of the Department of Transport, Tourism and Sport.
Following consideration of the above submissions, the Council is of the view that the issues raised by way of submission can be satisfactorily addressed. It is therefore recommended that, as the proposal is in conformity with proper planning and sustainable development, the Council approve the proposal to implement the Masterplan for Jobstown Park as set  out in the foregoing report and as shown on the recommended scheme drawings on a phased basis, as resources become available.
Currently, the construction of the All Weather Pitch facility is coming to a conclusion and other projects indentified in the Masterplan will be constructed as resources become available. There is a current proposal to construct a Play Space at this location as part of the Council’s Five Year Play Space programme 2014 – 2018 and this is subject to consultation and agreement.

PATHWAY AT PEDESTRIAN BRIDGE

It was proposed by Councillor M. Duff and seconded by C. O’Connor and RESOLVED:

PATHWAY FROM MILLBROOK LAWNS TO SESKINVIEW 


ROAD

It was proposed by Councillor B. Ferron and seconded by M. Duff and RESOLVED:

At a previous Area meeting I submitted a motion to ask the Chief Executive to arrange inspection of the pathway leading from The Park Millbrook Lawns to the Seskinview Road. While some works were carried out I have been contacted by residents to complain that the area has now become totally un-passable. I am therefore re-submitting the same motion to this committee and would ask that considerable upgrades take place in this area. 

Residents have complained that the pathway which leads from the bottom of Park through to the Seskin View Road has become overgrown and during the winter months is totally impassable due to flooding (Many people use this to access the 77A bus and also parents with prams going to and from the shops). I attended a meeting at the site with residents and this is clearly the case. They have also complained that the walls surrounding the grass area have become dangerous as there are holes in them and they could come down on a child if they climbed up on them. Can you arrange to have this area inspected and let me local residents know what works will be completed to improve the pathway and make the walls safe?

The following report by the Chief Executive which had been circulated was READ:
“The pathway in question from The Park Millbrook Lawns to Seskinview Road has recently been cleared by staff from the Council's public realm section and the pathway is now completely clear and passable.  Further work is due to be carried out at this location in the near future including the spraying of weeds and grass on the pathway, the filling of a number of holes on the pathway including the location where ponding occurs and some repairs are required to the boundary stone wall.  A price will also be obtained for the overlaying of the entire surface of the pathway”.
Mr. L. Magee, Senior Engineer summarised the report which was AGREED.

GRAFFITI ON WALL AT GLENVIEW

That this Committee calls on the Chief Executive to remove the graffiti, recently painted on the wall at Glenview that fronts onto the Tallaght Road. This location is part of the approach to St Aengus Parish, the National Basketball Arena and to Tallaght Village and is an ongoing eyesore.

The following report by the Chief Executive which had been circulated was READ:
“When a complaint is received about graffiti, the location concerned is inspected by the Litter Warden for the area to determine if the graffiti is on public or private property.

If the graffiti is on private property, the owner of the property is written to and requested to remove it as soon as possible.  If the graffiti is on public property, it is referred to the Probation Services for removal. Depending on the type of surface the contractor will endeavour to remove it by the use of chemicals or by painting over it.

In a limited number of circumstances, it may not be possible to remove the graffiti owing to difficulties accessing sites.

Should the graffiti be on utility boxes belonging to utility companies, the company concerned is contacted and requested to remove the graffiti”.
Ms. Mary Maguire, Senior Executive Officer summarised the report and gave a commitment to discuss the matter with colleagues if anything further can be done at this site.   Following a contribution from Councillors M. Duff, C. O’Connor, D. Richardson and K. Mahon the motion was AGREED:

RETAIL UNITS – RULES RE BINS OUTSIDE STORES
QUESTION: Councillor M. Genockey
"To ask the Chief Executive for details on what the rules are surrounding retail units having bins outside their stores and if they are responsible for cleaning the area outside of their stores?"

REPLY:
Sections 6 of The Litter Pollution Act 1997 (the Act) sets down the duties and obligations of occupiers of retail premises regarding littering, in particular:

Section 6(1) -The occupier of a public place (not being a public road or a building or other structure) shall keep the place free of litter.
Section 6(4) - Every occupier of land adjoining a public road in respect of which a built-up area speed limit pr special speed limit has been established in the functional area of a local authority shall keep free from litter- 
(a)          any footway adjoining the land and forming, or forming part of, a public road, and
(b)          any area of land forming part of a public road between any such footway and the roadway
Section 6(6) – A person who contravenes any provision of this section shall be guilty of an offence.
Section 16 of the Act outlines the powers of local authorities to require the taking of special measures regarding litter by certain operations.

Section 16(1) – Without limiting the application of section 6(4), where it appears to a local authority that special measures are required to be taken by an occupier of any premises to which this section applies in order to prevent or limit the creation of litter at the premises or on land in the vicinity thereof, or both, caused likely to be caused by the operation of the business or undertaking of the occupier, the local authority may, by notice served on the occupier, require the occupier to take such measures at the premises or on land in the vicinity thereof as the local authority considers necessary to prevent or limit the creation of litter and provide for its removal.
In addition, Part 3 of the Council's Litter Bye-Laws outline the general obligations on occupiers of premises in relation to provision of receptacles outside their premises and the requirement to monitor land in the vicinity of their premises.

If/where any section of the Act or Bye-Laws is deemed to be contravened, appropriate enforcement action is taken.
