CONSTRUCTION OF PIGEON LOFTS

“To ask the Chief Executive for the Council’s policy on the construction of pigeon lofts within the Tallaght area?”


REPLY:

The Council's policy on pigeon lofts is included in the South Dublin County Council Development Plan (2010 - 2016) Reference 1.2.59 Page 78.

Within residential areas planning applications for the provision of pigeon lofts will be required to meet the following standards:

· Pigeon lofts must be of a good standard of external appearance and construction, have a concrete floor or sub-floor, be adequately ventilated, be easy to clean and rodent-secure. 

· Lofts should not normally exceed 15sq.m in area and have a maximum height of 4m with a pitched roof, or 2.5m with a flat roof. 

· Open lofts which pigeons may enter or leave at any time will not be accepted. 

· Lofts should be located as far away as possible from neighbouring dwellings, normally not less than 5m distant. 

The number of existing lofts in the immediate locality will be taken into account in determining the acceptability of proposals. Any permission granted will normally be limited to two years in the first 
instance, to enable the development to be monitored and reviewed. Permissions will normally be conditional upon the continued occupation of the dwelling by the applicant.

“To ask the Chief Executive, how many Irish history books are stocked in the children’s section in Tallaght Library?”


REPLY:
At present Tallaght library holds a stock of 40 titles in the Irish history section of its junior library. In addition to these titles the library also holds a comprehensive collection of Irish history books in it’s adult library which can also be borrowed by ‘Young Adult’ borrowers (11-15 yrs.). Tallaght library is also host to the county’s local studies collection which can be consulted in the library by any member of the library.
South Dublin Libraries also maintain a range of online history resources. These include ‘Source’ our digital archive of local studies material relating to South Dublin County. Our historical mapping tool allows users to view a layered history of the county based on maps dating back to 1659. The site also has separate and multifaceted histories of all the towns and areas of the county in a format that makes it accessible to historians of all ages. Also on our website we provide suggestions for possible Leaving Certificate history projects along with the resources needed to complete the research.

South Dublin Libraries have also contributed to the ‘Ask about Ireland’ website which provides a history learning zone designed to allow primary and secondary students learn through discovery, interaction and fun.

QUESTION: Councillor D. Richardson

“To ask the Chief Executive for a report regarding an update on Cookstown Industrial Estate. This estate has become run down and has not attracted new business into the area. What as a Council is being done to attract business in to the area?”

REPLY: 

A key issue emerging from the carrying out of the County Economic Profile is the need to focus funding to give effective support to enhance the physical environment of industrial estates within the County, this is particularly in the case of areas which are underutilised with higher rates of vacancy such as parts of Cookstown Industrial Estate. This issue is also confirmed through parallel research which the Council has been undertaking through analysing rates information and on the ground surveys. 

In the first instance South Dublin County Council has sought to support existing business particularly through two key initiatives,

· The Sustainable Business Executive who is employed in conjunction with South Dublin Chamber to work with local business on sustainability issues, and
· the Business Support Grant (BSG) and related business supports, introduced in the 2014 budget based on the rationale that c1% of rates paid would be ringfenced to directly support business. (This is subject to the continued budgetary approval by the Elected Members.)

The primary operation of the BSG is a direct grant to eligible businesses with a rateable value of under €10,000. The Elected members set aside €880,000 for this grant in the adopted 2015 budget. In the 2014 budget €1.2m was similarly allocated.

With respect to the additional funding from the BSG, as agreed, they will be used to target industrial vacancy/ underutilisation and obsolescence and to promote innovation and enterprise, on a percentage breakdown of -

· 60%- infrastructural upgrading works to be of a capital nature.

· 30%- innovation, startup advice and supports including potential incubation space

· 10%- targeted training, to be identified by targeted surveys and delivered through LEO

In relation to Cookstown Industrial Estate the Council has embarked on a number of practical supports:

· Direct engagement has been established and is ongoing with a group of industrial occupiers within the estate with a view to establishing a programme of upgrades which will support economic development.

· Preparation of plans for the upgrading the Old Belgard Road entrance to Cookstown and to improve the permeability with the Cookstown LUAS station is being undertaken.

· Included in the capital programme is the development of a road link from Belgard Square North adjacent to the exchange building to improve access to the southern part of the industrial area where the highest concentration of underutilisation exists. Work is ongoing on this matter.

In addition to the above, the Council is, in general, committed to supporting economic development proposals in the Cookstown Industrial area, which centrally located and very accessible by a range of transport modes. 

It would be welcomed if business interests in the Cookstown Estate either wish to work through the South Dublin Chamber or contact the Economic, Enterprise and Tourism Development Department directly.

QUESTION: Councillor L. Dunne

"To ask the Chief Executive what is being done by the Council with regard to the known families that are involved in illegal dumping. I am aware that evidence has been found. However, the threat of a fine is not deterring these families from illegally dumping".
REPLY: 
The Council is fully committed to enforcing the provisions of the Litter Pollution Act 1997, the Waste Management Act 1996, as amended, 
and associated waste regulations to tackle individuals and/or businesses who are engaged in illegal dumping.

The Council employs a team of five (5) Litter Wardens who patrol the County on a daily basis investigating incidences of littering and illegal dumping.
All reports of litter and illegal dumping are recorded on the Environmental Complaints System, where they are tracked from original complaint through from investigation to enforcement and all incidents of illegal dumping are interrogated for evidence and appropriate enforcement action taken, where possible.

Fixed Penalty Notices are issued whenever adequate evidence is found or provided and direct prosecution is initiated when deemed appropriate. Those who fail or refuse to pay Fixed Penalty Notices are prosecuted through the Courts.

Between 1/1/2015 - 31/3/2015 a total of 130 fines and 39 Notices were issued in respect of various breaches of the Litter Pollution Act 1997.

Unfortunately, it is proving more difficult to retrieve evidence in relation to the identity of polluters as personal information is generally removed or shredded. Therefore we continue to encourage residents and the public at large to support the Council in efforts to identify culprit’s where/if known, and to provide the necessary information to assist in getting more cases of illegal dumping into court.

If the graffiti is on private property, the owner of the property is written to and requested to remove it as soon as possible in accordance with Section 20 of the Litter Pollution Act 1997, under which there is a requirement on owners and occupiers to remove any such defacement from their property.

Park maintenance staff are currently experiencing a problem with illegal dumping of domestic and green waste at the Watergate side of the park and this matter is currently being considered to determine what additional measures could be taken to resolve this matter.

The delivery of the programme for 2015 remains ongoing and will continue until the year end.

In recognition of the increasing requirements for tree maintenance and in an attempt to address the accumulation of tree maintenance commitments from previous years, South Dublin County Council has for the first time, put in place a team largely dedicated to tree management. This team is charged with co-ordinating the tree maintenance programme and establishing new measures to relieve the backlog of commitments and to enable progress towards an improved tree maintenance service and a more strategic approach to tree management.

The Council has endeavoured to include and prioritise outstanding commitments from previous years in the 2015 programme but we are continuing to receive details of other previous commitments which have not been factored into the current programme. Our priority for 2015 is to deliver on the current approved programme and to begin to move towards a planned programme of cyclical tree maintenance based on a road by road and estate by estate approach and the delivery of the 2015 programme will necessitate the application of adequate 
staff resources to tree maintenance over the coming months to achieve this. Where details of outstanding commitments continue to emerge over the course of the current year, these may be accommodated at the year end, subject to resource capacity and completion of the approved programme for 2015 or they will be given priority under the 2016 tree maintenance programme. In advancing a cyclical programme of tree maintenance within whole estates, we will focus in 2015 on estates where there are significant clusters of outstanding commitments and where tree inspections and surveys have identified the need to plan for a complete programme of tree works within an estate. In tandem with dealing with individual and isolated tree maintenance requests, this approach will further impact in reducing the backlog of commitments and be proactive in eliminating potential new or impending requests for tree maintenance.

In addition to attempting to deal with the backlog of tree maintenance commitments through the 2015 Tree Maintenance Programme, an accumulation of issues contributing to the backlog has been identified with remedial actions being implemented as follows:

The Council has received no complaints of littering at this location. This area is inspected by the Council's Litter Warden on a weekly basis, who has reported that while litter has been present on occasion, particularly after lunch time when the area is frequented by students from the local school, the businesses have arrangements in place for litter picking and cleaning of the area, which the Litter Warden has observed. Bins which had been in place were removed due to vandalism.

The Litter Warden has visited the owners/managers of the businesses concerned and reminded them of their obligations to provide litter bins and to keep the vicinity of their premises free of litter pursuant to the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended. As a result, they have agreed to install new bins at this location.

The Litter Warden will continue to monitor the situation.
Ms M. Maguire, Senior Executive Officer summarised the report. Following a contribution from Councillors C. King, M. Genockey, C. O’Connor the motion was AGREED.

The walkway referred to from Brookmount to the Basketball Arena has been examined for the presence of syringes and no such items have been found, however the area is due to be cleaned in the coming days. The wall referred to at the bottom of Brookmount Road has been inspected recently and found not to be in need of any repairs. This wall will be treated with cement-wash in the coming week for the purpose of removing graffiti from it. Arrangements will be made to carry out the removal of weeds at the Glenview roundabout as requested, and this will occur in conjunction with the next grass cut at this location. The request for a litter bin at the garage walkway will be examined to determine if it is necessary, and if this is the responsibility of the garage owners to provide a bin to deal with litter being generated by their premises.

Mr L. Magee, Senior Engineer summarised the report. The motion was AGREED.

HOUSING CONSTRUCTION AT FERNWOOD

 & MAPLEWOOD

QUESTION: Councillor M. Devine

"To ask the Chief Executive for an update on proposals for housing construction at Fernwood and Maplewood- Springfield."
REPLY: 
The “Social Housing Strategy 2020 – Support, Supply and Reform” envisages both new-build housing and a flexible range of supports to the private rental sector and the social housing sector. Nationally the Programme aspires to the construction of 35,000 new houses to address social housing need.

A detailed study of infill sites owned by South Dublin County Council was carried out in late 2014. These sites were reviewed under criteria of

· Size 

· Accessibility 

· Utility constraints and buried pipework 

· Flooding history 

· Impact on adjoining community 

· Overall suitability 

Sketch designs were prepared to estimate yield and a series of informal briefings held with each Area Committee. One of the sites identified was for 22 housing units on a site in Fernwood, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

Following recent notification from the Department of Environment Community and Local Government of funding for a Capital Assistance Scheme (CAS) Programme 2015 - 2017, South Dublin County Council invited Approved Housing Bodies to put forward cost effective and sustainable proposals for the site at Fernwood. The closing date for submission was Friday the 17th of April 2015.

The following are the four priority needs suitable for CAS funding as identified in the latest South Dublin County Council Housing Needs Assessment: 

1. Accommodation for People with a Disability 

2. Accommodation for Homeless 

3. Accommodation for Travellers 

4. Accommodation for OAP’s 

The Council has received a number of submissions under the Call for CAS 2015 - all submissions will be evaluated. Where a proposal from an Approved Housing Body successfully meets the criteria laid down 
by the Council the proposed scheme will then be forwarded to the DECLG and Council Members for approval.

PLANS TO PURCHASE/RENT APARTMENTS ADAJACENT TO MCGEE PARK, SPRINGFIELD

"To ask the Chief Executive for an update of SDCC'S plans to purchase/rent units in the apartment development adjacent to Mc Gee Park in Springfield."

REPLY: 
An Approved Body, Oaklee Housing Trust, has entered into a formal legal contract with the developer of this site to acquire as fully completed a development of 45 residential apartments. On site works have commenced and the first block of 23 units is scheduled for handover in Q3 2015 with the remaining block of 22 units being completed by year end. 

Upon completion of acquisition of the development by the Approved Housing Body the 45 residential apartments will be made available for social use in respect of nominations from the Council housing list under a lease agreement between the Council and Oaklee Housing Trust for which funding from the Department of the Environment, Community and Local Government is in place.

QUESTION: Councillor M. Duff

“To ask the Chief Executive if he can confirm, following an enquiry from St Marks Residents Association, if there are any legal restrictions 
regarding the number of rented houses (either private or DSP) that are allowed in a private housing area such as Springfield?"
REPLY: 
Part V of the Planning and Development Act 2000, as amended, provides that where a residential development is undertaken, that an agreement be entered into with the Planning Authority for the provision of social and affordable houses with the following general exceptions; 

· If the applicant applies for planning permission for a development of 4 or fewer units 

· Development on land of less than 0.1hectare. 

In South Dublin County Council it is a requirement for compliance of Part V that 15% of the development should be reserved for social housing. 
The Council has no control over the numbers of private rented properties within individual estates throughout the county.

VETTING OF RENT ALLOWANCE RECIPIENTS


QUESTION: Councillor M. Duff
"To ask the Chief Executive if he can please advise, following an enquiry from St Marks Residents Association, if he has knowledge of any vetting process in place for people in receipt of Rent Allowance, in respect of possible anti social behaviour and if so, who is responsible for enforcing such vetting?"
REPLY: 
The purpose of Rent Supplement is to provide short term income support to assist with reasonable accommodation costs of eligible people living in private rented accommodation who are unable to provide for their accommodation costs from their own resources and who do not have accommodation available to them from another source. This scheme is administered by the Department of Social Protection and it is no longer required for those eligible for rent supplement to have completed a housing needs assessment and as such, would not be subject to garda vetting, as required for those being considered for Council/AHB social housing options. 

Anyone in a dispute with a landlord/tenant or are a third party with a problem neighbour, you can apply to the PRTB for dispute resolution.

NUMBERING OF CCTV POLES IN JOBSTOWN 



QUESTION: Councillor C. King

“To ask the Chief Executive to arrange for the numbering of the CCTV poles in Jobstown to enable residents to report problems more effectively”.

REPLY: 
CCTV cameras are installed for a number of reasons such as to monitor issues of anti-social behaviour, illegal dumping etc. These cameras are usually installed after complaints have been received regarding illegal dumping, anti-social behaviour or other offences being committed.

The relevant areas are then examined and consultations held with the local community to establish the ideal location for the installation of the cameras. As it is not possible to provide CCTV for every area where they are requested, these cameras are rotated as the need arises, therefore the numbering of the poles is not considered to be necessary or viable.

Pilot ventilation programme in Council homes

It was proposed by Councillor C. King and seconded by Councillor B. Ferron as RESOLVED:

That this Committee calls on the Chief Executive to report on the pilot ventilation in Council homes programme that took place a couple of years ago and what plans if any are there to roll out a programme throughout the Tallaght area with a view to improving the quality of air in homes which is in some cases causing sickness in tenants when dangerous spores appear due to bad ventilation.
The following report by the Chief Executive which had been circulated was READ:

The pilot ventilation project, using a supply/demand system, was successful for the dwelling where installations occurred. There was a substantial reduction in free moisture/condensation in all dwellings.

A number of conditions applied to the pilot dwellings that could be effectively addressed by the system:

· Ground floor units - security issue with opening windows 

· Small units [visitors or continuous occupation increased humidity] 

· Excess moisture generated within dwelling 

· Intensified washing generated due to requirements of young families 

· Intense use of dwelling on continuous basis 

· High air tightness of dwelling rending normal ventilation less effective 

· High air tightness / lack of cross ventilation 

The system has been extended in the interim to a new build project with a high air tightness ratio and also to an apartment block complex where the units are small, cross ventilation is difficult and the air tightness has been increased.

The installations have operated for 18 months with some reported success and with no negative comment.

It is anticipated that the system will be utilized in refurbishment/new housing programs where the conditions justify the installation cost

Mr Paddy De Roe, Senior Architect summarised the report. Following a discussion from Councillors B. Ferron, C. King, N. Coules the motion was AGREED.

Monetarily contribution to CARP 
It was proposed by Councillor C. King and seconded by Councillor M. GENOCKEY as RESOLVED:

That this Committee calls on the Chief Executive to endorse the Homeless Support Service monetarily which is being provided by CARP (community addiction response project ) recognizing the hugely important assistance being provided to the South Dublin Homeless population.
The following report by the Chief Executive which had been circulated was READ:

The homeless crisis in Dublin has led to the need of this project in our community. The new homeless low threshold project at CARP was a direct result of many clients availing of an initial pilot service for those who were homeless or at risk of homelessness in the South Dublin County Council area and the issues they presented with. The pilot service only offered information with access to a South Dublin County Council Homeless Outreach Worker.

CARP receives its core funding directly from the HSE and the Drug Task Force provides the project some funding toward a Young Persons project. In support of this pilot service, the Council's Outreach Worker is available at the weekly clinic to offer advice on homeless services and housing options available to them. To date this year, advisory service has assisted 101 clients.

Currently we are carrying out a full audit of the homeless services available in the area with a view to ensuring they are meeting an identified need and not duplicating a service already provided elsewhere.
Mr H. Hogan, Senior Executive Officer summarised the report. Following a discussion with contributions from Councillors C. King, M. Genockey, D. Richardson, C. O’Connor, K. Mahon the motion was AGREED.
