REPLY: 

A key issue emerging from the carrying out of the County Economic Profile is the need to focus funding to give effective support to enhance the physical environment of industrial estates within the County, this is particularly in the case of areas which are underutilised with higher rates of vacancy.

In pursuance of giving effective support to this outcome, a general survey has and will continue to be carried out to identify and support measures to improve industrial estates in Tallaght and other parts of the County so as to continue to attract and maintain investment and job creation. 

As the members will be aware with respect to the additional funding from the Business Support Grant, as agreed, they will be used to target industrial vacancy/underutilisation and obsolescence and to promote innovation and enterprise, on a percentage breakdown of -

· 60%- infrastructural upgrading works to be of a capital nature.

· 30%- innovation, start up advice and supports including potential    incubation space

· 10%- targeted training, to be identified by targeted surveys and delivered through LEO.

Through identifying and progressing particular improvements, such as in the Cookstown estate area, practical support will be given to improving industrial estates as areas for economic activity.

PROVISION OF UNITS FOR START UP BUSINESSES
It was proposed by Councillor D. Richardson, seconded by Councillor M. Duff and RESOLVED:
That this Council look at sites in the Tallaght area for start up businesses similar to Killinarden Enterprise Centre. If we are serious about attracting new business to the area we must look at providing smaller units for new business to start up in the Tallaght area. As a Council who depends so much on rates from our businesses we must help new business start and develop in our county. 
The following report by the Chief Executive which had been circulated was READ:

The Council through its own efforts or in co-operation with other Agencies has constructed local enterprise centres at Neilstown and Bawnogue in Clondalkin and at Brookfield and Killinarden in Tallaght. 

The Centres aim to provide low cost start-up units with the necessary management supports, catering for a broad spectrum of services and trades. It is anticipated that as skill levels, business acumen and workforce increase in the individual businesses, the successful entrepreneurs will move on, thereby broadening the scope of start up aid and creating new business opportunities for local people.

The Council also provided a former community premises at Bolbrook to Partas for development as an Enterprise Centre and also disposed of a site at St Dominic's Road for the provision of enterprise units by a private Company.

As part of the Councils’ ongoing commitment to support enterprise and employment a full analysis of enterprise will be carried out to maximise new start-ups within the existing facilities. Following this analysis further provision will be considered. 

As the members will be aware, with respect to the additional funding from the Business Support Grant, as agreed, they will be used to target industrial vacancy/underutilisation and obsolescence and to promote innovation and enterprise, on a percentage breakdown of -

· 60%- infrastructural upgrading works to be of a capital nature.
· 30%- innovation, start-up advice and supports including potential incubation space

· 10%- targeted training, to be identified by targeted surveys      and delivered through LEO

In pursuance of this initiative the Council would be supportive of proposals from the private sector for the provision of start-up or incubation space.

The local hotel managers have requested that these details be made available to former employees as they present to the office. 

The Council will stay in close contact with South Dublin Chamber on this matter.

REPLY:
The Council’s Public Realm Section was requested by St Kevin’s GAA Club to provide a dressing room facility for them at Kilnamanagh to resolve the problem of kids changing on the pitch or at the side of the road. In response to this the Council suggested that the club provide the unit themselves as the Council was not in a position to do so.  The Public Realm section undertook to place the unit for the club on the grounds that the following two conditions were met - (a) that the club would carry all the costs of placing the unit, and (b) that the container would be similar to all other converted container units which are place on other pitches, that it would be painted green and maintained clean of graffiti at all times.  The club had requested that the unit would be placed near to the pitches however this request was rejected as it would have placed the container too close to housing.  The new unit has been placed beside an existing unit along Treepark Road which is in use by the same club.  There are a number of issues with it however, it has neither been converted nor painted as requested.  The club have been informed of these issues and have been advised that the container will have to be removed if these issues are not addressed.  They have also been advised of complaints from local residents regarding the location of the unit and that the chosen location may have to be reviewed in light of these complaints.

REPLY:
The Council is fully committed to enforcing the provisions of the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended, the Waste Management Act 1996, as amended, and associated waste regulations to tackle individuals and/or businesses who are engaged in illegal dumping.

All reports of litter and illegal dumping are recorded on the Environmental Complaints System, where they are tracked from original complaint through from investigation to enforcement and all incidents of illegal dumping are interrogated for evidence and appropriate enforcement action taken, where possible. Unfortunately, it is proving more difficult to obtain evidence in relation to the identity of polluters as identifying information is generally removed or shredded. We continue to encourage residents and the public at large to support 
the Council in efforts to identify alleged polluters and to provide the necessary information to allow appropriate enforcement action to be taken. 

All options to address the problem of litter and graffiti in South Dublin County are being examined at this time, in tandem with the development of a new Litter Management Plan. The new Plan will have regard to the objectives of the Corporate Plan, which includes improvement in the aesthetic appearance of our County. Objectives for the Litter Management Plan will focus on how South Dublin County Council will approach the issue of litter over the next three years, including the potential for use of innovative environmental monitoring solutions such as CCTV and programmed audio devices.

It was not possible to remove all of these items at the time of clean up, it will be necessary to return to complete the job when the water level in the lake has dropped during the summer months. Other lakes and watercourses in the park are 
currently being examined and it is planned that a thorough clean up of all these will be carried out in the coming months.  It should be noted that a trash screen which was previously in place upstream of the first lake, and which was missing for some time, has now been repaired and reinstalled on the inflow. This will improve the situation with regard to litter being washed down from the upstream catchment area.

If there is a local initiative to have them converted into allotments or community gardens the Council would look favourably on progressing such a project. However a project such as this and within a housing area would have to have local support in terms of a committee to manage the site in partnership with the Council. The Council will undertake a site survey to determine if such a project is physically possible, taking into account soil conditions, utilities on site and access. If there is a local group interested in this project it should make contact with the Council to progress the idea.

The Council is currently preparing a strategy on the provision of allotments and community gardens for presentation to the Elected Members and this are will be considered as part of the strategy.
