It has been decided by the Dublin Authorities that these works should be funded by means of a loan for a period of up to 10 years and that the seeking of approval and quotations for the loan should be arranged by South Dublin County Council.  The level of the proportionate liability for repayment for South Dublin may be up to 25% based of total waste disposal requirements and the expected usage of the facility.

Accordingly, the approval of the Council is now sought to the raising of a loan for €9m, subject to the sanction of the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government
